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WHere it is ordayned and prouided by a ſtatute made and eſtabliſhed in the Parliament holden at Weſtminſter, the the viii. day of Iune in the xxviii. yeere of the raigne of the Queenes Maieſties dearly be­loued father, of famous memorie king Henry the eight, that the pri­ces of al kinde of wines, (that is to ſay) of the Tonne, Butte, Pipe, Punchion, Hogſhed, Tyerſe, Barrell, Rundlet, when it ſhoulde be ſolde in groſſe, ſhould be limitted and declared by the Lord Chaun­celor of Englande, Lorde Treaſourer of Englande, Lorde Preſi­dent of ye ſaid Kings moſt honourable Coūſel, Lord priuie Seale, & the two chiefe Iuſtices of either Bench, or fiue, foure, or three of them, & that the ſame ſhould be ſold according to the ſame prices ſo by them ſet & taxed, vpon payne & penaltie conteyned in the ſayde Act. foraſmuch as the Lord Chauncelor of England, Lord Treaſourer of Englande, & the two L.chiefe Iuſtices for diuerſe conſiderations them moouing, and according to the effect and meaning of the ſayde ſtatute and Acte, haue in writing by their deliberate aduiſes vpon conference had with ſundry perſons thereto requiſite, taxed, limitted, aſſigned, and appoynted the prices of Gaſcoigne and french wines, to be ſolde within this her highneſſe Realme for this yeere following (that is to ſaye) Euery Tonne of the beſt Gaſcoigne and french wines to be ſolde (the ſeller bearing all the charges due and payable to her Maieſtie in her cuſtome houſe) after the rate and price of twelue poundes ſter­ling and not aboue. The buyer bearing all the ſaide charges, after the price and rate of ix.li.vi.s.viii.d. ſterling the Tonne and not aboue. And euery Pipe, Hogſhed, Tyerſe, Barrell, Rundlette, and other veſſels of the ſame ſeuerall wynes to be ſolde in groſſe, after their quantities according to the ſame rates and not aboue. And euery Tonne of Rochell and other ſmall and thynne wynes to be ſolde (the ſeller bearing all the charges due and payable to her Maieſtie in her cuſtome houſe) afer the price and rate of tenne poundes ſterling the Tonne, and not aboue. And the buyer bearing the ſaid charges, at vii.li.s.viii.d. ſterling the Tonne, & not aboue. And euery Pipe, Hogſhed Tierſe, Barrel, Rundlet, and other veſſels of the ſame ſeuerall wynes to be ſolde in groſſe after their quantities according to the ſame rates (and not aboue.) The Queenes moſt excellent Maieſtie therefore ſtrayghtly chargeth and commaundeth a [...]l and ſinguler her louing Subiects, and others, putting any maner Gaſcoigne, French, Rochell, or other ſmall or thinne wynes to ſale within this her highneſſe Realme, that they ne any of them, in any maner of wiſe, by any craft, couen or priuate agreement, ſhall ſell any Gaſcoigne, French, Rochell, or other ſmall or thynne wines, otherwiſe then is aboue limitted, vpon payne to for­faite and paye ſuch penalties as be conteyned and expreſſed in the ſaide ſtatute, or in any other ſtatute made or ordeyned for the ſame. And moreouer her highneſſe pleaſure and commandement is, that all and ſinguler Maiors, Sheriffes, Bailiffes, Conſtables, and other Officers, to whom it appertay­neth, that they, and euery of them with diligence, cauſe and ſee that this her proclamation be put in due execution, after the tenor of the ſame, and alſo according to another Acte of Parliament eſtabli­ſhed in the Parliament aboue rehearſed, agaynſt ſuch as will refuſe to ſell their wines at prices taxed as is aforeſayd, as they will anſwere thereto at their perilles.
