Bleſt memory! which ſhall, the age to come,
Stand ſacred in the Liſt of Hell and Rome.
Let our great Clement, Raviliac's Name,
Your Spirits to like heights of ſin inflame:
Thoſe mighty Souls who each durſt bravely dye,
To have a Royal Ghoſt their Company;
Heroick Act, and worth their Tortures well,
Well worth the ſufferings of a double Hell;
And if theſe cannot move ye as they ſhould,
Let Garnet's bold Example fire your blood
