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And if you dream, upon an Horſe you ride,
That is not dock'd, but tail hath long and ſide,
Then in your Undertakings you ſhall have
Many good friends, who will aſſiſtance give.

FINIS Somniorum

Hereafter followeth a Deſcription of the Conſtitutions of the Melancho­lick, Phlegmatick, Cholerick and Sanguine Perſons: To which is ad­ded ſome Phyſiognomal Characters of Perſons of ſeveral different Hu­mours and Inclinations.
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Of the Melancholick.
THEY are for the moſt part black, cold, dry, rough skin'd, with thin, harſh and curled hair, lean in body, ſtout Eaters, great joynts, ſlow and backward in their Reſolutions, diffident, ſuſpi­cious, ingenious, and generally malicious: they are perſons of few words, cloſe, hypocritical and con­ceited; generally they are Enemies to Drollery, retired perſons, lovers of ſolitude and not very ac­coſtable or familiar; for they affect but few per­ſons, and thoſe but coldly too, ſoon moved to an­ger and paſſion, though upon very ſmall grounds, [Page]moſt of them are covetous, by reaſon of that diffi­dence and diſtruſt which ever accompanies them; fearful that their Eſtate will decay, and ſo alwayes griping and miſerable; They are enemies as wel to thoſe they have offended, as to thoſe they do of­fend; great vindicators of themſelves; irreconci­lable, or at leaſt you muſt not truſt them over-far, and too much depend upon their Reconciliation; in a word, they are much given to Extreams, and are either extraordinary Virtuous or Vicious.

Of the Phlegmatick.
They are naturally moiſt, white, and ſoft skin'd, and their joints are for the moſt part hid; they are timorous, ſleep well, their eyes running; they hate labor and pains, and are often given to Leche­ry; if they abound not with Flegm too much they are indifferently capacitated for Learning; but o­therwiſe they are of a ſtupid apprehenſion, and dul Capacity: their hair and nails increaſe and grow much, and their Mouths always water, which if it be white and fluid is a good ſign, but if viſcous, the contrary; Thy are ſeldom thirſty, and ſo drink rarely but at meals: their digeſtive Faculty is but ſlow, ſo their Appetite is ſmall: their eies are heavy, and urine white, and where their Comple­xion is pale without a mixture of red, they are [Page]laxative in Body; as for the temper of the Mind they have much of the dulneſs and ſlowneſs; but neither the ſpirit nor Malice of the Melancholick, for they are neither extraodinary inveterate in their hatred, nor very fervent in their Love: that coldneſs which freezeth their heart, makes them more diſtruſtful of themſelves than others; they are irreſolute in their Councils, and timorous in the Execution of them: and very fearful of underta­king and looſing their Deſigns, and it often hap­pens through their Ignorance of the means, and miſunderſtanding of the Thing.

Of the Cholerick.
The Perſons of this Conſtitution, are lean, and of a pale yellowiſh Complexion, have a bitterneſs in the Mouth, and roughneſs in the Throat: they are often troubled with the Headach, they uſual­ly vomit green and yallow ſtuff, that is very bit­ter, they are very thirſty, and ſpit little: they ſleep but little: their Urine is clear of a fiery-colour, and their Ordure is hard almoſt burnt up; as to their mind, they are de­xterous in all things, proud, haughty and deſirous that all perſons ſhould be ſubject to their hu­mour; they are Enemies to the leaſt Diſobedience; impatient in the Execution of their Enterpriſes, raſh in their Counſels, little minding the Advice [Page]  [...] [Page]  [...] [Page]of others, unleſs it be to find a perſon that is of their own Temper, and undertakes the perform­ance of their wills; if you ſeem to bear in mind any offence they have given you, then they ſtudy Revenge, and mortally hate thoſe they have offen­ded; otherwiſe though they are injurious, yet they are not very offenſive but ſoon pacified.

Of the Sanguine.
Theſe perſons are generally very ſtrong and couragious, and, when the Blood abounds, have a Tickling or ſharp Itching all over the Body; their Mouth is full of Bladders, and their Urine is red; as to the qualifications of their Mind, they are jo­vial, lovers of Recreations, Enemies to ſadneſs, and vexation, avoiding diſturbing and thorny Bu­ſineſs and Conteſts, deſirous of Peace, freely com­mitting the management of their affairs to others, referring themſelves wholly to them: loving thoſe that diſcharge them without any occaſion of Com­plaint; thy are courteous and kind, and loth to injure any perſon, and if they are conſtrained to it, it is then in words rather then otherwiſe, and they ſoon bury in Oblivion the injury done them; They are generally liberal and free, and take de­light to pleaſe others.

Of the juſt man.
[Page]
His voice is bigg, loud, inflexible, or elſe mean between the Baſe and Trebble; his hair of a dark color, a piercing look, that carries terror in it; his Aſpect neither wild nor humble, but with a cer­tain penſiveneſs, full of Reverence and dignity: his Eyes are full, and the Balls thereof proportionably round, or the Circle that is underneath ſurround­ing the Ball of the Eye, narrow and black: but the upper part of thoſe Eyes that are full of the Chri­ſtalline humour, caſts a kind of ſparkling Luſtre, and nothing ſeems ſtrange or joyful in them: or their Eyes water with Laughing, their Ey lids look­ing downwards; the forehead is long and exten­ded towards both the Temples.

Of the faithful Perſon:
His Eyes are of a moderate ſize, drawing to­wards a dusky or black color; large and fixed or heavy, and the Ey-brows cloſing together, with a ſupercilious and downlook.

Of the honeſt man.
He is of a comely Aſpect breathing moderate­ly, [Page]his eyes hollow and moving like water in a Veſ­ſel, having a ſober ſtaid or pleaſant look, the Eyes always open, of a ſad Colour, and the Circle of them neither too big nor too little, and full of Chriſtalline humour, cloſely ſhutting the Ey-brows, and the forehead ſupercilious and depreſſed, with a big noſe well proportion'd to the face; or long extended to the Mouth, or moderately large long and open, his breſt large and ſhoulders broad; the paps of his Breaſt of a moderate ſize.

Of the Prudent Perſon.
He is ſtender in Body, his head rather big than little, extended from the fore part to the hin­der, and uſually fair haird; his Fore-head ſquare and duly proportioned; his face full and of a moderate ſize; a ſmooth Tongue, his voice neither deep nor ſmall; the upper lip ſtanding out, and his Neck ſomething leaning to the right ſide; large cheſted, and broad ſhoulder'd: his eies large, high ſet, caſting a luſtre radient and full of moiſture; and his hands and fingers long, without any mo­ving geſture in his diſcourſe.

Of the good natur'd Man.
His face is neither too big nor too little, he laught [Page]but ſeldom, his voice neither ſhrill deep nor ſmall; his eyes hollow, fixed of a leaden colour, full and watchful, ſhining as if moiſtned with water; his Forehead neither full nor wrinkled, his Ears of a comely ſquare proportion, and his feet well ſhap'd, jointed and nervous.

Of the Ingenious.
His head is of a middle ſize, proportionable to the Neck in bigneſs, equal and well ſhap'd, ſtoop­ing a little in the ſhoulders, his voice clear between a Baſe & Treble; he hath a ſweet air in his Coun­tenance; his hair is full, and moderate between thick and thin, his Eies are full, comely and indif­ferently round; his Thighs and skin ſoft and moiſt, and not very fleſhy, neither too hairy nor altoge­ther without hair: the Palms of his hands are long, his finger ſlenders and ſharp at the ends; he is moderate in weeping and laughing, his counte­nance is mixed with joy and pleaſantneſs.

Of the Constant.
Their Eies are dark, moiſt and truly propor­tion'd, their Ey-brows black and ſubſtantial; and they very ſeldom are ſeen to laugh.

Of thoſe that are apt to learn.
[Page]
Their Ey-brows are thin, clear and large, their Fore-head extended at length, and their hair ſom­what near the flaxen color, their Ears ſunk into the head: they have a meagre thin look, and ſeldom laugh; their neck leaning to the right ſide, they are large ſhoulder'd, and broad or narrow Cheſt­ed: they are well ſhaped, of a leaden or black co­lour, radient, and either large, fixed, dark and moiſt, or ſteddy, little and moiſt, exactly propor­tioned; the fore-head extended and ſmooth, the Ey-lids movable, yet ſo as if they were ſteady and fixed: their belly is well proportioned, and they uſe the geſture of the hands in their diſcourſe.

Of the Liberal.
His hair falls upon his Forehead, his Neck is hairy, his Fingers and ſhoulders are bowed back­wards, and he is long arm'd.

Of thoſe that have a ſtrong Memory.
All the upper parts of the body are ſmall com­ly, well ſhaped, proportionable, and well fleſh'd but not fat.

Of the temperate.
[Page]
His Eyes are large radient and moiſt, having a black Circle under a red one, the corners of his eies are ſhort, and the Ball of the Ey of a mean proportion: his Neck leans on the right ſide, his hair is neither light nor thick, the forehead neither ſmooth nor wrinkled, his mouth neither wide nor little, and he draws his breath moderately.

Of the Baſhful Perſon.
He is ſlow in his Motion and Speech; his voice grave and ſpirituous, a brisk not ſparkling ey, nor very open nor yet quire cloſed, which ſhuts lea­ſurely very red: the body bowed, the ears red, his Eyes ſad coloured and moiſt of a juſt proportion.

Of the Couragious.
He is harſh hair'd, hath a ſtrait Body, and the Bones Ribs and Extremities of the Body are ſtrong and big: his forehead high, but neither ſharp, ſmooth nor rough, but lean and large: his neck is faſt, but not full fleſh'd; he hath a menacing, ſtrong loud voice, a moiſt eye and look full of terror; he is large and ſtrong ſhoulder'd: his head is ſome­what [Page]what larger than ordinary, his Noſe ſuitable to his Forehead; he is wide mouthed and thin lip'd, the upper and lower lips being both alike: he hath long Arms, with big and harſh hands.

Of the ſincere man.
His face is of a middle ſize, his Cheeks are plump, and temples full: his voice neither deep nor ſharp.

Of the Merciful Man.
His eies are plump, and Ey-brows are directly ſtrait, and he hath a long cloudy brow; is a great lover of Women, and doth procreate Children; he hath a very tenacious Memory, is ingenious and witty: and hath a comly fair Complexion.

Of the Facetious.
The Figure and Symetry of his Face is exactly proportionable, he is of a graceful aſpect, neither compoſed nor effeminate; his Eyes are moiſt and ſhining, and ſlow in their motion, his look is ſeem­ingly drowſy; and he hath a broad fleſhy and ſmooth Forehead, or wrinkled a little about the Eies, and hath a ſoft voice and pleaſant brow.

Of the Heroick Perſon.
[Page]
He hath large ſparkling Eyes under a comely Brow, a ſharp look, the Ears deep pierced and well made, advanced and quick of hearing; his head well proportioned rather big than little, of an exact roundneſs, advanced before and behind; the forehead ſquare, between ſmooth and wrinkled; his mouth rather large than little; his voice and mirth moderate, and his ſpeech grave; his lips ſoft and colored, his hair inclining to a flaxen colour; his Complexion clear and ſomewhat ruddy, and his hands alwayes big and of a large ſize.

Of the bold and hardy.
His Eyes are glittering, of a green or ſanguine colour, moving to and fro without ſtirring the Ey-brows, large and dry, caſting a pure ſhining Lu­ſtre; he hath long Ey-brows, and Noſe extended even to the Mouth; which is wide, and teeth long thin and ſharp: he hath an auſteer look, and wrin­kled Brow, with a large Breaſt, wide ſhoulders, and long Arms that reach down to the Knees.

Of the Mechanick.
[Page]
Their hands and fingers are long, their Eies moiſt, often opening and ſhutting: they are ſome­what inclining to a flaxen colour.

Of the Penſive.
Their Forehead is wrinkled, and they draw their breath ſoftly and unheard, are wry neck'd and have a ſlow pace.

Of the unjuſt Perſon.
His Eyes are greeniſh, ſomewhat dry or red­diſh, immovable and large, looking downwards: the inferiour Circle of the Apple thereof is green, and the ſuperiour black; thoſe parts are without the Eye, as the Forehead, Cheeks, Ey-brows and Lids, move often, or are open and ſmiling, and he looks with a fixed or menacing Countenance.

Of Murtherers.
Their Ey-brows are thick, tufted and joyned to­gether, the Circle near the apple of the Eye, unſet­tled, dry, very, roling or pale colored.

Of the Ideot.
[Page]
He hath a full plum fleſhy face, and thick Lips, ſpeaks not freely, hath a ſtrait neck, and his Body leaning to the left.

Of the Furious.
He hath plump Cheeks, but is ſomewhat long Viſag'd, his eies move but ſlowly, he is bottle noſ'd upwards, hath a little head, the fore and hinder part hollow, the forehead round and high: the paps of his breaſt are big and fleſhy; the ſpace between his Navel and the lower part of the Breaſt, longer than that between the lower part of the Breaſt and the Throat; his Arms are brawny, and nails croo­ked and narrow.

Of Poyſoners.
They have dry and goggle Eyes, the Circle of them diſproportioned, rolling and black with pale or bloody ſpecks.

Of thoſe who are of dull Capacity.
Their Head is either too big or too little, their Face broad and Neck ſoft.

Of the Wicked man.
[Page]
His Ey-teeth are long advanced forward, and well faſtned; he is ready in diſcourſe, eſpecially if his voice be ſlender, or he ſpeak through the noſe, and with difficulty; he hath an ill Look, and is a little out-mouthed; his Neck is awry and knob­by, he is ſpindle-ſhanck'd, and his feet ill made, and hollow in the ſoles; his eyes all the length of the Face, eſpecially the Apple or Ball of the Eye, looking as if they moved joyntly, glittering like dry Marble, of a black colour, ſtaring as if they would ſtart out of his head, they cloſe not, are pale, reddiſh and dry.

Of thoſe who have weak Memories.
Their upper parts are larger than their lower, as the hands than the Feet proportionable, &c.

Of the Ʋnfaithful.
His Eyes are hollow, dry and of a dark colour, conſtantly moving and roaling, as if he were diſ­compoſed; his head is very ſmall, and ill pro­portioned, he hath a weak Back, and rough Fore­head, full of wrinkles and ſmall furrows; high ſhoulder'd and hands ſmall and ſlender.

Of thoſe that have Venomous Eyes.
[Page]
Their lower Lips are ſmall and ſwelled towards the Ey-Teeth.

Of the Inconſtant.
They have a little forehead, and a very little Noſe, long, thin and ſlender at the End, they are flat mouth'd, their Belly and Breaſt is hairy, their Eyes are little, and of a ſad colour.

Of the Imprudent.
He is either very big, or of a ſlender Body; Breath's like one that hath newly run a Race; he hath a high Forhead, and little eyes, ſtanding outward, ſparking like a Diamond, or elſe they are of a dark reddiſh, or ſanguine colour; languiſhing, of­ten opening and cloſing: his fingers are knotty and ill ſhaped, he walks ſwiftly poiſing his Body uprightly, hath a parched skin and color'd, which ſhews him to be of a hot Conſtitution: he is timo­rous, and if ſurpris'd, ſhrinks himſelf up together.

Of the Fooliſh.
[Page]
They have a large broad Forehead, and their Eyes ſquinting towards the right ſide, and the Ball thereof is very ſmall; they have a ſad Counte­nance, and their upper-lip is thick, hanging over the under-lip, they have a nimble Tongue, laugh much and have a ſharp or piercing voice, they have a long Neck, and uſually bend forwards, either in that or ſome other part of the Body; their hands are very much bended backwards, and their ſhoul­ders are hairy.

Of the rude and uncivilized Perſons.
They have great large heads, are flaxen hair'd, inclining to white, their foreheads plump, and their Noſe ill proportion'd to the Face, they are out mouthed, their Lips thick and round, or the un­der-lip ſtanding out; their neck big brawny and hard, and as it were immovable; they have large and harſh hands, and their Nails over-grown with fleſh; their Fingers are long and ſlender, ſhoulders high and their Legs and Heels are large.

Of the Timororus.
[Page]
They have an ill colored ſqui [...]g-Ey, they are black or fair Complexioned, a full face or bony with large Foreheads, thin Lips and little Mouths; a trembling low Voice, their hair is lank or curled, ſoft and full, black or white, and the hinder part of the head hollow: they draw their breath faint­ly or ſlowly, their hands are long and ſlender, their Breaſt weak and lean without hair, their Thighs thin, Neck long, and the Extremities of their Bodies are feeble, they are ſoft skin'd, and their Body ſtooping.

Of the Covetous.
His Face, Members and Eyes are little; his Complexion ſomewhat Ruddy, hath a crook'd Back, and a ſharp piercing querulous voice.

Of the Raſh.
Their Eyes are ſhining, yet ſquinting, cloſing with a ſevere Look, their Ey-brows are hairy, their Ey-lids harſh and thick, or cloſing directly, moiſt, of an exact proportion, and caſting a Luſtre, they have a ſmooth Fore-head, wide and out Mouth, with ſhort thick fingers

Of the Drunkard.
[Page]
He hath plump Cheeks alwaies rudy, a little Face and yellow Complexion, his Ey-lids advan­ced downwards, reddiſh, moiſt large or goggle Eys, as if they would ſtart out of the head, he draweth his breath nimbly and frequently, his Throat is rough, the Vertebra thereof ſtanding out.

Of the Proud.
His Eybrows are arch'd and often moving up­wards, the Belly big, fleſhy and hanging down, have a ſlow pace and often ſtop in the ſtreets of their own accord, looking about on all ſides, and he hath dry ſad colored Eys.

Of the Luxurious.
His hair is ſtraight black and thin, or head bald, his Chin plump and full; and the Circum­ference of that part which is between the Chin and the Noſe is hollow; he hath a wide noſe and round near the Forehead, or flat, his Eyes are ra­dient, or elſe have a green Circle under a black one; the Ey-lids conſtantly moving, and the hair of the ſame ſhedding, is of a pale Complexion [Page]and hairy, his beard playes with his noſe, the veins of his Arms are viſible, his hands hairy, his Toes cloſely joyned together, and the Nails very round.

Of the Impudent.
His Eyes are fiery red or big, and Ey-lids red and large, his hair red, Ey-brows long, and Complexion ruddy; the Face long or flat, Cop­ped crowned, and hook-Noſ'd from the Fore­head downward; he is loud in his laughter, as if he had a Cough or difficulty of breathing, he hath a fierce bold impudent Look, moves haſtily, is high-ſhouldr'd, and goes ſomewhat ſtooping; the Tincture of his body is ruddy, of a ſanguine co­lour, his breaſt high cheſted, and he hath thick Legs.

Of the Lyars.
They have a full face, a noſe big in the middle, growing narrow at the Top, ſmiling about the Mouth, the Ey-brows depreſſed, and looking as it were by ſtealth, and the Eyes lively and ſmi­ling; of a quick and ſhrill ſpeech or ſpeaking through the Noſe; and the body uſually crooked.

Of the Infirm.
[Page]
Their Eybrows are thin, fat, ſtretch'd out or immovable; their Neck it ſlender, their arms and Elbows ſmall, and their hands ſmall, ſlender and ill joynted, the paps of their Breaſts ſmall and ex­tenuated, and they ſtammer or liſp in their ſpeech.

Of the Voluptuous woman.
She is of a pale or brown Complexion, ſlender and lean, ſtraight bodied, hath little hard Breaſts, her hair is curld and ſhort, her voice ſhrill and loud, ſhe is bold of ſpeech, proud and cruel, very officious and loves good Liquor:

Of the Slothful.
He hath a large plump face, and great Cheeks, very large Eyes, of a ſlow Motion, he hath a broad Forehead, and a drowſy look, ſpeaks little and de­liberately, his body is very hairy, and his pace large and ſlow, or ſhort and ſlow; his face is of a honey Colour, and the lower part of the Noſe big.

Of the Intemperate.
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His Eyes are fad color'd, looking upwards when they begin to cloſe, or pleaſant and moiſt, otherwiſe big and reddiſh, he is wide mouth'd, ſoft and big-belly'd hanging down.

Of the Diſſembler.
He hath ſparkling hollow and little Eyes, his Eybrows bending to the Temples, he is plump in thoſe parts, that belong to the Face, thoſe that are about the Eye are wrinkled; he is of a ſeem­ing ſleepy but pleaſant Aſpect, hath a low voice, good gate, and is alwayes in Motion, walking ſom­times apace and ſometimes ſoftly.

Of the Dull perſon.
He is Naturally hot, his head bigger than or­dinary, the Conveyances through which the Spi­rits of the head move to and fro are ſo narrow, that they are ſoon ſtopp'd, which makes him ſlee­py and drowſy; his body is ſo fat and veins ſo narrow, that they are ſcarce viſible.

Of the Flatterer.
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His Eyes are different and ſmall, he hath a little Face, a ſerene and extended Brow, moving his Body to and fro as he walks.

Of the Envious.
Their Eye-brows are down-caſt even to the Cheeks, their Face and Cheeks fat, of a pale Com­plexion, and the Mouth wide, They have long ſharp and white Teeth, they have hollow Eyes and ſhort Arms, and a delicate ſharp voice.

Of the Talkative Perſon.
His Noſe is ſtraight or big in the middle, grow­ing narrow at the Top; he is long Cheek'd, and of a hony-color'd Complexion; his Chin is long and Throat rough, his hands ſlender and bent, and his Fingers ſmall, he is well ſhap'd, and breaths as if he had run a race.

Of the Irreligious.
Their Temples are hollow, and Ey-brows join­ed together, and hairy, their Eyes hollow, little or [Page]great and full of Motion, ſparkling as if they were angry, opening themſelves very wide, piercing, and ſwell'd round about, they have a wide Mouth, and long ſharp white ſtrong Teeth.

Of the Gameſters.
They have thick ſtrait and black hair, a thick Beard, hairy Temples; and a plump ſparkling and clear Ey, large rediſh and looking upwards.

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The EEBO-TCP project was divided into two phases. The 25,363 texts created during Phase 1 of the project have been released into the public domain as of 1 January 2015. Anyone can now take and use these texts for their own purposes, but we respectfully request that due credit and attribution is given to their original source.
Users should be aware of the process of creating the TCP texts, and therefore of any assumptions that can be made about the data.
Text selection was based on the New Cambridge Bibliography of English Literature (NCBEL). If an author (or for an anonymous work, the title) appears in NCBEL, then their works are eligible for inclusion. Selection was intended to range over a wide variety of subject areas, to reflect the true nature of the print record of the period. In general, first editions of a works in English were prioritized, although there are a number of works in other languages, notably Latin and Welsh, included and sometimes a second or later edition of a work was chosen if there was a compelling reason to do so.
Image sets were sent to external keying companies for transcription and basic encoding. Quality assurance was then carried out by editorial teams in Oxford and Michigan. 5% (or 5 pages, whichever is the greater) of each text was proofread for accuracy and those which did not meet QA standards were returned to the keyers to be redone. After proofreading, the encoding was enhanced and/or corrected and characters marked as illegible were corrected where possible up to a limit of 100 instances per text. Any remaining illegibles were encoded as <gap>s. Understanding these processes should make clear that, while the overall quality of TCP data is very good, some errors will remain and some readable characters will be marked as illegible. Users should bear in mind that in all likelihood such instances will never have been looked at by a TCP editor.
The texts were encoded and linked to page images in accordance with level 4 of the TEI in Libraries guidelines.
Copies of the texts have been issued variously as SGML (TCP schema; ASCII text with mnemonic sdata character entities); displayable XML (TCP schema; characters represented either as UTF-8 Unicode or text strings within braces); or lossless XML (TEI P5, characters represented either as UTF-8 Unicode or TEI g elements).
