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TO THE READER.
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[Page]
THE Pariſh-Clerk is an Officer to be choſen by the Minister of the Pariſh (unleſs Cuſtom prevail to the contrary) and by him to be certified to the Biſhop of the Dioceſe of his competent skill in Reading, Writing, and Singing; but eſpecially of his civil Life and Converſation, great requi­ſits, and moſt neceſſary qualifications of one choſen to attend in the Miniſtry of Holy things, and to bear a part in all the Divine Offices of the Church. Therefore a Miniſter, or Pariſh ought to be very careful how they introduce any perſon that is not thus qualified; otherwiſe the igno­rance and impiety of the Clerk may bring an unavoidable ſcandal to the Church of God, in whoſe Holy Offices he is to be con­verſant. [Page] A ſcandalous Clerk is an Offence to a devout Congregation, and gives juſt ground of diſcouragement to People to joyn in the reſpective Offices of Prayer and Praiſe, in which the Clerk bears ſo con­ſiderable a part, viz. By reſponding, by ſtanding up, by bowing, and by Genufle­ctions proper to all the parts of the Holy Offices as is directed in the Rubrick: by all which he more than intimates the Duty of every individual perſon in the Congrega­tion, particularly by ſaying Amen to all the Prayers throughout the whole Service; which if the Clerk were not obliged, ex Officio, to ſay Amen, (which the Anci­ents ſay, in the Primitive Church, was wont to be repeated like a Clap of Thun­der) the careleſneſs, and lukewarmneſs of the generality of people is ſuch, that (as experience ſheweth) there would be few or none oftentimes to perform that part, or ſay Amen to the Prayers. Therefore tis well the Church is provided of a proper Officer to ſupply the defects of others in the [Page] Worſhip of God. A Pariſh-Clerk then is not ſo mean and contemptible an Office as ſome people render it. He is more than a Door-keeper in the Houſe of God, he is Servus in Sacris, converſant in all the Holy Offices of the Church; whoſe Life and Converſation ought to be ſuch, that he be Habitually prepared at all times to Communicate with the Sick, &c. The Clerk is to take care about the Elements proper to be uſed in the Holy Sacraments; of the Holy Veſtments, that they be decently kept to the Honor of God, and the Reputation of that particular Church he hath the honour to ſerve. In a word, the Pariſh-Clerk ought to be an exact Patern of Confor­mity in all the reſpective Offices of the Church, by whoſe good example the Con­gregation may be excited to Reverence and Devotion, viz. Kneeling at Prayer, ſtand­ing up at the Creed, howing at the name of Jeſus, &c. Now to the end that every Pariſh-Clerk may be accompliſht in that part of his Office that relates to [Page] the Setting of the Pſalm, and for the more ready turning to that Portion he hath a mind to ſing: I have here furniſh'd him with an Alphabet of the moſt material Words and Sentences in the Singing Pſalms: and I have added alſo another Alphabet, where you will find Pſalms ſuited to proper and ſolemn Occaſions. Moreover, I have made a Collection of choice Verſes of the Pſalms, which I call Cloſes, to be uſed when the common Gloria Patri is omitted, which you find at the cloſe of the 75. Pſalm, and is generally uſed by the Pariſh-Clerks. Laſtly, you ſhall find at the end of this Book ſeveral Forms of Gloria Patris for Pſalms of eight and ſix Syllables, viz. for the 25. the 51. ſecond Metre, the 67. 70. and 134. Pſalms, and for Pſalms of eight Syllables, as is the 100. the 125. ſecond Metre, &c. In all which, next to the Glory of God, I aim at the common be­nefit and advantage of my Brethren the Pariſh-Clerks, for whoſe ſervice, and [Page] furtherance in Sacred things, I have a particular regard; with whom, if my weak endeavours ſhall find a kind ac­ceptance I have my end and deſign, wiſh­ing that the ſame may chiefly ſerve to the Glory and Praiſe of Almighty God, to whom I recommend you, who am

Editorial practices
EEBO-TCP is a partnership between the Universities of Michigan and Oxford and the publisher ProQuest to create accurately transcribed and encoded texts based on the image sets published by ProQuest via their Early English Books Online (EEBO) database (http://eebo.chadwyck.com). The general aim of EEBO-TCP is to encode one copy (usually the first edition) of every monographic English-language title published between 1473 and 1700 available in EEBO.
EEBO-TCP aimed to produce large quantities of textual data within the usual project restraints of time and funding, and therefore chose to create diplomatic transcriptions (as opposed to critical editions) with light-touch, mainly structural encoding based on the Text Encoding Initiative (http://www.tei-c.org).
The EEBO-TCP project was divided into two phases. The 25,363 texts created during Phase 1 of the project have been released into the public domain as of 1 January 2015. Anyone can now take and use these texts for their own purposes, but we respectfully request that due credit and attribution is given to their original source.
Users should be aware of the process of creating the TCP texts, and therefore of any assumptions that can be made about the data.
Text selection was based on the New Cambridge Bibliography of English Literature (NCBEL). If an author (or for an anonymous work, the title) appears in NCBEL, then their works are eligible for inclusion. Selection was intended to range over a wide variety of subject areas, to reflect the true nature of the print record of the period. In general, first editions of a works in English were prioritized, although there are a number of works in other languages, notably Latin and Welsh, included and sometimes a second or later edition of a work was chosen if there was a compelling reason to do so.
Image sets were sent to external keying companies for transcription and basic encoding. Quality assurance was then carried out by editorial teams in Oxford and Michigan. 5% (or 5 pages, whichever is the greater) of each text was proofread for accuracy and those which did not meet QA standards were returned to the keyers to be redone. After proofreading, the encoding was enhanced and/or corrected and characters marked as illegible were corrected where possible up to a limit of 100 instances per text. Any remaining illegibles were encoded as <gap>s. Understanding these processes should make clear that, while the overall quality of TCP data is very good, some errors will remain and some readable characters will be marked as illegible. Users should bear in mind that in all likelihood such instances will never have been looked at by a TCP editor.
The texts were encoded and linked to page images in accordance with level 4 of the TEI in Libraries guidelines.
Copies of the texts have been issued variously as SGML (TCP schema; ASCII text with mnemonic sdata character entities); displayable XML (TCP schema; characters represented either as UTF-8 Unicode or text strings within braces); or lossless XML (TEI P5, characters represented either as UTF-8 Unicode or TEI g elements).
