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Occurrences of State.
GReat are the distractions of this Kingdome, mani­fold are the Jealousies of the King, and innumera­ble are the feares of the Subject, insomuch that these Distractions have produced a Divi­sion, this Division is an almost fatall Se­peration, and this Separation is greatly feared to be the mother of intestine warr and uncivill discord, great men are become doubtfull, poore men are become fearefull rich men are become covetous; Gentle­men are become carelesse, every man di­stracted betwixt Hope and Feare, such are the miseries of these times, the malignant Party having got such a deepe Roote, and with such a delusive pretence and begui­ling colour, that it beguils and bemists the queint and discreet Iudgements of the greatest men, yea Pillars and Supporters of the Kingdome have been so blinded with their erroneous and bew [...]tching temptations, that they have left the feare of perfect Honour, and true vertue, and joyn'd themselves unto this hated faction, taking great care, much study, cost  [...] paine, to purchase ruine, death for to ob­taine.
Many instances I might giv [...]  [...] the like presidents, as Strafford  [...]  [...] ­ry, and many other, besides it is to be fea­red that we have many more  [...] have hi [...] ­tainted with that leprosie, as we have  [...] cause to feare, by this ensuing Relation.
Wednesday, being the Fast  [...], Doctor Jones of Jreland preached in the fore­noone, and Mr. Sedgwick the younger, in the afternoone in St. Margerets Church in Westminster, before the Members of Par­liament.
After Evening Prayer each House met, as was before appointed but they sate not long, being much troubled about a Re­por [...] made unto them, of the Earles of Devonshire, Salisbury, Northampton, and Monmouth, which went that morning privately towards Yorke.
Thursday morning upon the meeting of both Houses, two of their Messengers were called in, (that had beene imployed in the Houses Service to Yorke, and Mon­mouth, the former went with Order from the House to recommand the Farle of  [...] and  [...], the Lord Savill.  [...] Willinghby and others who went without the Houses leave) to attend the house, who acquainted their Lordships that he had recommanded as many as he could find but they all shewed him War­rants under his maiesties Hand comman­ding them to the contrary, and that they should attend him, the other that went with Order from the House to Monmouth touching the removeall of the Magazine to Newport in Wales, and for the disarming of Recusants, and both having given an accompt of their Services were dismiss'd.
Then the Lords fell into debate about the businesse depending betweene the Lord St. Iohns and Mr. Bincon, where Councell was heard plead on both sides, and some Witnesses examined, but at that time they were dismissed, the House referring it to a fitter time for the triall thereof.
These and many more distractions, and unexpected troubles dayly usher on mis­cheife, to the great disturbance of the peace of the Kingdome, to the mighty hinderance of the happy proceedings of Parliament, so that they cannot bring to perfection a­ny thing almost, but they find lets and hinderances, so busie are the Malignant party, who having ingag'd themselves in in the abuse of their gratious Soveraigne, are not content with that, but would now both ruine Him and all the Kingdome, to which end they strike at the greatest, knowing that (they once obtained to asist them) the Commons through Ignorance are easily deceived by their Example, and faire pretences withall, like Birds they flocke together, and seeing others (though placed on purpose to deceive) they fall upon the Net that proves their ruine, so the poore Commons being ignorant in the misterious ends of their queint polli­cie, are apt to follow them, drawne by perswasions, to doe, what mischiefe prompts them to Command, had not our gratious God at first ordain'd a happy meanes for to prevent such Evills, and by this happy Parliament to curbe and give a limmit to their bad Designes, whose Councells the same God direct and prosper, both for his owne Glory, his Maiesties Honour, and the Kingdomes tranquillity, that Peace may be concluded, Religion settled, Uni­on increased betwixt his Maiesty and the Parliament, and all things be done to Gods Glory both in Church and State.

JT is this day declared, and Ordered by the Lords and Commons assembled in Parliament, that all such persons as shall serve the King and the Common Wealth, in the Warre as Voluntiers, and receive Wages, after they have received it, they are within the words and intention of the Law, that provide for the reliefe of maimed Souidiers.
