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The Preface.

THere was neuer any thyng by the wyt of man ſo well deuyſed, or ſo ſure eſtablyſſhed, (whyche in contynuaunce of tyme) hath not been corrupted: as (emong other thynges) it may plain­ly appeare by the cōmon prayers in the Churche, cōmonly called deuine ſeruice. The firſt originall and grounde whereof, if a man would ſearche oute by the auncyente fathers, he ſhall fynde that the­ſame was not ordained but of a good purpoſe, and for a greate aduauncement of godlynes. For they ſo ordred the matter, that all the whole Byble, (or the greateſt part there­of) ſhould be read ouer once in the yere: entēdyng therby, yt the Cleargie, and ſpeciallye ſuche as were miniſters of the congregacyon, ſhoulde (by often readyng and meditacyon of Goddes worde) be ſtyrred vp to God­lynes themſelues, and be more hable alſo to exhorte other by wholeſome doctryne, and to confute them that wer aduerſaries to the truth. And fur­ther, that the people (by dayly hearing of holy ſcrypture read in ye church) ſhould contynually profyt more and more in the knowledge of God, and be the more enflamed with the loue of hys true religyon. But theſe many yeres paſſed, this godly and decente ordre of the auncyente fathers, hath been ſo altered, broken, and neglected, by plantyng in vncertayne Sto­ryes, Legendes, Reſpondes, Verſes, vayne Repeticions, Commemora­cions, & Sinodalles, that commonly whē any boke of ye Bible was begon, before three or foure Chapters were read out, al ye reſt were vnread. And in thys ſorte the boke of Eſai was begonne in Aduent, and the booke of Geneſis in Septuageſima: but they were only begonne, and neuer read throughe. After a lyke ſorte were other bokes of holy ſcripture vſed. And moreouer, wheras Sainct Paul would haue ſuch language ſpoken to the people in the Churche, as they myghte vnderſtande, and haue profyt by hearyng the ſame: The ſeruice in thys Churche of Englande (theſe many yeres) haue been read in Latine to the people, which they vnderſtode not: ſo that they haue heard with their eares onely, and theyr heartes, ſpirite and mynde, haue not been edifyed thereby. And furthermore, notwyth­ſtandyng that the auncyente fathers haue deuyded the Pſalmes into ſe­uen porcyons, wherof euery one was called a Nocturne: now of late time a fewe of them haue been dayly ſayd, and oft repeated, and the reſt vtter­ly omytted. Moreouer, the noumbre and hardnes of the rules, called the Pye, and the manyfolde chaungeinges of the ſeruyce, was the cauſe, that to turne the booke onely, was ſo hard and intricate a matter, that manye tymes there was more buſynes to fynde out what ſhould be read, then to reade it when it was founde out.
Theſe inconueniences therefore conſydered, here is ſet furth ſuche an ordre, whereby the ſame ſhalbee redreſſed. And for a readineſſe in thys matter, here is drawen out a Kalender for that purpoſe, whych is playne [Page] and eaſy to be vnderſtanden, wherin (ſo muche as may be) the reading of holy ſcriptures is ſo ſet furth, that all thynges ſhalbe done in ordre, with­out breaking one piece therof from an other. For this cauſe be cut of, An­themes, Reſpondes, Inuitatories, and ſuche lyke thynges, as did breake the continuall courſe of the reading of the ſcripture. Yet becauſe there is no remedie, but that of neceſſitie there muſt be ſome rules: therefore cer­tayne rules are here ſet furthe, whiche as they be few in numbre, ſo they be playne and eaſy to bee vnderſtanden. So that here you haue an ordre for prayer (as touching the reading of holye ſcripture) muche agreable to the mynde and purpoſe of tholde fathers, and a greate deale more profi­table and commodious, then that which of late was vſed. It is more pro­fitable, becauſe here are left out many thynges, whereof ſome be vntrue, ſome vncertayne, ſome vayne and ſuperſticious, and is ordeined nothing to be read, but the very pure woorde of God, the holye ſcriptures, or that whiche is euidentlye grounded vpon the ſame: and that in ſuche a lan­guage and ordre, as is moſt eaſy and playne for the vnderſtandyng, both of the readers and hearers. It is alſo more commodious, bothe for the ſhortnes thereof, and for the playnnes of the ordre, and for that the rules be few and eaſy. Furthermore, by this ordre, the Curates ſhall nede none other bookes for theyr publyque ſeruice, but thys booke and the Byble: By the meanes whereof, the people ſhall not bee at ſo greate charge for bookes, as in tymes paſt they haue been.
And where heretofore there hath been greate diuerſitie in ſaying and ſynging in churches within this realme, ſome folowyng Saliſbury vſe, ſome Herforde vſe, ſome the vſe of Bangor, ſome of Yorke, and ſome of Lincolne: Now from hence foorthe, all the whole Realme ſhall haue but one vſe. And yf any would iudge thys waye more paynfull, becauſe that all thinges muſt be read vpon the booke, whereas before by the reaſon of ſo often repeticion, they could ſaye many thynges by hearte: If thoſe men will weigh their labour, with the profite and knowledge whiche daylye they ſhall obteyne by readyng vpon the booke, they wyll not refuſe the payne, in conſideracion of the great profite that ſhall enſue thereof.
And foraſmuche as nothyng can almoſt bee ſo playnely ſette foorthe, but doubtes may ryſe in the vſe and practiſyng of the ſame: To appeaſe all ſuche diuerſitie (if any aryſe) and for the reſolucion of al doubtes, con­cernyng the maner howe to vnderſtande, dooe and execute the thynges conteyned in this booke: The parties that ſo doubte, or diuerſlye take a­nye thyng, ſhall alwaye reſorte to the Byſſhoppe of the Dyoceſſe, who by hys dyſcrecion ſhall take ordre for the quieting and appeaſyng of the ſame, ſo that the ſame order bee not contrary to anye thyng conteyned in thys booke. And yf the Byſſhoppe of the Dyoceſſe be in anye doubte, then may he ſende for the reſolucion thereof vnto the Archebiſhoppe.

§
Though it be appoynted in the aforewritten Preface, that all thynges ſhalbe read and ſong in the Churche, in the Englyſhe tongue, to the ende that the congregacion may be thereby edy­fyed: yet it is not mente, but when men ſay Morning and Eue­ning prayer priuately, they may ſay the ſame in any language [Page] that they themſelues doe vnderſtande.
And all Prieſtes and Deacons, ſhalbe bounded to ſay dayly the morning and Euening prayer, either priuately or openly, except they be letted by preachyng, ſtudying of diuinitie, or by ſome other vrgent cauſe.
And the Curate that miniſtreth in euery Pariſhe Churche, or Chapel, being at home, & not beeing otherwyſe reaſonablye letted, ſhall ſaye the ſame in the Pariſhe Churche or Chapell where he miniſtreth, and ſhall tolle a bell thereto, a conuenient tyme before he beginne, that ſuche as be diſpoſed maye come to heare Gods worde, and to praye wyth hym.

¶ Of Ceremonies, why ſome be aboliſſhed, and ſome retayned.

OF ſuch Ceremonies as be vſed in the Churche, and haue had their beginning by the inſtitucy­on of mā: ſome at the firſt were of godly entent and purpoſe deuyſed, and yet at length turned to vanitie and ſuperſticiō: ſome entred into the churche by vndiſcrete deuocion, and ſuch a zele as was without knowledge: and forbecuſe they were win­ked at in the beginning, they grewe dayly to more and more abuſes: which not onely for theyr vnprofitablenes, but alſo becauſe they haue much blynded the people, and obſcured the glory of god, are worthy to be cut awaye & cleane reiected. Other there be, whyche although they haue been deuiſed by man, yet it is thought good to reſerue them ſtyll, aſwel for a decent ordre in the Churhe (for the whiche they were fyrſte deuiſed) as becauſe they parteine to edificacion: whereunto all thynges done in the Churche (as the Apoſtle teacheth) ought to be referred. And although the kepyng or omittyng of a Ceremonie (in it ſelfe conſydered) is but a ſmall thyng: yet the wilful and contempteous tranſgreſſion and breaking of a cōmon ordre & diſcipline, is no ſmall offence before god.
Let all thynges bee done emong you (ſaieth S. Paul) in a ſemely and due ordre. The appointment of the whiche ordre parteineth not to priuate men: therfore no mā ought to take in hande, nor preſume to appoynte or alter any publyke or common ordre in Chriſtes churche, except he be lawfullye called and aucthorized thereunto.
And whereas in thys oure tyme, the myndes of men are ſo diuerſe, that ſome thinke it a great matter of conſcience to depart from a piece of the leaſt of their Ceremonies (they be ſo addicted to their olde cuſtomes:) and agayne on the other ſyde, ſome bee ſo newe fangled, that they would innouate all thyng, and ſo doe deſpyſe thold, that nothyng can lyke [Page] them, but that is newe: it was thoughte expediente, not ſo muche to haue reſpecte howe to pleaſe and ſatiſfie eyther of theſe parties, as how to pleaſe god, and profite them both. And yet leſt any man ſhould be offended (whom good reaſō might ſatiſfie) here be certayne cauſes rendred, why ſome of the accuſtomed Ceremonies be put away, and ſome retained and kept ſtyll.
Some are put away, becauſe the great exceſſe & multitude of them hath ſo encreaſed in theſe latter dayes, that the bur­then of them was intollerable: wherof S. Auguſtyne in hys tyme complayned, that they were growen to ſuche a noum­bre, that the ſtate of Chriſtian people was in worſe caſe (cō ­cerning that matter) then were the Iewes. And he coūſai­led that ſuch yoke and burthen ſhould be takē away, as time waould ſerue quietly to doe it.
But what would S. Auguſtyne haue ſaid, yf he had ſeen the Ceremonies of late dayes vſed emong vs; whereunto the multitude vſed in his time, was not to be compared. This our exceſſiue multitude of Ceremonies was ſo great, and many of them ſo darke, that they did more cōfounde and darken, then declare & ſet forth Chiriſtes benefites vnto vs.
And beſides this, Chriſtes goſpel is not a Ceremonial law (as much of Moſes law was) but it is a religion to ſerue God, not in bondage of the figure or ſhadow, but in the fre­dom of ſpirite, being contente onely with thoſe Ceremonies, which doe ſerue to a decent ordre and godly diſcipline, and ſuch as be apte to ſtirre vp the dul mind of man to the remē ­braunce of his duetie to god, by ſome notable and ſpecial ſig­nificacion, whereby he myght be edified.
Furthermore, the moſte weyghtie cauſe of thaboliſhe­ment of certayn Ceremonies was, that they were ſo farre abuſed, partely by the ſuperſticious blyndneſſe of the rude and vnlearned, and partely by the vnſacyable auaryce of ſuch as ſought more theyr own lucre, then the glory of God: that the abuſes coulde not well be taken away, the thyng remayning ſtyll. But nowe as concerning thoſe perſons, whyche peraduenture wyll bee offended, for that ſome [Page] of thold Ceremonies are reteyned ſtil: if they conſidre that without some Ceremonies, it is not possible to kepe any or­dre, or quiet diſcipline in the church: they ſhall eaſely per­ceyue iuſt cauſe to reforme their iudgementes. And if they thinke much, that any of thold doe remain, & would rather haue all deuiſed a new: Thē ſuch men graunting ſome Ce­remonies conuenient to be had, ſurely where the olde may be wel vſed, there they cannot reaſonably reproue the olde, onely for their age, without bewraying of their owne foly. For in such a caſe, they ought rather to haue reuerence vn­to thē for their antiquitie, yf they wyll declare thē ſelues to be more ſtudious of vnitie & concord, then of innouacions & new fanglenes: whiche (aſmuche as may be with the true ſetting forth of Chriſtes religion) is alwayes to be eſche­wed. Furthermore, ſuch ſhal haue no iuſt cauſe with ye Ce­remonies reſerued, to be offended. For as thoſe be taken a­way, which were moſt abuſed, & did burthen mens conſci­ences without any cauſe: ſo the other that remayne, are re­tayned for a diſcipline and ordre, which (vpon iuſte cauſes) may be altered & chaunged, & therefore are not to be eſtemed equal with gods law. And moreouer, they be nether darke nor dombe Ceremonies: but are ſo ſet forth, that euery man may vnderſtād what they doe meane, and to what vſe they doe ſerue. So that it is not like that they in tyme to come, ſhould be abuſed as the other haue been. And in theſe oure doynges, we condemne no other nacions, nor preſcribe any thing, but to our own people onely. For we thinke it conue­nient that euery countrey ſhould vſe ſuche Ceremonies, as they ſhall thynke beſt to the ſetting forth of Gods honoure or glory, and to the reducing of the people to a moſt perfecte and Godly liuing, without errour or ſuperſticion. And that they ſhould putte awaye other thynges whyche from tyme to tyme they perceiue to be moſt abuſed, as in mens ordinaunces it often chaunceth dyuerſe­ly in dyuerſe countreyes.

¶ An Acte for the vnifor­mitie of common prayer, and adminiſtra­cion of the Sacramentes

WHere there hath been a very Godly or­dre ſet furth by autoritie of Parlamēt, for common prayer and adminiſtraciō of the Sacramentes, to be vſed in the mother tongue within this Church of England, agreable to the word of God and the primatiue Church, very cōfor­table to al good people, deſyring to liue in Chriſten conuerſacion, & moſte profitable to the ſtate of this Realme: vpon the whiche, the mercy, fauour, and bleſ­ſyng of almighty god, is in no wiſe ſo readilye and plente­ouſly powred, as by commō prayers, due vſing of the Sa­cramentes, & often preaching of the goſpel, with the deuo­cion of the hearers: And yet this notwithſtanding, a great noumbre of people, in diuerſe partes of thys realme, folo­wing their owne ſenſualitie, and liuing either withoute knowledge or due feare of God, doe wilfully and damna­blye before almightie God, abſteyne and refuſe to come to theyr Pariſhe Churches and other places, where commō prayer, adminyſtracion of the Sacramentes, & preachyng of the word of God is vſed, vpon the Sundayes and other dayes, ordeyned to be holy dayes.
For reformacion herof, be it enacted by the King our ſo­uereigne lord, with thaſſent of the Lordes and commons, in this preſent Parlament aſſembled, and by the autoritie of the ſame, that frō, and after the feaſt of al Sainctes next coming, al & euery perſon and perſons, enhabiting within this Realme, or any other the kynges Maieſties domini­ons, ſhal diligently and faythfully, (hauing no lawefull or reaſonable excuſe to be abſent) endeuour themſelues to re­ſorte to theyr Pariſhe Churche, or Chapell accuſtomed, or vpon reaſonable let therof, to ſome vſual place, where cō ­mon prayer & ſuch ſeruice of God ſhalbe vſed in ſuch tyme [Page] of let, vpon euery Sunday, and other dayes, ordeyned and vſed to be kept as holy daies, & then, and there to abide, or­drely, & ſoberly, during the time of the cōmon prayer, prea­chinges, or other ſeruice of God, there to bee vſed & mini­ſtred, vpō payn of puniſhment by ye Cenſures of the church.
And for the due execucion herof, the Kynges moſt excel­lent maieſtie, the Lordes temporal, and all the Commons in this preſente Parlament aſſembled, dooeth in Goddes name, earneſtlye require and charge all tharchbiſhoppes, Biſhoppes, and other Ordenaries, that they ſhall ende­uour, themſelues to the vttermoſte of theyr knowledges, that the due and true execuciō herof, may be had through­oute theyr Dyoceſſes and charges, as they will aunſwere before God, for ſuch euils and plages, wherewith almygh­tie God may iuſtly puniſhe his people, for neglecting thys good and wholeſome lawe.
And for theyr autoritie in this behalfe, be it further like­wiſe enacted by the autoritie aforeſayde, that all and ſyn­guler the ſame Archbiſhops, Biſhops, & al other theyr of­ficers, exerciſyng eccleſiaſtical iuriſdiccion, aſwel in place exempt, as not exempt, within their Dyoceſſes, ſhall haue full power and autoritie by this Acte, to refourme, correct and puniſhe, by Cenſures of the churche, all and ſynguler perſones whiche ſhall offende within anye theyr iuriſdic­cions or Dyoceſſes, after the ſayd feaſt of all ſainctes next comming: againſt thys Acte and ſtatute, anye other lawe, ſtatute, priuiledge, libertie, or prouiſion heretofore made, had, or ſuffered, to the contrary notwithſtanding.
And becauſe there hath arieſen in the vſe and exerciſe of the foreſayde common ſeruice in the Churche heretofore ſette foorth, diuerſe doubtes for the faſhion and maner of the miniſtracion of the ſame, rather by the curioſitie of the miniſter and miſtakers, then of any other woorthy cauſe: therfore, aſwel for the more playne and manifeſt explana­cion hereof, as for the more perfeccion of the ſayde ordre of cōmon ſeruice, in ſome places where it is neceſſari to make the ſame prayer and faſhion of ſeruice more earneſte and [Page] fitte to ſtire chriſtian people to ye true honoring of almigh­ty God: The kinges moſt excellent maieſtie, with thaſſent of the lordes and Commons in this preſēt Parlament aſ­ſembled, and by thauctoritie of the ſame, hath cauſed the foreſayde ordre of common ſeruice, entituled, The booke of Common prayer, to be faythfully & godly peruſed, explaned, and made fully perfect: & by the foreſaid autoritie, hath an­nexed and ioyned it, ſo explaned and perfected to thys pre­ſent ſtatute, adding alſo a fourme and maner of makyng & conſecrating of Archebiſhops, Biſhops, prieſtes and Dea­cons, to be of lyke force, autoritie & value, as the ſame like foreſayde boke entituled, The boke of Common prayer, was before: and to be accepted, receued, vſed and eſtemed in like ſort and maner, & with the ſame clauſes of prouſions and excepcions, to al ententes, conſtruccions and purpoſes, as by the Acte of Parlamente made in the ſeconde yere of the kinges Maieſties reigne, was ordeined, limited, expreſsed, and appoynted for the vniformitie of ſeruice, and admini­ſtracion of the Sacramentes throughout the realme, vpō ſuch ſeueral paynes, as in the ſaid Act of Parlament is ex­preſsed. And the ſayd former Act to ſtande in full force and ſtrength, to all ententes and conſtruccions, & to be apply­ed, practiſed, and put in vre, to, and for the eſtabliſhing of the boke of common praier, now explained, and herunto an­nexed: & alſo ye ſaid fourme of making of Archbiſhops, Bi­ſhops, prieſtes and Deacons, hereunto annexed, as it was for ye former boke. And by thautoritie aforeſayd it is nowe further enacted, that if any maner of perſone, or perſones, enhabiting, & being within this Realme, or any other the kinges Maieſties dominions, ſhall after the ſayde feaſte of all Sainctes, willinglye, and wittinglye, heare and bee preſent at anye other maner or fourme of common prayer of adminiſtracion of the Sacramentes, of makyng of mi­niſters in the churches, or of anye other rites conteyned in the booke annexed to this Acte, then is mencioned and ſet furth in the ſayd boke, or that is contrary to the fourme of ſondry prouiſions & excepcions, conteined in the foreſayde [Page] former ſtatute, and ſhalbe thereof conuicted, accordyng to the lawes of this realme, before the Iuſtices of Aſſiſe, Iu­ſtices of Oyer, and Determiner, Iuſtices of peace in theyr Seſſions, or any of them, by the verdict of twelue men, or by his, or theyr own confeſſion, or otherwyſe, ſhall for the fyrſt offence ſuffre imprieſonment for ſixe monethes, with­out bayle or maynprice: and for the ſeconde offence, beeyng likewiſe conuicted, (as is aboue ſayde,) emprieſonment for one whole yere: and for the third offence, in like maner, em­prieſonment duryng hys or theyr liues. And for the more knowledge to be geuen hereof, and better obſeruacion of this lawe: Be it enacted by the auctoritie aforeſaid, that al and ſinguler Curates, ſhal vpon one Sunday euery quar­ter of the yere, duryng one whole yere nexte folowyng the foreſayd feaſt of al Sainctes next coming, reade thys pre­ſent Acte in the Churche, at the time of the moſt aſſembly: and likewiſe once in euery yere folowing, at the ſame tyme declaring vnto the people by the autoritie of the ſcripture, home the mercye and goodnes of God hath in all ages been ſhewed to his people, in their neceſſities and ex­tremities, by meanes of hearty and faythful pray­ers made to almightie god, ſpecially where peo­ple be gathered together with one fayth and mynd, to offre vp theyr heartes by pray­er, as the beſt Sacrifices that Chri­ſtian menne can yelde.

The Table and Kalen­der, expreſſing the ordre of the Pſalmes and Leſſons, to be ſayed at the Morning and Euening prayer throughout the yere, excepte certayne proper feaſtes, as the rules folowyng, more playnely declare.
¶ The order howe the Pſalter is appoynted to be readde.
THe Pſalter ſhalbe read through, once euery Moneth. And becauſe that ſome Monethes be longer then ſome other bee, it is thoughte good to make them euen, by thys meanes.
To euery Moneth, ſhall be appoynted (as concernyng thys purpoſe) iuſt .xxx. dayes.
And becauſe Ianuary and Marche hath one day aboue the ſaid num­bre, and February which is placed betwene them both, hath onely .xxviii. dayes: February ſhall borowe of eyther of the Monethes (of Ianuary & March) one day. And ſo the Pſalter which ſhalbe read in February, muſt begin the laſt daye of Ianuary, and ende the firſt daye of Marche.
And wheras Maye, Iuly, Auguſt, Octobre, and Decembre, haue .xxxi. dayes a piece: it is ordered that the ſame Pſalmes, ſhall be read the laſt daye of the ſayd Monethes, which were read the day before. So that the Pſalter may begin agayne the firſt day of the next Monethes enſuing.
Now to know what Pſalmes ſhalbe read euery daye, loke in the Ka­lender, the numbre that is appoynted for the Pſalmes, and then fynd the ſame numbre in this Table, and vpon that numbre ſhall you ſee what Pſalmes ſhalbe ſayd at Morning and Euening prayer.
And where the .Cxix. Pſalme is deuided into .xxii. porcyons, & is ouer­long to bee read at one tyme: it is ſo ordred, that at one tyme ſhall not bee read aboue foure or fyue of the ſayed porcyons, as you ſhall perceyue to be noted in this Table folowyng.
And here is alſo to be noted, that in this Table, and in all other partes of the ſeruice, where any Pſalmes are appoynted, the numbre is expreſ­ſed after the great Engliſhe Byble, which from the .ix. Pſalme, vnto the Cxlviii. Pſalme (folowyng the deuiſion of the Hebrues) doeth varye in numbres from the common Latine tranſlacion.

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I Hold Teſtament is appoynted for the fyrſt Leſſons, at Mornyng and Euenyng prayer, and ſhalbe read throughe, euery yere once, except certayne bookes and Chapyters, whych be leaſt edyfying, and myght beſt be ſpared, and therfore be left vnreadde.
The newe teſtamente is appoynted for the ſeconde Leſſons at Mor­ning and Euening praier, and ſhalbe read ouer orderly euery yere thriſe, beſyde the Epiſtles and goſpels: except the Apocalyps, out of the whyche there be onely certayne Leſſons appoynted, vpon dyuerſe propre feaſtes.
And to knowe what leſſons ſhalbe read euery daye: finde the day of the moneth in the Kalender folowyng, and there ye ſhall perceyue the bokes and Chapyters that ſhall bee read for the Leſſons both at Morning and Euenyng prayer.
And here is to be noted, that whenſoeuer there be any propre Pſalmes or Leſſons appoynted for any feaſt, moueable or vnmoueable: then the Pſalmes and leſſons, appoynted in ye kalender, ſhalbe omited for ye time.
Ye muſte note alſo, that the Collect, Epiſtle and Goſpel, appoynted for the Sundaye, ſhall ſerue all the wieke after, excepte there fall ſome feaſt that hath hys proper.
Thys is alſo to be noted, concernyng the Leape yeres, that the .xxv. day of February, whyche in Leape yere, is counted for two daies, ſhal in thoſe two dayes, alter neyther Pſalme nor leſſon: but the ſame Pſalmes and leſſons, whyche bee ſayed the fyrſte daye, ſhall alſo ſerue for the ſeconde daye.
Alſo wherſoeuer the beginning of any leſſon, Epiſtle or Goſpell is not expreſſed: there ye muſt beginne at the beinning of the Chapter.
And whereſoeuer is not expreſſed howe farre ſhall be read, there ſhall you reade to the ende of the Chapter.

¶ The ordre where Morning and Euening prayer. ſhalbe vſed and ſayde.
[Page]
The Morning and Euening prayer, ſhalbe vſed in ſuche place of the Church, Chapel, or Chaūcel, and the Miniſter ſhal ſo turne hun, as the people may beſt heare. And yf there be any controuerſie ther­in, the matter ſhalbe referred to the ordenarye, and he or hys deputie ſhall appoynt the place, & the chauncels ſhall remayne, as they haue done in tymes paſt.
And here is to be noted, that the Miniſter at the tyme of the com­munion, and at all other tymes in hys miniſtracion, ſhall vſe neyther Albe, Veſtment, nor Cope: but beeyng Archebiſſhop, or Biſſhop, he ſhall haue and weare a rochet: and being a Prieſt or Deacon, he ſhal haue and weare a ſurples onelye.
¶ An ordre for Morning prayer, daylye throughoute the yeare.
At the beginning both of Morning praier, & lykewiſe of Euening prayer, the Miniſter ſhal reade with a loude voyce, ſome one of theſe ſentences of the ſcriptures that folowe. And then he ſhall ſaye that, whiche is wrytten after the ſayde ſentences.
Ezechiel xviii. AT what tyme ſoeuer a ſinner dooeth repente hym of his ſynne frō the bottome of his heart: I wyll putte all hys wickednes out of my re­membraunce ſayeth the Lorde.
 Pſal. li. I doe knowe myne owne wickednes, and my ſynne is alwaye agaynſt me.
 Pſal. li. Turne thy face awaye from oure ſynnes (O Lorde) and blot out all oure offences.
 Pſalm. li A ſorowfull ſpirite, is a ſacrifice to God: deſpyſe not (O Lorde) humble and contryte heartes.
 Ioel. ii Rente youre heartes, and not your garmentes, and turne to the Lord youre God: becauſe he is gentle and merciful, he is paciente and of muche mercy, and ſuche a one that is ſory for youre affliccyons.
 Dani. ix. To thee O Lorde God belongeth mercy and forgeuenes: for we haue gone awaye from thee, and haue not harkened [Page] to thy voyce, wherby we might walke in thy lawes, whyche thou haſt appoynted for vs.
 Ierem. ii Correct vs, O Lord and yet in thy iudgement, not in thy furye, leſte we ſhoulde be conſumed and brought to nothing.
 Math. iii Amend your lyues, for the kyngdome of God is at hand.
 Luke. xv. I wyll goe to my father and ſaye to him: father, I haue ſynned agaynſte heauen, and agaynſte thee, I am no more worthy to bee called thy ſonne.
 Pſa. cxlii Entre not into iudgement with thy ſeruauntes, O lorde, for no fleſhe is righteous in thy ſighte.

DEarely beloued brethren, the ſcripture moueth vs in ſondrye places, to acknowledge and confeſſe our manifold ſinnes and wickednes, & that we ſhould not diſſemble, nor cloke them before the face of al­myghtie God oure heauenly father, but confeſſe them with an humble, lowely, penitent, and obedient heart: to thende that we may obtayne forgeuenes of the ſame by his infinite goodnes and mercy. And although we oughte at all times, humbly to knowledge our ſinnes before God: yet ought we moſt chiefly ſo to do, whē we aſſemble and mete together, to rendre thankes for the greate benefites that we baue recey­ued at his handes, to ſet foorth his moſte worthy prayſe, to heare his moſt holy worde, and to aſke thoſe thinges whych be requiſite and neceſſarie, aſwell for the body as the ſoule. Wherfore I praye and beſeche you, as many as be here pre­ſent, to accompanie me with a pure heart and humble voyce, vnto the throne of the heauenly grace, ſaying after me.

The diſciples went and did as Ie­ſus commaunded them, and brought the Aſſe and the colt, and put on them their clothes, and ſet him theron. And ma­ny of the people ſpred theyr garmentes in the way. Other cutte downe braunches from the trees, and ſtrawed them in the waye. Moreouer, the people that went before, and they that came after cryed, ſaying: Hoſanna to the ſonne of Dauid: Bleſſed is he that cometh in the name of the Lorde: Hoſanna in the higheſt. And when he was come to Ieruſa­lem, all the citie was moued, ſaying: who is thys? And the people ſayed: this is Ieſus the Prophete of Nazareth, a ci­tie of Galile. And Ieſus went into the temple of god, and caſt oute all them that ſolde and bought in the temple, and ouerthrewe the tables of the money chaungers, and the ſeates of them that ſolde doues, and ſayd vnto them: It is written: My houſe ſhalbe called the houſe of prayer, but ye haue made it a denne of theues.

Then ſayd they vn­to him: what art thou that we may geue an aunſwere vn­to thē that ſent vs? what ſayeſt thou of thy ſelfe? he ſaide: I am the voyce of a cryer in the wildernes: make ſtraight the way of the lord, as ſaid the prophet Eſay. And they which were ſente, were of the Phariſeis: and they aſked hym, and ſayde vnto hym: Why baptiſeſt thou then, if thou bee not Chriſt, nor Helias, nether that Prophet? Iohn aunſwered them, ſaying: I baptiſe with water, but there ſtādeth one among you, whom ye know not: he it is, whiche though he [Page] came after me, was before me, whoſe ſhoe latchet I am not worthy to vnlooce. Theſe thynges were done at Bethaba­ra beyond Iordan, where Iohn did Baptiſe.



¶ Chriſtmas daye.
¶ The Collecte.
ALmightie God, which haſt geuē vs thy onely begottē ſonne to take our nature vpon him, and this day to bee borne of a pure virgin: Graunt that we being regene­rate and made thy childrē by adopcion and grace, may day­ly be renued by thy holy ſpirite, through theſame oure Lord Ieſus Chriſt: who lyueth and reygneth with. &c. Amen.


¶ The Epiſtle.
Hebre. i. GOd in times paſt, diuerſly and many wayes ſpake vnto the fathers by Prophetes: but in theſe laſte daies he hath ſpoken to vs by his owne ſōne, whō he hath made heyre of al thinges, by whom alſo he made the world. Whiche (ſonne) beyng the bryghtnes of hys glory, and the veri ymage of his ſubſtaūce, ruling al thinges with the worde of his power, hath by his owne perſon pur­ged our ſinnes, and ſitteth on the right hand of the maieſtye on high: being ſo much more excellent then ye Aungels, as he hathe by inheritaunce obteyned a more excellent name then they. For vnto whiche of the Aungels ſaide he at any tyme? Thou art my ſonne, this daye haue I begotten thee. And a­gayn. I wilbe his father, and he ſhalbe my ſōne. And again, when he bringeth in the firſt begotten ſonne into the worlde, he ſayth: and let al the Aūgels of God worſhip him. And vn­to the Aungels he ſayth: He maketh his Aungels ſpirites, & his miniſters a flame of fire. But vnto the ſonne he ſayeth: thy ſeate (O god) ſhalbe for euer and euer. The ſcepter of thy kingdom is ryght ſcepter. Thou haſt loued righteouſnes and hated iniquitie: wherfore God, euen thy God, hath an­noynted thee with oyle of gladnes aboue thy felowes. And thou Lorde in the beginning haſt layd the foundacyon of the earth: and the heauens are the workes of thy handes. They ſhall peryſhe, but thou endureſt: But they all ſhall waxe olde as dooeth a garmente, and as a veſture ſhalte thou [Page] chaunge them, and thei ſhalbe chaunged. But thou art euen theſame, and thy yeares ſhall not fayle.


The Goſpell.
Iohn. i. IN the beginnyng was the word, and the word was with God, and God was the word. The ſame was in the beginnyng with God. All thynges were made by it, and without it was made nothyng that was made. In it was lyfe, and the life was the light of men, and the light ſhineth in the darkenes, and the darkenes cōprehended it not. There was ſent frō God, a mā whoſe name was Iohn. Theſame came as a witneſſe, to beare witneſſe of the lyghte, that all men throughe him mighte belieue. He was not that lyghte, but was ſent to beare witneſſe of the lyghte. That lyghte was the true lyght whyche lyghteth euery man that cometh into the worlde. He was in the world, and the worlde was made by him, and the worlde knewe him not. He came among hys owne, and his owne receyued him not. But as many as re­ceyued him, to thē gaue he power to be made ſōnes of God: euen them that beleued on hys name, whych were borne, not of bloude, nor of the wyll of the fleſhe, nor yet of the wyll of man, but of God. And the ſame word became fleſhe & dwelt among vs, and we ſaw the glory of it, as the glory of the on­ly begotten ſonne of the father, full of grace and trueth.



¶ Sainct Stephens daye.
¶ The Collecte.
GRaunt vs O Lorde, to learne to loue oure enemies by the example of thy martyr Sainct Stephē who pray­ed for hys perſecutours to thee: whiche lyueſt. &c.

Then ſhall folow a Collecte of the Natiuitie, whiche ſhalbe ſayde continually vnto Neweyeares daye.

¶ The Epiſtle.
Actes. vii ANd Stephen being full of the holy ghoſt, loked vp ſtedfaſtly with his eyes into heauen, and ſaw the glory of God, & Ieſus ſtandyng on the ryght hand of God, & ſaid: behold, I ſeethe heauens opē, & the ſonne of man ſtanding on the right hand of God. Then they [Page] gaue a ſhoute with a loude voyce, & ſtopped their eares, & ranne vpon him all at once, and caſt him out of the citie, and ſtoned hym. And the witneſſes layd downe theyr clothes at a yong mans feete, whoſe name was Saule. And they ſto­ned Stephen, callyng on and ſaying: Lord Ieſu, receyue my ſpirite. And he kneled downe and cryed with a loude voyce: Lord, laye not thys ſynne to theyr charge. And when he had thus ſpoken, he fell a ſlepe.


¶ The Goſpell.
Mathew xxiii. BEholde, I ſende vnto you Prophetes, and wyſe menne, and Scribes, and ſome of them ye ſhall kil and crucifye, and ſome of them ſhall ye ſcourge in youre Sinagogues, and perſecute them from citie to citie, that vpon you maye come all the ryghteous bloude whiche hathe been ſhed vpon the earthe, from the bloud of ryghteous Abel, vnto the bloud of Zacharias the ſonne of Barachias, whom ye ſhew betwene the temple and the aul­tare. Verely I ſay vnto you, all theſe thynges ſhall come vp­on thys generacyon. O Ieruſalem, thou that killeſt the Prophetes and ſtoneſt them whiche are ſent vnto thee: howe often woulde I haue gathered thy children toge­ther, euen as the henne gathereth her chickens vnder her winges, & ye would not? Behold, your houſe is left vnto you deſolate. For I ſay vnto you: ye ſhall not ſee me henceforth, til that ye ſay: Bleſſed is he ye cometh in the name of the lord.



Sainct Iohn Euangeliſtes day.
¶ The Collecte.
MErciful lord, we beſeche thee to caſt thy bright beames of lighte vpon thy Churche: that it beyng lightened by the doctrine of thy bleſſed Apoſtle and Euangeliſte Iohn, maye attayne to thy euerlaſtyng giftes. Throughe Ieſus Chriſte our Lorde. Amen.


¶ The Epiſtle.
i. Iohn. i. THat whiche was from the begynnyng, whyche we haue hearde, whyche we haue ſeene with oure eyes, whiche we haue loked vpon, and our handes haue handled of the worde of life: And the life ap­peared, [Page] and we haue ſeen, and beare witnes, and ſhew vnto you that eternall lyfe whiche was with the father, and ap­peared vnto vs. That whiche we haue ſeene and hearde, de­clare we vnto you, that ye alſo maye haue felowſhip with vs, and that oure felowſhip may bee with the father and his ſonne Ieſus Chiſte. And this we wryte vnto you, that ye may reioyce, and that your ioye may bee full. And this is the tidinges which we haue heard of him, and declare vnto you, that God is light, and in him is no darkenes at al. If we ſay we haue felowſhip with him, and walke in darkenes, we lie, and doe not the trueth. But and if we walke in lyght, euen as he is in lighte, then haue we felowſhip with him, and the bloud of Ieſus Chriſt his ſonne, clenſeth vs from al ſynne. If we ſaye we haue no ſinne, we deceiue our ſelues, and the truth is not in vs. If we knowledge oure ſines, he is faith­full and iuſte to forgeue vs our ſinnes, and to clenſe vs fom al vnrighteouſnes. If we ſay we haue not ſinned, we make him a lyer, and hys worde is not in vs.


¶ The Goſpell.
Iohn. xxi IEſus ſayd vnto Peter: folow thou me. Peter tur­ned about, and ſaw the diſciple whom Ieſus loued folowing (which alſo leaned on his breaſt at ſup­per, & ſayed: lord, which is he that betrayeth thee?) when Peter therfore ſaw him, he ſayd to Ieſus: Lord, what ſhall he here doe? Ieſus ſayd vnto hym: if I wil haue him to tary till I come, what is that to thee? Folowe thou me. Thē went this ſaying abroad among the brethrē, that that diſci­ple ſhould not die. Yet Ieſus ſayd not to him, he ſhall not die: but if I will that he tarye till I come, what is that to thee? The ſame diſciple is he which teſtifieth of theſe thinges, and wrote theſe thinges: & we knowe that his teſtimony is true. There are alſo manye other thynges which Ieſus did, the whiche if they ſhoulde bee written euery one, I ſuppoſe the world coulde not conteine the bokes that ſhould be written.



¶ Thinnocentes day.
¶ The Collecte.
[Page]
ALmighty God, whoſe praiſe this day the yong Inno­centes thy witneſſes haue confeſſed and ſhewed forth, not in ſpeakyng, but in dying: mortify and kil all vices in vs, that in our conuerſacion, oure life maye expreſſe thy faythe, whyche with oure tonges we due confeſſe: throughe Ieſus Chriſte our Lorde.


¶ The Epiſtle.
Apo. xiiii. I Loked, and loe, a lambe ſtode on the mount Sion, and with him an hundred and .xliiii. thouſand ha­uing his name & his fathers name written in their foreheades. And I heard a voyce from heauen, as the ſounde of many waters, and as the voice of a great thū ­der. And I heard the voyce of harpers harpyng with theyr harpes. And they ſong as it were a new ſong before ye ſeate, and before the .iiii. beaſtes and the elders, and no man could learne the ſong, but the hundred fourtye and .iiii. thouſande, whiche were redemed from the earth. Theſe are they whiche were not defiled with women, for they are virgins. Theſe folow the lambe wherſouer he goeth. Theſe were redemed from menne, beyng the firſte fruites vnto God, and to the lambe, and in their mouthes was founde no gyle: for they are without ſpot before the throne of God.


¶ The Goſpell.
Math. ii. THe Angel of ye lord appeared to Ioſeph in a ſlepe, ſaying: ariſe & take the child and his mother, & flee into Egipt, & be thou there til I bring thee worde. For it will come to paſſe, ye Herode ſhall ſeke the childe to deſtroye him. So when he awoke, he toke the childe and his mother by night, and departed into Egipt, and was there vnto ye death of Herod, that it might be fulfilled which was ſpoken of the Lorde by the Prophet, ſaying: oute of E­gipt haue I called my ſonne. Then Herod when he ſaw that he was mocked of the wiſe menne, he was exceading wroth, and ſent forth menne of warre, and ſlewe al the children that were in Bethleem, and in all the coaſtes (as many as were two yeares olde or vnder) according to ye time which he had diligently knowen out of the wiſemen. Then was fulylled ye which was ſpokē by ye Prophet Ieremy, wheras he ſayd: [Page] In Rama was there a voyce heard, lamentacyon, weping, and great mourning. Rachel wepyng for her children, and woulde not bee comforted, becauſe they were not.

As vpon Chriſtmas daye.

¶ The Epiſtle.
Gala. iiii. ANd I ſay, that the heire (as long as he is a childe) differeth not from a ſeruaunt, though he bee Lord of all, but is vnder tutours and gouernours, vn­tyll the tyme that the father hath appointed. Euen ſo we alſo, when we were children, were in bondage vnder the ordeinaunces of the worlde: But when the time was full come, God ſent his ſonne made of a woman, and made bond vnto the lawe, to redeme them whyche were bonde vnto the lawe: that we throughe eleccion myghte receyue the inhery­taunce that belongeth vnto the naturall ſonnes. Becauſe ye are ſonnes, God hath ſente the ſpirite of hys ſonne into oure heartes, whyche cryeth, Abba father. Wherefore nowe, thou art not a ſeruaunte, but a ſonne: If thou be a ſonne, thou art alſo an heyre of God through Chriſte.


The Goſpell.
Math. i THis is the boke of the generacion of Ieſus Chriſte the ſonne of Dauid the ſonne of Abraham: Abra­ham begat Iſaac: Iſaac begat Iacob: Iacob bee­gat Iudas and hys brethren: Iudas begat Pha­res and Zaram of Thamar: Phares begat Eſrom: Eſrom begat Aram: Aram begat Aminadab: Aminadab begat Naaſſon: Naaſſon begat Salmon: Salmon begat Boos of Rahab: Boos begat Obed of Ruth: Obed begat Ieſ­ſe: Ieſſe begat Dauid the kyng: Dauid the king begat Sa­lomon, of her that was the wife of Vrie: Salomon begat Roboam: Roboam begat Abia: Abia begat Aſa: Aſa begat Ioſaphat: Ioſaphat begat Ioram: Ioram begat Oſias: Oſais begat Ioatham: Ioatham begat Achas: Achas be­gat Ezechias: Ezechias begat Manaſſes: Manaſſes [Page] begat Amon: Amō begat Ioſias: Ioſias begat Iechoni­as and his brethren, about the tyme that they were caried away to Babilon. And after they were broughte to Babi­lon, Iechonias begat Salathiel: Salathiel begat zoroba­bel: zorobabel begat Abiud: Abiud begat Eliachim: Elia­chim begat Azor: Azor begat Sadoc: Sadoc begat Achin: Achin begat Eliud: Eliud begat Eleaſar: Eleaſar begat Matthan: Matthan begat Iacob: Iacob begat Ioſeph the huſband of Mary, of whom was borne Ieſus, euen he that is called Chriſt. And ſo all the generacions frō Abra­ham to Dauid, are .xiiii. generaciōs. And from Dauid vn­to the captiuitie of Babilon, are .xiiii. generacions. And frō the captiuite of Babilō vnto Chriſt, are .xiiii. generaciōs.
 The byrth of Ieſus Chriſt was on this wiſe: When hys mother Mary was maried to Ioſeph (beefore they came to dwell together) ſhe was founde with childe by the holye goſt. Then Ioſeph her huſband (becauſe he was a ryghte­ous man, and would not putte her to ſhame (was mynded priuely to departe from her. But whyle he thus thoughte: beholde, the Aungell of the Lorde appeared vnto hym in ſlepe, ſaying: Ioſeph, thou ſōne of Dauid, feare not to take vnto thee Marye thy wyfe: for that whiche is conceiued in her, cometh of the holy goſt. She ſhal bring furth a ſonne, and thou ſhalt call hys name Ieſus: for he ſhall ſaue hys people from their ſinnes.
 Al this was done that it might be fulfilled whiche was ſpoken of the Lorde by the Prophete, ſaying: Beholde, a mayde ſhall be with childe, and ſhasll bryng foorth a ſonne, and they ſhall call hys name Emanuell: whiche if a man interprete, is aſmuche to ſaye, as God with vs. And Io­seph, aſſone as he a woke out of ſlepe, did as the Aungell of the Lord had bidden him: and he toke his wyfe vnto hym, and knew her not til ſhe had brought forth her fyrſt begot­ten ſonne, and called his name Ieſus.



¶ The Cyrcumciſion of Chriſt.
¶ The Collect.
[Page]
ALmightie God, whiche madeſt thy bleſſed ſonne to be circumciſed and obedient to the law for man: graunte vs the circumciſion of the ſpirite, that our heartes and all our membres being mortifyed from all worldlye and car­nal luſtes, may in al thynges obey thy bleſſed wil: through theſame thy ſonne Ieſus Chriſt our Lorde.


¶ The Epiſtle.
Rom. iiii BLeſſed is that man to whom the Lorde will not impute ſinne. Came this bleſſednes then vpon the vncyrcumciſion, or vpon the cyrcumciſion alſo? for we ſay that fayth was rekoned to Abraham for righteouſnes. How was it then rekoned? when he was in the cyrcumciſion, or when he was in the vncircumciſiō? not in tyme of cyrcumciſion, but when he was yet vncyr­cumciſed. And he receiued the ſygne of cyrcumciſion, as a ſeale of the righteouſnes of fayth, which he had yet beeyng vncyrcumciſed, that he ſhould be the father of al them that belieue, though they be not cyrcumciſed, that righteouſnes might bee imputed to them alſo, and that he might bee the father of cyrcumciſion, not vnto them onely which came of the cyrcumciſed, but vnto thē alſo that walke in the ſteppes of the faythe that was in oure father Abraham beefore the tyme of cyrcumciſion. For the promyſe (that he ſhoulde be heyre of the worlde) happened not to Abraham or to hys ſede through the lawe, but through the ryghteouſneſſe of fayth. For if they whiche are of the lawe be heyres, then is fayth but vayn, and the promiſe of none effecte.


¶ The Goſpell.
Luke. ii. ANd it fortuned, aſſone as the Angels wer gone away from the ſhepeheardes into heauen, they ſaide one to another: let vs goe now euen vnto Bethleem, and ſee this thing that we heare ſaye is happened, whiche the Lorde hath ſhewed vnto vs. And they came with haſt, and found Mary and Ioſeph, and the babe, layde in a maunger. And when they had ſeene it, they publiſhed abroade the ſaying that was tolde them of that [Page] chylde. And all they that heard it, wondred at thoſe thinges which were tolde them of the ſhepeheardes. But Mary kept all those ſayinges, and pondred them in her hearte. And the ſhepeheardes returned, prayſyng and laudyng God for all the thynges that they had hearde and ſeene, euen as it was tolde vnto them. And when the eyght daye was come that the chylde ſhould bee circumciſed, hys name was called Ie­ſus, whyche was named of the Aungell before he was con­ceyued in the wombe.

Yf there bee a Sundaye betwene the Epiphanye and the Circumciſi­on, then ſhalbe vſed the ſame Collecte, Epiſtle & Goſpell, at the commu­nion, whiche was vſed vpon the daye of Circumciſion.


¶ The Epiphanie.
¶ The Collecte.
O God, whiche by the leadyng of a ſtarre diddeſt many­feſte thy onely begotten ſonne to the Gentyles: Mer­cifullye graunte, that we whiche knowe thee nowe by fayth, maye after thys lyfe haue the fruicion of thy glorious God­head, throughe Chryſte oure Lorde.


¶ The Epiſtle.
Ephe. iii. FOr thys cauſe I Paule am a pryſoner of Ieſus Chryſt for you Heathen, yf ye haue heard of the mi­niſtracion of the grace of God, whiche is geuen me to you warde. For by reuelacion ſhewed he the miſ­terye vnto me, as I wrote afore in fewe wordes, whereby when ye reade, ye maye vnderſtande my knowledge in the miſterie of Chriſte: whiche miſtery in tymes paſte was not opened vnto the ſonnes of men, as it is nowe declared vnto his holye Apoſtles and Prophetes by the ſpirite, that the Gentiles ſhould be inheritours alſo, and of the ſame body, & partakers of hys promyſe of Chriſte, by the meanes of the goſpell, whereof I am made a miniſter, accordyng to the gyfte of the grace of God, whyche is geuen vnto me after the woorkyng of hys power. Vnto me the leaſte of all ſaynctes is thys grace geuen, that I ſhoulde preache a­mong the Gentyles, the vnſearcheable ryches of Chryſte, [Page] and to make all menne ſee what the felowſhip of the miſtery is, whyche from the beginning of the worlde, hathe been hid in God, whiche made all thynges throughe Ieſus Chriſte: to the entent, that nowe vnto the rulers and powers in hea­uenly thynges, myght be knowen by the congregacyon, the manifolde wyſedome of God, according to the eternall pur­poſe which he wroughte in Chriſte Ieſu our Lorde: by whō we haue boldenes and entraunce, with the cōfidence whiche is by the fayth of hym.


¶ The Goſpell.
Mat. ii. WHen Ieſus was borne in Bethleem a cytie of Iu­ry, in the tyme of Herod the kyng: Beholde, there came wiſe menne from the Eaſte to Ieruſalem, ſaying: where is he yt is borne kyng of the Iewes? For we haue ſeen hys ſtarre in the Eaſte, and are come to wurſhippe hym. When Herod the kyng had hearde theſe thynges, he was troubled and all the citie of Ieruſalē with hym. And when he had gathered all the chiefe prieſtes and Scribes of the people together, he demaunded of them where Chirſte ſhoulde bee borne. And they ſayde vnto him: at Bethleem in Iury. For thus it is wrytten by the Pro­phete. And thou Bethleem in the lande of Iury, arte not the leaſte among the Princes of Iuda: for oute of thee there ſhal come vnto me, the capitayne that ſhall gouerne my people Iſrael. Then Herode (when he had priuely called the wyſe menne) he enquired of them dylygently what tyme the ſtarre appeared: and he bad them goe to Bethleem, and ſayde: goe youre waye thether, and ſearche diligently for the chylde. And when ye haue founde hym, bryng me woorde agayne, that I maye come and wurſhyp hym alſo. When they had hearde the kyng, they departed: and loe, the ſtarre whyche they ſawe in the Eaſte, wente before them tyll it came and ſtoode ouer the place wherein the childe was. When they ſawe the ſtarre, they were exceadyng glad, and wente into the houſe, and founde the chylde with Marye hys mother, and fell downe flat, and wurſhipped him, and opened theyr treaſures, and offered vnto hym gyftes: Golde, Frankyn­cenſe, [Page] and Mirre. And after they were warned of God in ſlepe (that they ſhould not goe again to Herode) they retur­ned into their own countrey another way.



¶ The firſt Sunday after the Epiphanie.
¶ The Collecte.
LOrde we beſeche thee mercifully to receiue the praiers of thy people which cal vpon thee: and graunt that thei may both perceiue and know what thynges they oughte to doe, and alſo haue grace and power, faythfully to fulfyl the ſame, through Ieſus Chriſt our Lorde.


¶ The Epiſtle.
Rom. xii. I Beſeche you therfore brethren by the mercy­fulneſſe of God, that ye make your bodyes a quicke ſacrifice, holy and acceptable vnto god which is your reaſonable ſeruing of god, and faſhion not your ſelues like vnto this worlde: but bee ye chaunged in your ſhape by the re­nuing of your minde, ye ye may proue what thing that good & acceptable and perfect wil of God is. For I ſay (through the grace that vnto me geuen is) to euery man among you, that no man ſtande high in his own conceite, more then it becommeth hym to eſteme of hymſelfe: but ſo iudge of him­ſelfe, that he bee gentle and ſobre, accordyng as God hath dealte to euery man the meaſure of fayth: for as we haue many membres in one body, and all membres haue not one office, ſ o we beyng many, are one body in Chriſt, and euery man among our ſelues one anothers membres.


¶ The Goſpell.
Luke. ii. THe father and mother of Ieſus went to Ieruſa­lem after the cuſtome of the feaſt day. And when they had fulfylled the dayes, as they returned home, the chylde Ieſus abode ſtyl in Ieruſalem, and hys father and mother knewe not of it: but they ſuppo­ſyng hym to haue been in the cumpanye, came a dayes iourneye and ſoughte hym amonges theyr kynſfolke and acquayntaunce. And when they founde hym not, they [Page] went backe agayne to Ieruſalem, and ſought him. And it fortuned, that after three dayes they found him in the tem­ple, ſitting in the middeſt of the doctours, hearing thē, and poſing them. And all that heard hym, were aſtonied at hys vnderstanding and aunſweres. And when they ſawe hym, they meruayled, and hys mother ſaid vnto hym: ſonne, why haſt thou thus dealt with vs? Behold, thy father & I haue ſought thee ſorowyng. And he ſaid vnto them: how hapned that ye ſought me? wiſt ye not that I muſt goe aboute my fathers buſines? And they vnderſtode not yt ſaying, whiche he ſpake vnto them. And he wente downe with them, and came to Nazareth, and was obedyente vnto them: but hys mother kepte all theſe ſayinges together in her heart. And Ieſus proſpered in wiſedome and age, and in fauoure with God and men.



¶ The ſecond Sunday after the Epiphanie.
¶ The Collecte.
ALmightie and euerlaſting god, which doeſt gouerne al thynges in heauen and earth: mercifully heare the ſup­plicacions of thy people, and graunte vs thy peace all the dayes of our lyfe.


¶ The Epiſtle.
Rom. xii. SEeing that we haue diuerſe giftes, accordyng to the grace yt is geuen vnto vs: if a man haue the gift of prophecie, let him haue it, that it be agreeing to the faith. Let him that hath an of­fice, waite on his office. Let him that teacheth, take hede to his doctrine. Let him that exhorteth, geue at­tendaunce to hys exhortacyon. If any man geue, let hym doe it with ſyngleneſſe. Lette hym that ruleth, dooe it with diligence. If any manne ſhewe mercye, let hym dooe it with cherefulneſſe. Lette loue be withoute diſſimulaci­on. Hate that whiche is euill, and cleaue to that whyche is good. Be kynd one to another with brotherly loue. In ge­uing honour, goe one before another. Be not ſlothfull in the [Page] buſines which you haue in hand. Be feruent in ſpirite. Ap­plye your ſelues to the tyme. Reioyce in hope. Be paciente in tribulacion. Continue in prayer. Diſtribute vnto the ne­ceſſitie of the ſainctes. Be ready to harboure. Bleſſe them which perſecute you, bleſſe I ſay, and curſe not. Be merye with them that are merye: wepe with them that wepe: be of like affecciō one towardes another. Be not hye minded, but make your ſelues equall to them of the lower ſorte.


¶ The Goſpell.
Iohn. ii. ANd the thyrde daye was there a mariage in Cana, a citie of Galile, and the mother of Ie­ſus was there. And Ieſus was called (and hys Diſciples) vnto the mariage. and when the wyne fayled, the mother of Ieſus ſayde vnto him: they haue no wine. Ieſus ſayde vn­to her: woman, what haue I to do with thee? Myne houre is not yet come. His mother ſaid vnto the miniſters: what­ſoeuer he ſayth vnto you, doe it. And there were ſtandyng there .vi. waterpottes of ſtone, after the maner of purifying of the Iewes, conteynyng two or three fyrkyns a piece. Ieſus ſayde vnto them: fyll the waterpottes with water. And they fylled them vp to the brymme. And he ſayde vn­to them: drawe out nowe, and beare vnto the gouernoure of the feaſte: And they bare it. When the ruler of the feaſte had taſted the water turned into wyne, and knewe not whence it was (but the miniſters which drewe the water, knewe) he called the bridegrome, and ſaide vnto hym: eue­ry man at the beginning doeth ſette furth good wyne, and when men be dronke, then that which is woorſe: but thou haſt kept the good wyne vntill nowe. This begynnyng of myracles dyd Ieſus in Cana of Galile, and ſhewed his glorye, and his diſciples belieued on hym.

¶ The Collect.
ALmightie & euerlaſting god, mercifully loke vpon our infirmities: and in all our daungers and neceſſities, [Page] ſtretche foorth thy ryghte hande to helpe and defende vs, through Chriſt our Lord.


¶ The Epiſtle.
Rom. xii. BE not wiſe in your owne opinions. Recōpence to no man euil for euil. Prouyde aforehand thinges honeſt, not onely before God, but alſo in the ſight of all men. If it be poſſible (as much as is in you) liue peaceably with all men. Dearely beloued, auenge not your ſelues, but rather geue place vnto wrath. For it is written: vengeaunce is mine, I will reward, ſaith the lord. Therfore if thine enemy hunger, fede him: if he thyrſt, geue him drinke. For in ſo doing, thou ſhalt heape coales of fyre on hys head. Be not ouercome of euill, but ouercome euyll with goodnes.


¶ The Goſpell.
mat. viii. WHen he was come down frō the mountayn, much people folowed hym. And beholde, there came a Leper, & worſhipped him, ſaying: Maſter, if thou wilt thou canſt make me cleane. And Ieſus put forth his hand & touched him, ſaying: I wil, be thou clene: & immediatly his leproſy was clenſed. And Ieſus ſaid vn­to him: tell no man, but goe & ſhew thy ſelf to the Prieſt, & offer the gift (yt Moſes commaūded to be offred) for a wit­nes vnto thē. And when Ieſus was entred into Caperna­um, there came vnto hym a Centurion, & beſoughte hym, ſaying: Maiſter, my ſeruaunte lyeth at home, ſycke of the paulſey, & is grieuouſly payned. And Ieſus ſayde: when I come vnto him, I will heale him. The Centurion aunſwe­red, & ſayde: Syr, I am not worthy yt thou ſhouldeſt come vnder my roofe: but ſpeake the woord onely, & my ſeruaūt ſhalbe healed. For I alſo am a man ſubiect to the auctori­tie of an other, & haue ſouldiers vnder me: & I ſay to thys man, goe, & he goeth: & to another man, come, & he cometh: & to my ſeruaunt, doe thys, & he doth it. Whē Ieſus hearde theſe woordes, he merueiled, & ſayde to them that folowed him: verely I ſay vnto you, I haue not foūd ſo great fayth in Iſrael. I ſay vnto you, yt many ſhal come frō the Eaſt & [Page] Weſte, and ſhall reſte with Abraham, Iſaac, and Iacob in the kyngdome of heauen: but the children of the Kingdome ſhabe caſte oute into vtter darkenes, there ſhall bee wepyng and gnaſhyng of teeth. And Ieſus ſaid vnto the Centurion: Goe thy waye, and as thou beleueſt, ſo bee it vnto thee: and hys ſeruaunte was healed in the ſelfe ſame houre.



The fourth Sunday after Chriſtmas.
¶ The Collecte.
GOd whiche knoweſt vs to bee ſette in the middeſt of ſo many and great daungers, that for mans fraylneſſe we cannot always ſtande vprightly: Graunte to vs the health of body and ſoule, that all thoſe thinges whiche we ſuffre for ſinne, by thy helpe we may wel paſſe and ouercome: through Chriſte oure Lorde.


¶ The Epiſtle.
Ro. xiii. LEt euery ſoule ſubmitte hymſelfe vnto the auc­toritie of the higher powers: for there is no power but of God. The powers that be, are ordained of God: whoſoeuer therefore reſiſteth power, reſiſ­teth the ordinaunce of god: But they that reſiſte, ſhal receiue to themſelues damnacyon. For rulers are not fearefull to them that doe good, but to them that doe euill. Wilt thou be withoute feare of the power? doe well then, and ſo ſhalte thou bee prayſed of the ſame: for he is the miniſter of God, for thy wealth. But and if thou doe that whiche is euil, then feare, for he beareth not the ſweorde for nought: for he is the miniſter of God, to take vengeaunce on them that do e­uyll. Wherefore ye muſte nedes obey, not onely for feare of vengeaunce, but alſo becauſe of conſcyence, and euen for this cauſe pay ye tribute: For they are Goddes miniſters ſeruing for that purpoſe. Geue to euery man therefore hys duetye: tribute, to whom tribute belongeth: cuſtome, to whom cuſ­tome is due: feare, to whom feare belongeth: honour, to whō honour pertayneth.

Mat. viii ANd when he entered into a ſhippe, his diſciples folowed hym. And behold, there aroſe a great tempeſte in the ſea, inſomuche as the ſhyppe was couered with waues, but he was aſlepe. And hys diſciples came to hym, and awoke hym, ſaying: Maſter ſaue vs, we peryſhe. And he ſayde vnto them: why are ye fearefull, O ye of lytle faythe? Then he aroſe, and rebuked the wyndes and the ſea, and there folowed a greate calme. But the men meruayled, ſaying: what maner of man is thys, that bothe wyndes and ſea obeye hym? And when he was come to the other ſyde, in­to the countrey of the Gergeſites, there met with hym two poſſeſſed of deuils, which came oute of the graues, and were oute of meaſure fierce, ſo that no manne myghte goe by that waye. And behold, they cried out, ſaying: O Ieſu thou ſonne of God, what haue we to doe with thee: Arte thou come hi­ther to tormente vs beefore the tyme? And there was a good waye of from them, a heerde of Swyne fedyng. So the de­uils beſought him, ſaying: If thou caſt vs oute, ſuffre vs to goe into the heerd of Swyne. And he ſayde vnto them: goe youre wayes. Then wente they oute, and departed into the heerd of Swyne. And beholde, the whole heerd of Swyne was caryed headlong into the ſea, and peryſhed in the wa­ters. Then they that kepte them fled, and went theyr wayes into the cytie, and tolde euery thyng, and what had happened vnto the poſſeſſed of the deuils. And beholde, the whole citye came oute to mete Ieſus: and when they ſawe hym, they be­ſought hym that he woulde departe out of theyr coaſtes.



¶ The fifth Sundaye after the Epiphanie.
¶ The Collecte.
LOrde, we beſeche thee to kepe thy Churche and houſe­holde continually in thy true relygion: that they whyche doe leane onely vpon hope of thy heauenly grace, maye euer­more bee defended by thy myghtye power. Through Chriſte oure Lorde.


¶ The Epiſtle.
[Page]
Collo. iii. PVt vpon you as the electe of God, tendre mercy, kindnes, humblenes of mynde, mekeneſſe, long ſuffryng, forbearyng one another, and forgeuing one another, yf any man haue a quarell agaynſte another: as Chriſte forgaue you, euen ſo doe ye. Aboue all these thinges, put on loue, which is the bonde of perfectnes. And the peace of God rule your heartes, to the which peace yeare called in one bodye: And ſee that ye be thankefull. Let the word of Chriſte dwell in you plenteouſly with all wiſe­dome: Teache and exhort your owne ſelues in Pſalmes and Hymnes, and ſpirituall ſonges, ſinging with grace in youre heartes to the Lorde. And whatſoeuer ye doe in woorde or dede, doe all in the name of the Lord Ieſu, geuyng thankes to God the father by hym.

Mat. xiii. THe kyngdome of heauen is lyke vnto a manne whiche ſowed good ſeede in his fielde: but while men ſlepte, his enemie came, and ſowed tares among the wheate, and wente his waye. But when the blade was ſprong vp, & had brought furth fruite, then appeared the tares alſo. So the ſeruaūtes of the houſholder came, and ſayde vnto hym: Sir, didſt not thou ſowe good ſeede in thy fielde? from whence then hathe it tares? He ſayde vnto them: the enuyous man hathe doone this. The ſeruauntes ſayde vnto him: wilte thou then that we goe and wede them vp? But he ſayd: naye, leaſte while ye gather vp the tares, ye plucke vp alſo ye wheate with them: let bothe growe together vntill the harueſt, and in the tyme of harueſt, I wyll ſaye to the reapers: gather ye fyrſte the tares, and bynde them together in ſheaues to bee brente, but gather the wheate into my barne.

The ſixth Sunday (if there be ſo many) ſhal haue theſame Collect, Epiſſtle and Goſpell, that was vpon the fifth Sundaye.


¶ The Sunday called Septuageſima.
¶ The Collecte.
[Page]
O Lord, we beſeche thee fauourably to heare the praiers of thy people, that we which are iuſtli puniſhed for our offences, maie be mercifullye delyuered by thy goodneſſe, for the glori of thy name, through Ieſu Chriſt our ſauiour: who liueth and reygneth worlde withoute ende.


¶ The Epiſtle.
i. Cor. ix. PErceiue ye not, howe that they whiche runne in a courſe, runne all, but one receiueth the rewarde? So runne that ye maye obtayne: Euery man that proueth maſteries abſtaineth from all thynges. And they doe it to obtayne a crowne that ſhall peryſhe, but we to obteine an euerlaſtyng crowne. I therfore ſo runne, not as at an vncertayne thyng. So fight I, not as one that beateth the ayre: but I tame my bodye, and bryng it into ſubieccion, leſt by any meanes it come to paſſe, that when I haue preached to other, I my ſelfe ſhoulde be a caſtawaye.


¶ The Goſpell.
Mat. xx. THe kyngdome of heauen is lyke vnto a manne that is an houſholder, whiche wente oute early in the morning to hire labourers into his vine­yarde. And when the agremente was made with the labourers for a peny a daye, he ſente them into his vineyarde. And he wente oute aboute the third houre, and ſawe other ſtandyng idle in the market place, and ſayde vnto them: goe ye alſo into the vineyarde, and whatſoeuer is ryghte, I wyll geue you. And they wente theyr waye. Agayne he went oute about the ſixth and ninth houre, and did lykewyſe. And about the .xi. houre he went oute, and founde other ſtanding idle, and ſayde vnto them: Why ſtande ye here all the daye idle? They ſayde vnto hym: becauſe no man hathe hired vs. He ſayeth vnto them: goe ye alſo into the vineyarde, and whatſoeuer is ryghte, that ſhall ye receyue. So when euen was come, the Lorde of the vineyarde ſayde vnto hys ſtewarde: call the labourers and geue them theyr hyre, begynnyng at the laſte vntyll the fyrſte. And when they did come that came aboute the eleuenth houre, they receyued euerye manne a penye: But when the fyrſte came alſo, they ſuppoſed that they ſhoulde [Page] haue receyued more, and they lykewyſe receyued euery man a peny. And when they had receyued it, they murmured a­gaynſte the good manne of the houſe, ſaying: theſe laſt haue wroughte but one houre, and thou haſte made them equall with vs, which haue borne the burthen and heate of the day. But he aunſwered vnto one of them, and ſayed: Frende, I doe thee no wrong: diddeſt thou not agree with me for a pe­ny? Take that thyne is, and goe thy waye: I will geue vnto this laſt, euen as vnto thee. Is it not lawfull for me to doe as me luſteth with myne owne goodes. Is thine eie euill be­cauſe I am good? So the laſt ſhalbe firſt, and the firſt ſhal­be laſte. For many be called but fewe bee choſen.



¶ The Sunday called Sexageſima.
¶ The Collecte.
LOrde God, whiche ſeeſt that we put not our truſte in a­ny thyng that we doe: mercyfullye graunte, that by thy power we maye be defended againſt all aduerſitie, through Ieſus Chryſte oure Lorde.


¶ The Epiſtle.
ii. Cor. xi. YE ſuffre fooles gladly, ſeyng youre ſelues are wyſe. For ye ſuffre, yf a man bryng you into bō ­dage: yf a man deuoure: yf a man take: yf a man exalt him ſelfe: yf a man ſmyte you on the face. I ſpeake as concerning rebuke, as though we had been weake in this behalfe. Howbeit, wherinſoeuer ani man dare bee bolde (I ſpeake foolyſhlye) I dare bee bolde alſo. They are Hebrues, euen ſo am I. They are Iſraelites, euen ſo am I. They are the ſeede of Abraham, euen ſo am I. They are the miniſters of Chryſte (I ſpeake lyke a foole) I am more. In labours more aboundaunte: In ſtripes aboue meaſure: In pryeſon more plenteouſlye: In deathe oft: Of the Iewes fiue times receyued I .xl. ſtripes ſaue one: Thriſe was I beaten with roddes: I was once ſtoned: I ſuffred thriſe ſhipwrake: Nyght and daye haue I been in the depe ſea. In iorneying often: in parels of wa­ters: in parels of robbers: in ieopardies of mine owne na­cyon: in ieoparadies among the Heathen: in parels in the ci­tie: [Page] in parels in wilderneſſe: in parels in the ſea: in parels a­mong falſe brethren: in labour and trauayle: in watchynges often: in hungre and thirſt: in faſtinges often: in colde & na­kednes: beſide the thynges whiche outwardly happen vnto me, I am combred dayly, and do care for all congregacions. Who is weake, and I am not weake: who is offended, and I burne not: Yf I muſt nedes boaſte, I wyll boaſte of the thynges that concerne myne infirmities. The God and fa­ther of our Lorde Ieſus Chriſte, whiche is bleſſed for euer­more, knoweth that I lye not.


¶ The Goſpell.
Luk. viii WHen muche people were gathered together, and were come to him out of all cityes, he ſpake by a ſimilitude. The ſower wente oute to ſowe hys ſeede: and as he ſowed, ſome fel by the way ſide, and it was trodē downe, & the foules of the ayre deuoured it vp. And ſome fell on ſtones, & aſſoone as it was ſprong vp, it withered awaye, becauſe it lacked moiſtenes. And ſome fel amōg thornes, and the thornes ſprang vp with it and choked it. And ſome fell on good groūd, and ſprang vp & bare fruite an hundreth fold. And as he ſaid theſe thinges, he cried: he that hath eares to heare, let him heare. And hys diſciples aſked him, ſayīg: what maner of ſimilitude is this? And he ſayde: vnto you it is geuen to knowe the ſecretes of the kyngdome of God, but to other by parables: that when they ſee, they ſhould not ſee, and whē they heare, they ſhould not vnberſtande. The parable is thys. The ſede is the word of God: thoſe that are beſyde the waye, are they that heare: then cometh the deuil and taketh away the word out of their heartes, leſte they ſhoulde beleue and bee ſaued. They on the ſtones are they, whiche when they heare, receiue the woorde with ioye, & theſe haue no rootes, which for a while beleue, and in tyme of temptacyon goe awaye. And that which fel a­mōg thornes are they, which whē they haue heard, go forth & are choked with cares & riches, and voluptuous liuyng, & bryng forth no fruite. That which fell in the good grounde are they, which with a pure and good heart, heare the worde [Page] and kepe it, and bryng forth fruite through patience.



¶ The Sunday called Quinqua­geſima.
¶ The Collecte.
O Lord, which doeſt teache vs that al our doinges with­out charitie are nothyng worthe: ſende thy holy ghoſt, & powre in our heartes that moſt excellent gyft of charitie, the very bond of peace and al vertues, without the which who­ſoeuer liueth, is counted dead before thee: Graunte this for thy only ſonne Ieſus Chriſtes ſake.


¶ The Epiſtle.
i. Cor. xiii THoughe I ſpeake with tongues of menne and of Aungels, & haue no loue, I am euen as foundyng braſſe, or as a tinkling Cimball. And thoughe I coulde prophecye, and vnderſtande al ſecretes, and all knowledge: yea, yf I haue all faythe, ſo that I coulde moue mountaines out of theyr places, and yet haue no loue, I am nothyng. And thoughe I beſtowe all my goodes to feede the poore, and thoughe I gaue my bodye euen that I burned, and yet haue no loue, it profiteth we nothyng. Loue ſuffereth long, and is courteous, loue enuieth not, loue doth not frowardly, ſwelleth not, dealeth not diſhoneſtly, ſeketh not her owne, is not prouoked to angre, thinketh none euyll, reioyſeth not in iniquitie. But reioyſeth in the trueth, ſuf­freth all thynges, beleueth all thynges, hopeth all thynges, hopeth all thynges endureth all thynges. Thoughe that prophecying fayle, ey­ther tonges ceaſe, or knowledge vanyſhe awaye, yet loue falleth neuer awaye. For oure knowledge is vnperfect, and our prophecying is vnperfect: But when that whiche is per­fecte is come, then that whiche is vnperfecte ſhalbe doone a­waye. When I was a childe, I ſpake as a childe, I vnder­ſtode as a childe, I ymagined as a childe. But aſſoone as I was a manne, I put awaye a childiſhneſſe. Nowe we ſee in a glaſſe, euen in a darke ſpeakyng: but then ſhall we ſee face to face. Nowe I knowe vnperfectly: but then ſhall I know euen as I am knowen. Now abideth faith, hope, and loue, euen theſe three: but the chiefe of theſe is loue.


¶ The Goſpell.
[Page]
Luk. xviii IEſus toke vnto hym the .xii. and ſayde vnto them: beholde, we goe vp to Ieruſalem, and all ſhall bee fulfylled that are wrytten by the Prophetes of the ſonne of manne. For he ſhall bee delyuered vnto the Gentiles, and ſhalbee mocked, and deſpitefully intreated, and ſpitted on. And whē they haue ſcourged hym, they wyll putte hym to deathe, and the third day he ſhal ryſe agayne. And they vnderſtode none of theſe thynges. And thys ſaying was hyd from them, ſo that they perceyued not the thynges whiche were ſpoken. And it came to paſſe, that as he was come nyghe to Hieri­tho, a certayne blynd manne ſatte by the hye waye ſyde, beg­gyng. And when he heard the people paſſe by, he aſked what it mente. And they ſayde vnto hym, that Ieſus of Nazareth paſſed by. And be cryed, ſaying: Ieſu thou ſonne of Dauid, haue mercy on me. And they whyche wente before, rebuked hym, that he ſhoulde bolde hys peace. But he cryed ſo muche the more: thou ſonne of Dauid haue mercye on me. And Ie­ſus ſtode ſtyll, and commaunded hym to bee broughte vnto hym. And when he was come nere, he aſked hym, ſaying: what wylte thou that I doe vnto thee? and he ſayde: Lorde, that I myghte receyue my ſyghte. And Ieſus ſayde vnto hym: receyue thy ſyghte, thy faythe hathe ſaued thee. And immediately he receyued hys ſyght, and folowed hym pray­ſyng God. And all the people when then ſaw it gaue prayſe vnto God.



¶ The firſte daye of Lent.
¶ The Collecte.
ALmighty and euerlaſtyng God, whiche hateſt nothing that thou haſt made, and doeſt forgeue the ſynnes of al them that bee penitente: Create and make in vs newe and contrite heartes, that we worthelye lamentyng oure ſinnes, and knowledging oure wretchednes, may obtayne of thee, the God of all mercye, perfecte remiſſion and forgeueneſſe, throughe Ieſus Chriſte.


¶ The Epiſtle.
[Page]
Ioel. ii. TVrne you vnto me with al your heartes, with fa­ſtyng, weping and mourning: rente your heartes and not your clothes. Turne you vnto the Lorde youre God, for he is gracious and merciful, long ſuffering and of great compaſſon, and ready to pardō wic­kednes. Then (no doubt) he alſo ſhal turne and forgeue: and after his chaſtening, he ſhall let youre encreaſe remayne for meate and drinke offeringes vnto the lord your god. Blow out with the trompet in Sion, proclaime a faſtyng, call the congregacion, and gather the people together: warne the congregacyon, gather the elders, bryng the chyldren and ſuckelynges together. Let the bridegrome goe forth of hys chambre, and the bride oute of her cloſet. Let Prieſtes ſerue the Lorde betwene the Porche and the alter, weping and ſaying: bee fauourable, O Lorde, bee fauourable vnto thy people: let not thyne heritage be brought to ſuch confu­ſion, leſt the Heathen be Lordes thereof. Wherefore ſhoulde they ſay among the Heathen: where is nowe theyr God.


¶ The Goſpell.
Math. vi. WHen ye faſte, bee not ſad as the Hipocrites are: for they diffigure their faces that it maye ap­peare vnto men how that they faſt. Verely I ſaye vnto you, they haue their rewarde. But thou, when thou faſteſt, annoynt thyne head, & waſhe thy face, that it appeare not vnto men howe thou faſteſt, but vnto thy father which is in ſecret: & thy father which ſeeth in ſecret, ſhal reward thee openly. Lay not vp for your ſelues treaſure vpon earth, where the ruſt and moth both corrutp, and where theues breake through and ſteale. But lay vp for you treaſures in heauen, where nei­ther ruſte nor moth doeth corrupt, and where theues doe not breake throughe nor ſteale. For where youre treaſure is, there wyll your heartes be alſo.



¶ The firſt Sunday in Lent.
¶ The Collect.
O Lord, which for our ſake didſt faſt fortye dayes and fortie nightes: Geue vs grace to vſe ſuch abſtinence, [Page] that our fleſhe being ſubdued to the ſpirite, we maye euer obey thy Godly mocions, in righteouſnes and true holines, to thy honour and glory: which liueſt and reygneſt. &c.


¶ The Epiſtle.
ii Cor. vi. WE as helpers exhorte you, that ye receyue not the grace of God in vayne. For he ſaith: I haue heard thee in a time accepted. and in the dai of ſaluacion haue I ſuccoured thee. Beholde, nowe is that ac­cepted tyme: beholde, now is that day of ſaluacion. Let vs geue none occaſion of euill, that in our office be founde no faulte, but in all thynges let vs behaue our ſelues as ye mi­niſters of God: In muche pacience, in affliccions, in neceſſi­ties, in anguiſhes, in ſtripes, in priſonmentes, in ſtryfes, in labours, in watchinges, in faſtinges, in purenes, in know­ledge, in long ſufferyng, in kyndnes, in the holy goſt, in loue vnfayned, in the worde of trueth, in the power of God: by the armoure of ryghteouſnes of the righte hande and of the left: by honour and diſhonour: by euill report and good re­porte: as deceyuers, and yet true: as vnknowen, and yet knowen: as dying, and beholde we lyue: as chaſtened, and not kylled: as ſorowing, and yet alway mery: as poore, and yet make mani riche: as hauing nothing, and yet poſſeſſing all thynges.


¶ The Goſpell.
Mat. iiii THen was Ieſus led away of the ſpirite vnto wil­derneſſe, to be tempted of the deuill. And when he had faſted fortie dayes and forty nightes, he was at the laſt an hungred. And when the tempter came to hym, he ſayed: yf thou bee the ſonne of God, com­maunde that theſe ſtones bee made bread. But he aunſwe­red & ſayed: it is written, man ſhall not liue by bread onely, but by euery woorde that procedeth oute of the mouth of god. Then the deuil taketh hym vp into the holy citie, and ſetteth hym on a pinacle of the temple, and ſaith vnto hym: yf thou be the ſonne of God, caſt thy ſelfe down headlong. For it is written: he ſhall geue hys Aungelles charge ouer thee, and with their handes they ſhal holde thee by, leſte at [Page] any tyme thou daſhe thy foote againſt a ſtone. And Ieſus ſayd vnto hym: it is written agayne: Thou ſhalt not tempt the Lord thy God. Agayne the deuil taketh him vp into an exceading highe mountayne, and ſhewed hym all the king­domes of the world, and the glory of them, and ſayeth vnto him: all theſe will I geue thee, yf thou wilt fal downe and worſhip me. Then ſayeth Ieſus vnto him: Auoyde Sathā, for it is written: Thou ſhalt worſhip the Lord thy god, and him only ſhalt thou ſerue. Then the deuil leaueth hym: and beholde, the Angels came and miniſtred vnto hym.



The ſecond Sunday in Lent
¶ The Collecte.
ALmightie god, which doeſt ſee that we haue no power of oure ſelues to helpe oure ſelues: kepe thou vs both outwardly in our bodies, and inwardly in our ſoules, that we maye be defended from al aduerſities which may hap­pen to the body, and from al euil thoughtes, whiche maye aſſaulte and hurte the ſoule: hrough Ieſus Chryſte. &c.


¶ The Epiſtle.
i. theſ. iii WE beeſeche you brethren, and exhorte you by the lord Ieſus, that ye encreaſe more & more, euē as ye haue receyued of vs, how ye ought to walke, and to pleaſe God. For ye know what cōmaundementes we gaue you by our Lorde Ieſus Chryſte. For thys is the wyl of God, euen your holynes: that ye ſhould abſteyne from for­nicacion, and that euery one of you ſhould knowe howe to kepe his veſſel in holynes and honour, and not in the luſt of concupiſence, as doe the Heathen whiche knowe not God: that no man oppreſſe and defraude hys brother in bargay­ninq, beecauſe that the Lorde is the auenger of all ſuche thinges, as we tolde you before, and teſtified. For god hath not called vs vnto vnclennes, but vnto holyneſſe. He ther­fore that deſpiſeth, deſpiſeth not man, but God whiche hath ſent hys holy ſpirite among you.


¶ The Goſpell.
[Page]
Math. xv. IEſus went thence, and departed into the coaſtes of Tyre & Sidō: and behold, a woman of Canaā (whiche came oute of theſame coaſtes) cryed vnto hym, ſaying: haue mercye on me, O Lorde, thou ſonne of Dauid. My doughter is piteouſly vexed with a deuyll. But he aunſwered her nothyng at all. And his diſ­ciples came and beſougt hym, ſaying: ſend her awaye, for ſhe cryeth after vs. But he aunſwered, and ſayd: I am not ſent but to the loſt ſhepe of the houſe of Iſrael. Then came the and worſhipped him, ſaying: Lorde, helpe me. He aun­ſwered & ſaid: it is not mete to take the childrens bread, and caſt it to dogges. She aunſwered, and ſaid: trueth lord, for the dogges eate of the crummes which fal from their may­ſters table. Then Ieſus aunſwered, and ſaid vnto her: O Womā great is thy fayth, be it vnto thee, euē as thou wilte. And her doughter was made whole, euen theſame tyme.



¶ The thyrd Sunday in Lent.
¶ The Collect.
We beſeche thee almightie god, loke vpon the heartye deſyres of thy humble ſeruauntes: and ſtretche forth the right hande of thy maieſtie, to be our defence agaynſt al our enemies: through Ieſus Chriſt our Lorde.


¶ The Epiſtle.
Epheſi. v BE you the folowers of God as dere children, and walke in loue euen as Chriſt loued vs, and gaue hymſelf for vs an offering & a ſacrifice of a ſwete ſauour to God. As for fornicacion, and al vnclenneſſe, or couetouſnes let it not be once named among you, as it becommeth Sainctes: or filthineſſe, or foolyſhe talking, or ieſting, whiche are not comely, but rather geuing of thankes. For thys ye knowe, that no whoremonger, ey­ther vncleane perſon, or couetous perſon (whiche is a wor­ſhypper of ymages) hath any inheritaunce in the kyng­dome of Chriſte and of God. Lette no man deceyue you with vayne wordes. For becauſe of ſuche thynges, cometh the wrath of God vpon the children of diſobedience. Be not [Page] ye therfore companions of them. Ye mere ſumtimes darke­nes, but now are ye light in the Lord: walke as children of lighte, for the fruite of the ſpirite conſiſteth in all goodnes, & righteouſnes, & trueth. Accept that which is pleaſing vnto the Lord, & haue no felowſhip with the vufruitful workes of darkenes, but rather rebuke them. For it is a ſhame euen to name thoſe thynges, which are done of them in ſecrete: but all thinges when they are brought forth by the lyghte, are manifeſt. For whatſoeuer is manifeſt, theſame is light, wherfore he ſayeth: a wake thou that ſlepeſt, and ſtande vp from death, and Chriſt geue thee lyght.


¶ The Goſpell.
Luke. xi. IEſus was caſting of a Deuill, that was dumme. And when he had caſt oute the deuill, the dumme ſpake, and the people wondered. But ſome of them ſayed: he caſteth out deuils throughe Beelzebub the chiefe of the deuils. And other tempted hym, and required of him ſigne from heauen. But he knowing their thoughtes, ſasyd vnto them: Euery kingdome deuyded agaynſt it ſelfe, is deſolate, and one houſe doeth fall vpon another. If Sathan alſo be de­uided agaynſt hymſelfe, howe ſhal hys kyngdome endure? Becauſe ye ſay I caſt out deuils through Beelzebub: If I by the helpe of Beelzebub caſt out deuils, by whoſe helpe do your children caſt them out? Therefore ſhall they bee youre iudges. But if I with the finger of God caſt out deuils, no doubt the kingdom of God is come vpon you. Whē a ſtrong man armed watcheth hys houſe, the thinges yt he poſſeſſeth are in peace. But when a ſtronger then he cometh vpō hym, and ouercometh hym, he taketh from hym al his harneſſe (wherin he truſted) & deuideth his goodes. He that is not with me is agaynſte me. And he that gathereth not with me, ſcatereth abroade. When the vncleane ſpirite is gone out of a man, he walketh through drye places, ſeking reſte. And when he findeth none, he ſayeth: I wil returne agayn into my houſe whence I came oute. And when he cometh, [Page] he findeth it ſwepte & garniſhed. Then goeth he and taketh to hym ſeuen other ſpirites worſe then himſelf, and they en­tre in and dwel there. And the ende of that mā is worſe thē the beginning. And it fortuned ye as he ſpake theſe thinges, a certayne woman of the companye lyfte vp her voyce, and ſayed vnto hym: happy is the wombe that bare thee, and the pappes whiche gaue thee ſucke. But he ſayd: yea, hap­py are they that heare the worde of God and kepe it.



The fourth Sunday in Lent.
¶ The Collecte.
GRaunte we beſeche thee almightie god, that we which for our euil dedes are worthely puniſſhed, by the com­fort of thy grace may mercifully be relieued: throughe oure Lorde Ieſus Chryſt.


¶ The Epiſtle.
Gala. iiii TEll me (ye that deſyre to bee vnder the lawe) doe ye not heare of the lawe? for it is wrytten that Abraham had two ſonnes: the one by a bondmayde, the other by a free woman. Yea, and he whiche was borne of the bondwoman, was borne after the fleſhe: but he whiche was borne of the freewoman, was borne by promes: which thinges are ſpo­ken by an allegory. For theſe are two Teſtamentes, ye one from the mounte Sina whiche gendreth vnto bondage, whiche is Agar: For mount Sina is Agar in Arabia, and bordreth vpō the citie, which is now called Ieruſalem, and is in bondage with her children. But Ieruſalem, whyche is aboue, is fre, which is the mother of vs al. For it is writ­ten: Reioyce thou barren that beareſt no children: breake foorth and crye, thou that trauayleſt not. For the deſolate hath many moe chyldren then ſhe whiche hath an huſband. Brethren, we are after Iſaac the chyldren of promeſſe. But as then he that was borne after the fleſſhe, perſecuted hym that was borne after the ſpirite: Euen ſo is it nowe. Neuertheleſſe, what ſayeth the ſcrypture? putte awaye the bondwoman and her ſonne. For the ſonne of the bondwo­man ſhall not bee heyre with the ſonne of the free woman. [Page] So then brethren, we are not children of the bond womā but of the free woman.


¶ The Goſpell.
Iohn. vi IEſus departed ouer the ſea of Galile, whiche is the ſea of Ciberias, and a greate multitude folo­wed hym, becauſe they ſawe his miracles which he dyd on them that were diſeaſed. And Ieſus went vp into a mountayne, and there he ſate with his diſci­ples. And Eaſter, a feaſt of the Iewes, was nie. Whē Ieſus then lift vp hys eyes, and ſawe a greate company come vnto him, he ſaied vnto Philip: whence ſhall we bye bread that theſe may eate? This he ſaid to proue him, for he hym­ſelfe knew what he would doe. Philip aunſwered him: two hundreth peniworth of bread, are not ſufficient for thē that euery mā may take a litle. One of his diſciples (Andrewe, Simon Peters brother) ſayth vnto hym. There is a ladde which hath fiue barley loaues, & two fiſſhes: but what are they among ſo many? And Ieſus ſayd: make the people ſit down. There was much graſſe in the place: ſo the men ſate downe, in numbre aboute fyue thouſande. And Ieſus toke the bread, and when he had geuen thankes, he gaue to the diſciples, and the diſciples to them that were ſette down, and likewiſe of the fiſſhes as muche as they woulde. When they had eaten ynough, he ſayed vnto his diſciples: gather vp the broken meate whiche remayneth, that nothyng bee loſt. And they gathered it together and filled .xii. baſkets with the broken meate of the fiue barley loaues: which bro­ken meate remayned vnto them that had eaten. Then thoſe men (when they had ſeen the miracle that Ieſus dyd) ſayd: this is of a trueth theſame Prophete that ſhould come in­to the worlde.



The fifth Sunday in Lent.
¶ The Collecte.
WE beſeche thee almightie God, mercifully to looke vpon thy people, that by thy great goodnes they may bee gouerned and preſerued euermore both in boby & ſoule: through Ieſus Chriſt our Lorde.


¶ The Epiſtle.
[Page]
Hebre. ix. CHriſte beeyng an hye Prieſt of good thynges to come, came by a greater & a more perfecte taber­nacle, not made with handes, that is to ſaye, not of this building, neither by the bloud of Goates and Calues, but by his owne bloud he entred in once into the holy place, and founde eternall redempcion. For yf the bloud of Oxen & of Goates, and the aſſhes of a yong kowe, when it was ſprinkled, purifieth the vncleane as touchyng the purifying of the fleſhe: howe muche more ſhall the bloud of Chriſt (which through the eternal ſpirite, offred him ſelfe withoute ſpotte to God) purge youre conſcyence from dead workes, for to ſerue the liuing god: And for this cauſe he is the mediatoure of the new Teſtament, that through death, which chaunſed for the redempcyon of thoſe tranſgreſſions that were vnder the fyrſte Teſtamente, they whych are called, myghte receyue the promeſſe of eternall inheritaunce.


¶ The Goſpell.
Iob. viii. WHich of you can rebuke me of ſinne? Yf I ſaye the trueth, why doe ye not beleue me? He that is of God, heareth goddes wordes: Ye therfore heare thē not, becauſe ye are not of god. Then aunſwered the Iewes, and ſayd vnto hym: ſay we not wel that thou art a Samaritane, and haſt the deuill? Ieſus aunſwered. I haue not the deuil: but I honor my father, and ye haue diſhonoured me. I ſeeke not myne owne prayſe: there is one that ſeketh & iudgeth. Verely, verely, I ſay vnto you, if a man kepe my ſaying, he ſhal neuer ſee death. Then ſayd the Iewes vnto him, nowe know we that thou haſt the deuil. Abrahā is dead, and the Prophetes, & thou ſayeſt: if a man kepe my ſaying he ſhall neuer taſt of death. Art thou greater then our father Abra­ham whiche is dead? And the Prophetes are dead: whom makeſt thou thy ſelfe? Ieſus aunſwered. Yf I honoure my ſelfe, mine honor is nothing: it is my father that honoureth me, whiche you ſaye is youre God, and yet ye haue not [Page] knowen hym, but I know hym: & if I ſay I know him not, I ſhalbe a lier like vnto you. But I know him and kepe his ſaying. Your father Abraham was glad to ſee my daye: & he ſaw it and reioyſed. Then ſayd the Iewes vnto him. Thou art not yet fifty yeare olde, & haſte thou ſeene Abraham? Ie­ſus ſayd vnto them: Verely verely I ſay vnto you: ere Abra­ham was borne, I am. Then toke they vp ſtones to caſt at hym: but Ieſus hidde himſelfe, and went out of the temple.



¶ The Sunday next before Eaſter.
¶ The Collecte.
ALmighty and euerlaſtyng God, whiche of thy tender loue towardes man, haſt ſēt our ſauiour Ieſus Chriſt to take vpon hym oure fleſhe, and to ſuffre deathe vpon the croſſe, that all mankynde ſhoulde folow the example of hys greate humilitie: mercifully graunte, that we both folowe the example of his pacience, and be made partakers of hys reſurreccion: thorow theſame Ieſus Chriſt our Lorde.


¶ The Epiſtle.
Philip. ii LEt theſame mynde bee in you, that was alſo in Chriſt Ieſu: whiche when he was in the ſhape of God thought it no robbery to be equal with God: neuertheleſſe, he made him ſelfe of no reputacion, taking on him the ſhape of a ſeruaunt, and became lyke vnto man, and was found in his apparel, as a man. He humbled himſelfe, and became obedient to the death, euen the death of the croſſe. Wherfore God hathe alſo exalted him on highe, & geuen hym a name whiche is aboue all names: that in the name of Ieſus, euery knee ſhoulde bowe, bothe of thynges in heauen, and thinges in earth, and thynges vnder ye earth: and that all tongues ſhoulde confeſſe, that Ieſus Chriſte is Lord, vnto the prayſe of God the father.


¶ The Goſpell.
Mat. xxvi ANd it came to paſſe, when Ieſus had finiſhed all theſe ſayinges, he ſayde vnto hys diſciples, ye know that after two dayes ſhalbe Eaſter, and the ſonne of manne ſhalbe delyuered ouer to bee [Page] crucifyed. Then aſſembled together the chiefe Prieſtes, and the Scribes, and the elders of the people, vnto the palace of he hygh Prieſt (which was called Caiphas) and held a coū ­ſel that they might take Ieſus by ſubteltie, and kil him. But they ſayde: not on the holy daye, leſte there bee an vproare a­mong the people. Whē Ieſus was in Bethanie in the houſe of Simon the Leper, there came vnto him a woman hauing an Alabaſter boxe of precious ointmēt, and powred it on his head, as he ſatte at the boarde. But when his diſciples ſawe it, they had indignacion, ſaying: wherto ſerueth this waſte? This oyntment migtht haue been well ſolde, and geuen to the poore. When Ieſus vnderſtode that, he ſayd vnto them: why trouble ye the woman; for ſhe hath wrought a good worke vpon me. For ye haue the poore alwayes with you, but me ye ſhall not haue alwayes. And in that ſhe hathe caſte thys oyntmente on my body, ſhe did it to bury me. Verely I ſaye vnto you: whereſoeuer thys Goſpell ſhalbe preached in all the worlde, there ſhall alſo this be tolde that ſhe hathe done for a memoriall of her. Then one of the twelue (which was called Iudas Iſcarioth) went vnto the chiefe Prieſtes, and ſayd vnto them: what will ye geue me, and I wyll delyuer hym vnto you? And they appointed vnto him .xxx. pieces of ſyluer. And from that tyme forth, he ſoughte oportunitye to betraye hym. The firſte daye of ſwete bread, the diſciples came to Ieſus, ſaying to hym: where wylte thou that we prepare for thee, to eate the Paſſeouer? And he ſayde: Goe into the citie to ſuche a man, and ſaye vnto him: the Maſter ſayeth, my tyme is at hand, I wyll kepe my Eaſter by thee with my diſciples. And the diſciples did as Ieſus had ap­poynted them, and they made readye the Paſſeouer. When the euen was come, he ſatte downe with the .xii. And as they dyd eate, he ſayde: Verely I ſay vnto you, that one of you ſhall betraye me. And they were excedyng ſorowful, and began euery one of them to ſaye vnto hym: Lorde is it I? He aunſwered and ſayde: he that dippeth hys hand with me in the diſſhe, theſame ſhall betraye me. The ſonne of manne truly goeth, as it is wrytten of hym: but woe vnto [Page] that man by whom the ſonne of man is betrayed. It had been good for that man, yf he had not been borne. Then Iu­das, which betrayed him, aunſwered, and ſayd: Maiſter, is it I? He ſayd vnto him: thou haſt ſaid. And when they were eatyng, Ieſus toke bread, and when he had geuen thankes, he brake it and gaue it to the diſciples, and ſayd: Take, eate, this is my body. And he toke the cup, and thanked, and gaue it them, ſaying: Drynke ye all of this: For this is my bloud (whiche is of the newe Teſtameant) that is ſhed for many, for the remiſſiō of ſinnes. But I ſay vnto you, I wil not drinke hencefurth of this fruite of the vine tree, vntil the day when I ſhal drinke it new with you in my fathers kingdom. And when they had ſayd grace, they went out vnto mount Oli­uete. Then ſayd Ieſus vnto them: all ye ſhalbe offended be­cauſe of me thys nighte. For it is wrytten: I wyll ſmyte the ſhepehearde, and the ſhepe of the flocke ſhalbe ſcatterd a­broade: but after I am rieſen agayn, I wyll goe before you into Galile. Peter aunſwered, and ſayd vnto him: thoughe al men be offended becauſe of thee, yet will I not be offēded. Ieſus ſayd vnto him: verely I ſaye vnto thee, that in thys ſame nyghte, before the Cocke krowe, thou ſhalte denye me thryſe. Peter ſayd vnto him: yea, though I ſhould dye with thee, yet will I not denye thee: likewyſe alſo ſayd all the diſ­ciples. Then came Ieſus with them vnto a farme place, (which is called Gethſemane) and ſayd vnto the diſciples. Sytte ye here, while I goe and praye yonder. And he tooke with him Peter, and the two ſonnes of zebede, and began to waxe ſorowful and heauy. Then ſayde Ieſus vnto them. My ſoule is heauy euen vnto the death. Tarye ye here and watche with me. And he wente a litle farther, and fell flat on his face, and prayed, ſaying: O my father, if it bee poſſy­ble, let this cup paſſe from me: neuerthleſſe, not as I wyll, but as thou wilt. And he came vnto the diſciples, and founde them aſlepe, and ſayd vnto Peter: what, could ye not watch with me one houre? watche and praye that ye enter not into temptacyon: the ſpirite is wyllyng, but the fleſhe is weake. He wente awaye once agayne and prayed, ſay­ing: [Page] O my father, yf this cuppe may not paſſe awaye from me except I drinke of it, thy wyll be fulfilled: and he came & founde them aſlepe agayne, for theyr eyes were heauy. And he left them, and went agayne and praied the third time, ſay­ing theſame woordes. Then cometh he to his diſciples, and ſayde vnto them: ſlepe on now and take your reſt. Beholde, the houre is at hand, and the ſonne of man is betrayed into the handes of ſynners. Ryſe, let vs bee goyng: beholde, he is at hand that dooeth betraye me. Whyle he yet ſpake: loe, Iudas one of the noumbre of the .xii. came, and with hym a greate multitude with ſweordes and ſtaues, ſente from the chyefe Prieſtes and Elders of the people. But he that bee­trayed hym, gaue them a token, ſaying: whomeſocuer I kyſſe, the ſame is he, holde hym faſte. And forthwith he came to Ieſus, and ſayd: Hayle Maſter, and kyſſed hym. And Ie­ſus ſayde vnto hym: frende, wherfore art thou come? Then came they and layde handes on Ieſus, and toke hym. And beholde, one of them that were with Ieſus, ſtretched out his hand and drewe his ſweorde, and ſtroke a ſeruaunt of the hye Prieſtes and ſmote of his eare. Then ſaid Ieſus vnto him: put vp thy ſweord into the ſheath, for all they that take the ſweord ſhall periſh with the ſweord. Thinkeſt thou that I cannot now praye to my father, and he ſhall geue me euen nowe, more then .xii. legions of Aungels? But howe then ſhall the ſcriptures bee fulfilled? For thus muſt it bee. In thatſame houre ſayde Ieſus to the multitude: ye bee come out as it were to a thefe with ſweordes and ſtaues, for to take me. I ſate daylye with you teaching in the temple, and ye toke me not. But all thys is done that the ſcriptures of the Prophetes myghte bee fulfylled. Then all the diſciples forſoke hym and fled. And they tooke Ieſus and led hym to Cayphas the hye Prieſte, where the Scribes and the El­ders were aſſembled. But Peter folowed hym afarre of vnto the hye Prieſtes palace, and wente in, and ſatte with the ſeruauntes to ſee the ende. The chiefe Prieſtes and El­ders, and all the counſell, ſought falſe witnes agaynſt Ie­ſus (for to put hym to death) but founde none: yea, when ma­ny [Page] falſe witneſſes came, yet founde they none. At the laſte came .ii. falſe wytneſſes, and ſaid: This felow ſayed, I am hable to deſtroye the temple of God, and to builde it agayne in three dayes. And the chiefe Prieſt; aroſe, and ſayd vnto hym: aunſwereſt thou nothing: Why doe theſe beare wyt­nes agaynſt thee? but Ieſus helde his peace. And the chief Prieſt aunſwered, and ſayd vnto him. I charge thee by the liuing God, that thou tell vs, whether thou be Chryſte the ſonne of God. Ieſus ſayd vnto hym: thou haſt ſaid. Neuer­theles I ſaye vnto you, hereafter ſhall ye ſee the ſonne of man ſytting on the ryghte hande of power, and commyng in the cloudes of the ſkye. Then the hie Prieſte rente hys clothes, ſaying: he hath ſpoken blaſphemye, what nede we of any more witneſſes? Beholde, nowe ye haue hearde hys blaſphemy, what thynke ye? They aunſwered, and ſayd: he is worthy to dye. Then did they ſpit in his face, and buffe­ted him with fiſtes. And other ſmote hym on the face with the palme of theyr handes, ſaying: tell vs thou Chriſt, who is he that ſmote thee? Peter ſate without in the courte, and a damoſell came to hym, ſaying: thou alſo waſte with Ie­ſus of Galile: but he denied before them all, ſaying: I wote not what thou ſaiſt. When he was gone out into the porche, another wenche ſawe hym, and ſayed vnto them that were there: This felow was alſo with Ieſus of Nazareth. And againe he denyed with an othe, ſaying: I dooe not knowe the man. After a whyle came vnto him they that ſtode by, & ſayed vnto Peter: ſurely thou art euen one of them, for thy ſpeache bewraieth the. Then began he to curſe & to ſweare, that he knew not the mā. And immediatly ye Cocke krew. And Peter remembred the worde of Ieſu, which ſayd vn­to hym: before the cocke krowe, thou ſhalt denye me thriſe: and he wente oute and wepte bitterly. When the mornyng was come, all the chiefe Prieſtes and Elders of the people helde a counſell agaynſte Ieſus, to put hym to death, and broughte hym bounde, and delyuered hym vnto Poncyus Pilate the deputie. Thē Iudas (which had betrayed hym) ſeeyng that he was condemned, repented hymſelfe, and [Page] brought agayne the .xxx. plates of ſiluer to the chief prieſtes and Elders, ſayng: I haue ſinned betraying the innocente bloud. And they ſayd: what is that to vs? Se thou to that. And he caſte downe the ſiluer plates in the temple, and de­parted, and went and hanged himſelf. And ye chief Prieſtes toke the ſiluer plates, and ſayd: It is not lawful for to put them into the treaſure, becauſe it is the price of bloud. And they toke counſayle, and bought with them a potters fielde to bury ſtraungers in. Wherefore the fielde is called Hacel­dema, that is, the field of bloud, vntyll thys day. Then was fulfylled that whiche was ſpoken by Ieremie the prophete, ſaying: and they tooke .xxx. ſyluer plates, the pryce of hym that was valued, whom they boughte of the chyldren of Iſrael, and gaue them for the potters fielde, as the Lorde appointed me. Ieſus ſtode before the deputie, and the depu­tie aſked hym, ſaying: Art thou the king of the Iewes? Ie­ſus ſayed vnto hym: thou ſayeſt. And when he was accuſed of the chief prieſtes and elders, he aunſwered nothing. Thē ſaid pilate vnto him: heareſt thou not how many witneſſes they lai againſt thee? & he aunſwered him to neuer a word: inſomuch that the deputie merueiled greatly. At that feaſt, the deputie was wont to deliuer vnto the people a priſoner whom they woulde deſyre. He had then a notable pryſoner called Barrabas. Therfore whē they were gathered toge­ther, Pilate ſayed: whether will ye that I geue looce vnto you, Barrabas, or Ieſus whiche is called Chriſte & For he knew that for enuy they had deliuered him. Whē he was ſet down to geue iudgement, his wyfe ſente vnto hym, ſaying: haue thou nothyng to doe with that iuſte man. For I haue ſuffred thys day many thynges in my ſlepe, becauſe of hym. But the chief prieſtes and elders perſwaded the people that they ſhould aſke Barrabas, and deſtroy Ieſus. The depu­tie aunſwered, and ſayd vnto them: whether of the twayne wil ye that I let looce vnto you? They ſaid, Barrabas. Pi­late ſaid vnto thē: what ſhal I doe thē with Ieſus, whiche is called Chriſt? They al ſayd vnto hym: let him be crucifi­ed. The deputie ſayd: what euil hath he done? but they cried [Page] more ſaying, let him be crucified. When Pilate ſaw that he could preuayle nothing, but ye more buſines was made: he toke water, & waſhed his handes before the people, ſaying: I am innocent of the bloud of this iuſt perſon, ſee ye. Then aunſwered al the people, and ſayd: hys bloud be on vs & on our childrē. Thē let he Barrabas loce vnto them & ſcour­ged Ieſus, & deliuered him to be crucified. Then the ſoul­diers of the deputie toke Ieſus into the common hall, and gathered vnto him al the company, and thei ſtripped him, & put on him a purple robe, & platted a crowne of thornes, & put it vpon his head, & a rede in his right hand, and vowed the knee before him, and mocked him, ſaying: hayle king of the Iewes: and when they had ſpit vpon him, they toke the rede & ſmote him on the head. And after that they had moc­ked him, thei toke the robe of him again, & put his own rai­ment on him, & led hym a way to crucifye hym. And as they came out, they found a man of Cirene (named Simō) hym they compelled to beare his croſſe. And they came vnto the place which is called Golgotha, ye is to ſay (a place of dead mens ſculles) and gaue him vinegre myngled with gall to drinke: & when he had taſted thereof, he woulde not drinke. Whē they had crucified him, they parted his garmentes & did caſt lottes, that it myght be fulfilled which was ſpokē by the Prophete. They parted my garmentes among thē, and vpon my beſture did they caſt lottes. And they ſate and watched him there, & ſet vp ouer hys head the cauſe of hys death written. This is Ieſus the king of the Iewes. Then were there two theues crucified with him, one on the right hand, and another on the left. They that paſſed by, reuyled him, wagging their heades, & ſaying: thou that deſtroyedſt ye temple of god, & didſt build it in three daies, ſaue thy ſelf. If thou be the ſonne of god come down frō the croſſe. Like­wiſe alſo the hye Prieſtes mocking him with the Scribes and Elders, ſayd: he ſaued other, himſelf he cannot ſaue. If he bee the Kyng of Iſraell, lette hym nowe come downe from the croſſe, and we will belieue hym. He truſted in GOD, lette hym delyuer hym nowe, yf he wyll haue [Page] him: for he ſayd, I am the ſonne of God. The theues alſo whiche were crucifyed with him, caſt theſame in his teeth. From the ſixth houre was there darkenes ouer al the land vntyll the ninth houre. And aboute the ninth houre, Ieſus cryed with a loud voyce, ſaying: Ely, Ely, lamaſabathany: that is to ſay, my god my god, why haſt thou forſaken me? Some of them that ſtode there, when they heard ye, ſayde: This man calleth for Helyas. And ſtreyghte waye one of them ranne and toke a ſponge, and whē he had filled it full of vineger, he put it on a rede, and gaue him to drynke. O­ther ſayde: let be, let vs ſee whether Helyas will come and deliuer him. Ieſus when he had cryed agayn with a loude voyce, yelded vp the goſt. And behold, the vayle of the tem­ple dyd rent in .ii. partes, from the top to the bottome, and the earth did quake, and the ſtones rent, and graues did o­pen, and many bodies of Sainctes whiche ſlept, aroſe and wente out of the graues after hys reſurrection, and came into the holy citie, and appeared vnto many. When the Cēturion, and they that were with him watching Ieſus, ſaw the earthquake, and thoſe thinges whiche happened, they feared greatly, ſaying: Truely this was the ſonne of god. And many weomen were there (beholdyng hym afarre of) which folowed Ieſus from Galile, miniſtring vnto hym: Emong which was Mary Magdalene, & Mary the mo­ther of Iames & Ioſes, and the mother of zebedes childrē.



¶ Monday before Eaſter.
¶ The Epiſtle.
Iſa. lxiii WHat is he thys that cummeth from Edom, with red coloured clothes of Boſra (whiche is ſo coſtly cloth) and cummeth in ſo mygh­tely with all his ſtrength? I am he that tea­cheth ryghteouſeneſſe, and am of power to helpe. Wherfore then is thy clothyng redde, and thy rayment like his that treadeth in the wyne preſſe? I haue troden the preſſe my ſelfe alone, and of all people there is not one with me. Thus will I treade down myne enemies in my wrath, and ſet my feete vpon them in myne [Page] indignacion: And theyr bloud ſhall beſpryng my clothes, and ſo will I ſtayne all my rayment. For the day of vengeaunce is aſſigned in my heart, and the yeare whē my people ſhalbe delyuered is come. I loked aboute me, and there was no man to ſhewe me any helpe. I merueiled that no man helde me vp. Then I helde me by myne owne arme, and my feruentnes ſuſtayned me. And thus will I treade downe the people in my wrathe, and bathe them in my diſpleaſure, and vpon the earth will I lay theyr ſtrength, I will declare the goodnes of the Lord, yea and the prayſe of the Lorde for all that he hath geuen vs, for the greate good that he hath done for Iſrael, whyche he hathe geuen them of hys owne fauor, and accordyng to the multitude of hys louing kindnes. For he ſayd: theſe no doubt are my people, and no ſhrinking chil­dren, and ſo he was theyr ſauiour. In their troubles he was alſo troubled with them, & the Aungel that went furth from his preſence, deliuered them. Of very loue and kindnes that he had vnto them, he redemed them. He hath borne them and caryed them vp, euer ſence the worlde began. But after they prouoked him to wrath, and vexed hys holy mynde, he was theyr enemy, and fought agaynſt them himſelfe. Yet remem­berd Iſrael the olde time of Moyſes and his people, ſaying: where is he that broughte them from the water of the ſea, with them that fede hys ſhepe? where is he that hath geuen hys holye ſpiryte among them? he ledde them by the ryghte hād of Moſes with his glorious arme, deuiding the water before them (wherby he gat himſelfe an euerlaſtyng name:) he led them in the depe, as an horſe is led in the playne, that they ſhould not ſtumble as a tame beaſte goeth in the fielde, & the breath geuen of God, geueth hym reſte. Thus (O god) haſte thou led thy people, to make thy ſelfe a glorious name withall. Loke downe then from heauen, & behold the dwel­lyng place of thy ſāctuary, and thy glory. How is it that thy gelouſy, thy ſtrength, the multitude of thy mercyes, and thy louyng kindnes, will not be entreated of vs? yet art thou our father. For Abrahā knoweth vs not, neither is Iſrael ac­quaynted with vs. But thou lord art our father & redemer, [Page] and thy name is euerlaſtyng, O lord, wherfore haſt thou led vs out of thy way? wherfore haſt thou hardned our heartes that we feare thee not? Be at one with vs agayne for thy ſer­uauntes ſake, and for the generacion of thyne heritage. Thy people haue had but a lytle of thy Sanctuary in poſſeſſiō: for our enemies haue trodē downe the holy place. And we were thyne from the beginning, when thou waſt not theyr Lorde, for they haue not called vpon thy name.


¶ The Goſpell.
mar. xiiii AFter two dayes was Eaſter, and the dayes of ſwete bread. And the hie prieſtes & the Scribes ſought how they might take hym by craft, and put hym to death. But they ſaid: not in the feaſt day leſt any buſines aryſe among the people. And when he was in Bethany in the houſe of Simon the leper, euen as he ſat at meate, there came a wo­man hauing an Albaſter boxe of oyntment, called Narde, that was pure and coſtly, & ſhe brake the boxe and powred it vpon his head. And ther were ſome that were not contente within themſelues, and ſaid: what neded this waſte of oynt­mente? for it might haue been ſolde for more then three hun­dreth pence, and haue been geuen vnto the poore. And they grudged agaynſt her. And Ieſus ſayde: lette her alone, why trouble ye her. She hath done a good woorke on me: for ye haue poore with you alwayes, and whenſoeuer ye wyll ye may doe them good: but me haue ye not alwayes. She hath done that ſhe coulde, ſhe came aforehande to annoynte my body to the burying. Verely I ſaye vnto you, whereſoeuer thys Goſpell ſhal be preached throughout the whole world, this alſo that ſhe hath done, ſhalbe rehearſed in remēbraūce of her. And Iudas Iſcarioth one of the twelue, went a way vnto the hie Prieſtes to betraye hym vnto them. When they hearde that, they were glad, and promiſed that they woulde geue hym money. And he ſought how he might conueniently betray hym. And the fyrſt day of ſwete bread (when they of­fered [Page] the Paſſeouer) his diſciples ſaid vnto hym: where with thou that we goe and prepare that thou mayſt eate ye Paſſe­ouer? And he ſente furth two of his diſciples, and ſayde vnto them: goe ye vnto the citie, and there ſhall mete you a manne bearyng a pitcher of water, folow hym. And whitherſoeuer he goeth in, ſay ye vnto the good mā of the houſe, the maſter ſaith, where is ye geaſt chaūber, where I ſhall eate ye Paſſe­ouer with my diſciples? And he will ſhewe you a great par­lor paued and prepared, there make ready for vs. And hys diſciples went furth, and came into the citie, and found as he had ſayd vnto thē: and they made ready the Paſſeouer. And when it was now euentide, he came with the twelue. And as they ſate at borde and did eate, Ieſus ſayd: vereley I ſaye vnto you, one of you (that eateth with me) ſhall betraye me. And they beganne to be ſory, and to ſaye to hym one by one: is it I? and an other ſayd: is it I? he aunſwered and ſayd vnto them: it is one of the .xii. euen he that dippeth with me in the platter. The ſonne of man truly goeth as it is writtē of him, but woe to that man by whom the ſonne of man is betray­ed: good were it for that manne, yf he had neuer been borne. And as they did eate, Ieſus tooke bread, and when he had geuē thankes, he brake it, and gaue to them, and ſaid: Take, eate, this is my body. And he toke the cup, and when he had geuen thankes, he toke it to them, & they al dranke of it. And he ſayd vnto them: This is my bloud of the new teſtament, which is ſhed for many. Verely I ſay vnto you, I wil drink no more of the fruite of the vine, vntil that day that I drinke it newe in the kyngdome of God. And when they had ſayde grace, they went out to the mount Oliuete. And Ieſus ſaith vnto them: all ye ſhalbe offended becausſe of me this nyghte, For it is wrytten: I wyll ſmyte the ſhepeheard, & the ſhepe ſhalbe ſcattered: but after that I am ryſen agayne, I wyll goe into Galile before you. Peter ſaid vnto hym: and though all men bee offended, yet wyll not I. And Ieſus ſayeth vnto hym: verely I ſay vnto thee, that this day, euē in this night, before ye Cocke krow twiſe thou ſhalte denye me thre times, But he ſpake more vehementelye: no, yf I ſhoulde dye with [Page] thee, I wyll not denye thee: Lykewiſe alſo ſayde they all. And thei came into a place which was named Gethſemane, and he ſayd to hys diſciples: ſytte ye here whyle I goe aſyde & pray. And he taketh with him, Peter and Iames, & Iohn, And beganne to waxe abaſhed and to be in an agony, & ſayd vnto them: My ſoule is heauy euen vnto the death: tary ye here and watche. And he went furth a little, and fell downe flat on the ground and praied, that if it wer poſſible, the houre might paſſe from hym. And he ſayd: Abba father, all thinges are poſſible vnto thee, take away thys cup frō me: neuerthe­les, not as I wil, but that thou wylt be done. And he came and founde them ſlepyng, and ſayeth to Peter: Symon, ſlepeſt thou? Couldeſt not thou watche one houre? watche ye & pray leſt ye entre into temptacyon: the ſpirite truly is ready, but the fleſhe is weake. And agayne he wente aſyde & pray­ed, and ſpake the ſame wordes. And he returned & found thē a ſlepe agayne, for theyr & eyes were heauy, neyther wyſt they what to aunſwere hym. And he came the thyrde tyme and ſayde vnto them: ſlepe hencefurth and take youre eaſe, it is inough. The houre is come: beholde, the ſonne of man is be­trayed into the handes of ſinners: Ryſe vp, let vs goe. Loe, he that betrayeth me is at hand. And immedyathly whyle he yet ſpake, cometh Iudas (whyche was one of the twelue) & with hym a greate noumber of people with ſweordes and ſtaues, from the hie prieſtes, and Scribes, and Elders. And he that betrayed him, had geuen them a generall token, ſay­ing: whoſoeuer I doe kiſſe, the ſame is he: take and leade him away warely. And aſſone as he was come, he goeth ſtraight waye to him, and ſayeth vnto hym: Maſter, Maſter, and kyſſed hym: and they layed theyr handes on hym, and tooke hym. And one of them that ſtoode by, drewe oute a ſweorde, and ſmote a ſeruaunte of the hye Prieſtes, and cutte of hys eare. And Ieſus aunſwered and ſayd vnto them: ye be come oute as vnto a thefe with ſweordes and ſtaues, for to take me. I was dayly with you in the temple teachyng, and ye took me not: but theſe thynges come to paſſe that the Scripture ſhoulde bee fulfylled. And they all forſoke [Page] him, and ran away. And there folowed him a certayn yong man clothed in linnen vpon the bare: and the yong menne caught hym, and he left hys linnen garment, and fled from them naked. And they led Ieſus awaye to the high prieſt of all, and with him came all the hye prieſtes, and the Elders, & the Scribes. And Peter folowed hym a great way of (e­uen till he was come into the palace of the hie Prieſt) and he ſate with the ſeruauntes, and warmed himſelfe at the fyre. And the hye prieſtes and al the counſell ſought for witnes a­gainſte Ieſu to put him to death, and found none: for many bare falſe witnes agaynſte hym, but theyr witneſſes agreed not together. And there aroſe certayne and broughte falſe witnes agaynſte hym, ſaying: we hearde hym ſaye, I wyll deſtroye this temple that is made with handes, and with­in three dayes, I will build another made without handes. But yet theyr witneſſes agreed not together. And the hye Prieſte ſtoode vp among them, and aſked Ieſus, ſaying: aunſwereſt thou nothyng? Howe is it that theſe beare wyt­nes agaynſte thee? But he helde hys peace, and aunſwered nothyng. Agayne the hye Prieſt aſked hym, and ſayde vnto hym: Arte thou Chriſte the ſonne of the bleſſed? And Ieſus ſayd: I am. And ye ſhall ſee the ſonne of man ſittyng on the ryght hand of power, and comyng in the cloudes of heauen. Then the hye Prieſt rent hys clothes, and ſayde: what nede we any further of witneſſes? ye haue heard blaſphemy, what thynke ye? And they all condemned hym to bee woorthye of deathe. And ſome beganne to ſpyt at hym, and to couer hys face, and to beate hym with fiſtes, and to ſaye vnto hym: A­reade. And the ſeruauntes buffeted hym on the face. And as Peter was beneathe in the Palace, there came one of the wenches of the hieſt prieſte: and when ſhe ſawe Peter war­myng himſelf, ſhe loked on hym, and ſayd: waſt not thou al­ſo with Ieſus of Nazareth? And he denied, ſaying: I know him not, nether wote I what thou ſayeſt. And he went oute into the porche, and the Cocke krewe. And a damoſel (when ſhe ſawe him) began agayne to ſay to thē that ſtode by: this is one of thē. And he denyed it agayn. And anone after, they [Page] that ſtode by, ſayd agayn vnto Peter: ſurely thou art one of thē, for thou arte of Galile, & thy ſpeche agreeth therto. But he began to curſe and to ſweare, ſaying: I knowe not thys man of whom ye ſpeake. And again the cocke krewe, and Peter remembred the woorde that Ieſus had ſayde vnto him: before the cocke krow twiſe, thou ſhalte denye me three times. And he began to wepe.



¶ Tueſday before Eaſter.
¶ The Epiſtle.
Eſai. 1. THe Lord god hath opened myne eare, therfore can I not ſay nay, neyther withdraw my ſelfe: but I offer my backe vnto the ſmiters, and my chekes vnto the nippers. I turne not my face from ſhame and ſpittyng, and the lord God ſhall helpe me: Therfore ſhal I not be confounded. I haue hardened my face lyke a flyute ſtone, for I am ſure that I ſhall not come to confuſion. He is at hand that iuſtifieth me, who will then goe to lawe with me? Let vs ſtande one againſt another: yf there be any that wil reaſon with me, let him come here furth to me. Beholde, the lorde God ſtandeth by me, what is he then that can con­demne me? loe, they ſhalbe lyke as an old cloth, the moth ſhal eate them vp. Therfore, whoſo feareth the lord among you, let hym heare the voyce of his ſeruaunt. Whoſo walketh in darknes, and no light ſhineth vpon him, let him put his truſt in the name of the lord, and hold him vp by his God: but take hede, ye all kyendle a fyre of the wrath of God, & ſtiere vp the coales: walke on in the gliſteryng of your owne fyre, and in the coales that ye haue kyendled. Thys cometh vnto you from my hand, namely that ye ſhall ſlepe in ſorowe.


¶ The Goſpell.
Mat. xv. ANd anone in the dawnyng, the hye Prieſtes held a counſell with the Elders and the Scribes, and the whole congregacyon, and bound Ieſus, & led hym awaye, and deliuered hym to Pylate. And Pilate aſked hym: arte thou the Kyng of the Iewes? and he aunſwered, and ſayde to hym: thou ſayeſt it. And the hye prieſtes accuſed hym of manye thynges. So pilate aſked [Page] hym agayne, ſaying: aunſwereſt thou nothyng? Beholde howe manye thynges they laye to thy charge. Ieſus aun­ſwered yet nothyng, ſo that Pilate merueyled. At that feaſt Pylate dyd delyuer vnto them a pryeſoner, whomſoeuer they woulde deſyre. And there was one that was named Barrabas, whyche laye bounde with them that made in­ſurreccyon: he had commytted murther. And the people called vnto hym, and beganne to deſyre hym that he woulde doe accordyng as he had euer done vnto them. Pilate aun­ſwered them, ſaying: wyl ye that I lette looce vnto you the Kyng of the Iewes? for he knewe that the hye Prieſtes had delyuered hym of enuy. But the hye prieſtes moued the peo­ple that he ſhoulde rather delyuer Barrabas vnto them. Pilate aunſwered agayne, and ſayd vnto them: what wil ye ye I then doe vnto him, whō ye call the kyng of the Iewes? And they cryed againe, crucify him. Pilate ſayd vnto them: what euill hath he done? And they cryed the more feruently, crucifie him. And ſo Pilate willyng to content the people, let looce Barrabas vnto them, and deliuered vp Ieſus (when he had ſcourged hym) for to bee crucyfyed. And the ſouldy­ours ledde hym awaye into the common halle, and called together the whole multytude, and they clothed hym with purple, and they platted a crowne of thornes, and crow­ned hym withall, and began to ſalute hym: Hayle kyng of the Iewes. And they ſmote hym on the head with a reede, and dyd ſpytte vpon hym, and bowed their knees and wor­ſhypped him. And when they had mocked him, they toke the purple of him, and put his owne clothes on him, and led him out to crucyfye hym. And they compelled one that paſſed by, called Simon of Syrene (the father of Alexander and Ru­fus) which came out of ye field, to beare his croſſe. And they brought hym to a place named Golgotha (whiche yf a man interprete) is the place of dead mens ſculles: and they gaue hym to drynke, wyne mingled with mirrhe, but he receyued it not. And whē they had crucified him, they parted his gar­mentes, caſting lottes vpon thē what euery mā ſhould take. And it was about the thyrd houre, and they crucifyed him. [Page] And the tytle of hys cauſe was wrytten. The Kyng of the Iewes. And they crucifyed with hym two theues, the one on his ryght hand, & the other on his lefte. And the ſcripture was fulfilled, whiche ſaith: he was counted among the wic­ked. And they that wente by, rayled on hym, wagging theyr heades, and ſaying: A wretche, thou that deſtroyeſt the tem­ple, and buldeſt it againe in three dayes, ſaue thy ſelfe and come downe from the croſſe. Likewiſe alſo mocked him the hye Prieſtes among themſelues with the Scribes, and ſayd: he ſaued other men, himſelfe he cannot ſaue. Let Chryſt the Kyng of Iſraell deſcende nowe from the croſſe, that we may ſee and beleue. And they that were crucyfyed with him, checked him alſo. And whē the ſixth houre was come, dark­nes aroſe ouer all the earthe, vntyll the ninth houre. And at the ninthe houre, Ieſus cryed with a loude voyce, ſaying: Eloy, Eloy, lamazabathany? whiche is (if one interprete it) my God, my God, why haſt thou forſaken me? And ſome of them that ſtode by, when they hearde that, ſayd: beholde, he calleth for Helyas. And one ranne and fylled a ſponge full of vinegre, and putte it on a reede, and gaue hym to drynke, ſaying: let hym alone, let vs ſee whether Helias wyll come and take hym downe. But Ieſus cried with a loude voyce, and gaue vp the goſte. And vayle of the temple rente in two pieces from the top to the bottome. And when the Cen­turion (whiche ſtode before him) ſawe that he ſo cryed, and gaue vp the goſt, he ſayd: truely this man was the ſonne of God. There were alſo weomen a good waye of, beholdyng him: among whom was Mari Magdalene, and Mary the mother of Iames the litle, and of Ioſes, and Mary Sa­lome (which alſo when he was in Galile, had folowed hym and miniſtred vnto him) and many other weomen, whyche came vp with hym to Ieruſalem. And nowe when the euen was come (becauſe it was the daye of preparyng that go­eth before the Sabboth) Ioſeph of the citye of Aramathya a noble counſayloure, whyche alſo loked for the kyngdome of God, came and went in boldelye vnto Pylate, and beg­ged of hym the bodye of Ieſu. And Pilate meruayled that [Page] he was already dead, and called vnto him the Centurion, & aſked of him whether he had been anye whyle dead. And when he knew the trueth of the Centurion, he gaue the bo­dye to Ioſeph, & he bought a lynnen cloth, and tooke hym down, & wrapped him in the linnen cloth, and layed him in a ſepulchre that was hewen oute of a rocke, and rolled a ſtone before the dore of the ſepulchre. And Mary Magda­lene, and Mary Ioſes beheld where he was layd.



¶ Wedneſday before Eaſter.
¶ The Epiſtle.
Hebre. ix. WHereas is a teſtament, there muſt alſo (of neceſ­ſitie) be the deathe of hym that maketh the teſta­ment. For the teſtament taketh autoritie when men are dead: for it is yet of no value, as long as he that maketh the teſtament is alyue: for whiche cauſe also, neither the fyrſt teſtament was ordeyned withoute bloud. For when Moſes had declared all the commaunde­ment to all the people, accordying to the lawe, he tooke the bloude of calues and of Goates, with water and purple wolle, and yſope, and ſprinkled both the booke and all the people, ſaying: this is the bloude of the teſtament, whiche God hath appoynted vnto you. Moreouer, he ſprinkled the tabernacle with bloud alſo, and all the miniſtryng veſſels. And almoſt al thinges are by the law purged with bloud, and without ſhedding of bloude is no remiſſion. It is nede then, that the ſimilitudes of heauenlye thinges be purifyed with ſuche thynges: but that the heauenlye thinges them­ſelues, be purifyed with better ſacrifices thē are thoſe. For Chriſte is not entred into the holye places that are made with handes (whiche are ſimilitudes of true thynges) but is entred into very heauen, for to appeare now in the ſight of God for vs: not to offer himſelfe often, as the hye Prieſt entreth into the holy place euery yere with ſtrange bloud: for then muſt he haue often ſuffred ſence the worlde began. But now in ye ende of the world hath he appeared once, to put ſynne to flyght by the offeryng vp of hymſelfe. And as [Page] it is appointed vnto al mē ye thei ſhal once die, & thē cometh the iudgement: Euen ſo Chriſt was once offered to take a­way the ſinnes of many, & vnto them that loke for him, ſhal he appeare agayn without ſinne, vnto ſaluacion.


¶ The Goſpell.
Luk. xxii THe feaſt of ſwete bread drew nye, which is called Eaſter, and the hie Prieſtes and Scribes ſought how they might kill him, for they feared the peo­ple. Then entred Satan into Iudas, whoſe ſyr­name was Iſcarioth (which was of the nūber of the .xii.) & he went his way and commoned with the hie Prieſtes and officers, how he might betray him vnto thē. And they wer glad, and promiſed to geue hym money. And he conſented, and ſought oportunitie to betray him vnto them when the people wer away. Then came the day of ſwete bread whē of neceſſitie the paſſeouer muſt be offred. And he ſent Peter and Iohn, ſaying: Goe & prepare vs the paſſeouer, that we may eate. They ſayde vnto hym: where wilt thou that we prepare? And he ſaid vnto them: behold, when ye enter into the citie, there ſhal a mā mete you bearing a pitcher of wa­ter: him folow into theſame houſe that he entreth in, and ye ſhal ſay vnto the good man of the houſe: the maiſter ſayeth vnto thee, where is the geaft chaumber where I ſhall eate the Paſſeouer with my diſciples? And he ſhal ſhewe you a great parlour paued, there make ready. And they went and found as he had ſayd vnto them, and they made readye the paſſeouer. And when the houre was come, he ſate down, & the .xii. Apoſtles with him. And he ſayd vnto them: I haue inwardly deſyred to eate this paſſeouer with youu, before ye I ſuffer. For I ſay vnto you: hēcefurth wil I not eate of it any more, vntil it be fulfilled in the kingdome of god. And he toke the cup, and gaue thankes, and ſayd: Take thys, & deuide it among you. For I ſay vnto you: I will not drinke of the fruite of this vine, vntil the kyngdome of God come. And he toke bread, & when he had geuē thankes, he brake it, and gaue vnto them, ſaying: This is my body whiche is [Page] geuen for you: This doe in the remembraunce of me. Lyke­wyſe alſo when he hadde ſupped, he tooke the cuppe, ſaying: Thys cuppe is the newe teſtamente in my bloude, whych is ſhedde for you. Yet beholde, the hande of hym that betrayeth me, is with me on the table. And truely the ſonne of manne goeth as it is appoynted, but woe vnto that manne, by whom he is betrayed. And they beganne to enquyre among themſelues, whyche of them it was that ſhoulde doe it. And there was a ſtryfe among them, whych of them ſhould ſeme to be the greateſt. And he ſayd vnto them: the kynges of na­cions reygne ouer them, and they that haue auctorytie vpon them, are called gracyous: but ye ſhall not ſo bee. But he that is greateſt among you, ſhall bee as the yonger, and he that is chyefe ſhall bee as he that dooeth minyſter. For whether is greater he yt ſitteth at meate, or he that ſerueth? Is it not he that ſitteth at meate? But I am among you, as he that miniſtreth. Ye are they whyche haue bydden with me in my temptacyons. And I appoynte vnto you a kyng­dome, as my father hath appoynted to me, that ye may eate and drynke at my table in my kyngdome, and ſitte on ſeates iudgyng the twelue trybes of Iſrael. And the Lorde ſayde: Simon, Simon, beholde, Sathan hathe deſyred to ſyfte you, as it were wheate: But I haue prayed for thee, that thy fayth fayle not. And when thou arte conuerted, ſtrength thy brethren. And he ſayde vnto hym: LORDE, I am ready to goe with thee into prieſō, and to death. And he ſaid: I tell thee Peter, the cocke ſhall not crowe thys daye, tyll thou haue denied me thryſe that thou knoweſt me. And he ſayde vnto them: when I ſente you withoute wallet, and ſcrip, and ſhoes, lacked ye any thyng? And they ſaid, no. Thē ſaid he vnto thē: but now he that hath a wallet, let him take it vp, and lykewiſe his ſcrip. And he that hathe no ſweorde, let hym ſel hys coate and bye one. For I ſaye vnto you, that yet theſame whiche is written, muſte be perfourmed in me: euen among the wycked was he reputed: For thoſe thinges whyche are written of me haue an ende. And they ſayde: Lorde, beholde, here are two ſweordes: and he ſayde vnto [Page] them: it is enoughe. And he came out, and went (as he was wonte) to mounte Oliuete. And the diſciples folowed hym. And when he came to the place, he ſayd vnto them: pray, leſt ye fall into temptacion. And he gat himſelfe from thē about a ſtones caſt, and kneled downe and prayed, ſaying: Father, yf thou wilte, remoue this cup from me: Neuertheleſſe, not my wyl, but thyne be fulfilled. And there appeared an Aūgel vnto him from heauen, comfortyng hym. And he was in an agonye, and prayed the longer, and hys ſweate was lyke droppes of bloud, trickling downe to the ground. And when be aroſe from praier, and was come to his diſciples, he foūd them ſleping for heauines, and he ſayd vnto them: why ſlepe ye? Ryſe and pray, leſte ye fall into temptacyon. While he yet ſpake, behold, there came a cōpanye, and he that was called Iudas, one of the twelue, went before them, and preaced nye to Ieſus, to kyſſe hym. But Ieſus ſayde vnto him: Iu­das, betrayeſt thou the ſonne of manne with a kyſſe? When they whiche were about him ſawe what would folow, they ſayde vnto hym: Lord, ſhal we ſmyte with the ſweord? And one of them ſmote a ſeruaunte of the hie prieſtes, and ſtroke of his ryght eare? Ieſus anſwered and ſayd: ſuffre ye thus farre foorthe. And when he touched his eare, he healed hym. Then Ieſus ſayde vnto the hye pryeſtes, and rulers of the temple, and the elders, whyche were come to hym: Ye bee come out as vnto a thefe, with ſweordes and ſtaues. When I was dayly with in the Temple, ye ſtretched foorthe no handes againſte me: but this is euen your verye houre, & the power of darkenes. Then toke they hym and ledde him, and brought him to the hie prieſtes houſe. But Peter folow­ed afarre of. And when they had kindled a fyre in the middes of the palace, and were ſette downe together, Peter alſo ſatte downe among them. But when one of the wenches be­held him, as he ſat by fyre (and loked vpon him) ſhe ſaid: this ſame felow was alſo with him. And he denied him, ſay­ing: woman, I know hym not. And after a litle whyle, a­nother ſawe hym, and ſayd: thou art alſo of them. And Pe­ter ſayde: man I am not. And aboute the ſpace of an houre [Page] after, another affyrmed, ſaying: verely thys felowe was with him alſo, for he is of Galile. And Peter ſayed: man, I wote not what thou ſayeſt. And immediately while he yet ſpake, the Cocke krewe. And the lord turned backe and lo­ked vpon Peter. And Peter remembred the woorde of the Lord, how he had ſayd vnto hym: before the Cocke krowe, thou ſhalt denie me thriſe: and Peter went out & wept bit­terly. And the men that tooke Ieſus, mocked him, & ſmote him: and when they had blindfolded him, thei ſtroke him on the face, and aſked him, ſaying: Areade, who is he ye ſmote thee? And many other thinges deſpitefully ſaid they againſt hym. And as ſoone as it was day, the Elders of the people, and the hie Prieſtes and Scribes, came together, and led hym, into theyr counſel, ſaying: Art thou very Chriſt? tel vs. And he ſaid vnto them: If I tell you, ye wil not beleue me: & if I aſke you, you will not aunſwere, nor let me goe: here­after ſhall the ſonne of man ſit on the right hand of the po­wer of God. Then ſayed they all: Art thou then the ſonne of God? he ſayd: Ye ſaye that I am. And they ſayd: what nede we of any further witneſſe? For we oure ſelues haue heard of his own mouth.



¶ Thurſday before Eaſter.
¶ The Epiſtle.
i. Cor. xl. THis I warne you of, & commend not, ye ye come not together after a better maner, but after a worſe. For firſt of all, when ye come together in the congregacion, I heare that there is diſ­cencyon among you, and I partlye beeleue it. For there muſte bee ſectes among you, that thei which are perfecte among you, may be knowen. When ye come toge­ther therefore into one place, the Lordes ſupper cannot bee eaten, for euerye manne beginneth afore to eate his owne ſupper. And one is hungrye, and another is dronken. Haue ye not houſes to eate and drinke in? deſpiſe ye the con­gregacyon of God, and ſhame them that haue not? what ſhall I ſay vnto you? ſhall I prayſe you? In thys I prayſe [Page] you not. That whyche I deliuered vnto you, I receiued of the lord. For the lord Ieſus, theſame night in which he was betrayed, tooke bread, and when he had geuen thankes, he brake it, and ſaid. Take ye and eate, this is my body which is broken for you. This doe ye in the remembraunce of me. After theſame maner alſo, he tooke the cuppe when ſupper was done, ſaying: this cuppe is the new Teſtament in my bloud. This doe, as oft as ye drinke it in remembraunce of me. For as often as ye ſhall eate this bread, & drinke of this cup, ye ſhal ſhewe the Lordes death til he come. Wherefore, whoſoeuer ſhal eate of this bread, and drinke of this cup of the lorde vnworthely, ſhalbe giltie of the body and bloud of the lord. But let a man examine himſelfe, & ſo let hym eate of the bread and drinke of the cuppe. For he that eateth and drinketh vnworthely, eateth and drinketh his own damna­cion, becauſe he maketh no difference of the Lordes bodye. For this cauſe many are weake and ſicke among you, and many ſlepe. For if we had iudged our ſelues, we ſhoulde not haue been iudged. But when we are iudged of the Lorde, we are chaſtened, that we ſhould not bee damned with the worlde. Wherefore my brethren, when ye come together to eate, tary one for another. If any man hungre, let him eate at home, that ye come not together vnto condemnacyon. O­ther thynges wyl I ſet ordre when I come.


¶ The Goſpell.
Luk. xxiii THe whole multitude of them aroſe, and lead hym vnto Pilate. And they began to accuſe hym, ſay­ing: we founde this felowe peruerting the people, and forbidding to pay tribute to Ceſar, ſaying yt he is Chriſt a kyng. And Pylate appoſed hym, ſaying: arte thou the king of the Iewes? he aunſwered hym, and ſayed: thou ſayeſt it. Then ſaid Pilate to the hie prieſtes & to the people: I find no fault in thys man. And they were ye more fierce, ſaying: he moueth the people, teaching throughoute al Iury, & began at Galile euen to this place. Whē Pilate heard mencion of Galile, he aſked whether the man were of Galile. And aſſone as he knewe yt he belonged vnto He­rodes [Page] iuriſdiccion, he ſent him to Herode, whiche was alſo at Ieruſalem at that tyme. And when Herode ſaw Ieſus, he was excedyng glad, for he was deſyrous to ſee hym of a long ſeaſon, becauſe he had heard many thinges of him, and he truſted to haue ſeen ſome miracles done by him. Then he queſtioned with hym many woordes. But he aunſwered hym nothyng. The hie Prieſtes and Scribes ſtoode furth and accuſed him ſtrayghtly. And Herode with the men of warre, deſpiſed hym. And when he had mocked hym, he a­rayed him in white clothing, and ſent him again to Pilate. And theſame daye Pilate and Herode were made frendes together. For before they were at variaunce. And Pilate called together the hie prieſtes, & the rulers & the people, and ſaid vnto thē: ye haue brought this mā vnto me, as one that peruerteth ye people: and behold, I examine him before you, and find no fault in this man of thoſe thynges whereof ye accuſe him, no nor yet Herode. For I ſent you vnto him, and loe, nothyng worthy of death is doone vnto him: I wyl therfore chaſten him, & let him loce. For of neceſſitie he muſt haue let one loce to them at ye feaſte. And al the people cry­ed at once, ſaying: away with him, & deliuer vs Barrabas, whiche for a certaine inſurrecion made in the citie, and for a murther, was caſt into prieſon. Pilate ſpake agayne vnto them, willing to lette Ieſus looce. But they cryed, ſaying: Crucifie hym, Crucifie hym. He ſayed vnto them the third tyme: what euill hath he done? I fynde no cauſe of death in hym: I wyll therefore chaſten hym and lette hym goe. And they cryed with loude voyces, requiring that he myghte be Crucified. And the voyces of them, and of the hye prye­ſtes preuayled. And Pilate gaue ſentence that it ſhoulde be as they required, & he let looce vnto them, him that (for in­ſurreccion and murther) was caſt into prieſon, whom they had deſired: & he deliuered to them Ieſus, to doe with him what they would. And as they led hym awaye, they caught one Simon of Cyrene coming out of the field: and on hym layed they the croſſe, yt he mighte beare it after Ieſus. And there folowed him a great company of people, & of women, [Page] whiche bewayled and lamented hym. But Ieſus turned backe vnto thē, and ſaid: ye daughters of Ieruſalem, wepe not for me, but wepe for your ſelues and for youre children. For behold, the daies wil come, in the whiche they ſhal ſay: Happy are the baren, and the wombes that neuer bare, and the pappes which neuer gaue ſucke. Then ſhall they begyn to ſay to the mountaines, fal on vs: & to the hilles, couer vs. For if they doe this in a greene tree, what ſhall be doone in the drye? And there were two euil doers led with him to be ſlayn. And after that they were come to the place (which is called Caluarie) there they crucified him & the euil dooers: one on the ryght hand, and the other on the left. Then ſayd Ieſus: father forgeue thē, for they wote not what they doe. And they parted hys rayment, and caſt lottes. And the peo­ple ſtode and beheld. And the rulers mocked hym with thē, ſaying: he ſaued other men, let him ſaue hymſelfe if he bee very Chryſt the choſen of God. The ſouldiers alſo mocked hym, and came and offred him vineger, and ſaid: if thou be the king of Iewes, ſaue thy ſelfe. And a ſuperſcripcion was written ouer him, with letters of Greke, and Latin, & He­brue: This is the king of the Iewes. And one of the euill doers, which were hanged, rayled on him, ſaying: If thou be Chriſt, ſaue thy ſelfe & vs. But the other aunſwered and rebuked hym, ſaying: feareſt thou not god, ſeing thou art in theſame damnacyon? we are righteouſly punyſhed, for we receue according to our dedes: but this man hath done no­thing amiſſe. And he ſaid vnto Ieſus: Lord, remembre me when thou comeſt into thy kingdome. And Ieſus ſayd vn­to hym: verely I ſay vnto the, to day ſhalt thou be with me in paradyſe. And it was aboute the ſixth houre: and there was a darkeneſſe ouer all the earth, vntill the ninth houre, and the Sunne was darkened, and the vayle of the Tem­ple did rente, euen throughe the middes. And when Ieſus had cryed with a loude voyce, he ſayd: Father, into thy handes I commend my ſpirite. And when he thus had ſaid, he gaue vp the goſte. When the Centurion ſawe what had hapned, he glorified God, ſaying: verely this was a righ­teous [Page] man. And al the people that came together to ſe that ſight, and ſaw the thynges which had hapned, ſmote theyr breſtes & returned. And al his acquaintaunce, & the women that folowed hym from Galile, ſtoode afarre of beholdyng theſe thinges. And behold, there was a mā named Ioſeph, a counſaylor, and he was a good man & a iuſt: theſame had not conſented to the counſail and dede of thē, which was of Aramathia, a citie of the Iewes, which ſame alſo wayteth for the kingdom of God: he went vnto Pilate & begged the body of Ieſus, and toke it down, and wrapped it in a linnē cloth, and layed it in a ſepulchre that was hewen in ſtone, wherein neuer man beefore had been layd. And that daye was the preparing of the Sabboth, and ye Sabboth drewe on. The women that folowed after, which had come wyth him from Galile, beheld the ſepulchre, and howe hys bodye was layd. And they returned, and prepared ſwete Odours and ointmentes, but reſted on the Sabboth day, according to the commmaundement.



¶ On good Fridaye.
¶ The Collectes.
ALmightie god, we beſeche thee graciouſly to beholde thys thy famely, for the which our Lord Ieſus Chriſt was contented to bee betrayed, and geuen vp into the handes of wicked men, and to ſuffre death vpon the croſſe: who lyueth and reygneth. &c.

ALmightie and euerlaſting god, by whoſe ſpirite the whole body of the Church is gouerned and ſanctified: receiue our ſupplicaciōs & praiers, which we offre be­fore thee for al eſtates of men in thy holy congregaciō, that euery membre of theſame in his vocaciō & miniſterie, maye truely & godly ſerue thee: through our Lord Ieſus Chriſt.

MErcifull God, who haſte made all men, and hateſt nothing that thou haſt made, nor wouldſt the death of a ſynner, but rather that he ſhoulde be conuerted and lyue: haue mercy vpon all Iewes, Turkes, Infidels, and Heretykes, and take from them all ignoraunce, hard­neſſe of hearte, and contempte of thy woorde. And ſo fetche [Page] them home bleſſed Lord, to thy flocke, that they may be ſa­ued among the remnaunte of the true Iſraelites, and bee made one folde, vnder one ſhepehearde Ieſus Chriſte oure Lord: who lyueth and reygneth. &c.


¶ The Epiſtle.
Hebre. x. THe law (which hath but a ſhadow of good thīges to come, and not the very faſhion of thinges them ſelues) can neuer with thoſe ſacrifices which thei offre yeare by yeare continuallye, make the com­mers thereunto perfit. For would not then thoſe ſacrifices haue ceaſed to haue been offred, becauſe that the offerers once purged ſhould haue had no more conſcience of ſynnes? Neuertheleſſe, in thoſe ſacrifices is there mencion made of ſynnes euery yeare. For the bloud of Oxen & Goates can not take away ſynnes. Wherfore, when he cometh into the world, he ſayth: Sacrifice and offering thou wouldeſt not haue, but a body haſt thou ordeyned me. Burnt offeringes alſo for ſynne haſt thou not allowed. Then ſayed I: loe, I am here. In the beginning of the boke it is written of me, that I ſhould doe thy wil, O God. Aboue, when he ſaieth: Sacrifice and offeryng, and burnt ſacrifices, and ſynne of­feringes thou wouldeſte not haue, neyther haſte thou allo­wed them (which yet are offered by the lawe) then ſaid he: loe, I am here to doe thy wyll, O God: he taketh away the fyrſte to eſtabliſhe the latter: by the whiche wyll, we are made holy, euen by the offeryng of the body of Ieſu Chriſt once for al. And euery Prieſt is ready daily, miniſtring and offeryng often tymes one maner of oblacyon, whiche can neuer take awaye ſynnes. But thys man, after he hath of­fered one ſacrifice for ſynnes, is ſette downe for euer on the ryghte hande of God, and from henceforth tarieth tyl his foes be made his footeſtole. For with one offeryng hath he made perfecte for euer, them that are ſanctified. The holye goſte hymſelfe alſo beareth vs recorde, euen when he tolde before: This is the Teſtament that I wyl make vnto thē. After thoſe dayes (ſayeth the Lorde) I wyll put my lawes [Page] in their heartes, and in their myndes will I wryte them, and their ſinnes and iniquities will I remember no more. And where remiſſion of theſe thynges is, there is no more offering for ſinnes. Seeing therefore brethren, that by the meanes of the bloud of Ieſu, we haue libertie to entre into the holy place, by the newe and liuing way, whiche he hath prepared for vs through the vayle (that is to ſaye, by hys fleſhe.) And ſeing alſo that we haue an hye prieſte which is ruler ouer the houſe of God, let vs drawe nye with a true heart in a ſure fayth, ſprynkled in our heartes from an euil conſcience, & waſſhed in our bodies with pure water: lette vs kepe the profeſſion of our hope, withoute wauering (for he is faythfull that promiſed) and let vs conſidre one ano­ther, to the intent that we maye prouoke vnto loue and to good workes, not forſaking the felowſhyp that we haue a­mong our ſelues, as the maner of ſome is: but let vs exhort one another, and that ſo much the more, becauſe ye ſee that the day draweth nye.


¶ The Goſpell.
Ioh. xviii WHen Ieſus had ſpoken theſe woordes, he went forth with his diſciples ouer the broke Cedron, where was a garden, into the which he thē en­tred with hys diſciples. Iudas which alſo bee­trayed him, knewe the place: for Ieſus oftimes reſorted thither with hys Diſciples. Iudas then after he had receiued a bond of men (& miniſters of the hye Prieſtes and Phariſeis) came thither with lanternes, & firebrandes and weapons. And Ieſus knowing al thinges that ſhould come on him, went furth & ſayd vnto them: whom ſeke ye? They aunſwered him: Ieſus of Nazareth. Ieſus ſayd vn­to them: I am he. Iudas alſo whiche betrayed him, ſtoode with thē. Aſſone then as he had ſayde vnto them, I am he, they went backward, and fell to the grounde. Then aſked he them agayne: whō ſeke ye? They ſayde, Ieſus of Naza­reth. Ieſus aunſwered: I haue tolde you that I am he. If ye ſeke me, therfore let theſe goe their way, that the ſaying myght be fulfylled whiche he ſpake. Of them whiche thou [Page] gaueſt me, haue I not loſt one. Thē Simon Peter hauing a ſweord, drew it, and ſmote the hye Prieſtes ſeruaunte, & cut of his right eare. The ſeruaūtes name was Malchus. Therfore ſayth Ieſus vnto Peter, put vp thy ſweord into the ſheath: ſhal I not drinke of the cuppe which my father hath geuen me? Then the companye and the captayne, and the miniſters of the Iewes, toke Ieſus, and bounde hym, and ledde him awaye to Annas fyrſt, for he was father in lawe to Cayphas, which was the hye Prieſt the ſame yere. Cayphas was he that gaue counſell to the Iewes, that it was expedient that one man ſhould dye for the people. And Symon Peter folowed Ieſus, and ſo dyd another Dyſci­ple: that Diſciple was known to the hye Prieſt, and went in with Ieſus vnto the palace of the hye Prieſte. But Peter ſtoode at the doore withoute. Then wente out that other Diſciple (whiche was knowen to the hye Prieſte) and ſpake to the Damoſell that kept the dore, and brought in Peter. Then ſayd the Damoſel that kept the doore vnto Peter. Art not thou alſo one of this mās diſciples? he ſaid: I am not. The ſeruaūtes and miniſters ſtode there, which had made a fyre of coales: for it was colde, and they war­med themſelues. Peter alſo ſtoode among them and war­med himſelfe. The hye Prieſt then aſked Ieſus of his Diſ­ciples, and of his doctrine. Ieſus aunſwered him: I ſpake openlye in the worlde: I euer taughte in the Sinagogue, and in the Temple whither all the Iewes haue reſoted, and in ſecrete haue I ſayd nothyng. Why aſkeſt thou me? Aſke them which heard me, what I ſaid vnto thē. Behold they can tell what I ſayde. When he had thus ſpoken, one of them miniſters which ſtoode by, ſmote Ieſus on the face, ſaying: Aunſwereſt thou the hye Prieſt ſo? Ieſus aunſwe­red him: If I haue euill ſpoken, beare witnes of the euill: But if I haue wel ſpoken, why ſmyteſt thou me? And An­nas ſente hym bounde vnto Cayphas the hye Prieſt. Sy­mon Peter ſtode and warmed himſelf. Then ſaid they vn­to him. Art not thou alſo one of his diſciples? He denyed it, & ſayd: I am not. One of the ſeruaūtes of the hie Prieſtes, [Page] (his coſin, whoſe eare Peter ſmote of) ſayde vnto hym: dyd not I ſee thee in the garden with him? Peter therefore de­nyed agayn, and immediatly the Cocke krewe. Then ledde they Ieſus from Cayphas, into the hall of iudgement. It was in the morning, and they thēſelues went not into the iudgement hall, leſt they ſhould be defyled, but that they might eate the Paſſeouer. Pilate then went out to them, and ſayde: what accuſacion bryng you agaynſt thys man? They aunſwered, and ſayde vnto hym. Yf he were not an euyll doer, we woulde not haue delyuered hym vnto thee. Then ſayde Pilate vnto them: take ye him and iudge hym after your owne lawe. The Iewes therefore ſayde vnto hym: It is not lawefull for vs to putte anye man to death, that the woordes of Ieſus myghte bee fulfylled, whiche he ſpake, ſignifying what death he ſhoulde dye. Then Pi­late entred into the iudgemente hall agayn, and called Ie­ſus, and ſayde vnto hym. Art thou the kyng of the Iewes? Ieſus aunſwered: ſayeſt thou that of thy ſelfe, or dyd other tell it thee of me? Pilate aunſwered: Am I a Iewe? Thine own nacion and hye prieſtes haue deliuered thee vnto me: what haſt thou doone? Ieſus aunſwered: my kyngdome is not of thys worlde: if my kyngdome were of thys worlde, then woulde my miniſters ſurelye fyghte, that I ſhoulde not bee deliuered to the Iewes: but nowe is my kingdome not from hence. Pilate therfore ſayde vnto hym: Arte thou a Kyng then? Ieſus aunſwered: thou ſayeſt that I am a kyng. For this cauſe was I borne, & for this cauſe came I into the world, that I ſhould beare witnes vnto the truth. And all that are of the trueth, heare my voyce. Pilate ſayd vnto him: what thing is truth? And when he had ſayd this, he went out agayn vnto the Iewes, and ſayeth vnto them: I fynde in hym no cauſe at all. Ye haue a cuſtome that I ſhould deliuer you one looce at Eaſter: will ye that I looce vnto you the king of the Iewes? Then cried they al again, ſaying: Not him, but Barrabas, theſame Barrabas was a murtherer. Then Pilate toke Ieſus therefore, & ſcourged him. And the ſoudiours wounde a crowne of thornes, [Page] and putte it on his head. And they did on him a purple gar­ment, and came vnto him, & ſaid: Hayl king of the Iewes, and they ſmote him on the face. Pilate went furth agayn, and ſayde vnto them: beholde, I bryng him foorth to you, that ye maye know that I find no faulte in him. Thē came Ieſus foorthe wearyng a crowne of thorne, and a robe of purple. And he ſaith vnto them: behold the man. When the Prieſtes therfore and the miniſters ſawe hym, they cryed, Crucifye him, Crucifye him. Pylate ſaieth vnto them: take ye hym and Crucifye hym, for I fynde no cauſe in hym. The Iewes aunſwered him: we haue a lawe, and by oure lawe he oughte to dye, becauſe he made hymſelfe the ſonne of GOD. When Pylate hearde that ſaying, he was the more afraid, and went againe into the iudgement hall, and ſayde vnto Ieſus: whence art thou? But Ieſus gaue hym none aunſwere. Then ſayde Pylate vnto hym. Speakeſt thou not vnto me? knoweſt thou not that I haue power to crucifye thee, & haue power to looce thee? Ieſus aūſwered: Thou couldeſt haue no power at all agaynſt me, excepte it wer geuen thee from aboue: Therfore he that deliuered me vnto thee, hath the more ſinne. And frō thenceforth ſought Pilate meanes to looce hym: but the Iewes cryed, ſaying: if thou let him goe, thou art not Ceaſars frend: for whoſo­euer maketh himſelfe a kyng, is agaynſt Ceaſar. Whē Pi­late heard that ſaying, he brought Ieſus furth, & ſat down to geue ſentence in a place yt is called the pauement, but in the Hebrue tongue, Gabbatha. It was the preparyng day of Eaſter, aboute the ſixth houre. And he ſayeth vnto the Iewes: behold your kyng. They cryed, ſaying: away with him, away with him, crucifye him. Pylate ſayth vnto them: ſhal I crucifye your king? The hye Prieſtes aunſwered: we haue no king but Ceaſar. Then deliuered he him to them to be crucifyed. And they toke Ieſus and led hym awaye, and he bare his croſſe, and wente foorth into a place whiche is called the place of dead mens ſculles: but in Hebrue Gol­gotha: where they crucifyed him, and two other with him, on eyther ſyde one, and Ieſus in the myddeſt. And Pylate [Page] wrote a tytle and put it vpon the croſſe. The writyng was, Ieſus of Nazareth kyng of the Iewes. Thys tytle readde many of the Iewes: for the place where Ieſus was crucy­fyed, was here to the citie. And it was written in Hebrue, Greke, and Latin. Then ſayd the hye prieſtes of the Iewes to Pilate: write not kyng of the Iewes, but that he ſayde: I am kyng of the Iewes. Pilate aunſwered: what I haue written that I haue written. Then the ſouldiers, when they had crucifyed Ieſus, took hys garmentes, and made foure partes, to euery ſoudier a parte, and alſo hys coate. The coate was withoute ſeame, wroughte vpon throughoute. They ſayde therfore among themſelues: lte vs not deuide it, but caſt lottes for it who ſhall haue it, that ye ſcripture might be fulfylled, ſaying: They haue parted my raymente among them, and for my coate did they caſt lottes. And the ſouldiers dyd ſuche thynges in dede. There ſtode by the croſſe of Ie­ſus, hys mother, and hys mothers ſiſter, Mary the wyfe of Cleophas, and Marye Magdalene. When Ieſus therefore ſaw his mother, and the diſciple, whom he loued, ſtāding, he ſayth vnto his mother: woman, behold thy ſonne. Then ſaid he to the diſciple: beholde thy mother. And from that houre the diſciple toke her for hys owne.
 After theſe thynges, Ieſus knowyng that all thynges were nowe performed, that the ſcripture might bee fulfyl­led, he ſayeth: I thyrſte. So there ſtoode a veſſell by full of vynegre: therefore they fylled a ſponge with vinegre, and wounde it aboute with Iſope, and put it to his mouthe. Aſ­ſoone as Ieſus then receyued of the vynegre, he ſayd: It is fyniſhed, and bowed his head, and gaue vp the ghoſte. The Iewes therefore, becauſe it was the preparyng of the Sab­bothe, that the bodies ſhould not remayne vpon the Croſſe on the Sabboth daye (for that Sabboth daye, was an hye daye) beſoughte Pilate that theyr legges myghte bee bro­ken, and that they mighte bee taken downe. Then came the ſouldiers and brake the legges of the fyrſt, and of the other which was crucified with him. But when they came to Ie­ſus, and ſawe that he was dead already, they brake not hys [Page] legges: but one of the ſouldiours with a ſpeare thruſte hym into the ſyde, and forthwith there came out bloud & water. And he that ſawe it bare record, and his record is true. And he knoweth that he ſayeth true, that ye myght beleue alſo. For theſe thynges were done that the ſcripture ſhoulde bee fulfylled: ye ſhall not breake a bone of hym.
 And agayne another ſcripture ſayeth: they ſhal loke vpon him whom they haue pearſed. After this, Ioſeph of Arama­thia (whych was a diſciple of Ieſus, but ſecretely for feare of the Iewes) beſought Pilate that he might take downe the body of Ieſus. And Pilate gaue him licence. He came therfore & toke the body of Ieſus. And there came alſo Ni­chodemus (which at the beginning came to Ieſus by night) and brought of Myrre and Aloes mingled together, aboute an hundreth pounde weight. Then toke they the body of Ie­ſus, and wounde it in linnen clothes with the Odours, as the maner of the Iewes is to burye. And in the place where he was crucifyed, there was a garden, and in the garden a newe Sepulchre wherein was neuer man layde: There layde they Ieſus therefore becauſe of the preparing of the Sabbothe of the Iewes, for the Sepulchre was nye at hande.



¶ Eaſter Euen.
¶ The Epiſtle.
i. Pete. iii IT is better (yf the wyll of God be ſo) that ye ſuffre for well doyng then for euyll doyng. Foraſmuche as Chriſt hath once ſuffred for ſynnes, the iuſte for the vniuſte, to bryng vs to God: and was kylled as perteyning to the fleſhe, but was quickened in the ſpi­rites. In whiche ſpirite he alſo wente and preached to the ſpi­rites that were in prieſon, whyche ſometyme had been diſ­obediente, when the long ſufferyng of God was once loked for, in the dayes of Noe, whyle the Arke was a preparyng: wherein a fewe, that is to ſaye, eyghte ſoules were ſaued by the water, lyke as Baptiſme alſo nowe ſaueth vs: not the puttyng a waye of the fylthe of the fleſhe, but in that a good conſcyence conſenteth to GOD by the reſurreccyon [Page] of Ieſus Chriſt, which is on the right hand of God, and is gone into heauen: Aungels, powers, and mighte, ſubdued vnto hym.


¶ The Goſpell.
Mathew xxvii. WHen the euen was come, there came a riche mā of Aramathia, named Ioſeph, which alſo was Ieſus diſciple. He went vnto Pilate and beg­ged the body of Ieſus. Then Pilate cōmaun­ded the body to be delyuered. And whē Ioſeph had taken the body, he wrapped it in a cleane linnen cloth, & laid it in his new toumbe, which he had hew­en out, euen in the rocke, & rolled a great ſtone to ye dore of the Sepulchre, & departed. And there was mary Mag­dalene and the other Mary, ſitting ouer agaynſt the Se­pulchre. The next daye that foloweth the day of preparing, the high Prieſtes and Phariſeis came togather vnto Py­late, ſaying: Sir, we remembre yt this deceiuer ſaied while he was yet alyue: After three dayes I wil riſe again. Com­maunde therefore that the Sepulchre bee made ſure vntyll the thyrd day, leſt his diſciples come and ſteale him away, and ſay vnto the people, he is riſē from the dead: and the laſt errour ſhalbe worſe then the fyrſt. Pilate ſaid vnto them: ye haue a watche, goe youre waye, make it as ſure as ye can. So they went and made the Sepulchre ſure with the watchemen and ſealed the ſtone.



¶ Eaſter daye.
§
At morning prayer, in ſtede of the Pſalme. O come let vs. &c. Theſe Anthemes ſhalbe ſong or ſayd.
CHryſte ryſing agayne from the dead, nowe dyeth not. Death from henceforth hath no power vpon hym. For in that he dyed, he dyed but once to put a way ſynne: but in that he liueth, he liueth vnto god. And ſo likewiſe, counte your ſelues dead vnto ſinne, but liuing vnto God, in Chriſt Ieſus our Lord.

CHriſt is ryſen agayne the firſt fruites of thē that ſlepe: for ſeeing that by man came death, by man alſo cometh the reſurreccion of the dead. For as by Adam all men [Page] doe dye, ſo by Chriſt, al men ſhalbe reſtored to lyfe.


¶ The Collecte.
ALmightie god, which through thy only begottē ſonne Ieſus Chriſt, haſte ouercome death, and opened vnto vs the gate of euerlaſting life: we humbly beſeche thee, that as by thy ſpecial grace preuenting vs, thou doeſt put in our mindes good deſires: ſo by thi cōtinual helpe, we may bring theſame to good effect, through Ieſus Chriſt our lord: who liueth and reigneth. &c.


¶ The Epiſtle.
Collo. iii. IF ye be riſen again with Chriſt, ſeke thoſe thīges which are aboue, where Chriſt ſitteth on ye right hande of God. Sette youre affeccion on heauenly thinges, and not on earthly thynges. For ye are dead, and your lyfe is hid with Chriſt in god. Whenſoeuer Chriſt (which is our lyfe) ſhal ſhew him ſelfe, then ſhall ye alſo appeare with him in glory. Mortifie therfore your ear­thy membres, fornicacion, vnclenneſſe, vnnatural luſte, euil concupiſcence, and couetouſnes, whiche is worſhippyng of Idols: for whiche thynges ſake, the wrath of god vſeth to come on the children of vnbeliefe, among whom ye walked ſometyme when ye lyued in them.


¶ The Goſpell.
Iohn. xx. THe firſt day of ye Sabbothes came Mary Mag­dalen early (whē it was yet darke) vnto the Se­pulchre, and ſawe the ſtone taken awaye from the graue. Then ſhe ranne and came to Simon Pe­ter, and to the other diſciple whom Ieſus loued, and ſayth vnto thē: they haue taken away the Lord out of the graue, and we cannot tell where they haue layd hym. Peter ther­fore wente forth, and that other diſciple, and came vnto the Sepulchre. Thei ranne both together, & that other diſciple dyd outrunne Peter, and came firſt to the Sepulchre. And whē he had ſtouped down, he ſaw the linnen clothes lying, yet wente he not in. Then came Simon Peter folowing him, & wente into the Sepulchre, & ſawe the linnen clothes lye, & the napkin that was about his head, not lying wyth [Page] the linnē clothes, but wrapped together in a place by it ſelf. Then went in alſo that other diſciple whiche came firſte to the Sepulchre, & he ſaw & beleued. For as yet they knewe not the Scripture that he ſhould riſe agayne from death. Then the diſciples went away agayne to their own home.



¶ Monday in Eaſter weke.
¶ The Collecte.
ALmightie god, which through thy only begotten ſōne Ieſus Chriſt, haſt ouercome death, & opened vnto vs the gate of euerlaſting life: we humbly beſeche thee, that as by thy ſpeciall grace preuenting vs, thou doeſt put in oure mindes good deſires: ſo by thy cōtinual helpe, we may bring theſame to good effect, through Ieſus Chriſt our lord: who liueth and reigneth. &c.


¶ The Epiſtle.
Actes. x. PEter opened his mouth,and ſayd: of a truth I perceyue that there is no reſpecte of perſons with God: but in all people, he yt feareth him & worketh righteouſnes, is accepted with hym. Ye know the preaching that god ſent vnto the children of Iſrael, preaching peace by Ieſus Chriſt which is Lord ouer all thynges: which preaching was publyſhed throughout al Iewry (& began in Galile, after the Bap­tiſme which Iohn preached) howe God annointed Ieſus of Nazareth with the holy goſt, and with power. Whiche Ieſus went about dooing good, and healing al that were oppreſſed of the deuil, for God was with him. And we are witneſſes of all thynges which he did in the lande of the Iewes, and at Ieruſalem, whom they ſlewe and hanged on tree. Him God rayſed vp the thyrde daye and ſhewed hym openly, not to al the people, but to vs witneſſes (cho­ſen before of god for the ſame intente) whiche dyd eate and drinke with him after he aroſe frō death. And he cōmaūded vs to preache vnto the people, and to teſtifie that it is he whiche was ordeyned of god to be the iudge of the quicke and the dead. To him geue al the prophetes witneſſe, that [Page] through his name, whoſoeuer beleueth in him, ſhal receiue remiſſion of ſynnes.


¶ The Goſpell.
Lu. xxiiii. BEholde, two of the diſciples wente that ſame daye to a towne called Emaus, which was frō Ieru­ſalem about .lx. furlonges: and they talked toge­ther of all the thynges that had happened. And it chaunced while they commoned together and reaſoned, Ie­ſus himſelfe drewe nere, and went with thē. But their eies were holden that they ſhould not knowe him. And he ſayd vnto them: what maner of communicacions are theſe that ye haue one to another as ye walke, and are ſad? And the one of them (whoſe name was Cleophas) aunſwered and ſayd vnto him: art thou only a ſtraunger in Ieruſalē, and haſte not knowen the thinges whiche haue chaunced there in theſe dayes? he ſayd vnto them: what thinges? And they ſayd vnto hym: of Ieſus of Nazareth, whiche was a Pro­phete, mightie in dede & worde before God and al the peo­ple: and how the hie Prieſtes and our rulers deliuered him to be condemned to death, and haue crucified him. But we truſted that it had been he, which ſhould haue redemed Iſ­rael. And as touching al theſe thynges, to daye is euen the thyrd daye that they were done. Yea and certayne weomen alſo of our company made vs aſtonied, whiche came earlye vnto the Sepulchre, and founde not his body: & came, ſay­ing that they had ſeen a viſion of Aungeles, which ſayd that he was alyue. And certayne of them whiche were with vs, wente to the Sepulchre, and founde it euen to as the weo­men had ſayed, but hym they ſawe not. And he ſayed vnto them: O fooles and ſlowe of hearte, to beleue all that the Prophetes haue ſpoken. Ought not Chriſt to haue ſuffered theſe thinges, and to entre into his glory? And he began at Moyſes and al the Prophetes, and enterpreted vnto them in al ſcriptures whiche were written of him. And they drew nye vnto the towne whiche they wente vnto. And he made as though he would haue gone further. And they conſtrai­ned hym, ſaying: Abide with vs, for it draweth towardes [Page] night, & the day is farre paſſed: And he went in to tary with them. And it came to paſſe as he ſate at meate with them, he toke bread & bleſſed it, and brake, and gaue to thē. And theyr iyes were opened, and they knew him, and he vaniſhed oute of their ſight. And they ſayd betwene thēſelues: did not oure heartes burne within vs while he talked with vs by ye way, and opened to vs the scriptures? And they roſe vp ye ſame houre and returned to Ieruſalem, and founde the eleuen gathered together, and them that were with them, ſaying: the Lord is riſen in dede, and hath appeared to Simon. And they tolde what thinges were done in the waye, & how they knew hym in breakyng of bread.



Tueſday in Eaſter weke.
¶ The Collecte.
ALmighty father, which haſt geuē thy only ſonne to die for oure ſynnes, and to ryſe agayn for our iuſtificacion: Graunt vs ſo to put away the leauen of malice and wycked­nes, that we may alway ſerue thee in purenes of lyuing and trueth: through I­eſus Chriſt our Lord.


¶ The Epiſtle.
Actes. xiii YE men and brethren, Children of the generacion of Abraham, and whoſoeuer amōg you feareth god: to you is this woord of ſaluaciō ſent. For the inha­biters of Ieruſalem and theyr rulers, becauſe they knew hym not, nor yet the voyces of the Prophetes, whiche are read euerye Sabboth daye, they haue fulfylled them in condemning hym. And when they founde no cauſe of deathe in hym, yet deſyred they Pilate to kyll hym. And when they had fulfilled al that wer written of him, they toke him down from the tree, and put him in a Sepulchre. But God rayſed hym agayne from deathe the thyrde daye, and he was ſeene many dayes of them whiche went with hym from Galile to Ieruſalem, whyche are witneſſes vnto the people. And we declare vnto you, howe that the promiſe) whiche was made vnto the fathers) god hath fulfilled vnto their children, (euē vnto vs) in that he raiſed vp Ieſus agayne. Euen as it is wrytten in the ſecond Pſalme: thou arte my ſonne, thys day [Page] haue I begotten thee. As concerning that he rayſed hym vp from death, now nomore to returne to corruption, he ſayde on this wyſe. The holy promiſes made to Dauid, wyll I geue faithfully vnto you. Wherfore he ſayeth alſo in an other place: Thou ſhalt not ſuffre thine holy to ſee corrupcion. For Dauid (after that he had in his time fulfilled the wil of god) fel on ſlepe, and was layd vnto his fathers, and ſaw corrup­cion. But he whom God rayſed agayne, ſaw no corrupcion. Be it knowen vnto you therfore (ye men and brethren) that through thys mā is preached vnto you forgeuenes of ſinnes, and that by hym al that beleue are iuſtifyed from al thinges, from whiche ye coulde not be iuſtifyed by the law Moſes, Beware therfore, leſt that fall on you whiche is ſpoken of in the prophetes: beholde ye deſpiſers, and wonder, and periſhe ye: for I doe a worke in youre dayes, whiche ye ſhall not be­leue though a man declare it vnto you.


¶ The Goſpell.
Lu. xxiiii IEſus ſtode in the middes of his diſciples, and ſayde vnto them: peace bee vnto you: It is I, feare not. But they were abaſhed and afraide, and ſuppoſed that they had ſeene a ſpirite. And he ſayd vnto them: why are ye troubled, & why doe thoughtes ariſe in youre heartes? Beholde my handes and my feete, that it is euen I my ſelfe. Handle me and ſee, for a ſpirite hath no fleſhe and bones, as ye ſee me haue. And when he had thus ſpoken, he ſhewed them hys handes and hys feete. And while they yet beleued not for ioye, and won­dred, he ſayde vnto them: Haue ye here any meate? And they offered him a piece of a broiled fiſhe, and of an Honey combe. And he tooke it, and did eate before them. And he ſayd vnto them: theſe are the wordes which I ſpake vnto you, while I was yet with you: That all muſte nedes be fulfilled, whiche were written of me in the law of Moſes, & in the prophetes, and in the Pſalmes. Then opened he their wittes, that they myght vnderſtande the Scriptures, and ſayde vnto them. Thus it is written, and thus it behoued Chriſt to ſuffre, and to ryſe again from death the third day, and that repentaunce and remiſſion of ſinnes, ſhoulde bee preached in hys name a­mong [Page] al nacions, and muſt begin at Ieruſalem. And ye are wytneſſes of theſe thynges.

Almightie God. &c.

As at the Communion on Eaſter daye.

¶ The Epiſtle.
i. Iohn. v. AL that is borne of god ouercometh the world. And thys is the victorye that ouercometh the world, euē our faith. Who is he that ouercom­eth the world, but he that beleueth that Ieſus is the ſonne of God? This Ieſus Chriſt is he that came by water and bloude, not by water onely, but by water and bloud. And it is the ſpirite that bea­reth witnes, becauſe the ſpirite is trueth. For there are three which beare recorde in heauen: the father, the word, and the holy goſt: and theſe three are one. And there are three which beare recorde in earth: the ſpirite, and water, and bloud: and theſe three are one. If we receyue the witneſſe of menne, the witneſſe of God is greater. For this is the witnes of god that is greater, which he teſtified of hys ſonne. He that bele­ueth on the ſonne of god, hath the witneſſe in hymſelfe. He that beleueth not god, hath made hym a lyer, becauſe he bele­ueth not the recorde that God gaue of his ſonne. And this is the record, how that God hath geuen vnto vs eternall lyfe, and thys lyfe is in hys ſonne. He that hathe the ſonne, hathe lyfe: and he that hath not the ſonne of God, hath not lyfe.


¶ The Goſpell.
Ion. xx. THeſame daye at nyght, whiche was the fyrſt daye of the Sabbothes, when the dores were ſhut (where the diſciples were aſſembled toge­ther for feare of ye Iewes) came Ieſus & ſtode in the middes, and ſayde vnto them: Peace bee vnto you. And when he had ſo ſayd, he ſhewed vnto thē hys [Page] handes and hys ſyde. Then were the diſciples glad when they ſaw the Lord. Then ſayd Ieſus to them agayne. Peace be vnto you. As my father ſent me, euen ſo ſende I you alſo. And when he had ſayde theſe wordes, he breathed on them, and ſayde vnto them: receyue ye the holy goſte. Whoſoeuers ſinnes ye remitte, they are remitted vnto them. And whoſo­euers ſynnes ye retayne, they are retayned.



¶ The ſecond Sunday after Eaſter.
¶ The Collecte.
ALmightie God, which haſt geuen thy holy ſonne to be vnto vs, both a ſacrifice for ſynne, and alſo an example of godly life: Geue vs the grace that we maye alwayes moſt thankfully receyue that hys ineſtimable benefyte, and alſo dayly indeuoure oure ſelues to folowe the bleſſed ſteppes of hys moſt holy lyfe.


¶ The Epiſtle.
i. Pete. ii THis is thanke worthy, yf a man for conſcience toward God, endure griefe, and ſuffre wrong vndeſerued. For what praiſe is it, if when ye be buffeted for youre faultes, ye take it paciently? But and if when ye doe well, ye ſuffre wrong & take it paciently, thē is there thanke with God. For hereun­to verely were ye called. For Chriſt alſo ſuffered for vs, lea­uing vs an enſaūple that ye ſhould folow his ſteppes, which did no ſinne, neither was there guyle founde in his mouthe: which when he was reuiled, reuiled not agayne: whē he ſuf­fered, he threatned not: but committed the vengeaunce to him that iudgeth rightouſly, which his owne ſelf bare our ſinnes in hys body on the tree, that we beyng deliuered from ſynne, ſhoulde lyue vnto ryghteouſneſſe. By whoſe ſtripes ye were healed. For ye were as ſhepe going aſtray, but are now tur­ned vnto the ſhepeheard, and byſſhop of youre ſoules.


¶ The Goſpell.
[Page]
Iohn. x. CHriſt ſaid vnto his diſciples: I am the good ſhepe­heard: a good ſhepeheard geueth hys life for the ſhepe. An hyred ſeruaunt, and he which is not the ſhepeheard (nether the ſhepe are his own) ſeeth ye wolfe coming, and leaueth the ſhepe and fleeth, and ye wolfe catcheth and ſkattereth the ſhepe. The hired ſeruaunt fleeth becauſe he is an hired ſeruaunt, and careth not for ye ſhepe. I am the good ſhepeheard, & know my ſhepe, & am knowen of mine. As my father knoweth me, euē ſo know I alſo my father. And I geue my lyfe for the ſhepe: and other ſhepe I haue which are not of this folde: Them alſo muſt I bryng, and they ſhal heare my voice, and there ſhalbe ohe folde and one ſhepeheard.



The third Sunday after Eaſter.
¶ The Collect.
ALmightie god, which ſheweſt to al men that be in er­rour the lyght of thy trueth, to ye entent that they may returne into the way of righteouſneſſe. Graunt vnto all thē that be admitted into the felowſhip of Chriſtes religiō, that they may exchew thoſe thinges ye be contrary to their pro­feſſion, and folowe all ſuche thynges as be agreable to the ſame: through our Lorde Ieſus Chriſt.


¶ The Epiſtle.
i. Pete. ii DErely beloued, I beſeche you as ſtraungers and pilgremes, abſtain frō fleſhly luſtes which fighte againſt the ſoule: and ſee that ye haue honeſt con­uerſacion among the gentiles, that wheras they backbite you as euil doers, thei may ſee your good workes, and prayſe god in the daye of viſitacion. Submytte youre ſelues therfore to euery man for the lordes ſake, whether it be vnto the kyng as vnto the chief head: eyther vnto rulers as vnto them ye are ſent of hym for the puniſhment of euyll doers, but for the laude of thē that doe wel. For ſo is ye will of god, that with well doing, ye maye ſtop the mouthes of fooliſhe and ignoraunt men: as free, and not as hauing the libertie for a cloke of maliciouſnes, but euen as ye ſeruaūtes of God. Honoure all men, loue brotherly felowſhippe, feare [Page] God, honour the kyng.


¶ The Goſpell.
Iohn. xvi IEſus ſayed to hys diſciples: After a while ye ſhal not ſee me, & againe after a while ye ſhall ſee me: for I goe to ye father. Thē ſaid ſome of his diſciples betwene thēſelues: what is thys that he ſayeth vnto vs? after a while ye ſhall not ſee me, and agayn after a whyle ye ſhal ſee me, and that I goe to the father? They ſayd therefore: what is this that he ſayth, after a whyle? We cannot tel what he ſaith. Ieſus perceiued that they would aſke hym, and ſaied vnto them: ye enquire of this betwene your ſelues, becauſe I ſayd: af­ter a while ye ſhal not ſee me, and agayne after a whyle ye ſhal ſee me. Verely, verely, I ſay vnto you: ye ſhall wepe & lament, but contrary wyſe, the world ſhall reioyce. Ye ſhall ſorowe, but youre ſorowe ſhalbe turned to ioye. A woman when ſhe trauaileth hath ſorow, becauſe her houre is come. But aſſone as ſhe is deliuered of the childe, ſhe remembreth no more the anguiſhe, for ioye that a man is borne into the world. And ye now therfore haue ſorow: but I wil ſee you agayne, and your heartes ſhal reioice, and your ioye ſhal no man take from you.



The fourth Sundaye after Eaſter.
¶ The Collecte.
ALmightie god, which doeſt make ye mindes of al faith­ful men to be of one wil: Graunt vnto thy people, that they may loue the thyng which thou commaundeſt, and de­ſyre that which thou doeſt promyſe: that emong the ſondry and manifolde chaunges of the worlde, oure heartes maye ſurely there be fixed, wheras true ioyes are to be founde: Through Chriſt our Lorde.


¶ The Epiſtle.
Iames. i EVery good gift & euery perfect gift, is frō aboue, and cometh down frō the father of lightes, with whō is no variablenes, nether ſhadow of chaūge. Of hys own wil begate he vs with the worde of [Page] trueth, that we ſhoulde be the firſt fruite of his creatures. Wherfore (dere brethren) let euery man be ſwifte to heare, ſlowe to ſpeake, ſlowe to wrath. For the wrath of mā wor­keth not that which is righteous before God. Wherfore lay aparte all filthineſſe, and ſuperfluitie of maliciouſnes, and receiue with mekenes ye word that is graffed in you, which is hable to ſaue your ſoules.


¶ The Goſpell.
Iohn. xvi. IEſus ſayed vnto his diſciples: now I goe my waye to hym that ſent me, and none of you aſ­keth me whither I goe. But becauſe I haue ſayd ſuch thynges vnto you, your heartes are full of ſorowe. Neuerthleſſe, I tell you the trueth: it is expedient for you ye I goe awaye. For if I goe not awaye, that comforter will not come vnto you. But if I depart, I will ſende him vnto you. And whē he is come, he wyll rebuke the world of ſynne, and of righteouſneſſe, and of iudgemente. Of ſynne, becauſe they beleue not on me. Of rightouſnes, becauſe I goe to my father, and ye ſhal ſe me no more. Of iudgemente, becauſe the prince of this world is iudged already. I haue yet many thynges to ſay vnto you, but ye cannot beare them awaie nowe: howbeit when he is come (which is the ſpirite of trueth) he wil leade you into al trueth. He ſhall not ſpeake of hymſelfe, but whatſoeuer he ſhal heare, that ſhal he ſpeake: and he wil ſhew you thinges to come. He ſhal gloryfy me, for he ſhall receiue of mine, and ſhall ſhewe vnto you. All thynges that the father hath, are mine: therfore ſaid I vnto you, that he ſhal take of mine, and ſhewe vnto you.



¶ The fifth Sunday after Eaſter.
¶ The Collect.
LOrd, from whom al good thinges doe come: graunt vs thy humble ſeruauntes, that by thi holy inſpiracion we may thynke thoſe thynges that be good, and by thy mercy­ful guiding may perfourme theſame, through out lord Ie­ſus Chriſt.


¶ The Epiſtle.
[Page]
Iames. i. SE that ye be doers of the word, and not hearers only, deceiuing your own ſelues. For if any mā heare the worde, and declareth not theſame by his workes, he is lyke vnto a man beholdyng hys bodely face in a glaſſe. For aſſone as he hath loked on hymſelfe, he goeth his way, and forgeatteth immediately what his faſhion was. But whoſo loketh in ye perfect law of libertie, and continueth therein (if he be not a forgeatful hearer, but a doer of the worke) theſame ſhal be happi in his dede. If any mā emong you ſeme to be deuout, and refrayneth not hys tong, but deceiueth his own heart, this mans deuocyon is in vayne. Pure deuocion, & vndefi­led before God the father is this: to viſit the fatherles and wiedowes in their aduerſitie, and to kepe himſelf vnſpotted of the world.


¶ The Goſpell
Iohn. xvi. VErely, verely, I ſaye vnto you: whatſoeuer ye aſke the father in my name, he wil geue it you. Hitherto haue ye aſked nothyng in my name. Aſke and ye ſhall receiue, that your ioy may be ful. Theſe thynges haue I ſpoken vnto you by prouerbes. The time wil come, when I ſhall no more ſpeake vnto you by prouerbes: but I ſhall ſhewe you plainly from my father. At that day ſhall ye aſke in my name: And I ſay not vnto you yt I wil ſpeake vnto my fa­ther for you: For the father himſelfe loueth you, beecauſe ye haue loued me, and haue beleued that I came out frō god. I wente out from the father, and came into the worlde. A­gayne, I leaue the world, and goe to the father. His diſci­ples ſayed vnto hym: Loe, nowe thou talkeſt playnlye, and ſpeakeſt no prouerbe. Nowe are we ſure that thou knoweſt all thynges, and nedeſt not that any man ſhoulde aſke thee any queſtiō: therfore beleue we, yt thou cameſt frō god. Ie­ſus aūſwered thē: now ye doe beleue. Behold, ye houre dra­weth nie, & is already come, yt ye ſhalbe ſcatered euery mā to hys owne, and ſhall leaue me alone. And yet am I not [Page] alone, for the father is with me. Theſe wordes haue I ſpo­ken vnto you, that in me ye myghte haue peace, for in the world ſhal ye haue tribulacion: but be of good chere, I haue ouercome the world.



The Aſcencion daye.
¶ The Collect.
GRaunt we beſeche thee almightie God, that lyke as we doe beleue thy onely begotten ſonne oure Lorde to haue aſcended into the heauens: ſo we may alſo in hert and mind thither aſcend, and with him continually dwell.


¶ The Epiſtle.
Actes. i. IN the former treatiſe (deare Theophilus) we haue ſpoken of all that Ieſus began to doe and teache, vntil the day in which he was ta­ken vp, after that he throughe the holy goſte, had geuen commaundementes vnto the A­poſtles, whom he had choſen, to whom alſo he ſhewed him­ſelfe aliue, after his paſſyon (and that by many tokens) ap­pearing vnto them fortye dayes, and ſpeaking of the kyng­dome of God, and gathered them together, and commaun­ded them that they ſhould not depart from, Ieruſalem, but to wayte for the to promyſſe of the father, whereof (ſayeth he) ye haue heard of me. For Iohn truely baptiſed with wa­ter, but ye ſhall be baptyſed with the holye goſte, after theſe fewe dayes. When they therefore were come together, they aſked of hym, ſaying: Lorde, wilt thou at this time reſtore agayne the kyngdome of Iſrael? And he ſayd vnto them: it is not for you to knowe the tymes or the ſeaſons which the father hath put in his owne power. But ye ſhall receiue power, after the holy goſt is come vpon you. And ye ſhalbe witneſſes vnto me, not onely in Ieruſalem, but alſo in all Iewrye, and in all Samaria, and euen vnto the worldes ende. And when he had ſpoken theſe thynges, whyle they behelde, he was taken vp on hye, and a cloude receyued hym vp oute of their ſighte. And while they loked ſtedfaſtly vp toward heauen as he went: beholde, two men ſtoode by them in white apparell, whiche alſo ſayed: ye menne of [Page] Galile, why ſtande ye gaſyng vp into heauen? This ſame Ieſus which is taken vp from you into heauē, ſhal ſo come, euen as ye haue ſeen hym goe into heauen.


¶ The Goſpell.
Mar. xvi. IEſus appeared vnto the eleuen as they ſate at meate, and caſte in theyr, teeth their vnbeliefe and hardens of heart, becauſe they belieued not them which had ſeen that he was riſen again from the dead: and he ſayd vnto them. Goe ye into all the world, and preache the goſpell to al creatures: he that belieueth and is baptiſed ſhall bee ſaued. But he that beleueth not ſhall bee damned: And theſe tokens ſhall folowe them that beleue. In my name they ſhal caſt out deuils, thei ſhal ſpeake with newe tongues, they ſhal driue awaye ſerpentes. And if they drinke any deadly thyng it ſhall not hurte them. They ſhall lay their hande on the ſicke, and ſhal recouer. So then when the Lord had ſpoken vnto them, he was receiued in­to heauen, and is on the right hand of God. And they went forth, and preached euery where, the Lord working with them, and confirming the worde with miracles folowing.

O God the king of glory, which haſt exalted thyne only ſonne Ieſus Chriſte, with great triumphe vnto thy kingdom in heauen: we beſeche thee leaue vs not coumfort­les, but ſend to vs thine holy goſt to comfort vs and exalte vs vnto the ſame place whither our ſauiour Chriſt is gone before: who liueth and reigneth. &c


¶ The Epiſtle.
i. Pe. iiii. THe ende of all thinges is at hande: be ye therfore ſobre, and watche vnto prayer. But aboue all thynges, haue feruente loue among youre ſelues: for loue ſhall couer the multitude of linnes. Be ye herberous one to another without grudging. As euery mā hath receyued the gifte, euen ſo miniſter theſame one to [Page] another, as good miniſters of the manifold graces of god. If any man ſpeake, let him talke as the wordes of God. If any man miniſtre, let hym doe it as of the habilitie whiche God miniſtreth to hym, that God in all thynges maye bee glorifyed, through Ieſus Chriſt: to whome bee prayſe and dominion for euer and euer. Amen.

Iohn. xv. WHen the comforter is come whom I wil ſend vnto you from the father (euen the ſpirite of trueth, which procedeth of the father) he ſhal teſtifie of me. And ye ſhal be are witnes alſo, beecauſe ye haue been with me from the bee­ginning. Theſe thynges haue I ſayed vnto you, becauſ ye ſhould not be offended. They ſhal excommu­nicate you: yea the tyme ſhall come, that whoſoeuer killeth you, wil thinke that he doeth god ſeruice. And ſuch thinges wyl they doe vnto you, becauſe they haue not knowen the father, neyther yet me. But theſe thynges I haue told you, that whan the time is come, ye may remembre then that I tolde you.

¶ The Collect.
GOd, which as vpon this day haſt taught the heartes of thy faithful people, by the ſending to them the light of holy ſpirite: Graunt vs by ye ſame ſpirite to haue a right iudgement in al thynges, and euermore to reioice in his ho­ly comfort, through the merites of Chriſt Ieſu our ſauy­our who liueth and reigneth with thee in the vnitie of the­ſame ſpirite, one God world withoute ende.


¶ The Epiſtle.
Actes. ii. WHen the fiftie dayes were come to an ende, they were all with one accorde together in one place. And ſodeynly there came a ſound from heauen, as it had been the cummyng of a mightye wynde, and it fylled all the houſe where they ſate. And there ap­peared vnto them, clouen tongues, lyke as they had been offyre, and it fate vpon eche one of them: and they were all fylled [Page] filled with the holy ghoſte, and began to ſpeake with other tonges, euen as the ſame ſpirite gaue them vtterance. Thē were dwelling at Ieruſalem, Iewes, deuout men, out of euery nacyon of them that are vnder heauen. When thys was noyſed about, the multitude came together and were aſtonied, becauſe that euery man heard them ſpeake wyth hys own language. They wondred all and meruailed, ſaying among themſelues: beholde, are not all theſe whiche ſpeake of Galile? And how heare we euery man hys owne tong, wherin we were borne: Partians, and Medes, and Elamites, and the inhabiters of Meſopotamia, & of Iew­ry, and of Capadocia, of Pontus and Aſia, Phrigia, and Pamphilia, of Egipt, and of the parties of Libia, whiche is beſyde Syrene, and ſtraungers of Rome, Iewes and Proſelites, Grekes and Arrabians, we haue heard them ſpeake in our own tongues the great workes of god.


¶ The Goſpell.
Ioh. xiiii. IEſus ſayd vnto hys diſciplines: Yf ye loue me, kepe my commaundmentes, and I wil praie thee fa­ther, and he ſhall geue you another coumforter, that he may abide with you for euer: euen the ſpirite of trueth, whom the world cannot receiue, becauſe the world ſeeth him not, neyther knoweth hym. But ye knowe him: for he dwelleth with you, and ſhall bee in you. I wyll not leaue you coumfortles, but wil come to you. Yet a litle whyle, and the world ſeeth me no more: but ye ſee me. For I lyue, and ye ſhall lyue. That daye ſhall ye knowe that I am in my father, and you in me, and I in you. He that hath my commaundementes, and kepeth them, the ſame is he that loueth me. And he that loueth me, ſhall beeloued of my fa­ther, and I wyll loue hym, and wyl ſhewe myne own ſelfe vnto hym. Iudas ſayeth vnto hym, (not Iudas Iſcarioth) Lorde, what is done that thou wylte ſhewe thy ſelfe vnto vs, and not vnto the world: Ieſus aunſwered, and ſayed vnto them: if a man loue me, he wil kepe my ſayinges, and my father will loue hym, and we will come vnto hym, and dwell with him. He that loueth me not, kepeth not my [Page] ſayinges. And the worde which ye heare, is not myne, but the fathers which ſente me. Theſe thynges haue I ſpoken vnto you, beeyng yet preſente with you. But the comforter whyche is the holy goſte, whom my father will ſende in my name, he ſhall teache you all thinges, and bryng all thynges to your remembraunce whatſoeuer I haue ſayde vnto you. Peace I leaue with you: my peace I geue vnto you. Not as the world geueth, geue I vnto you. Let not your heartes be greued, neyther feare. Ye haue heard how I ſayd vnto you: I goe, and come agayne vnto you. Yf ye loued me, ye would verely reioyce, becauſe I ſaid, I goe vnto the father, for the father is greater then I. And now haue I ſhewed you bee­fore it come, that when it is come to paſſe, ye myght beleue. Hereafter will I not talke many wordes vnto you. For the Prince of this worlde cometh, and hathe naughte in me. But that the worlde may know that I loue the father. And as the father gaue me commundement, euen ſo doe I.

¶ The Epiſtle.
Actes. x. THen Peter opened his mouth, and ſayd: of a trueth I perceiue that there is no reſpect of perſons with god: but in al people, he that fearth him, and wor­keth righteouſnes, is accepted with him. Ye know the preachyng that GOD ſente vnto the children of Iſ­raell, preachyng peace by Ieſus Chryſte whyche is Lorde ouer al thynges: whiche preaching was publiſſhed through­out all Iewry (and begā in Galile after the baptiſme which Iohn preached) howe God annoynted Ieſus of Nazareth with the holy goſt and with power. Whiche Ieſus wente a­boute, dooyng good, and healyng all that were oppreſſed of the deuill, For God was with him. And we are witneſſes of all thynges whiche he did in the lande of the Iewes, and at Ieruſalem whom they ſtewe and hanged on a tree: Hym God rayſed by the thyrde daye, and ſhewed hym openly, not [Page] to al the people, but vnto vs witneſſes (choſen before of god for the ſame intent) which did eate and drinke with him after he aroſe from death. And he cōmaunded vs to preache vnto the people, & to teſtifie ye it is he, which was ordained of God to be ye iudge of quicke & dead. To him geue al the prophetes witnes, that throughe his name whoſoeuer beleueth in him, ſhal receyue remiſſion of ſinnes. While Peter yet ſpake theſe wordes, the holy goſt fel on al thē which heard ye preaching. And they of the circumciſion whiche beleued, were aſtonied, as many as came with Peter, becauſe that on the Gentiles alſo was ſhed out the gift of the holy goſt. For they heard th̄e ſpeake with tongues, and magnifie God. Then aunſwered Peter: canne any man forbid water that theſe ſhoulde not be baptiſed whiche haue receyued the holy goſte as well as we? And he commaunded them to bee baptiſed in the name of the Lorde. Then prayed they hym to tary a fewe dayes.


¶ The Goſpell.
Iohn. iii. SO god loued the world, that he gaue his only be gotten ſonne, that whoſoeuer belieueth in hym, ſhould not periſhe, but haue euerlaſting lyfe. For God ſente not hys ſonne into the worlde to con­demne the world, but that ye world through him myght be ſaued. But he that beleueth on hym, is not condē ­ned. But he that beleueth not, is cōdemned already, becauſe he hath not beleued in the name of the onli begotten ſonne of God. And this is the condemnacion, that lyght is come into the world, and men loued darkenes more then lyght, becauſe theyr dedes were euill. For euery one that euell doeth, hateth the lyght, neyther cometh to the lyght, leſt his dedes ſhoulde be reproued. But he that doth the truth, cometh to the light, that his dedes may be knowen, how that they are wrought in God.

¶ The Epiſtle.
Acte. viii WHen ye Apoſtles which were at Ieruſalē, heard ſaye that Samaria had receyued the worde of god, they ſente vnto them Peter & Iohn. Whiche when they were come downe, prayed for them that they might receyue the holy goſt. For as yet he was come on none of them, but they were baptiſed onely in the name of Chriſt Ieſu. Then layed they their handes on them, and they receyued the holy goſt.


¶ The Goſpell.
Iohn. x. VErely, verely I ſay vnto you, he that entreth not in by the dore into the ſhepe folde, but clymeth vp ſome other way, the ſame is a theſe and a murthe­rer. But he that entereth in by ye dore, is the ſhepe­heard of the ſhepe. To hym the porter openeth, and the ſhepe hear hys voyce, and he calleth his owne ſhepe by name, and leadeth them out. And when he hathe ſente forthe hys owne ſhepe, he goeth before thē, and the ſhepe folow him: for they knowe hys voyce. A ſtraunger wyll they not folow, but wil flee from hym, for they knowe not the voyce of ſtraungers. This Prouerbe ſpake Ieſus vnto thē but they vnderſtoode not what thynges they were whiche he ſpake vnto them.
 Then ſayd Ieſus vnto them agayne: Verely, verely, I ſaye vnto you: I am the dore of the ſhepe. All (euen as many as came before me) are theues and murtherers, but the ſhepe did not heare them. I am the dore, by me if any entre in, he ſhalbe ſafe, and ſhall goe in and oute, and fynde paſture. A theſe cometh not but for to ſteale, kyll, and deſtroye. I am come that they maye haue lyfe, and that they mighte haue it more aboundauntlye.



Trinitie Sundaye.
¶ The Collecte.
Almightie and euerlaſtyng God, whyche haſte geuen vnto vs thy ſeruauntes, grace by the confeſſion of a true faythe to acknowledge the glorye of the eternall [Page] Trinitie, and in the power of ye deuine Maieſtie to worſhip the vnitie: we beſeche thee, that throughe the ſtedfaſtneſſe of this faith we may euermore be defended from al aduerſitie, which liueſt & reigneſt one god, worlde without end. Amen.


¶ The Epiſtle.
Apoc. iiii AFter thys I loked, and beholde, a dore was open in heauen, and the fyrſte voyce whyche I hearde, was as it were of a trompet talkyng with me, which ſayd: come vp higher, and I wyll ſhew thee thynges whiche muſt be fulfilled hereafter. And immediat­ly I was in the ſpirite. And behold, a ſeat was ſet in heaūe, and one ſat on the ſeate. And he that ſat was to loke vpon, lyke vnto a Iaſper ſtone, and a Sardine ſtone. And there was a rainebow about the ſeate, in ſight like vnto an Eme­rauld. And about the ſeate were .xxiiii. ſeates. And vpon the ſeates .xxiiii. elders ſitting, clothed in whyte raymente, and had on theyr heades crownes of golde. And oute of the ſeate proceded lightninges, and thunderynges, and voyces: and there were ſeuen lampes of fyre burnyng beefore the ſeate, which are the ſeuē ſpirites of god. And before the ſeate, there was a ſea of glaſſe lyke vnto Chriſtall: and in the myddes of the ſeate and rounde aboute the ſeate, were foure beaſtes full of eyes before and behynde. And the firſte beaſte was lyke a Lion: and the ſecond beaſte like a Calfe: and the third beaſt had a face as a man: and the fourth beaſte was lyke a flying Egle. And the foure beaſtes had eche of them ſyxe wynges about hym, and they were full of eyes within. And they did not reſt day neyther night, ſaying: Holy, holy, holy, Lorde God almightye, whiche was and is, and is to come. And when thoſe beaſtes gaue glori and honor, and thankes to hym that ſat on the ſeate (whiche liueth for euer and euer) the .xxiiii. elders fell down before him that ſat on the throne, and worſhypped hym that lyueth for euer, and caſte theyr crownes before the throne, ſaying: thou art worthy, O lorde (our god) to receyue glory and honoure, and power: for thou haſt created al thinges, and for thy willes ſake they are, and were created.


¶ The Goſpell
[Page]
Iohn. iii. THere was a mā of the Phariſeis named Ni­chodemus, a ruler of the Iewes. The ſame came to Ieſus by nighte, and ſayd vnto him: Rabbi, we know that thou art a teacher come from god: for no man coulde doe ſuche mira­cles as thou doeſt, excepte God were wyth hym. Ieſus aunſwered, and ſayed vnto him: Verelye, ve­rely, I ſaye vnto thee: excepte a man be borne from aboue, he cannot ſee the kyngdome of God. Nichodemus ſayd vn­to hym: howe can a man bee borne when he is older can he entre into hys mothers wombe and bee borne agayne; Ie­ſus aunſwered: verely, verely, I ſaye vnto thee, excepte a mā be borne of water, and of the ſpirite, he cannot entre in­to the kyngdome to God. That whiche is borne of the fleſh, is fleſhe: And that whiche is borne of the ſpirite, is ſpirite. Meruaile not thou that I ſayed to thee, ye muſte bee borne from aboue. The wynd bloweth where it luſteth, and thou heareſt the ſounde thereof, but thou canſt not tell whence it cometh nor whether he goeth: So is euery one ye is borne of the ſpirite. Nichodemus aunſwered, and ſaid vnto him: how can theſe thynges be? Ieſus aunſwered, and ſaid vnto hym: arte thou a maiſter in Iſrael, and knoweſt not theſe thynges: Verely, verely, I ſay vnto thee: we ſpeake that we knowe, and teſtifye that we haue ſeene, and ye receyue not our witneſſe. Yf I haue tolde you earthly thynges, and ye beleue not: howe ſhall ye beleue if I tell you of heauenlye thynges? And no man aſcendeth vp to heauen, but he that came downe from heauen, euen the ſonne of man whiche is in heauen. And as Moyſes lyfte vp the ſerpent in the wyl­derneſſe, euen ſo muſte the ſonne of man bee lyfte vp: that whoſoeuer beleueth in hym, peryſhe not, but haue euerla­ſtyng lyfe.

GOd the ſtrength of al thē, that truſt in thee, mercyfully accept our prayers: And becauſe the weakenes of our mortall nature can doe no good thing without thee: graunt vs the helpe of thy grace, that in keping of thy commaun­dementes, we may pleaſe the both in wil and dede: through Ieſus Chriſt our Lorde.


¶ The Epiſtle.
i. Ioh. iiii. DEarely beloued, let vs loue one another: for loue cometh of god. And eueri one that loueth, is borne of god, and knoweth god. He that loueth not, kno­weth not God: for god is loue. In this appeareth loue of God to vs warde, becauſe that God ſent his on­ly begotten ſonne into the worlde, that we myghte lyue through hym. Herein is loue, not that we loued God, but that he loued vs, and ſente hys ſonne to be the agremente for oure ſynnes. Dearely beloued, if God ſo loued vs, we ought alſo one to loue another. No man hath ſeen God at any time. If we loue one another, God dwelleth in vs, and his loue is perfect in vs. Nereby know we that we dwel in him and he in vs, becauſe he hath geuen vs of hys ſpirite. And we haue ſeen, and doe teſtifie that the father ſente the ſonne to be the Sauiour of the world: whoſoeuer cōfeſſeth that Ieſus is the ſonne of God, in him dwelleth God and he in God. And we haue knowen and beleued the loue that God hath to vs. God is loue, and he that dwelleth in loue, dwelleth in God, and God in hym. Herein is the loue per­fect in vs, that we ſhould truſt in the day of Iudgement. For as he is, euē ſo are we in thys worlde. There is no feare in loue, but perfecte loue caſteth out feare, for feare hath pain­fulnes. He that feareth, is not perfect in loue. We loue him, for he loued vs firſt. If a man ſay, I loue god, and yet hate his brother, he is a lyer. For how can he that loueth not hys brother whom he hath ſeen, loue God whom he hath not ſeen. And thys commaundemente haue we of hym: that be which loueth God, ſhould loue hys brother alſo.


¶ The Goſpell.
[Page]
Luke. xv. THere was a certayne riche manne, whiche was clothed in purple and fyne whyte, and fared deli­ciouſlye euerye daye. And there was a certayne begger, named Lazarus, which laye at hys gate full of ſores, deſyryng to bee refreſſhed with the crumines which fell from the ryche mans boarde, and no man gaue vnto hym. The dogges came alſo and lycked hys ſores. And it fortuned that the begger dyed, and was caried by the Aungels into Abrahams boſome. The ryche man alſo dyed, and was buried: And beeing in hell in tormentes, he lyfte vp his eyes, and ſawe Abraham afarre of and Laza­rus in hys boſome, and he cryed and ſayde: Father Abra­ham haue mercye on me, and ſende Lazarus, that he maye dyppe the typpe of hys fynger in water and cole my tong, for I am tormented in thys flame. But Abraham ſayde: Sonne, remembre that thou in thy life tyme receiuedſt thy pleaſure, and contrariwyſe Lazarus receyued payne. But nowe he is coumforted and thou art punyſhed. Beyonde all thys, betwene vs and you there is a greate ſpace ſette, ſo that they whyche woulde goe from hence to you can­not, neither maye come from thence to vs. Then he ſayed: I praye thee therefore father, ſende hym to my fathers houſe, (for I haue fiue brethrē) for to warne them, left they come alſo into this place of tormente. Abraham ſayde vnto hym: they haue Moyſes and the Prophetes, let them heare thē. And he ſayde: naye father Abraham: but if one come vnto them from the dead, they will repent. He ſayde vnto hym: Yf they heare not Moyſes and the Prophetes, neither wil they belieue, though one roſe from death agayne.

LOrde make vs to haue a perpetuall feare and loue of thy holye name: for thou neuer fayleſt to helpe and gouerne them, whome thou dooeſt bryng vp in thy ſtedfaſt loue. Graunt this. &c.

[Page]
i. Ioh. iii. MErueyle not my brethren, though the world hate you. We know that we are tranſlated from death vnto lyfe, becauſe we loue the brethren. He that loueth not his brother, abideth in death. Whoſoe­uer hateth his brother, is a manſlear. And ye know that no manſlear hath eternall life abiding in him. Herby perceiue we loue, becauſe he gaue hys lyfe for vs, and we oughte to geue our liues for ye brethrē. But whoſo hath this worldes good, and ſeeth his brother haue nede, and ſhutteth vp his compaſſion from hym, howe dwelleth the loue of God in him? My babes, let vs not loue in word neither in tongue: but in dede and in veritie. Herby we knowe that we are of the veritie, and can quiete our heartes beefore hym. For yf our hearte condemne vs, God is greater then our hearte, & knoweth all thinges. Dearelye beloued, if our hearte con­demne vs not, then haue we truſt to Godward, & whatſo­euer we aſke, we receiue of him, becauſe we kepe his com­maundementes, and doe thoſe thinges which are pleaſant in his ſight. And this is his commaundement, that we be­lieue on the name of his ſonne Ieſus Chriſte, and loue one another as he gaue commaundement. And he that kepeth his commaundementes, dwelleth in hym, and he in hym: & herby we knowe that he abideth in vs, euen by the ſpirite whiche he hath geuen vs.


¶ The Goſpell
Luk. xiiii A Certayne man ordeined a greate ſupper, and bade many, and ſēt his ſeruaūt at ſupper time, to ſaye to them that were bydden: come, for all thinges are nowe readye. And they all at once beganne to make excuſe. The fyrſt ſayde vnto him. I haue bought a farme, and I muſt nedes goe and ſee it, I pray thee haue me excuſed. And another ſayd: I haue bought fiue yoke of Oxen, and I goe to proue thē, I pray thee haue me excuſed. And another ſayde: I haue maryed a wife, and therfore I cannot come. And the ſeruaunt re­turned and brought his maſter word agayn therof. Then [Page] was the good man of the houſe diſpleaſed, and ſayed to his ſeruaunt: goe out quickely into the ſtretes and quarters of the citie, and bryng in hither the poore and feble, and the halte, and blind. And the ſeruaunt ſayd: Lord, it is done as thou haſte commaunded, and yet there is roume. And the Lord ſayd vnto the ſeruaunt: goe oute vnto the hie wayes and hedges, and compell thē to come in, that my houſe may be fylled. For I ſay vnto you, that none of theſe men which were bidden ſhall taſt of my ſupper.

¶ The Collect.
LOrde, we beſeche thee mercifully to heare vs, and vnto whom thou haſte geuen an heartye deſyre to praye: graunt ye by thy mightie ayde we may be defended: through Ieſus Chriſt our Lorde.


¶ The Epiſtle
i. Petr. v. SVbmitte your ſelues euery man one to another: knit your ſelues together in lowelynes of minde. For god reſiſteth the proude, and geueth grace to the humble. Submit your ſelues therefore vnder the mightie hande of god, that he maye exalt you when the tyme is come. Caſt al your care vpon him, for he careth for you. Be ſobre, &, watche, for youre aduerſarye the deuyll, as a roaryng Lion, walketh about, ſekyng whom he may de­uoure, whom reſiſt ſtedfaſt in the fayth: knowing that the ſame affliccions are appointed vnto your brethrē, that are in the world. But the god of all grace, which hath called vs vnto hys eternal glory by Chriſt, Ieſu, ſhall his owne ſelfe (after that ye haue ſuffred a little afflyccion) make you per­fecte, ſettle, ſtrength, and ſtabliſhe you. To him be glory and dominion for euer and euer. Amen.

Luke. xv. THen reſorted vnto him, al the Publicans and ſin­ners for to heare him. And the Phariſeis and Scribes murmured, ſaying: He receyueth ſyn­ners and eateth wyth them. But he putte foorth [Page] this parable vnto them, laying: What man among you ha­uing an hundreth ſhepe (yf he loſe one of them) dooeth not of leaue ninetie and nine in the wildernes, & goeth after that which is loſt, vntil he find it? And when he hath founde it, he layeth it on his ſhoulders with ioye. And aſſoone as he cometh home, he calleth together hys louers & neyghbors, ſaying vnto them: Reioyce with me, for I haue founde my ſhepe whiche was loſt. I ſaye vnto you, that lykewiſe ioye ſhalbe in heauen ouer one ſynner that repenteth, more then ouer nintie & nine iuſt perſons which nede no repentaunce. Eyther what woman hauing ten grotes (if ſhe looſe one) doth not light a candle & ſwepe the houſe, & ſeke diligentlye tyl ſhe find it? And when ſhe hath founde it, ſhe calleth her louers and her neighbours together, ſaying: Reioyce with me, for I haue founde the grote which I loſt. Likewiſe, I ſaye vnto you ſhal there be ioye in the preſence of the Aun­gels of god, ouer one ſynner that repenteth.



The fourth Sunday after Trinitie.
¶ The Collect.
GOd, the protector of al that truſt in thee, without whō nothing is ſtrong, nothing is holye: encreaſe and mul­tiplie vpon vs thy mercye, that thou beeing oure ruler and gyde, we may ſo paſſe through thinges temporall, that we fynally loſe not the thynges eternall: graunt this heauenly father, for Ieſu Chriſtes ſake our Lorde.


¶ The Epiſtle
Ro. viii. I Suppoſe that the afflictions of this life, are not worthy of the glory whiche ſhall bee ſhewed vpon vs. For the feruente deſyre of the creature aby­deth, lookyng when the ſonnes of God ſhall ap­peare, beecauſe the creature is ſubdued to vanitie agaynſte the wyll therof, but for hys wyll whyche hath ſubdued the ſame in hope. For the ſame creature ſhalbe delyuered from the bondage of corrupcion, into the glorious libertie of the ſonnes of God. For we knowe that euery creature groneth with vs alſo, and trauayleth in payne, euē vnto thys tyme: [Page] not onely it, but we alſo which haue the fyrſt fruites of the ſpirite, mourne in our ſelues alſo, & waite for the adopcion (of the children of God) euē the deliueraunce of our bodies.


¶ The Goſpell
Luke. vi. BE ye merciful as your father alſo is merciful. Iudge not, & ye ſhal not be iudged: condemne not, and ye ſhall not bee condemned. For geue, and ye ſhalbe forgeuē. Geue, and it ſhalbe ge­uen vnto you, good meaſure, & preſſed down, and ſhaken together, and runnyng ouer, ſhall men geue into youre boſomes. For with theſame meaſure that ye mete withall, ſhall other men mete to you agayne. And he putte forth a ſimilitude vnto them. Can the blynde leade the blynde? doe they not both fall into the ditche? The diſciple is not aboue his maiſter: Euery mā ſhalbe perfecte euen as his maiſter is. Why ſeeſt thou a mote in thy bro­thers eye, but conſydereſte not the beame that is in thyne owne eye? Eyther how canſt thou ſaye to thy brother? Bro­ther, lette me pull oute the mote that is in thyne eye, when thou ſeeſte not the beame that is in thyne owne eye? fyrſte thou ypocrite, caſt out the beame out of thine owne eye, thē ſhalt thou ſee perfectely to pull oute the mote that is in thy brothers eye.

¶ The Collect.
GRaunt Lorde, we beſeche thee, that the courſe of thys world may be ſo peaceably ordred by the gouernaūce, that thy congregacion may ioyfully ſerue thee in all godly quietenes: through Ieſus Chriſt our Lorde.


¶ The Epiſtle
i. Pet. iii BE you all of one mynde, and of one hearte, loue as brethren, be pietifull, be curteous, (meke) not renderyng euyll for euyll, or rebuke for rebuke: but contrarywyſe bleſſe, knowyng that ye are thereunto called, euen that ye ſhould bee heyres of the bleſſyng. For he that dooeth long after lyfe, and lo­ueth to ſee good dayes: lette hym refrayne his tongue from [Page] euil, & his lippes that they ſpeake no gyle. Let him eſchew euil and doe good: let him ſeke peace, and enſue it. For the eyes of the Lord are ouer the righteous, & his eares are o­pen vnto their prayers. Again, the face of the Lord is ouer thē that do euil. Moreouer, who is he that wil harme you, if ye folowe that which is good yea, happye are ye if anye trouble happen vnto you for righteouſnes ſake. Be not ye afrayd for any terrour of them, neither be ye troubled, but ſanctifye the Lord God in your heartes.


¶ The Goſpell
Luke. v. YE came to paſſe, that (when the people preaced v­pon hym to heare the woord of God) he ſtoode by the lake of Genazareth, & ſaw two ſhippes ſtand by the lakes ſide, but the fiſhermen were gone out of them, & were waſhyng their nettes. And he entered into one of the ſhippes (which pertained to Simon) and prayed him that he woulde thruſt out a little from the lande. And he ſate down, & taught the people out of the ſhyp. When he had left ſpeakyng, he ſayde vnto Simon: launche out into the depe, & let ſlip your nettes to make a draught. And Si­mon aunſwered, and ſayd vnto him: Maiſter, we haue la­boured al nighte, and haue taken nothyng. Neuertheleſſe, at thy commaundemente I will looce furth the nerre. And when they had ſo done, they incloſed a greate multitude of fyſſhes. But theyr nette brake, and they beckened to theyr felowes (which were in the other ſhyppe) that they ſhoulde come and helpe them. And they came and fylled bothe ſhippes, that they ſouke agayn. When Simon Peter ſawe this, he fell down at Ieſus knees, ſaying: Lorde goe from me, for I am a ſinnefull man. For he was aſtonied and all that were with him, at the draughte of fiſhes whiche they had taken: and ſo was alſo Iames and Iohn the ſonnes of zebede, whiche were parteners with Simon. And Ieſus ſayde vnto Simon: feare not, from hencefurth thou ſhalte catche men. And they brought the ſhippes to lande, and for­ſoke all and folowed him.

¶ The Collect.
GOd Which haſt prepared to them that loue thee, ſuche good thinges as paſſe al mās vnderſtanding: Powre into our heartes ſuche loue towarde thee, that we louing thee in all thynges, may obteyne thy promiſes, whiche ex­cede all that we can deſyre: through Ieſus Chriſt our lord.


¶ The Epiſtle
Rom. vi. KNowe ye not, that all we whiche are baptiſed in Ieſus Chriſt, are baptiſed to dye with him? We are buried then with hym by baptiſme for to dye: that likewiſe as Chriſt was rayſed frō death by the glory of the father, euen ſo we al­ſo ſhoulde walke in a newe lyfe. For if we bee graft in death like vnto him, euen ſo ſhall we be partakers of the holy reſurrecciō. Knowing thys, that your olde man is crucifyed with him alſo, that the body of ſinne myght vt­terly be deſtroyed, that hencefoorth we ſhoulde not bee ſer­uautes vnto ſinne. For he that is dead, is iuſtified frō ſinne. Wherefore, if we be dead with Chriſte, we beleue that we ſhal alſo liue with him, knowing that Chriſt beeing rayſed from death, dyeth no more. Death hath no more power o­uer him. For as touching that he dyed, he dyed concernyng ſinne once. And as touchyng that he liueth, he liueth vnto God. Lykewyſe conſidre ye alſo, that ye are dead as tou­ching ſinne, but are aliue vnto God: through Ieſus Chriſt our Lorde.


¶ The Goſpell
Math. v. IEſus ſayd vnto his diſciples: except your righte­ouſnes exceade the ryghteouſnes of the Scribes and Phariſeis, ye cannot entre into the kingdom of heauen. Ye haue heard that it was ſayde vnto them of olde time. Thou ſhalte not kyll, whoſoeuer kyl­leth, ſhalbe in daunger of iudgement. But I ſaye vnto you: that whoſoeuer is angry with hys brother (vnaduiſedlye) ſhalbe in daunger of iudgement. And whoſoeuer ſaye vnto [Page] his brother, Racha: ſhalbe in daūger of a coūſel. But who­ſoeuer, faith, thou foole: ſhalbe in daūger of hel fyer. There­fore, if thou offreſt thy gifte at the altare, and there remem­breſt that thy brother hath ought agaynſt thee, leaue there thyne offering before the altare, and goe thy way firſt and be reconciled to thy brother, & then come and offer thy gift. Agree with thine aduerſarye quickelye, whyles thou arte in the waye with him, leſt at any tyme the aduerſary deli­uer thee to the iudge, & the iudge delyuer thee to the mini­ſter, and then thou be caſt into prieſon. Verely I ſaye vnto thee: thou ſhalte not come out thence, tyll thou haue payde the vttermoſt farthing.

¶ The Collecte.
LOrd of al power and might, whiche art the auctour & geuer of al good thinges: graffe in our hartes the loue of thy name, increaſe in vs true religion, nouryſhe vs with all goodnes, and of thy greate mercye kepe vs in the ſame: through Ieſus Chriſt our Lord.


¶ The Epiſtle
Rom. vi. I Speake groſlye, becauſe of the infirmitie of your fleſhe. As ye haue geuē your membres ſeruaūtes to vnclennes, and to iniquitie (from one iniquitie to an other:) euen ſo now geue ouer your mēbres ſeruauntes vnto righteouſnes, ye ye may be ſanctifyed. For when ye wer ſeruauntes of ſinne, ye were voyde of righte­ouſnes. What fruite had you then in thoſe thinges, whereof ye are now aſhamed? for the end of thoſe thinges are death. But now are ye deliuered frō ſynne, & made the ſeruaūtes of God, & haue your fruite to be ſanctified, & the ende euer­laſting life. For the rewarde of ſinne is deathe: but eternall life is the gift of God, through Ieſus Chriſt our Lord.

mar. viii. IN thoſe dayes, when there was a very great cō ­panye, and had nothyng to eate: Ieſus called his diſciples vnto him, & ſaid vnto them: I haue com­paſſion on the people, becauſe thei haue been now [Page] with me three dayes, and haue nothyng to eate: And yf I ſende them awaye faſtyng to theyr owne houſes, they ſhall faynt by the waye: for diuers of them came from farre. And his Diſciples aunſwered hym: where ſhoulde a man haue bread here in the wilderneſſe, to ſatiſfye theſe? And he aſked them: howe many loaues haue ye: They ſayd, ſeuen. And he commaunded the people to ſitte downe on the grounde. And he toke the ſeauen loaues: And when he had geuen thankes, he brake, and gaue to hys diſciples to ſette before them. And they did ſet them beefore the people. And they hadde a fewe finall fiſhes. And when he had bleſſed, he commaunded them alſo to bee ſet before them. And they did eate, and were ſuffi­ſed. And they toke vp of the broken meate that was lefte, ſe­uen baſkets full. And they that did eate, were about foure thouſande. And he ſente them awaye.

¶ The Collecte.
GOd, whoſe prouidēce is neuer deceyued: we humblye beſeche thee, that thou wilt put away frō vs al hurt­full thynges, and geue thoſe thynges, whiche bee profitable for vs: Through Ieſus Chriſte our Lorde.


¶ The Epiſtle
Ro. viii. BRethren,we are debters, not to the fleſſhe, to lyue after the fleſſhe. For yf ye lyue after the fleſſhe, ye ſhall dye. But yf ye through the ſpirite doe morty­fye the dedes of the body, ye ſhal lyue. For as ma­ny as are lead by the ſpirite of God, they are the ſonnes of God. For ye haue not receyued the ſpirit of bondage to feare any more, but ye haue receiued the ſpirit of adopcyon, wher­by ye crye: Abba father. The ſame ſpirite certifyeth our ſpi­rite, that we are the ſonnes of God. Yf we bee ſonnes, then are we alſo heyres: the, heyres I meane of God, and heires annexed with Chriſte, yf ſo be that we ſuffre with him, that we may be alſo glorifyed together with hym.

Mar. vii. BEware of falſe prophetes, whiche come to you in ſhepes clothing, but inwardly they are rauenyng wolues. Ye ſhall know them by their fruites. Doe men gather grapes of thornes? Or figges of thiſ­tles? Euen ſo euery good tree, bringeth foorth good fruites. But a corrupt tree bringeth foorth euell fruites. A good tree cannot bring forth had fruites, nether can a bad tree bryng forth good fruites. Euery tree that bringeth not forth good fruite, is bewen downe, and caſt into the fire. Wherefore, by theyr fruites ye ſhall know them. Not euery one that faythe vnto me, Lord, Lord, ſhal entre into the kingdom of heauen: but he that doeth the will of my father which is in heauen, he ſhall entre into the kyngdome of heauen.

¶ The Collecte.
GRaunt to vs Lord we beſeche thee, the ſpirite to thynke and doe alwayes ſuch thinges as be rightfull: that we which cannot be without thee, may by thee bee hable to lyue according to thy will. Through Ieſu Chriſt our Lorde.


¶ The Epiſtle
i. Corin. x BRethrē, I would not that ye ſhould beignoraunt, how that our fathers were al vnder the cloud, and al paſſed throughe the ſea, & were all baptiſed vn­der Moſes in ye cloud, and in the ſea, & did all eate of one ſpirituall meate, and dyd all drinke of one ſpirituall drinke. And they dranke of the ſpiritual rocke that folowed them, whiche rocke was Chriſte. But in many of them had God no delight. For they were ouerthrowen in the wilder­nes. Theſe are enſamples to vs, that we ſhoulde not luſt af­ter euill thinges, as they luſted. And that ye ſhoulde not bee worſhippers of ymages, as were ſome of them, accordyng as it is written. The people ſatte downe to eate and drinke, & roſe vp to playe. Nether let vs be defiled with fornicacion, as ſome of them were defiled with fornicacyon, & fell in one day three & twentie thouſand. Nether let vs tempt Chriſte, as ſome of them tempted, and were deſtroyed of ſerpentes. Nether murmure ye, as ſome of them murmured, & were [Page] deſtroyed of the deſtroyer. All theſe thinges happened vnto them for enſamples: But are written to put vs in remem­braunce, whō the endes of the world are come vpon. Wher­fore, let him that thinketh he ſtandeth, take hede leſt he fal. There hath none other temptacion taken you, but ſuche as folowed the nature of man. But God is faythfull, whiche ſhall not ſuffer you to be tempted aboue your ſtrength: but ſhal in the middes of temptacion, make a way that ye may be hable to beare it.


¶ The Goſpell.
Luke. xvi IEſus ſayd to hys diſciples. There was a certain riche man, which had a Stewarde, and the ſame was accuſed vnto hym, that he had waſted hys goodes. And he called him, & ſaid vnto him: howe is it that I heare this of thee? Geue accoūptes of thy Ste­wardſhip, for thou maiſt be no lōger Steward. The Ste­ward ſaid within himſelfe: What ſhall I doe? for my may­ſter taketh away from me the Stewardſhyppe. I cannot digge, & to begge I am aſhamed. I wote what to doe, that when I am put out of the Stewardſhip, they may receiue me into their houſes. So whē he had called al his maſters debters together, he ſaid vnto ye firſt: how much oweſt thou vnto my maiſter? And he sayde: an hundred tunnes of oyle. And he ſaid vnto him: take thy bill & ſit down quickely, and write fiftie. Thē ſaid he to another: how much oweſt thou? And he ſaid: an hundred quarters of wheate. He ſayd vnto him: take thy bill & write foure ſcore. And the Lorde com­mended the vniuſt Steward, becauſe he had done wiſelye. For the childrē of this world are in their nacion wiſer then the childrē of light. And I ſay vnto you. Make you frēdes of the vnryghteous Mammon, that when ye ſhall haue nede, they may receue you into euerlaſting habitacions.

¶ The Collect.
Let thy merciful eares, O Lord, be open to the prayers of thy humble ſeruauntes: & that they may obtein their peticions, make them to aſke ſuche thynges as ſhall pleaſe [Page] thee: through Ieſus Chriſt our Lorde.


¶ The Epiſtle.
i. Cori. xii COncerning ſpiritual thinges (brethren) I would not haue you ignoraunte. Ye know that ye were Gentiles, and wente your wayes vnto dumme ymages, euen as ye wer led. Wherfore I declare vnto you, that no man ſpeakyng by the ſpirite of God, de­fyeth Ieſus. Alſo no mā can ſay that Ieſus is the lord, but by the holi goſt. There are diuerſities of giftes, yet but one ſpirite. And there are differences of adminiſtracions, & yet but one Lord. And there are diuerſe maners of operaciōs, and yet but one God, which worketh all in all. The gifte of the ſpirite is geuen to euery man, to edifye withall. For to one is geuen through the ſpirite, the vtterance of wiſdom: To another is geuen the vtteraunce of knowledge by the­ſame ſpirite. To another is geuen fayth by theſame ſpirite. To another the gift of healing by theſame ſpirite. To ano­ther power to doe miracles. To another to prophecie. To another judgemēt to diſcerne ſpirite. To another diuerſe tongues. To another the interpretacion of tongues. But theſe all worketh the ſelfe ſame ſpirite, deuyding to euerye man a ſauerall gyft, euen as he will.


¶ The Goſpell.
Luke. xix ANd when he was come nere to Hieruſalem, he beheld the citie, and wept on it, ſaying: If thou hadſt knowen thoſe thinges whiche belong vn­to thy peace, euen in this thy day thou wouldeſt take hede. But now are they hydde from thyne eyes: For the dayes ſhall come vnto thee, that thy enemies ſhal caſt a banke about thee, and compaſſe thee rounde, and kepe thee in on euery ſide, & make thee euē with the groūd, and thy children which are in thee. And they ſhal not leaue in thee one ſtone vpon an other, becauſe thou knoweſt not the time of thy viſitacion. And he went into the Temple, & beganne to caſt out them that ſolde therein, and them that boughte, ſaying vnto them. It is written, my houſe is the houſe of prayer, but ye haue made it a denne of theues. And [Page] be taught dayly in the Temple.



¶ The eleuenth Sundaye after Trinitie.
¶ The Collect.
GOd whiche declareſt thy almightie power, moſt chiefly in ſhewing mercy and pitie: Geue vnto vs abundaūtly thy grace, ye we rūning to thy promiſes, may be made parta­kers of thy beauēly treaſure: through Ieſus Christ our lord.


¶ The Epiſtle.
i. Cor. xv. BRethren, as perteynyng to the goſpell whyche I Preached vnto you, whiche ye haue alſo accepted, & in the whiche ye continue, by the whiche ye are alſo ſaued: I do you to wete after what maner I prea­ched vnto you, yf ye kepe it, excepte ye haue beleued in vayne. For firſt of all I delyuered vnto you that whiche I recey­ued, howe that Chriſte dyed for oure ſinnes, agreyng to the ſcriptures: and that he was buried, and that he aroſe agayn the third daye accordyng to the ſcriptures: And that he was ſeen of Cephas, then of the twelue. After that he was ſeene of moe then fyue hundreth brethren at once, of which manye remayne vnto this day, & many are fallen aſlepe. After that appeared he to Iames, then to all the Apoſtles. And laſt of all he was ſeen of me, as of one that was borne oute of due time. For I am the leaſt of the Apoſtles, which am not wor­thy to bee called an Apoſtle, becauſe I haue perſecuted the congregacion of God. But by the grace of God, I am that I am. And his grace which is in me, was not in vayn. But I laboured more aboundantly then they all: yet not I, but the grace of God whiche is with me. Therefore, whether it were I or they, ſo we preached, and ſo ye haue beleued.


¶ The Goſpell.
Lu. xviii CHriſte told this parable vnto certayn which truſ­ted in themſelues, that they were perfect, and deſ­piſed other. Two men went vp into the Temple to pray, the one a phariſei, & the other a publicane. The Phariſei ſtode and prayed thus with himſelfe. God, I thanke thee ye I am not as other men are, extorcioners, vn­iuſt adulterers, or as this publicā. I faſt twyſe in ye weke. [Page] I geue tithe of all that I poſſeſſe. And the publicane ſtan­dyng afarre of, woulde not lyfte vp his eyes to heauen, but ſmote his breſt, ſaying: God be mercifull to me a ſynner. I tel you, this man departed home to his houſe iuſtifyed more then the other. For euery man that exalteth himſelfe, ſhalbe brought lowe. And he that humbleth himſelf ſhalbe exalted.

¶ The Collecte.
ALmightie and euerlaſtyng God, whiche arte alwayes more ready to heare then we to pray: And arte wont to geue more then eyther we deſyre or deſerue: Powre downe vpon vs the aboundaunce of the mercy, forgeuyng vs those thinges wherof our conſcience is afrayed, and geuyng vnto vs, that, that oure prayer dare not preſume to aſke: through Ieſus Chriſte our Lorde.


¶ The Epiſtle.
ii. Cor. iii SVche truſte haue through Chriſt to Godward, not that we are ſufficient of oure ſelues to thynke any thyng as of our ſelues, but yf we be hable vn­to any thyng, theſame cometh of God, which hathe made vs hable to miniſter the nawe Teſtamente, not of the letter, but of the ſpirite. For the letter killeth, but the ſpirite geueth lyfe: Yf the miniſtracion of death through the letters figured in ſtones, was glorious, ſo that the children of Iſ­rael could not behold the face of Moſes, for the glory of hys countenaunce (which glory is done away:) why ſhall not the miniſtracion of the ſpirite bee much more glorious? for yf the miniſtracion of condemnacyon bee gloryous, muche more doeth the miniſtracion of righteouſnes excede in glory.


¶ The Goſpell.
Mar. vii IEſus departed from the coaſtes of Tyre and Sy­don, and came vnto the ſea of Galile throughe the myddes of the Coaſtes of the.x. cityes. And they brought vnto him one that was deaffe, and had an impediment in his ſpeache, and they prayed hym to putte his hand vpon him. And when he had taken him aſyde from the people, he put hys fyngers into his eares, and did ſpyt, and [Page] touched his tong, and loked vp to heauen, & ſighed, and ſaid vnto hym: Ephata, that is to ſaye: be opened. And ſtrayght waye his eares were opened, and the ſtryng of hys tongue was loſed, and he ſpake playne. And he commaunded them that they ſhould tell no man. But the more he forbad them, ſo muche the more great deale they publiſhed, ſaying: He hath done all thynges well, he hath made both the deaffe to heare, and the dumme to ſpeake.

¶ The Collecte.
Almightie and merciful god, of whoſe only gift it cum­meth, that thy faythfull people doe vnto thee true and laudable ſeruice: graunte we beſeche thee, that we maye ſo tunne to thy heauenly promyſes, that we faile not finallye to attayne the ſame: Through Ieſus Chriſte our Lorde.


¶ The Epiſtle.
Gala. iii. TO Abraham and his ſede were the promyſes made. He faith, not in his ſeedes, many: but in thy ſede, as of one, which is Chriſt. Thys I ſay, that the law which began afterwarde, be­yonde .iiii. C. and xxx. yeres, doth not diſanull the Teſtament that was cōfirmed afore of god vnto Chriſt­warde, to make the promyſe of none effecte. For it ye inheri­taunce come of the lawe, it cometh not now of promyſe. But God gaue it to Abraham by promiſe. Wherefore thē ſerueth the law? The law was added becauſe of tranſgreſſion (tyll the ſede came, to whom the promiſe was made:) and it was ordained by Aungels in ye hande of a mediator. A mediator is not a mediator of one: But god is one. Is the law thē a­gainſt the promiſe of god? God forbid. For if there had been a lawe geuen whiche could haue geuen lyfe, then no doubte righteouſnes ſhould haue come by the law. But ye ſcripture concludeth all thynges vnder ſynne, that the promiſe by the fayth of Ieſus Chriſt, ſhoulde be geuen to thē that beleue.


¶ The Goſpell.
[Page]
Luke. x. HAppy are the eies which ſee ye thinges that ye ſee. For I tel you that many Prophetes and kinges haue deſired to ſe thoſe thinges which ye ſee, and haue not ſeen thē: and to heare thoſe thinges whiche ye heare, and haue not heard them. And beholde, a certayne lawyer ſtode vp and tempted hym, ſaying: Maiſter, what ſhal I doe to enherite eternall life? he ſaid vnto him: what is writtē in the law? how readeſt thou? and he aunſwered, & ſayd: Loue the lord thy god with al thy heart, and with al thy ſoule, & with all thy ſtrength and with al thi mind, and thy neighboure as thy ſelfe. And he ſaid vnto him: Thou haſt aūſwered right. This doe, and thou ſhall liue. But he willing to iuſtitie himſelf, ſaid vnto Ielus. And who is my neyghbour? Ieſus aunſwered, and ſayd: A certayn man deſcended frō Ieruſalem to Hiericho, and fell among theues, which robbed hym of his raiment, & wounded hym, and departed, leauing him halfe dead. And it chaunced ye there came down a certayne Prieſt thatſame way, & when he ſam him, he paſſed by. And likewyſe a Le­uite, when he went nie to the place, came and loked on hym, and paſſed by. But a certain Samaritaine as he iourneied came vnto him: and when he ſaw him, he had compaſſion on him, and went to, and bound vp his woundes, and powred in oile and wine, and ſet him on his own beaſt, & broughte hym to a common Inne, and made prouiſion for him. And on the morow whē he departed, he toke out two pence, and gaue thē to the hoſt, and ſaid vnto hym: Take cure of hym, and whatſoeuer thou ſpendeſt more, when I come againe, I wil recompence thee. Which now of theſe three thynkeſte thou was neighboure vnto him that fel among the theues? And he ſaid vnto hym: he that ſhewed mercy on hym. Then ſayd Ieſus to him: goe, and doe thou lykewyſe.

¶ The Collect.
ALmightie & euerlaſting god, geue vnto vs ye increaſe of faith, hope and charitie, and that we may obtayne [Page] that whiche thou dooeſte promyſe: make vs to loue that which thou doeſt commaunde, through Ieſus Chriſte oure Lorde.


¶ The Epiſtle.
Gala. v. I Saye, walke in the ſpirite, and fulfill not the luſt of the fleſhe. For the fleſhe luſteth cōtrary to the ſpirite, and ye ſpirite contrary to ye fleſh, theſe are contrary one to the other, ſo ye ye can not doe whatſoeuer ye would. But and yf ye be ledde of the ſpirite, then are ye not vnder the lawe. The dedes of the fleſh are manifeſt, whiche are theſe: adulterye, fornicaciō, vnclennes, wantonnes, worſhipping of ymages witchecraft, hatred, variaunce, zele, wrath, ſtryfe, ſediciōs, ſectes, enuying, murder, dronkennes, gluttonye, and ſuche lyke. Of the which I tel you before, as I haue tolde you in tymes paſt, that they whiche committe ſuche thynges, ſhall not be inheritours of the kyngdom of God. Contrarily, the fruite of the ſpirite is loue, ioie, peace, long ſuffering, gentil­nes, goodnes, faithfullnes, mekenes, temperaunce. Againſt ſuche there is no lawe. They truely that are Chriſtes, haue crucified the fleſhe with the affeccions and luſtes.


¶ The Goſpell.
Luke. xvii ANd it chaunced as Ieſus went to Ieruſalē, that he paſſed throughe Samaria & Galile. And as he entred into a certaine towne, there met him ten mē that wer lepers, whiche ſtode afarre of and put forth theyr voyces, and ſaid: Ieſus Maiſter haue mercy vpō vs. When he ſaw them, he ſaid vnto them: goe ſhew your ſelues vnto the Prieſtes. And it came to paſſe, that as they went they were clenſed. And one of them, when he ſaw that he was clenſed, turned backe agayne, and with a loude voice praiſed God, and fel down on his face at his fete, and gaue him thankes. And theſame was a Samaritain. And Ieſus aunſwered, & ſayd: Are there not ten clenſed? but where are thoſe nine? There are not founde that returned agayne to geue God prayſe, ſaue onely thys ſtraunger. And be ſayed vnto hym: Aryſe, goe thy waye, thy fayth hath made thee whole.

KEpe we beſeche thee, O Lorde, thy Churche wyth thy perpetual mercy: and becauſe the frailtie of man, with­out thee, cannot but fal: kepe vs euer by thy helpe, & leade vs to al thinges profitable to our ſaluaciō, through Ieſus Chriſt out Lorde, Amen.


¶ The Epiſtle.
Gala. vi. YE ſee howe large a letter I haue written to you with myne own hande. As many as deſyre with outwarde apperaunce to pleaſe carnally, theſame conſtrayne you to be circumcyſed, onely leſt they ſhould ſuffre perſecucion for the croſſe of Chriſte. For they themſelues whiche are circumciſed, kepe not the lawe, but deſyre to haue you circumciſed, ye they might reioice in your fleſhe. God forbid that I ſhould reioyce, but in the croſſe of our Lord Ieſu Chriſt, whereby the worlde is crucifyed vn­to me, and I vnto ye world. For in Chriſt Ieſu, neither cir­cumciſion auaileth any thyng at al, nor vncircumciſion, but a new creature. And as many as walke accordīg vnto this rule, peace be on thē, and mercy, and vpon Iſrael that per­taineth to God. From henceforth, let no man put me to bu­ſines: for I beare in my body the markes of the lord Ieſu. Brethren, the grace of our Lord Ieſu Chriſt be with youre ſpirite. Amen.


¶ The Goſpell.
Mat. vi. NO man can ſerue two Maiſters: for either he ſhall hate the one, and loue the other, or elles leane to the one, and deſpiſe ye other: ye cannot ſerue god and Mammō. Therefore I ſay vnto you: be not careful for your lyfe, what ye ſhall eate or drinke, nor yet for youre body, what raymente you ſhall putte on. Is not the lyfe more worth them meate? and the body more of value then raymente? Beholde the foules of ye ayre, for they ſowe not, neither doe thei reape, nor cary into the barnes: and your heauenly father fedeth them. Are ye not much better then they? Which of you (by takyng care­full thoughte) can adde one cubyte vnto hys ſtature. And [Page] why care ye for raymente? Conſidre the lilies of the fielde, how they growe: They laboure not, neither doe they ſpinne. And yet I ſaye vnto you, that euen Salomon in al his roy­altie, was not clothed lyke one of theſe. Wherefore yf God ſo clothe the graſſe of the field (which though it ſtande to daye, is to morowe caſt into the fornace:) ſhall he not muche more doe the ſame for you, O ye of litle faythe? Therefore take no thought, ſaying: what ſhal we eate, or what ſhal we drinke, or wherwith ſhall we be clothed? after all theſe thynges doe the Gentiles ſeke. For your heauēly father knoweth that ye haue nede of all theſe thynges. But rather ſeeke ye fyrſte the kingdom of God, and the ryghteouſneſſe therof, and al theſe thynges ſhall bee miniſtred vnto you. Care not then for the morowe, for to morow day ſhall care for it ſelfe: ſufficyente vnto the daye, is the trauaile therof.

¶ The Collecte.
LOrd we beſeche thee, lette thy continuall pitie clenſe and defende thy congregacion: and becauſe it cannot conty­nue in ſafetie withoute thy ſuccoure, preſerue it euermore by thy helpe and goodnes: through Ieſus Chriſt our Lorde.


¶ The Epiſtle.
Ephe. iii. I Deſire that you faint not becauſe of my tribu­lacions that I ſuffre for your ſakes, which is your praiſe. For this cauſe I bowe my knees vnto the father of oure Lorde Ieſus Chriſte, whiche is father of all that called father in heauen and in earth, that he woulde graunte you, accordyng to the riches of hys glory, that ye maye bee ſtrengthed with myghte by hys ſpirite in the inner man, that Chryſte may dwell in your heartes by faythe, that ye being rooted and grounded in loue, might be hable to comprehend with all Sainctes, what is the bredthe, lengthe, depthe, and height, and to know the excellent loue of the knowledge of Chriſte, that ye might be fulfilled with all fulneſſe, whyche cometh of God. Vnto hym that is hable to doe excedyng a­boundauntly aboue all that wee aſke or thinke, according to the power that worketh in vs, be prayſe in the congregacion [Page] by Chryſt Ieſus, throughout all generacyons from time to tyme. Amen.

Luke. vii ANd it fortuned, that Ieſus wente into a cytie cal­led Naim, and many of hys diſciples wente with hym and muche people. When he came nye to the gate of the citye: beholde, there was a dead man caryed oute, whyche was the onely ſonne of his mother, and ſhe was widowe, and muche people of the cytye was with her. And when the Lord ſaw her, had compaſſion on her, and ſayde vnto her: wepe not. And he came nye and touched the coffen, and they that bare hym ſtode ſtyll. And he ſayde: yong man, I ſaye vnto thee, aryſe. And he that was dead ſat vp, and beegan to ſpeake. And he delyuered hym to hys mo­ther. And there came a feare on them all. And they gaue the glory vnto God, ſaying: A great Prophet is riſen vp among vs, and God, hathe viſited hys people. And thys rumoure of hym went forthe throughout all Iewry, and throughout all the regions whyche lye rounde aboute.

LOrd, we pray thee that thy grace may alwayes preuent and folow vs, and make vs continually to be geuē to all good workes: throughe Ieſu Chriſt our Lorde.


¶ The Epiſtle.
Ephe. iiii I (Whiche am a prieſoner of the Lordes) exhort you, that ye walke worthy of the vocacyon wherwith ye are called, with all lowlines & mekenes, with humblenes of mynde, forbea­ryng one another through loue, and be diligēt to kepe the vnitie of the ſpirite, throughe the bonde of peace, beeyng one body and one ſpirite, euen as ye are called in one hope of youre callyng. Let there be but one Lorde, one faythe, one baptiſme, one God and father of all, whiche is aboue all, and througbe all, and in you all.


¶ The Goſpell.
[Page]
Luke. xiii IT chaunced that Ieſus wente into the houſe of one of the chiefe Phariſeis, to eate bread on the Sabboth day, and they watched him. And beholde, there was a certayne man before him which had the dropſye. And Ieſus anſwered, and ſpake vnto the Lawiers and Phariſeis, ſaying: Is it lawfull to heale on the Sabboth daye? And they helde their peace. And he toke hym and healed hym, and let hym goe, and aunſwered them, ſaying: which of you ſhal haue an Aſſe or an Oxe fallen into a pitte, and wil not ſtrayght way pull hym out on the Sabboth day? And they coulde not aunſwer hym agayn to theſe thynges. He put foorth alſo a ſimilitude to the geaſtes, whē he marked how they preaced to be in the higheſt roumes, and ſayd vnto them: when thou art bidden to a wedding of any man, ſyt not downe in the hieſt roume, leſt a more honorable man then thou be biddē of hym, and he (that bad him and thee) come and ſay to thee: geue this man roume, and thou begin with ſhame to take ye loweſt roume. But rather when thou arte bidden, goe and ſit in the loweſt roume, that when he that bad thee cometh, he may ſaye vnto thee: frend, ſit vp hyer. Then ſhalt thou haue worſhip in the preſence of them that ſit at meate with thee. For whoſoeuer exalteth himſelfe, ſhall bee broughte lowe, and he that hum­bleth himſelfe, ſhalbe exalted.

¶ The Collect.
LOrd, we beſeche thee graunte thy people grace to auoid the infeccions of the deuil, and with pure hearte & mind, to folow thee, the onely god: through Ieſus Chriſt our lord.


¶ The Epiſtle.
i. Corin. i I Thanke my god alwayes on your behalfe, for the grace of god which is geuē you by Ieſus. Chriſt, that in all thynges yeare made ryche by him, in al vtteraunce, and in all knowledge: by the whyche thynges the teſtimonye of Ieſus Chriſte was confyrmed in you, ſo that ye are behynde in no gyfte, waytyng for the ap­pearyng of oure Lorde Ieſus Chryſte, whyche ſhall alſo [Page] ſtrength you, to the ende that you maye bee blameies in the day of the comyng of our Lorde Ieſus Chriſte.


¶ The Goſpell.
Mat. xxii WHen the Phariſeis had heard that Ieſus dyd put the Saduceis to ſilence, they came toge­ther: and one of them (whiche was a doctor of law) aſked him a queſtion, tempting him, and ſaying: Maiſter, whiche is the greateſt com­maundemente in the lawe? Ieſus ſayde vnto him: Thou ſhalt loue the Lord thy God with all thy heart, and with all thy ſoule, and with all thy mynde. This is the firſt and greateſt commaundemente. And the ſecond is lyke vnto it: Thou ſhalt loue thy neyghbour as thy ſelf. In theſe two commaundementes hang all the lawe and the Pro­phetes. Whyle the Phariſeis were gathered together, Ieſus aſked them, ſaying: what thinke ye of Chriſt? whoſe ſonne is he? They ſayde vnto him: the ſonne of Dauid. He ſayde vnto them: how then doeth Dauid in ſpirite cal him Lord, ſaying: The Lorde ſayd vnto my Lorde, ſit thou on my righte hand tyll I make thine enemies thy foteſtole. If Dauid then call hym Lord, how is he then his ſonne? And no man was hable to aunſwer him any thing, neither durſt any man (from that daye foorth) aſke hym any moe queſtions.

¶ The Collect.
O God, foraſmuch as withoute thee, we are not hable to pleaſe thee: Graūt that the working of thy mercy, may in all thynges direct and rule out heartes: Throughe Ieſus Chriſt our Lorde.


¶ The Epiſtle.
Eph. iiii. THis I ſaye and teſtifie throughe the Lord, that ye hencefoorthe walke not as other Gentyles walke, in vanitye of theyr mynde, whyle they are blynded in theyr vnderſtanding, beeyng farre from a Godly lyfe, by the meanes of the ignoraunce that is in them, and becauſe of the blyndneſſe of theyr heartes, whiche beeyng paſt repentaunce, haue geuen [Page] themſelues ouer vnto wantonnes, to woorke all maner of vnclennes, euen with gredines. But ye haue not ſo learned Chriſte. If ſo bee that ye haue hearde of hym, and haue been taught in him, as the trueth is in Ieſu (as concerning ye con­uerſacion in times paſt) to lay from you the olde man, whiche is corrupt, according to the deceiuable luſtes. To be renued alſo in the ſpirite of your mind, and to put on that new man whiche after God is ſhapen in righteouſnes and true holy­nes. Wherfore put a way lying, and ſpeake euery man truth vnto hys neighbour, foraſmuche as we are membres one of another. Be angry & ſinne not: Let not the ſunne go downe vpon youre wrathe, neither geue place to the backbyter. Let hym that ſtole, ſteale nomore: but let hym rather laboure with his handes the thing which is good, that he may geue vnto him that nedeth. Let no filthy communicacion procede out of your mouth, but that which is good to edifye withal, as ofte as nede is, that it may minſter grace vnto the hea­ters. And grieue not the holye ſpirite of God, by whom ye are ſealed vnto the day of redempcion. Let all bitternes, and fiercenes, and wrath, and roaryng, and curſed ſpeakyng, be put awaye from you, with al maliciouſnes. Be ye curteous one to another, mercyfull, forgeuyng one another, euen as God for Chriſtes ſake hath forgeuen you.


¶ The Goſpell.
Math. ix. IEſus entred into a ſhyp, & paſſed ouer, and came into hys owne citie: And beholde, they brought to hym a man ſicke of the paulſey, lying in a bedde. And when Ieſus ſawe the fayth of them, he ſayde to the ſycke of the Paulſey: Sonne, bee of good there, thy ſinnes bee forgeuen thee. And behold, certayn of the Scribes ſayde within themſelues this man blaſphmeth. And when Ieſus ſawe theyr thoughtes, he ſayd: wherefore thinke ye e­uill in youre heartes? Whether is it eaſier to ſay, thy ſinnes bee forgeuen thee, or to ſaye, aryſe and walke? But that ye maye knowe that the ſonne of man hathe power to forgeue ſinnes in earth. Then ſayeth he to the ſicke of the Paulſey: Aryſe, take vp thy bed and goe vnto thyne houſe. And he [Page] aroſe and departed to his houſe: But the people that ſaw it, meruayled, and glorified God, which hath geuen ſuch pow­er vnto menne.

¶ The Collecte.
ALmighty and merciful God, of thy bountifull goodnes Kepe vs from all thinges that may hurt vs: that we be­ing ready both in body and ſoule, maye with fre heartes ac­compliſhe thoſe thinges that thou wouldeſt haue done: tho­row Ieſus Chriſte oure Lorde.


¶ The Epiſtle.
Ephe. v TAke hede therfore, howe ye walke, circumſpectly, not as vnwyſe, but as wiſe menne, redemyng the time, becauſe the dayes are euill. Wherefore bee ye not vnwiſe, but vnderſtande what the will of the Lorde is, and bee not dronken with wine, wherin is exceſſe. But be fylled with the ſpirite, ſpeakyng vnto your ſelues in Pſalmes and Nimnes, and ſpirituall ſonges, ſyngyng and makyng melody to the lord in your heartes, geuing thankes alwayes for all thynges vnto God the father, in the name of our Lorde Ieſus Chryſte: ſubmitting your ſelues one to a­nother in the feare of God.


¶ The Goſpell.
Mat. xxii IEſus ſaide to hys diſciples: The kingdome of hea­uen is like vnto a man that was a Kyng, whyche made a mariage for his ſonne, and ſent furthe hys ſeruauntes to call them that were bydden to the wedding, and they would not come. Agayne he ſent furth o­ther ſeruauntes, ſaying: Tell them whiche are bidden: bee­holde, I haue prepared my diner, myne Oxen and my fat­lynges are kylled, and all thynges are ready, come vnto the manage. But they made lyght of it, and went theyr wayes: One to hys farme place, another to his marchaundiſe, and the remnaunt toke his ſeruauntes, & intreated them ſhame­fully, and flewe them. But when the kyng heard thereof, he was wroth, and ſente furth his men of warre, and deſtroied thoſe murtherers, and brēt vp theyr city. Then ſaid he to his [Page] ſeruauntes: the mariage in dede is prepared, but they whiche were bidden, were not worthy: Goe ye therfore oute into the hye wayes, and as many as ye fynd, byd them to the mari­age. And the ſeruauntes went furth into the hye wayes, and gathered together all, as many as they coulde fynde, bothe good and bad, and ye wedding was furniſhed with geaſtes. Then the kyng came in to ſee the geaſtes: and when he ſpy­ed there a man, whiche had not on a wedding garmente, he ſaid vnto hym: frend, how cameſt thou in hither, not hauing a wedding garment? And he was euen ſpecheles. Then ſaid the king to the miniſters: take and bind him hand and foote, and caſt hym into vtter darkenes, there ſhalbe wepyng and gnaſhyng of teeth. For many bee called, but few are choſen.



The .xxi. Sundaye aftter Trinitie.
¶ The Collecte.
GRaunte we beſeche thee, mercifull Lorde, to thy fayth­full people, pardon and peace, that they maye be clen­ſed from all theyr ſinnes, and ſerue thee with a quiet mynde: through Ieſus Chriſte oure Lorde.


¶ The Epiſtle.
Ephe. vi. MY brethren, bee ſtrong throughe the Lorde, and through the power of hys myghte: Put on all the armour of God, that ye may ſtand againſt all the aſſaultes of the deuill: for we wreſtle not agaynſte bloud and fleſhe, but againſt rule, againſte power, agaynſte worldlye rulers, euen gouernours of the darkenes of thys worlde, againſte ſpirituall craftines in heauenlye thynges. Therefore, take vnto you the whole armour of God, that ye may be hable to reſiſte in the euyll day, and ſtande perfect in all thynges. Stande therfore, and your loynes gyrd with the trueth, hauyng on the breſtplate of ryghteouſneſſe and hauyng ſhooes on youre feete, that ye maye bee prepared for the goſpell of peace. Aboue all, take to you the ſhyelde of faythe, wherewith ye maye quenche all the fyery dartes of the wicked. And take the helmet of ſaluacyon, and the ſweord of the ſpirite, which is the worde of God. And pray alwaies with all maner of prayer and ſupplycacion in the ſpirite, and [Page] watche therunto with all inſtaunce and ſupplicacion, for all ſainctes and for me, that vtteraunce may be geuen vnto me, that I may open my mouthe freely, to vtter the ſecretes of my goſpell (wherof I am a meſſenger in bondes) that there­in I may ſpeake freely, as I ought to ſpeake.


¶ The Goſpell.
Iohn. iiii THere was a certayn ruler, whoſe ſōne was ſycke at Capernaū. A ſſone as theſame hearde, that Ie­ſus was come out of Iewry into Galile, he went vnto him, and beſought him that he woulde come downe and heale his ſonne. For he was euen at the poynte of death. Then ſaid Ieſus vnto him: except ye ſee ſignes and wonders, ye will not beleue. The ruler ſayd vnto hym: Sir, come downe or euer that my ſonne dye. Ieſus ſayeth vnto him: Goe thy waye, thy ſonne liueth. The man beeleued the word that Ieſus had ſpoken vnto him: & he went his way. And as he was going downe, the ſeruauntes met hym, and tolde hym ſaying: thy ſonne liueth. Then enquired be of thē the houre when he began to amende. And they ſayde vnto him: yeſterday at the ſeuenth houre the feuer lefte him. So ye father knewe that it was the ſame houre in the whych Ie­ſus ſayde vnto him, thy ſonne liueth: and he beleued, and all his houſholde. This is agayn the ſecond miracle that Ieſus did, when he was come out of Iewry into Galile.

¶ The Collecte.
LOrde, we beſeche thee to kepe thy houſhold the churche, in continuall godlines, that through thy proteccyon, it maye bee free from all aduerſities, and deuoutlye geuen to ſerue thee in good workes, to the glory of thy name: Tho­row Ieſus Chriſt our Lorde.


¶ The Epiſtle.
Philip. i. I Thanke my God with all remēbraunce of you al­wayes in al my prayers for you, & pray with glad­nes, becauſe ye are come into the felowſhip of the goſpell, frō the firſteday vntil now. And am ſurely certified of thys, that he which hath begon a good worke in [Page] you, shall perfourme it vntil the day of Ieſus Chriſte as it becometh me, that I ſhoulde ſo iudge of you all, becauſe I haue you in my heart: foraſmuch as ye are al companions of grace with me, euē in my bondes, and in the defending and eſtabliſhing of the goſpel: for god is my recorde how great­ly I long after you all, from the very heart roote in Ieſus Chriſte. And thys I praye, that your loue may encreaſe yet more and more in knowledge, and in al vnderſtanding, that ye may accept the thynges that are moſt excellent, yt ye may be pure and ſuch as offende no man, vntil the day of Chriſt, beeing filled with the fruite of righteouſnes, which cometh by Ieſus Chriſt, vnto the glory and prayſe of God.


¶ The Goſpell.
Mathew. xviii. PEter ſaid vnto Ieſus: Lord, how oft ſhal I for­geue my brother if he ſinne againſt me, till ſeuen times? Ieſus ſaith vnto him: I ſay not vnto the, vntil ſeuen times, but ſeuenty times ſeuē times. Therefore is the kyngdome of heauen lykened vnto a certayne man: that was a kyng, whiche would take accoumptes of his ſeruaūtes. And whē he had begon to rec­kon, one was brought vnto him, which ought him ten thou­ſand talētes: but foraſmuch as he was not hable to pay, his lord commaunded him to be ſolde, and his wife and childrē, and all that he had, and payment to be made. The ſeruaunt fel down, & beſought him, ſaying: Syr, haue pacience wyth me, and I wil pay thee al. Then had the lord pietie on that ſeruaunt, and loſed him, and forgaue him the debte. So the ſame ſeruaunt went out, & found one of his felowes which ought him an hundred pence, and he laid handes on hym, & toke him by the throte, ſaying: pay that thou oweſt. And his felow fel down & beſought hym, ſaying: haue pacience with me, and I wil pay thee all. And he would not, but went & caſt him into prieſō, til he ſhould pay the debte. So whē his felowes ſaw what was done they wer very ſory, and came and tolde vnto their Lord all that had happened. Then his Lord called him, and ſayd vnto hym. O thou vngracious ſeruaunt, I forgaue thee al that debte when thou deſiredſt [Page] me: ſhouldeſt not thou alſo haue had cōpaſſion on thy felow; euen as I had pietie on thee? And his lord was wroth, and deliuered him to the Tailers, til he ſhould pay all that was due vnto him. So likewiſe ſhal my heauēly father doe alſo vnto you, if ye from your heartes forgeue not (euery one his brother) their treſpaſſes.



The .xxiii. Sunday after Trinitie
¶ The Collecte.
GOd our refuge and ſtrength, whiche art the author of al godlynes, be ready to heare the deuoute prayers of the Churche: and graunt that thoſe thinges which we aſke faythfully, we maye obtayne effectually: Through Ieſus Chriſt our Lorde.


¶ The Epiſtle.
Phil. iii. BRethren, be folowers together of me, & looke on them whiche walke euen ſo as ye haue vs for an enſample. For many walke (of whō I haue told you often, and now tel you weping) that they are the enemies of ye croſſe of Chriſt whoſe ende is damnaciō whoſe bely is their God, and glo­ry to their ſhame, which are worldly minded. But our con­uerſacion is in heauē, from whence we loke for the ſauiour, euen the Lorde Ieſus Chriſt, which ſhal chaunge our vile body, ye he may make it lyke vnto his glorious bodye: accor­dyng to the working, wherby he is hable alſo to ſubdue all thynges vnto hymſelfe.


¶ The Goſpell.
Mat. xxii THen the phariſeis weut out, & toke counſaill how they might tāgle him in his wordes. And they ſent out vnto him their diſciples with He­rodes ſeruauntes, ſaying: Maſter, we knowe that thou art true, & teacheſt the way of god truely, nether careſt thou for any mā: for thou regardeſt not the outward apearaūnce of men. Tei vs therefore, how thin­keſt thou? Is it lawful that tribute be geuē vnto Ceſar, or not? But Ieſus perceiuing their wickendnes ſaid: why tēpt ye me ye ypocrites? Shew me the tribute moneye. And they [Page] toke hym a peny. And he ſaid vnto thē: whoſe is this image and ſuperſcripcion? they ſayd vnto him: Ceaſars. Then ſaid he vnto them geue therefore vnto Ceaſar, the thinges which are Ceaſars: and vnto god, thoſe thinges whiche are gods. When they heard theſe wordes, thei merueiled, and left him, and went theyr waye.



¶ The .xxiiii. Sunday after Trinitie.
¶ The Collecte.
LOrd, we beſeche thee aſſoile thy people frō their offen­ces: that through thy bountifull goodnes, we maye be deliuered from the bandes of all thoſe ſynnes, which by our frailtie we haue committed: Graunt this. &c.


¶ The Epiſtle.
Coloſſi. i. WE geue thankes to God, the father of our Lorde Ieſus Chriſt, alwaies for you in our prayers: for we haue heard of your fayth in Chriſt Ieſu, and of the loue which ye beare to all ſainctes, for the hopes ſake whiche is layed vp in ſtore for you in heauen: of which hope ye heard before by the true worde of the goſpel, which is come vnto you euen as it as, fruitfull, and grow­eth as it is alſo among you, from the daye in the whiche ye heard of it, and had experience in the grace of god thoughe ye truth, as ye learned of Epaphra our deare felow ſeruaūt, which is for you a faithfull miniſter of Chriſte, whiche alſo declared vnto vs your loue which ye haue in ye ſpirite. For thys cauſe we alſo, euer ſence the daye we hearde of it, haue not ceaſed to praye for you, & to deſire that ye might be ful­filled with the knowledge of hys wyl, in all wyſedome and ſpiritual vnderſtanding, that ye might walke worthi of the Lord, that in all thynges ye may pleaſe, being fruitful in all good woorkes, and increaſyng in the knowledge of God, ſtrengthéd with al might, through his glorious power, vn­to all pacience and long ſuffering, with joyefulnes, geuing thankes vnto the father, whiche hath made vs mete to bee partakers of the inheritaunce of ſainctes in lyght.

Math. ix. WHyle Ieſus ſpake vnto ye people: behold, there came a certain ruler and worſhipped him, ſay­ing: my daughter is euen nowe deceaſed, but come & lay thy hand vpō her, and ſhe ſhal liue. And Ieſus aroſe and folowed him, and ſo did his diſciples. And beholde, a woman whiche was diſeaſed with an iſſue of bloud twelue yeres, came behind him and touched the hemme of his veſture. For ſhe ſayed within her ſelfe: If I maye touche but euen his veſture onelye, I ſhal be ſafe. But Ieſus turned him about, and whē he ſaw her, he ſayed: daughter, be of good comfort, thy fayth hath made thee ſafe. And the woman was made whole euen the ſame time. And whē Ieſus came into the rulers houſe, and ſaw the mynſtrelles and people makyng a noyſe, he ſayed vnto them: geat you hence, for the mayde is not dead, but ſlepeth. And they laughed him to ſcorne. But when the people were put forth, he went in, and toke her by the hande, and ſayed: damoſell ariſe. And the damoſel aroſe. And this noyſe was abrode in all that lande.



¶ The .xxv. Sunday after Trinitie.
¶ The Collect.
STiere vp we beſeche thee, O lord, the willes of thy faith­full people: that thei plenteouſly bringing forth the fruite of good woorkes, maye of thee bee plenteouſlye rewarded: through Ieſus Chriſt our Lorde.


¶ The Epiſtle.
Ier. xxiii. BEholde, the tyme commeth, ſayeth the Lord, that I wil rayſe vp the righteous braunche of Dauid, whiche king ſhall beare rule, and he ſhall proſper with wiſedome, and ſhall ſette vp equitie and ryghteouſneſſe agayne in earth. In his tune ſhall Iuda be ſaued, and Iſraell ſhall dwell withoute feare. And thys is the name that they ſhall call hym, euen the LORDE oure ryghteouſneſſe: and therefore behold, the time commeth ſayeth the Lorde, that it ſhall bee no more ſayede, the Lorde lyueth whiche broughte the children of Iſrael oute of the lande of Egipte: But the Lorde lyueth whiche broughte [Page] forth and lead the ſeede of the houſe of Iſrael oute of the North land, and from al contreyes where I haue ſcattered them, and thye ſhall dwell in theyr owne lande agayne.


¶ The Goſpell.
Iohn. vi. WHen Ieſus lift vp his eyes, and ſaw a great com­pany come vnto him, he ſaith vnto Philip: whēce ſhall we bye bread that theſe maye eate? This he ſayd to proue him, for he himſelfe knewe what he woulde dooe. Philip aunſwered hym: two hundreth peny­worth of bread are not ſufficient for them, that euerye man may take a little. One of his diſciples (Andrew, Sunō Pe­ters brother) ſayed vnto hym. There is a lad here, whiche hath fiue barley loaues and two fiſhes: but what are they among ſo many? And Ieſus ſaid: make ye people ſit downe: There was much graſſe in ye place. So the men ſate down, in numbre about fiue thouſand. And Ieſus toke the bread, and when he had geuen thankes, he gaue to the diſciples, & the diſciples to them that were ſet downe. And likewyſe of the fiſſhes as much as they would. When they had eaten y­noughe, he ſayeth vnto hys diſciples: Gather vp the broken meate which remayneth, that nothing be loſt. And they ga­thered it together, and filled twelue baſkets with the bro­ken meate of the fiue barley loaued, whiche broken meate remayned vnto them that had eaten. Then thoſe men (when they had ſeen the miracle that Ieſus did) ſayd: this is of a trueth theſame prophete that ſhould come into the worlde.

Yf there be any moe Sundaies beefore Aduente Sunday, to ſupply theſame, ſhalbe taken the ſeruice of ſome of thoſe Sundaies that were omitted betwene the Epiphanie and Septuageſima.


¶ Sainct Andrewes daye.
¶ The Collect.
ALmightie god, which didſt geue ſuche grace vnto thy holy Apoſtle Sainct Andrewe, that he redely obeyed the calling of thy ſonne Ieſus Chriſte, & folowed him with­out delaye: Graunte vnto vs al, that we being called by thy holy word, may furth with geue ouer our ſelues, obedyently to folowe thy holy commaundementes: throughe the ſame [Page] Ieſus Chriſt our Lorde.


¶ The Epiſtle.
Roma. x. IF thou knowledge with thy mouth that Ieſus is the lord, and belieue in thy heart that god rai­ſed him vp from death: thou ſhalte be ſafe. For to belieue with the hearte iuſtifieth, and to knowe­ledge with the mouth, maketh a man ſafe. For the ſcripture faieth: whoſoeuer belieueth on him, ſhal not be confounded. There is no difference betwene the Iewe and the Gentile. For one is Lord of all, which is riche vnto al that cal vpon hym. For whoſoeuer doeth call on the name of the Lorde, ſhalbe ſafe. How then ſhall they call on him, on whom they haue not beleued? How ſhal they belieue on him, on whom they haue not heard? How ſhall they heare without a prea­cher? And howe ſall they preache, without they be ſent? As it is written: howe beautifull are the fete of them whiche bring tidinges of peace, and bryng tydinges of good thyn­ges? But the haue not all obeyed to the goſpell. For Eſay ſayth: Lord, who hath belieued our ſayinges? ſo then fayth cometh by hearyng, and hearyng commeth by the worde of God. But I aſke: haue they not heard? no doubt their ſound went out into all landes, and their wordes into the endes of worlde. But I demaund whether Iſrael did knowe or not? Fyrſt Moſes ſaieth: I will prouoke you to enuy, by them that are no people, by a fooliſhe nacion I wyll anger you. Eſay after that is bolde, and ſayeth: I am founde of them that ſoughte me not: I am many feſte vnto them that aſked not after me. But agaynſte Iſrael he ſayeth: All day long haue I ſtretched forth my handes vnto a people that belieueth not, but ſpeaketh agaynſte me.


¶ The Goſpell.
Mat. iiii. AS Ieſus walked by the Sea of Galile, he ſawe two brethren: Simon whiche was called Peter, and Andrew his brother, caſtyng a nette into the Sea, (for they were fiſſhers) and he ſayeth vnto them: folowe me, and I wil make you to become fiſſhers of men. And they ſtreight waye left their nettes and folowed [Page] him. And when he was gone furth from thence, he ſawe o­ther two brethen, Iames the ſonne of zebede, and Iohn hys brother, in the ſhip with zebede their father mendyng their nettes, and he called them. And they immediatly lefte the ſhip and their father, and folowed him.



Sainct Thomas the Apoſtle.
¶ The Collecte.
ALmighty euerliuing god, which for the more confirma­cion of the faith, didſt ſuffre thy holy Apoſtle Thomas to be doubtful in thy ſonnes reſurreccion: graunt vs ſo per­fectly, and without all doubt to beleue in thy ſonne Ieſus Chriſt, that our fayth in thy ſyght neuer be reproued: heare vs, O lord through the ſame Ieſus Chriſt: to whom wyth thee and the holy goſt be all honour. &c.


¶ The Epiſtle.
Ephe. ii. NOwe are ye not ſtraungers, nor foreyners, but ci­tezens with the ſainctes, and of the houſholde of God: and are built vpon the foundacion of the A­poſtles and Prophetes, Ieſus Chrſt himſelf be­ing the head corner ſtone: in whom what building ſoeuer is coupled together, it groweth vnto an holy temple of the Lord: in whom alſo ye are built together, to be an habitaci­on of God through the holy goſt.


¶ The Goſpell.
Iohn. xx. THomas one of the twelue, which is called Didi­mus, was not with them when Ieſus came. The other diſciples therefore ſayd vnto him: we haue ſeen the Lord. But he ſayd vnto them: except I ſee in hys handes the prynte of the nayles, and put my fynger into the printe of the nayles and thruſte my hande into hys ſyde, I will not beleue. And after eight dayes, agayne hys diſciples were within, and Thomas with thē. Then came Ieſus when the doores were ſhut, and ſtode in the middes and ſayed: Peace bee vnto you. And after that, he ſayed to Thomas: bryng the fynger hyther, and ſee my handes, and reache hyther thy hande, and thruſt it into my ſyde, and bee not faythleſſe but beleuyng. Thomas aunſwered, and [Page] ſayd vnto him: my lord and my god. Ieſus ſaid vnto hym: Thomas, becauſe thou haſt ſeē me, thou haſt beleued: bleſ­ſed are they that haue not ſeen, and yet haue beeleued. And many other ſignes truly did Ieſus in the preſence of his diſ­ciples, which are not written in this boke. Theſe are writ­ten that ye might beleue that Ieſus Chryſte is the ſonne of God, and that (in beleuing) ye might haue lyfe through his name.



The conuerſion of Sainct Paule.
¶ The Collect.
GOd whiche haſt taught al the world, throughe yt prea­ching of thy bleſſed Apoſtle Saincte Paul: Graūt we beſeche thee, that we which haue his wonderful conuertion in remembraunce, may folowe and fulfyll thy holy doctryne that he taught: through Ieſu Chriſt our Lorde.


¶ The Epiſtle.
Actes. ix. ANd Saule yet breathyng oute threatninges and ſlaughter againſt the diſciples of the lorde: wente vnto ye hie prieſt, & deſired of him letters to carye to Damaſco to the Sinagoges, yt yf he founde a­ny of this way (were they men or women) he myght bring them bound to Ieruſalem. And when he iourneyed, it for­tuned yt as he was come nigh to Damaſco, ſodeynly there ſhined round aboute him a light from heauē, & he fel to the earth, and heard a voyce ſaying to hym: Saul, Saul, why perſecuteſt thou me? And he ſayed: what art thou lord? And the Lorde ſayd: I am Ieſus whom thou perſecuteſt. It is hard for thee to kicke againſt the pricke. And he both trem­bling and aſtonied, ſayd: Lord, what wilt thou haue me to doe? And the Lorde ſayed vnto him: aryſe, and goe into the citie, and it ſhalbe tolde thee what thou muſt doe. The men which iourneyed with him, ſtode amaſed, hearing a voyce but ſeeying no man. And Saule aroſe from the earth, and when he opened his eyes, he ſawe no manne: But they lead hym by the hande, and broughte him into Damaſco. And he was three dayes wythoute ſyghte, and neyther dyd eate nor drynke. And there was a certayne Diſciple [Page] at Damaſco, named Ananias: and to him ſaid the Lord in a viſion: Ananias? and he ſayd: beholde, I am here Lord. And the lord ſaid vnto him: ariſe and goe into the ſtrete (which is called ſtreight) and ſeke in the houſe of Iudas, after one cal­led Saule of Tharſus. For behold, he praieth, and hath ſeen in a vision, a man named Ananias, comming in to him and puttyng his handes on him, that he might receiue his ſight. Then Ananias aunſwered: Lord, I haue heard by many of this man, how much euil he hath done to thy ſainctes at Ie­ruſalem: & here he hathe auctority of the hie prieſtes, to binde all that call on thy name. The Lorde ſaide vnto him: go thy way, for he is a choſen veſſell vnto me, to beare my name be­fore the Gentiles, and kinges, and the childrē of Iſrael. For I will ſhew him how great thynges he muſte ſuffre for my names ſake. And Ananias went his way, & entred into the houſe, and put his handes on him, and ſayd: brother Saule, the lord that appeared vnto thee in the waie as thou cameſt, hath ſent me, that thou mighteſt receiue thy ſight, and be fil­led with the holy goſte. And immediatly there fell from hys eyes as it had been ſcales, and he receyued ſight, and aroſe, & was baptiſed, and receyued meate, and was comforted. Thē was Saule a certayne dayes with the Diſciples whyche were at Damaſco. And ſtreight way he preached Chrſte in the Sinagogues, how that he was the ſonne of God. But al that heard him were amaſed, and ſayd: is not this he that ſpoyled them whiche called on this name in Ieruſalem, and came hither for that intent, that he might bring them bound vnto thehye Prieſtes? But Saule encreaſed the more in ſtrengthe and confounded the Iewes which dwelt at Da­maſco, affirming that this was very Chriſt.


¶ The Goſpell.
Mat. xix. PEter aunſwered, and ſaid vnto Ieſus: behold, we haue forſaken all and folowed thee: what ſhall we haue therfore? Ieſus ſayd vnto them: Verely I ſay vnto you, that when the ſonne of man ſhal ſit in the ſeat of his Maieſtie, ye that haue folowed me in the regeneracion, ſhall ſyt alſo vpon .xii [Page] ſeates, & iudge the twelue tribes of Iſrael. And euerye one that forſaketh houſe, or brethrē, or ſiſters, or father, or mo­ther, or wyfe, or children, or landes, for my names ſake, ſhall receyue an hundreth folde, & ſhall inherite euerlaſtyng lyfe. But many that are fyrſte ſhalbe laſt, & the laſt ſhalbe fyrſte.



¶ The purificacion of Sainct Mary the virgin.
¶ The Colleſte.
ALmightie and euerlaſtyng God, we humblye beeſeche thy Maieſtie, that as thy onelye begotten ſonne was this day preſented in the Temple, in ſubſtaunce of our fleſh: ſo graunt that we may be preſented vnto thee with pure and cleare mindes: By Ieſus Chriſt our Lorde.


¶ The Epiſtle.
¶ The ſame that is appoynted for the Sundaye.


¶ The Goſpel.
Luke. ii. WHen the tyme of theyr Purificacion (after the law of Moſes) was come, they brought him to Ieru­ſalem, to preſent him to the Lorde (as it is written in the lawe of the Lord: euery man child that firſte openeth the matrix, ſhalbe called holy to the Lorde:) and to offre (as it is ſayde in the law of the Lorde) a payre of turtle Dooues, or two yong Pigeons. And behold, there was a man in Hieruſalem, whoſe name was Simeon. And the ſame man was iuſt and godly, and loked for the conſolacy­on of Iſrael, and the holi goſt was in him. And an aunſwer had he receiued of the holy goſt, that he ſhould not ſee death, except he fyrſt ſaw the Lorde Chriſt. And he came by inſpi­racyon into the temple.



¶ Sainct Mathies daye.
¶ The Collecte.
ALmightye God, whiche in the place of the traitor Iu­das dydſt choſe thy faythfull ſeruaunte Mathie to be of the numbre of thy twelue Apoſtles: Graunt that thy church beyng alway preſerued from falſe Apoſtles, maye bee orde­red and guyded by faythful and true paſtors: throughe Ie­ſus Chriſte our Lorde.


¶ The Epiſtle.

Actes. i. IN thoſe dayes Peter ſtode vp in the middes of the diſciples, and ſaid: the numbre of names that were together, were about an hundred and .xx. Ye men & brethren, this ſcripture muſt nedes haue been ful­filled, whiche the holy ghoſt, throughe the mouth of Dauid, ſpake before of Iudas, whiche was guide to them that toke Ieſus. For he was noumbred with vs, and had obteined fe­lowſhip in this miniſtracion. And the ſame hath now poſſeſ­ſed a plat of ground, with the reward of iniquitie: and whē he was hāged, burſt a ſunder in the middes, & al his bowels guſhed out. And it was knowen vnto all the inhabiters of Hieruſalem: inſomuche that the ſame fielde is called in theyr mother tongue, Acheldama, that is to ſay: the bloudy fielde. For it is written in the boke of Pſalmes: his habitacyon bee voyde, and no man be dwelling therin, & his biſſhoprike let another take. Wherfore, of theſe men whyche haue compa­nied with vs (all the tyme that the Lorde Ieſus had al hys conuerſaciō among vs, beginning at the Baptiſme of Iohn vnto that ſame day, that he was takē vp from vs) muſt one be ordeined, to be a witnes with vs of his reſurreccion. And they appoynted two, Ioſeph whyche is called Barſabas (whoſe ſirname was Iuſtus) and Mathias. And whē they praied, they ſaid: Thou Lord whiche knoweſt the heartes of all men, ſhew whether of theſe two thou haſt choſen, that he may take the roume of this miniſtraciō and Apoſtleſhip, frō whiche Iudas by tranſgreſſion fell, that he might go to hys owne place. And they gaue forth their lottes, & the lot fel on Mathias, and he was coumpted with the eleuen Apoſtles.


¶ The Goſpell.
Math. xi. IN that tyme Ieſus aunſwered, and ſayde: I thanke thee (O father) Lorde of heauen & earth, beecauſe thou haſte hyd theſe thynges from the wiſe and prudente, and haſt ſhewed them vnto babes: verely father, euen ſo was it thy good pleaſure. All thynges are geuen vnto me of my father, And no man knoweth the ſonne, but the father: neyther knoweth [Page] any man the father, ſaue the ſonne, and he to whōsoeuer the ſonne wil open him. Come vnto me al ye that labour and are laden, and I wil eaſe you. Take my yoke vpon you & learne of me, for I am meke & lowly in hearte, and ye ſhal fynd reſt vnto your ſoules: for my yoke is eaſy, and my burdē is light.



¶ The annunciacion of the virgin Mary.
¶ The Collecte.
WE beſeche thee lord, powre thy grace into our heartes, that as we haue knowen Chriſt thy ſones incarnacy­on, by the meſſage of an Angle, ſo by his croſſe and paſſion, we maye bee broughte vnto the glorye of hys reſurreccyon: Through the ſame Chriſt our Lorde.


¶ The Epiſtle.
Eſay. vii GOd ſpake once agayne vnto Ahaz, ſaying: requyre a token of the Lord thy god, whether it be toward the depthe beneathe, or towarde the heyght aboue. Then ſayde Ahaz: I wil require none, nether wyll I tempt the Lorde. And he ſayde: hearken to, ye of the houſe of Dauid: is it not inough for you, that ye bee greuous vnto men, but ye muſte greue my GOD alſo? And therefore the Lord ſhall geue you a token: Behold, a virgin ſhal conceiue and beare a ſonne, & thou his mother ſhall call his name E­manuel. Butter and hony ſhall he eate, that he may knowe to refuſe the euyll, and chooſe the good.


¶ The Goſpell.
Luke. i. ANd in the ſixth moneth, the Aungel Gabriel was ſent from God vnto a citie of Galili, named Na­zareth, to a virgin ſpouſed to a man whoſe name was Ioſeph, of the houſe of Dauid, & the virginſ name was Mary. And the Aungel went in vnto her, & said: Haile ful of grace ye lord is with thee: bleſſed art thou amog women. When ſhe ſaw him, ſhe was abaſhed at his ſaying, and caſt in her minde what maner of ſalutacion that ſhould bee. And the Aungle ſaid vnto her: feare not Mary, for thou haſt found grace with God. Behold, thou ſhalte conceyue in thy wōbe, & beare a ſonne, & ſhalt call his name Ieſus: He [Page] ſhalbe great, and ſhalbe called the ſonne of the higheſt. And the Lord God ſhal geue vnto him, the ſeat of his father Da­uid, and he ſhal reygne ouer the houſe of Iacob for euer, and of his kyngdom there ſhalbe none end. Then ſayd Mary to the Aungel: How ſhall this be, ſeeing I knowe not a man? And the Aungle aūſwered, and ſayd vnto her: the holy ghoſt ſhal come vpon thee, and the power of the hieſt ſhal ouerſha­dow thee. Therefore alſo that holy thing which ſhalbe borne, ſhalbe called the ſonne of God. And beholde thy Coſyn Eli­zabeth, ſhe hath alſo conceiued a ſonne in her age. And thys is the ſixthe moneth, which was called baren, for with God nothyng ſhall bee vnpoſſible. And Mary ſayde: beholde the handmayde of the Lorde, bee it vnto me accordyng to thy worde. And the Aungel departed from her.



¶ Sainct Markes daye.
¶ The Collecte.
ALmighty god, which haſt inſtructed thy holy churche, with the heauenly doctryne of thy Euangeliſte Sainct Marke; geue vs grace ſo to bee eſtabliſhed by thy holy goſ­pell, that we be not lyke children, caried a waye with euerye blaſt of vayne doctrine: Through Ieſus Chriſte our Lorde.


¶ The Epiſtle.
Ephe. iiii VNto euery one of vs is geuen grace, accordyng to the meaſure of the gift of Chriſt. Wherefore he ſayeth: when he wente vpon hie, heled catiuitie captiue, and gaue giftes vnto men. That he aſcē ­ded, whatmeaneth it, but that he alſo deſcended fyrſte into the loweſt partes of the earth? he that deſcended, is euen the ſame alſo that aſcended vp aboue all heauens, to fulfyll all thynges. And the very ſame made ſome Apoſtles, ſome pro­phetes, ſome Euangelyſtes, ſome ſhepeheardes and tea­chers, to the edifying of the ſainctes, to the worke and admi­niſtracion, euen to the edifying of the body of Chriſte, till we al come to the vnitie of the fayth, and knowledge of the ſone of God, vnto a perfect man, vnto the meaſure of the ful per­fect age of Chriſt. That we henceforth ſhoulde be no more children, waueryng and caryed about wich euery winde of [Page] doctrine, by the wylines of men, through craftines wherby they lay awayt for vs to deceyue vs. But let vs folowe the trueth in loue, and in al thinges growe in him which is the head, euen Chriſte: in whom yf all the body bee coupled and knytte together, throughout euery ioynte, where with one miniſtreth to another (accordyng to the operacion, as euery part hath his meaſure) he encreaſeth the bodi, vnto the edifi­ing of it ſelfe throughe loue.


¶ The Goſpell.
Iohn. xv I Am the true vyne, and my father is a huſbande­man. Euerye braunche that beareth not fruite in me, he wyll take awaye. And euery braunche that beareth fruite, will he pourge, that it maye bring foorth more fruite. Nowe are ye cleane through the wordes whiche I haue ſpoken vnto you. Byde in me, and I in you. As the braunche cannot beare fruite of it ſelfe, except it bide in the vyne: no more can ye, except ye abide in me. I am the vyne, ye are the braunches. He that abideth in me, and I in him, the ſame bringeth forthe much fruite. For withoute me, can ye doe nothyng. Yf a man byde not in me, he is caſte forth as a braunche, and is withered: And mē gather them, and caſt them into the fyre, & they burne. Yf ye abide in me, and my wordes abyde in you, aſke what ye wil, and it ſhalbe done for you. Herein is my father glory fyed, that ye beare much fruit, and become my diſciples. As the father hathe lo­ued me, euen ſo alſo haue I loued you. Continue you in my loue. Yf ye kepe my cōmaundemētes, ye ſhal bide in my loue, euen as I haue kept my fathers cōmaundementes, & abyde in his loue. Theſe thinges haue I ſpoken vnto you, that my ioye might remayne in you, and that your ioye might be ful.



¶ Sainct Philip and Iames.
¶ The Collecte.
Almightie God, whom truely to knowe is euerlaſtyng lyfe: graunt vs perfectly to knowe thy Sonne Ieſus Chriſte, to be the waye, the trueth and the lyfe, as thou haſte taught Sainct Philip, and other the apoſtles: through Ie­ſus Chriſt our Lorde.


¶ The Epiſtle.
[Page]
Iames. i. IAmes the ſeruaunt of God, and of the lord Ieſus Chriſte, ſendeth greetyng to the twelue Tribes which are ſcattered abroade. My brethren, counte it for an excedyng ioye, when ye fall into dyuerſe temptacyons. Knowing this, that the trying of your faythe gendreth pacience, and let pacience haue her perfect worke, that ye may bee perfect and ſounde, lackyng nothing. Yf a­ny of you lacke wiſedome, let him aſke of him that geueth it: euen God, which geueth to all men indifferenly, and caſteth no man in the teeth, and it ſhalbe geuē him. But let him aſke in faithe, and wauer not: for he that doubteth, is like a waue of the Sea, whiche is toſt of ye windes, and caried with vio­lence. Nether let that man thinke that he ſhall receyue any thing of the Lord. A wauering minded man, is vnſtable in all his wayes. Let the brother which is of lowe degree, re­ioyce when he is exalted. Agayne, let him that is riche, re­ioyce when he is made lowe. For euen as the floure of the graſſe, ſhall he paſſe awaye. For as the ſunne ryſeth with heat, and the graſſe withereth, and his floure falleth away, and the beautie of the faſſhion of it periſſheth: euen ſo ſhall the ryche man periſhe in his wayes. Happy is the man that endureth temptacion: for when he is tried, he ſhall receyue the croune of lyfe, whiche the Lorde hath promyſed to them that loue hym.


¶ The Goſpell.
Ioh. xiiii. ANd Ieſus ſayde vnto hys diſciples: let not youre heartes be troubled. Ye beleue in God, beleue alſo in me. In my fathers houſe are many manſions. Yf it were not ſo, I would haue tolde you. I goe to prepare a place for you. And yf I goe to prepare a place for you, I wyll come agayne and receyue you, euen vnto my ſelfe: that where I am, there maye ye be alſo. And why­ther I goe, you knowe, and the waye ye knowe. Thomas ſayeth vnto hym: Lorde, we know not whither thou goeſt. And howe is it poſſible for vs to knowe the waye? Ieſus ſayeth vnto him: I am the way, and the trueth, and the life: [Page] No man cometh to the father but by me: yf ye had knowen me, ye had knowen my father alſo. And now ye knowe him, and haue ſeen hym. Philip ſayeth vnto hym: Lord, ſhewe vs the father, and it ſuffiſeth vs. Ieſus ſayeth vnto him: haue I been ſo long time with you, and yet haſt thou not knowē me? Philip, he that hath ſeen me, hath ſeen my father: and howe ſayeſt thou then, ſhew vs the father? Beleueſt not thou that I am in the father, and the father in me? The wordes that I ſpeake vnto you, I ſpeake not of my ſelf: But the father that dweelleth in me, is he that dooeth the woorkes. Beeleue me that I am in the father, and the father in me? Or els beeleue me for the wor;kes ſake. Verely, verely, I ſay vnto you: he that beleueth on me, the workes that I do, the ſame ſhall he doe alſo: and greater workes then theſe ſhall he doe, becauſe I goe vnto my father. And whatſoeuer ye aſke in my name, that will I do, that the father may be glorifyed by the ſōne. Yf ye ſhall aſke any thyng in my name, I will doe it.



¶ Sainct Barnabe Apoſtle.
¶ The Collect.
LOrde almightie, whyche haſte indued thy holy Apoſtle Barnabas, with ſinguler giftes of thy holy goſt: let vs not bee deſtytute of thy manyfolde giftes, nor yet of grace, to vſe them alway to thy honour and glory: Throughe Ieſus Chryſte oure Lorde.


¶ The Epiſtle.
Actes. xi. TYdinges of theſe thynges came vnto the eares of the congregacion, whiche was in Ieruſalem. And they ſent foorth Barnabas that he ſhould goe vn­to Antioche. Whyche when he came, and had ſeen the grace of God, was gladde: and exhorted them all, that with purpoſe of hearte they woulde contynually cleaue vn­to the Lorde. For he was a good man, and full of the holy ghoſt and of faythe, and muche people was added vnto the Lorde. Then departed Barnabas to Tharſus, to ſeeke Saule. And when he had found hym, he broughte hym vnto Antioche. And it chaunced that a whole yeare they had their conuerſacyon with the congregacyon there, and taughte [Page] muche people: in ſomuch that the diſciples of Antioche were the firſt that were called chriſtē. In thoſe daies came Pro­phetes frō the citie of Ieruſalem vnto Antioche. And there ſtode vp one of them, named Agabus, and ſignified by the ſpirite, that there ſhould be great dearth throughout all the worlde, whyche came to paſſe in the Emperoure Claudius daies. Then the diſciples, euery man according to his habi­litie, purpoſed to ſende ſuccoure vnto the brethren whyche dwelt in Iewry: which thing they alſo did, and ſente it to the elders by the handes of Barnabas and Saul.


¶ The Goſpell.
Iohn. xv. THis is my cōmaundement, that ye loue together as I haue loued you. Greater loue hath no man then this: ye a man beſtow his life for his frendes. Ye are my frendes, yf ye doe whatſoeuer I com­maunde you. Henceſforth call I not you ſeruauntes, for the ſeruaunt knoweth not what his Lord doeth. But you haue I called frendes, for al thinges that I haue heard of my fa­ther, haue I opened to you: ye haue not choſen me, but I haue choſen you, and ordeyned you to goe and bring foorth fruite, and that your fruite ſhould remayn: that what ſoeuer ye aſke of the father in my name, he maye geue it you.



¶ Sainct Iohn Baptiſte.
¶ The Collect.
ALmyghtie God, by whoſe prouydence thy ſeruaunte Iohn Baptiſt was wonderfulli borue, and ſent to pre­pare the waye of thy ſonne out ſauioure by preaching of pe­naunce: make vs ſo to felow his doctrine and holy lyfe, that we may truely repent, accordyng to hys preachyng, and af­ter his example conſtantly ſpeake the trueth, boldly rebuke vice, and paciently ſuffre for the truthes ſake: through Ie­ſus Chriſt our Lorde.


¶ The Epiſtle.
Eſaye. xi. BE of good there my people, Dye prophetes cōfort my people, ſaith your God, cōfort Ieruſalē at the heart, & tel her that her trauaile is at an end, that her offence is pardoned, ye ſhe hath receiued of the [Page] Lordes hand, ſufficient correccion for al her ſinnes. A voice cried in wilderneſſe, prepare the way of the lord in the wyl­dernes, make ſtreight the path of oure God in the deſerte. Let al valleyes be exalted, & euery moūtaine & hil be layed low: whatſo is croked let it be made ſtrayght, & let ye rough be made playne fieldes. For the glory of the Lorde ſhal ap­peare, and al fleſh ſhal at once ſee it: for why the mouth of the Lorde hath ſpoken it. Theſame voice ſpake. Now crye. And the Prophet aūſwered: what ſhal I cry? that al fleſhe is graſſe, & that al the goodlines therof is as the floure of the field. The graſſe is withered, the floure falleth awaye. Euen ſo is the people as graſſe, whē the breath of the lorde bloweth vpō thē. Neuertheles, whether the graſſe wither, or ye the floure fade away, yet the word of our god endureth for euer. Go vp vnto the hie hil (O siō) thou that bringeſt good tidinges lifte vp thy voyce with power. O thou prea­cher Ieruſalem, lifte it vp without feare, and ſay vnto ye ci­ties of Iuda: Beholde your god, beholde, the lord god ſhall come with power, & beare rule with his arme. Beholde, he bryngeth hys treaſure with hym, & his workes goe before him. He ſhal fede his flocke like an heardmā. He ſhal gather the lambes together with hys arme, and cary them in hys boſome, and ſhal kindly intreate thoſe that beare yong.


¶ The Goſpell.
Luke. i. ELizabethes time came ye ſhe ſuould bee deliuered, and ſhe broughte foorth a ſonne. And her neygh­bours and her coſins heard how the lord had ſhe­wed great mercy vpon her, and reioiſed with her. And it fortuned, that in the eight day thei came to circum­ciſe the childe, and called his name zachary, after the name of his father. And his mother aunſwered and ſayd: not ſo, but his name ſhalbe called Iohn. And they ſayed vnto her: There is none in thy kynred ye is named with thys name. And they made ſignes to his father, howe he woulde haue him called. And he aſked for writing tables, and wrote, ſay­ing: hys name is Iohn. And they meruayled all. And hys mouth was opened immediatlye, and his tong alſo, and he [Page] ſpake & praiſed god. And feare came on all them that dwelt nye vnto hym. And all theſe ſayinges was noiſed abroade throughout al the hie countrey of Iewry, and they ye heard them layd them vp in their heartes, ſaying: what maner of child ſhal this be? And the hand of the lord was with hym. And his father zacharias was filled with ye holy goſt, and prophecied, ſaying: Praiſed be the lord God of Iſraell, for he hath viſited & redemed his people. And hath raiſed vp an horne of ſaluaciō vnto vs, in the houſe of his ſeruāt Dauid. Euen as he promiſed by the mouth of his holy Prophetes, which were ſence the world began. That we ſhould be ſa­ued frō our enemies, and frō the hand of al ye hate vs. That he would deale mercifully with our fathers, and remembre his holy couenaūt. And he would perfourme ye othe whiche he ſware to our father Abrahā for to forgeue vs. That we beyng delyuered out of the handes of our enemies, myghte ſerue hym without feare al the dayes of our life, in ſuch ho­lineſſe & righteouſnes, as are acceptable for him. And thou child ſhalt be called the Prophete of the hieſt: for thou ſhalt goe before ye face of the lord to prepare his wayes. To geue knowledge of ſaluacyon vnto his people, for ye remiſſiōn of ſynnes. Through the tender mercy of our god, whereby the day ſpring frō an high hath viſited vs. To geue light to thē that ſate in darkenes, and in the ſhadow of death, to guide our fete into the way of peace. And the child grew & waxed ſtrong in ſpirite, and was in wyldernes til the daye came, when he ſhould ſhewe hymſelfe vnto the Iſraelites.



Sainct Peters daye.
¶ The Collect.
ALmightie god, whiche by the ſonne Ieſus Chriſt haſt geuen to thy Apoſtle Saincte Peter many excellente giftes, and commaundeſt hym earneſtly to fede thy ſtocke: make we beſeche thee, al Biſſhops and Paſtours diligent­ly to preache thy holy worde, and the people obedientlye to folowe the ſame, that they may receyue the crown of euer­laſtyng glory: though Ieſus Chriſt our Lorde.


¶ The Epiſtle.
[Page]
Actes. xii. AT the ſame time Herode the king ſtretched forth hys handes to vexe certaine of the congregaciō. And he kylled Iames the brother of Iohn with the ſweord. And beecauſe he ſawe it pleaſed the Iewes, he proceded farther and tooke Peter al­ſo. Then were the dayes of ſwete bread. And when he had caught him, he put him in prieſon alſo, & delyuered hym to foure quaternions of ſouldiers to be kepte: entending after Eaſter to bring him forth to ye people. And Peter was kept in prieſon, but prayer was made without ceaſing of ye con­gregacyon vnto god for hym. And whē Herode would haue broughte hym out vnto the people, theſame nyghte ſlepte Peter betwene two ſouldiers, boūd with two chaines: and the kepers before the dore, kept the prieſon. And behold, the Aungel of the lorde was there preſent, and a light ſhined in the habitacion. And he ſmote Peter on the ſide, and ſtyrred hym vp, ſaying: ariſe vp quickely. And his chaines fel from his handes. And the Aungel s;ayd vnto hym: gyrd thy ſelfe, and binde on thy ſandales. And he ſo did. And he ſayth vnto him: caſt thy garment about thee, & folow me. And he came out & folowed him, and wiſt not that it was trueth whiche was done by the Aungel, but thought he had ſeen a viſion. When they were paſt the firſt & ſecond watche, they came vnto the yron gate, that leadeth vnto the citie, whiche ope­ned to them by the own accord. And they went out & paſſed thorow one ſtrete, and forth with the Angel departed from him. And when Peter was come to himſelfe, he ſayd: nowe I know of a ſuretie that the lord hath ſent his Aungell, and hath deliuered me out of the hande of Herode, and from all the wayting of the people of the Iewes.


¶ The Goſpell.
Mat. xvi. WHen Ieſus came into the coaſtes of the Citie which is called Ceſarea Philippi, he aſked hys diſciples, ſaying: whom doe men ſay that I the ſonne of man am? They ſayed: Some ſaye that thou art Iohn Baptiſt, ſome Helias, ſome Ie­remias, or one of the prophetes. He ſaith vnto thē: but whō [Page] ſay ye that I am? Simō Peter aunſwered, and ſaid: Thou art Chriſt the ſōne of the liuing god. And Ieſus aūſwered, and ſayd vnto hym. Happy art thou Simō the ſonne of Io­nas: for fleſhe and bloud hath not opened that vnto thee, but my father whiche is in heauen. And I ſay vnto thee, ye thou art Peter: and vpon this rocke I wil build my cōgregaciō. And the gates of hell ſhall not preuaile againſt it. And I wil geue vnto thee the keies of the kyngdome of heauen. And whatſoeuer thou bindeſt in earth, ſhall be bounde in heauen: & whatſoeuer thou looceſt in earth, ſhalbe looced in heauen.



¶ Sainct Iames the Apoſtle.
¶ The Collect.
Graunt, O merciful god, that as thy holy Apoſtle ſainct Iames, leauing his father and al that he had without delaye, was obedyente vnto the callyng of thy ſonne Ieſus Chriſt, and folowed him: So we, forſaking al worldly and carnall affeccyons, maye bee euermore ready to folowe thy commaundementes: through Ieſu Chriſte our Lord.


¶ The Epiſtle.
Actes. xi. IN thoſe dayes came Prophetes frō the citie of Ieruſalem vnto Antioche: And there ſtode vp one of them named Agabus, and ſignified by ye ſpirite, that there ſhould be great dearth throughout al the world, which came to paſſe in the Emperour Claudiug dayes. Then the diſciples, euery man according to his habilitie, purpoſed to ſend ſuccour vnto ye brethren which dwelt in Iewry: which thing they alſo did, and ſent it to the elders, by the handes of Barnabas and Saule. At theſame tyme Herode the kyng ſtretched forth his handes to vexe certayne of the congrega­cion. And he kylled Iames the brother of Iohn wyth the ſweord. And becauſe he ſaw it pleaſed the Iewes, he proce­ded farther, and toke Peter alſo.


¶ The Goſpell.
Math. xx. THen came to him the mother of zebedes chyldren, with her ſonnes, worſhipping him, and deſiryng a certayne thyng of hym. And he ſayed vnto her: what wylte thou? She ſayed vnto hym: Graunte [Page] that theſe my two ſōnes may ſit, the one on thy right hand, and ye other on thy left, in thy kingdom. But Ieſus anſwe­red & ſaied: ye wote not what ye aſke. Are ye hable to drinke of the cup that I ſhall drinke of, and to be baptyſed with the baptiſme that I am baptiſed with? They ſaid vnto him: we are. He ſaid vnto them: ye ſhal drinke in dede of my cup, and be baptiſed with the baptiſme that I am baptiſed with: but to ſit on my right hand, and on my left, is not mine to geue, but it ſhall chaunce vnto them that it is prepared for of my father. And when the ten heard thys, they diſdained at the two brethren. But Ieſus called them vnto him, and ſaid: ye know that the princes of the nacions haue dominiō ouer thē, and they that are great mē, exerciſe auctoritie vpon thē. It ſhal not be ſo among you. But whoſoeuer will be greate a­mong you, let him be your miniſter: and whoſoeuer wyll be chiefe among you, lette him be your ſeruaunt. Euen as the ſonne of mā came not to be miniſtred vnto, but to miniſter, and to geue hys lyfe a redempcion for many.



¶ Sainct Bartholomewe.
¶ The Collect.
O Almightie and euerlaſting god, which haſt geuē grace to thy Apoſtle Bartholomewe truly to beleue, and to preache thy word: graunt we beſeche thee vnto thy churche, both to loue that he beleued, and to preache that he taughte: through Chriſt our Lord.


¶ The Epiſtle.
Actes. v. BY the handes of the Apoſtles, were many ſignes And wonders ſhewed among the people. And they were al together with one accorde in Salomons porche. And of other durſt no mā ioyne hymſelf to them: neuertheles the people magnified thē. The number of them ye beleued in the lorde, both of men and women, grewe more and more: inſomuch that they brought the ſicke into ye ſtretes, and laid them on beddes & couches, that at the leaſt­way the ſhadowe of Peter, when he came by, might ſhadow ſome of them. There came alſo a multitude out of the cities rounde aboute, vnto Ieruſalem, bringing ſicke folkes, and [Page] them whiche were vexed with vncleane ſpirites: And they were healed euery one.

Luke. xxii. ANd there was a ſtrife among them, whiche of thē ſhould ſeme to be the greateſt. And he ſaid vnto them: the kinges of nacions reygne ouer them, and they that haue autoritie vpon thē, are called gracious lordes: But ye ſhall not ſo be. But he that is greateſt amōg you, ſhalbe as the yonger, and he that is chiefe, ſhalbe as he that doeth miniſter. For whether is greater, he that ſitteth at meate, or he that ſer­ueth? Is not he that ſitteh at meate? But I am amōg you, as he that miniſtreth. Ye are they which haue bidden with me in my tēptacions. And I appoynt vnto you a kingdom, as my father hath appoynted vnto me, that ye maye eate & drynke at my table in my kyngdome, and ſytte on ſeates iudgeing the twelue tribes of Iſrael.

¶ The Collect.
ALmightie God, which by thy bleſſed ſonne diddeſt call Mathew from the receipt of cuſtome to be an Apoſtle and Euangeliſt: Graunt vs grace to forſake all couetous deſyres, and inordinate loue of riches, and to folowe thy ſayd ſonne Ieſus Chriſt: who liueth and reigneth. &c.

ii. cor. iiii SEeing that we haue ſuch an office, euē as god hath had mercy on vs, we goe not out of kind, but haue caſt frō vs the clokes of vnhoneſtie, and walke not in craftines, neither handle we the woorde of God deceiptfullye, but open the trueth, and report our ſelues to euerye mans conſcience in the ſight of God. If our goſpel bee yet hydde, it is hydde a­mong them that are loſt, in whom the God of thys worlde hath blinded the mindes of them which belieue not, leſt the light of the goſpel of ye glory of Chriſt (which is the ymage of God) ſhoulde ſhyne vnto them. For we preache not our ſelues, but Chriſte Ieſus to bee the Lorde, and our ſelues [Page] your ſeruantes, for Ieſus ſake. For it is god that cōmaū ­deth the light to ſhine out of darkenes, which hath ſhined in our heartes, for to geue the lyght of the knowledge of the glory of God, in the face of Ieſus Chriſt.

Math. ix. ANd as Ieſus paſſed forth from thence, he ſaw a man (named Mathew) ſitting at the receipt of cuſtome, and he ſayde vnto hym: folowe me. And he aroſe and folowed him. And it came to paſſe as Ieſus ſate at meate in his houſe: beeholde, manye publicanes alſo and ſinners that came, ſate down with Ieſus & his diſciples. And when the Phariſeis ſaw it, they ſaid vnto his diſciples: why eateth your maſter with Publicanes & ſinners? Go ye rather, and learne what that meaneth: I wil haue mercy and not ſacrifice: for I am not come to call the righteous but ſinners to repentaunce.

¶ The Collect.
Euerlaſting God, which haſt ordeyned and conſtituted the ſeruices of al Aungles and men in a wonderful or­dre: mercifully graunt that they which alway doe thee ſer­uice in heauen, may by thy appoyntmēt ſuccour and defend vs in earth: through Ieſus Chriſt our Lorde. &c.


¶ The Epiſtle.
Apoca. xii THere was a great battail in heauē: Michael and hys Angles fought with the dragon, & the dragon fought with his Angels, and pre­uayled not, neither was their place foūd any more in heauen. And the great dragon, ye old Serpent, called the deuil & Sathanas, was caſt out, which deceueth all ye world. And he was caſt into the earth, and his Angels wer caſt out alſo with him. And I heard a loud voyce, ſaying: heauē is now made ſalua­cion and ſtrength, and the kyngdome of our God, and the [Page] power of his Chriſt. For the accuſer of our brethren is caſte down, which accuſed them before god day and night. And they ouercame him by the bloud of the lambe, & by the word of their teſtimony, and they loued not theyr liues vnto the death. Therfore reioyce heauens, and ye that dwel in them. Woe vnto the inhabiters of the earth, and of the ſea: for the deuil is come down vnto you, which hath great wrath, be­cauſe he knoweth that he hath but a ſhorte tyme.

Mat. xviii AT the ſame time came the diſciples vnto Ieſus, ſaying: who is the greateſt in ye kingdom of hea­uen. Ieſus called a child vnto hym, and ſet him in the middeſt of thē, and ſaid: Verely I ſay vn­to you, excepte ye turne and become as children, ye ſhall not entre into the kingdome of heauen, Whoſoeuer therfore humbleth himſelfe as thys chyld, thatſame is the greateſt in ye kingdom of heauen. And whoſoeuer receiueth ſuche a chylde in my name, receyueth me. But whoſo doeth offende one of theſe litle ones whiche beeleue in me, it were better for him that a milſtone were hanged about his necke and that he were drowned in ye depth of the ſea. Woe vnto ye world, becauſe of offences: neceſſary it is ye offences come: But woe vnto ye man by whō the offence cometh. Wherfore yf thy hande or thy fote hinder thee, cut hym of, and caſte it from the. It is better for thee to entre into life halt or maimed, rather then thou ſhoudeſt (hauing two handes or two feete) be caſte into euerlaſting fyre. And if thine eie offende thee, plucke it out, and caſt it from thee. It is better for the to entre into life with one eie, rather then (hauing two eies) to be caft into hel fyre. Take hede that ye deſpiſe not one of theſe litle ones. For I ſay vnto you: that in heauē theyr An­gels doe alwayes beholde the face of my father whyche is in heauen.



¶ Sainct Luke the Euangeliſt.
¶ The Collect.
ALmightie god which calledſt Luke the phiſiciō, whoſe prayſe is in the goſpel, to be a phiſiciō of ye ſoule: it may [Page] pleaſe thee by the holſome medicines of his holy doctrine, to heale al the diſeaſes of our ſoules: throughe thy ſonne Ieſu Chryſt our Lorde.


¶ The Epiſtle.
i. tim. iiii. WAtche thou in al thinges, ſuffre afflicciōs, doe the worke throughly of an Euangeliſt, fulfil thyne office vnto the vttermoſt: be ſobre. For I am now ready to be offered, and ye tyme of my departyng is at hande, I haue foughte a good fyghte, I haue fulfylled my courſe, I haue kept the faith. From henceforth there is layd vp for me a crown of righteouſnes, which ye lorde (that is a righteous iudge (ſhal geue me at that daye: not to me onely, but to all them ye loue his cōming. Doe thy diligence, that thou maieſt come ſhortly vnto me. For Demas hath forſakē me, and lo­ueth this preſent world, and is departed vnto The ſſaloni­ca. Creſcens is gone to Galacia, Titus vnto Dalmacia, on­ly Lukas is with me. Take Marke and bryng hym with thee, for he is profitable vnto me for the miniſtracion. And Tichicus haue I ſent to Epheſus. The cloke that I lefte at Croada with Carpus, when thou comeſt bryng with thee, and the bokes, but ſpecially the parchement. Alexander the coperſmith dyd me much euil: the Lord rewarde hym accor­dyng to hys dedes, of whom be thou ware alſo: for he hath greatly withſtande our wordes.

Luke. x. THe Lorde appoynted other ſeuentie (and two) alſo, and ſente them two and two before hym into euery citie and plate, whether he himſelfe would come. Therfore he ſayd vnto thē: ye har­ueſt is great, but ye labourers are fewe. Praye ye therfore the Lord of the harueſt, to ſende forth labourers into the harueſt. Goe your waies: beholde, I ſend you forth as lambes among wolues. Beare no wallet, neither ſcrip, nor ſhoes, & ſalute no man by ye way: into whatſoeuer houſe ye entre, fyrſt ſay: peace be to this houſe. And if the ſonne of peace be there, your peace ſhal reſt vpon him: if not, it ſhal returne [Page] to you again. And in the ſame houſe tary ſtyll, eating and drinking ſuch as they geue. For the labourer is worthy of hys rewarde.

¶ The Collect.
Almightie God, which haſt builded thy congregacyon vpon the foundacion of the Apoſtles and Prophetes, Ieſu Chriſt himſelfe beeing the head corner ſtone: graunte vs ſo to be ioyned together in vnitie of ſpirite by their doc­tryne, that we maye be made an holy temple acceptable to thee: through Ieſu Chriſt our Lorde.


¶ The Epiſtle.
Iudi. i. IVdas ye ſeruaunt of Ieſu Chriſt, the brother of Iames: to them which are called and ſanc­tified in god the father, and preſerued in Ieſu Chriſt: Mercye vnto you, and peace and loue be multiplited. Beloued, when I gaue all dili­gence to write vnto you of the cōmon ſaluaciō, it was nede­ful for me to write vnto you, to exhorte you ye ye ſhould con­tinually laboure in the fayth, which was once geuen vnto ye ſainctes. For there are certayne vngodly men craftely crept in, of which it was written afore time vnto ſuch iudgement. They turne the grace of our god vnto wantonnes, and de­ny God (which is the onely lord) and our lord Ieſu Chriſt. My mynde is therefore to put you in remembraunce, foraſ­muche as ye once knowe thys, how that the lord (after that he had deliuered ye people out of Egipt) deſtroyed thē which after beleued not. The Aungels alſo whiche kepte not their firſt ſtate, but left their owne habitacion, he hath reſerued in euerlaſtyng chaynes vnder darkeneſſe, vnto the iudgement of the great day: euen as Sodom and Gomor, and ye cities about them, which in lyke maner defyled themſelues with fornicacion and folowed ſtraunge fleſh, are ſet forth for an example, and ſuffre the payne of eternall fyre: like wife theſe beeing deceiued by dreames, defile the fleſhe, deſpiſe rulers, and ſpeake euill of them that are in auctoritie.

Iohn. xv. THis cōmaunde I you, that ye loue together. Yf the world hate you, ye know it hated me before it hated you: Yf ye were of the worlde, the world would loue his owne: howbeit, be­cauſe ye are not of the world, but I haue cho­ſen you out of the world, therfore the worlde hateth you. Remembre the worde that I ſaye vnto you: the ſeruaunt is not greater then the Lord. Yf thei haue perſecu­ted me, they wil alſo perſecute you. Yf thei haue kept my ſay­ing, they wil kepe yours alſo. But al theſe thinges wil they doe vnto you for my names ſake, beecauſe they haue not knowen hym that ſente me. Yf I had not come and ſpoken vnto them, they ſhould haue had no ſinne: but now haue they nothing to cloke their ſynne withall. He that hateth me, hat­eth my father alſo. Yf I had not done amōg thē the workes whiche none other man did, they ſhould haue had no ſynne. But now haue they both ſeen and hated, not onely me, but alſo my father. But this happeneth, that the ſaying myghte be fulfilled ye is written in their law: They hated me with­out a cauſe. But when the comforter is come, whom I wyll ſend vnto you frō the father, euen ye ſpirite of trueth (which procedeth of ye father) he ſhal teſtify of me. And ye ſhal beare witnes alſo, becauſe ye haue been with me frō ye beginning.

¶ The ordre for the adminiſtracion of the Lordes Supper or holy Com­munion.
SO many as entend to be partakers of the holy Com­munion, ſhall ſignifie their names to the Curate o­uernight, or els in the morning afore the beginning of morning prayer, or immediatly after.
And if any of thoſe be an open and notorious euyll liuer, ſo that the congregacion by him is offended, or haue done any wrong to his neighbours by worde or dede: The Curate hauing knowledge therof, ſhal ral him and aduertiſe him, in any wiſe not to preſume to the Lordes Table, vntil he haue openly declared himſelf to haue truly repented & amended his former naughty lyfe, that the congregacion may therby be ſatiſfied, whiche afore were offended: and that he haue recompenſed the partyes, whom he hath done wrong vnto, or at the leaſt declare himſelfe to bee in full purpoſe ſo to doe, as ſone as he conueniently maye.
Theſame ordre ſhall the Curate vſe, with thoſe betwixt whom he per­ceiueth malice and hatred to raygne, not ſuffering them to be partakers of the Lordes Table, vntill he knowe them to be reconciled. And if one of the parties ſo at variaunce, be content to forgeue from the bottome of his heart, al that ye other hath treſpaſſed againſt hym, and to make amendes for that he himſelf hath offended, and the other partie wil not be perſwa­ded to a godly vnitie, but remayne ſtyll in hys frowardnes and malyce: The miniſter in that eaſe, ought to admytte the penitente perſon to the holy Communion, and not hym that is obſtinate.
¶ The Table hauing at the Communion tyme a fayre whyte lynnen cloth vpon it, ſhall ſtande in the body of the Churche, or in the chaunſell, where Morning prayer, and Euening prayer be appointed to be ſayed. And the Pryeſt ſtandyng at the Northſyde of the Table, ſhall ſaye the Lordes prayer with this Collect folowyng.

ALmightie god, vnto whom al heartes be open, all deſyres knowen, and from whom no ſecretes are hid: clenſe the thoughtes of oure heartes by the inſpiraciō of thy holy ſpirite, that we may perfect­ly loue thee, and worthely magnifie thi holi name: through Chriſt our Lorde. Amen.

Then ſhall the Prieſt rehearſe diſtinctly all the .x. com­maundementes: and people kneling, ſhal after euery Commaundement aſake Gods mercy for their tranſgreſ­ſion of the ſame after thys ſorte.

 i. Cor. ix. Doe ye not knowe, that they which miniſter aboute holy thynges, lyue of the ſacrifice? They whiche waite of the al­tare, are partakers with the altare. Euen ſo hath the lorde alſo ordayned, that they whyche preache the goſpell, ſhould lyue of the goſpell.
 ii. Cor. ix. He whiche ſoweth litle, ſhall reape little: and he that ſo­weth plenteouſlye ſhall reape plenteouſlye. Let euery man doe according as he is diſpoſed in his heart, not grudgeing, or of neceſſitie: for God loueth a cherefull geuer.
 Gala. vi. Let hym that is taughte in the worde, miniſtre vnto hym that teacheth, in all good thynges. Be not deceiued, God is not mocked: for whatſoeuer a manne ſoweth, that ſhall he reape.
 Gala. vi. Whyle we haue tyme, lette vs doe good vnto all menne, and ſpecyallye vnto them, whyche are of the houſeholde of faythe.
 i. Tim. vi Godlines is great riches, if a man be contented with that he hath: for we brought nothing into the world, neither may we cary any thyng oute.
 i. Tim. vi Charge them which are riche in this worlde, that they be ready to geue, and glad to diſtribute: laying vp in ſtore for themſelues a good foundacyon agaynſte the tyme to come, that they may attayne eternall lyfe.
 Heb. vi. God is not vnrighteous, that he wil forgeat your workes & labour that procedeth of loue: whiche loue ye haue ſhewed for his names ſake, whiche haue miniſtred vnto ſainctes, & yet doe miniſtre.
 [Page] Heb. xiii. To doe good and to diſtribute, forgeat not: for with ſuche ſacrfices God is pleaſed.
 i Ioh. iii. Whoſo hathe this worldes good, and ſeeth hys brother haue nede, and ſhutteth vp his compaſſion from hym, howe dwelleth the loue of God in him?
 Tob. iiii. Geue almoſe of thy goodes, and turne neuer thy face from any poore man, and then the face of the Lord ſhal not be tur­ned awaye from thee.
 Tob. iiii. Be mercifull after thy power. If thou haſte muche, geue plenteouſlye: If thou haſte litle, doe thy diligence gladlye to geue of that little: for ſo gathereſt thou thy ſelfe a good re­warde in the day of neceſſitie.
 Prou. xix. He that hath pitie vpon the poore, lendeth vnto the Lorde, and loke what he layeth out, it ſhal be payed hym agayne.
 Pſal. lxi. Bleſſed be the man that prouideth for the ſycke and nedy, the Lord ſhall deliuer hym in the tyme of trouble.

Then ſhall the church wardens, or ſome other by them appoynted, gather the deuocion of the people, and put the ſame into the poore mens bore: and vpō the offring daies appoynted, euery man and woman ſhall pay to the curate the due and accuſtomed offringes: after whiche done, the prieſt ſhall ſaye,
Let vs praye for the whole ſtate of Chriſtes Churche mili­tante here in earth.
 ALmightie and euerliuing God, whiche by thy holy Apoſtle, haſte taught vs to make pray­ers and ſupplicacyons, and to geue thankes for all menne: we humbly beſeche thee moſte mercifullye to accepte our almoſe, If there bee none almoſe geuē vn­to ye pore then ſhal ye wordes of accep­tyng our almes be lefte oute vnſayde. and to re­ceyue theſe oure prayers which we offer vnto wordes thy deuine maieſtye: beſechyng thee to inſpire contynually, the vniuerſall churche with the ſpirite of trueth, vnitie and our concorde: and graunte that all they that doe confeſſe thy ho­lye name, maye agree in the trueth of thy holy woord, and lyue in vnitye and godlye loue. We beeſeche thee alſo to ſaue and defende all chryſtian Kynges, Prynces and go­uernours, and ſpecially thy ſeruaunt Edward oure Kyng, that vnder hym we maye bee godly and quietly gouerned: [Page] and graunte vnto hys whole counſayle, and to all that bee put in auctoritie vnder hym, that they may truelye and in­differentlye miniſter iuſtice, to the punyſhmente of wycked­nes and vice, and to the maintenaunce of Goddes true reli­gion and vertue. Geue grace (O heauenlye father) to all Biſſhoppes, Paſtours and Curates, that they may bothe by theyr lyfe and doctryne ſette foorthe thy true and lyuelye woord, and rightly and duely adminiſter thy holy Sacra­mentes: and to all thy people geue thy heauenly grace, and eſpeciallye to thys congregacion here preſente, that with meke heart and due reuerence, they maye heare and receyue thy holy woorde, truely ſeruing thee in holynes and ryghte­ouſnes all the dayes of theyr lyfe. And we moſte humbly be­ſeche thee of thy goodnes (O Lorde) to comfort and ſuccour all them whiche in this tranſitory life be in trouble, ſorowe, nede, ſyckenes, or anye other aduerſitie: Graunte this O fa­ther for Ieſus Chriſtes ſake oure only mcdiatour and ad­uocate. Amen.

Then ſhall folow this exhortacion, at certayne tymes when the Curate ſhall ſee the people negligent to come to the holy Communion.
WE be come together at this time dereli beloued brethren, to fede at the Lordes ſupper, vnto the whiche in Gods behalfe I did you all that bee here preſent, and beſeche you for the Lorde Ie­ſus Chriſtes ſake, ye ye wyll not refuſe to come therto, being ſo louinglye called and bidden of God himſelf. Ye knowe howe grieuouſe and vnkynde a thyng it is, when a man hathe prepared a ryche feaſte, decked his table with all kynde of prouiſyon, ſo that there lacketh nothyng but the geaſtes to ſitte downe, and yet they whyche bee called, withoute any cauſe moſte vnthankefullye refuſe to come. Whyche of you in ſuche a caſe woulde not bee moued? Who moulde not thynke a greate iniurye and wrong doone vn­to hym? Wherfore moſte dearelye beloued in Chryſte, take ye good hede, leſte ye with drawing youre ſelues from thys holye ſupper, prouoke Goddes indygnacyon agaynſte you. It is an eaſye matter for a man to ſaye, I wyll not com­municate, [Page] becauſe I am otherwyſe letted with worldlye buſines: but ſuche excuſes bee not ſo eaſelye accepted and allowed before God. If anye man ſaye, I am a grieuouſe ſinner, and therefore am afrayde to come: wherefore then doe you not repent and amend? When God calleth you, bee you not aſhamed to ſaye you wyll not come? when you ſhould returne to God wyll you excuſe youreſelfe, and ſaye that you bee not readye? Conſydre earneſtlye with youre ſelues howe lyttle ſuche fayned excuſe ſhall auayle bee­fore God. They that refuſed the feaſte in the Goſpell, bee­cauſe they hadde boughte a farme, or woulde trye theyr yokes of oxen, or beecauſe they were maryed, were not ſo excuſed, but counted vnwoorthy of the heauenlye feaſte: I for my parte am here preſente, and accordyng vnto myne offyce, I bydde you in the name of GOD, I call you in Chryſtes behalfe, I exhorte you, as you loue youre owne ſaluacyon, that ye wyll bee partakers of thys holye Com­munyon. And as the ſonne of God dyd voucheſafe to yelde vp hys ſoule by deathe vpon the Croſſe for youre healthe: euen ſo it is youre duetye to receyue the Communyon to­gether in the remembraunce of hys deathe, as he hymſelfe commaunded. Nowe yf you wyll in nowyſe thus dooe, conſidre with youre ſelues howe greate iniurye you dooe vnto GOD, and howe ſore punyſhemente hangeth ouer youre heades for the ſame. And whereas you offend GOD ſo fore in refuſyng thys holye Banquete, I admonyſhe, exhorte, and beeſeche you, that vnto thys vnkyndeneſſe ye wyll not adde any more. Whyche thyng ye ſhall dooe, yf ye ſtande by as gaſers and lookers on them that dooe commu­nycate, and bee no partakers of the ſame youre ſelues. For what thyng can this bee accoumpted els, then a further con­tempt and vnkindenes vnto God? Truely it is a great vn­thankefulnes to ſay nay when ye bee called: but the faulte is muche greater when menne ſtande by, and yet wyll ney­ther eate nor drynke thys holye Communyon with other. I praye you what can thys bee elles, but euen to haue the miſ­teryes of Chryſte in deryſyon? It is ſayde vnto all: Take ye [Page] and eate. Take and drinke ye all of this: do this in remem­braunce of me. With what face then, or with what counte­naunce ſhall ye heare thes;e woordes? What wyll thys bee elles, but a neglecting, a des;pys;ing and mockyng of the Tes;­tament of Chris;te? Wherfore, rather then you ſhould s;o doe, departe you hence, and geue place to them that bee Godlye dys;pos;ed. But when you departe, I bees;eche you pondre with youre ſelues from whom you departe: ye departe from the Lordes table, ye departe from youre brethren, and from the banquete of moſt heauenlye foode. Theſe thynges yf ye earneſtlye conſidre, ye ſhall by Gods grace returne a bet­ter mind: for the obteining wherof we ſhall make our hum­ble peticions, whyle me ſhall receyue the holy communion.

¶ And ſome tyme ſhalbe ſayd thys alſo at the diſcrecyon of the Curate.
DEarely beloued, foraſmuche as our duetie is to render to almyghtye God oure heauenlye father moſte hearty thankes, for that he hath geuen hys ſonne our ſauiour Ieſus Chriſte, not onelye to dye for vs, but alſo to bee oure ſpirituall foode and ſustenaunce, as it is de­clared vnto vs, aſwell by Gods woorde, as by the holy ſa­cramentes of his bleſſed body and bloud, the whyche beyng ſo coumfortable a thyng to them whiche receue it worthelye, and ſo daungerous to them that wyll preſume to receyue it vnwoorthelye: My duetye is to exhort you to conſydre the bignitie of the holye miſterye, and the greate peryll of the vnmorthye receiuyng therof, and ſo to ſearche and examyne youre owne conſciences, as you ſhould come holy and cleane to a moſte godly and heauenlye feaſte: ſo that in no wyſe you come, but in the maryage garmente, required of God in holy ſcripture: and ſo come and bee receiued, as woorthye partakers of ſuche a heauenly table. The way and meanes therto is: Fyrſte to examine your lyues and conuerſacion by the rule of Goddes commaundementes, and wherin ſoeuer ye ſhall perceyue youre ſelues to haue offended, eyther by wyll, woorde, or dede, there bewayle your owne ſinfullines, [Page] confeſſe your ſelues to almightie god with ful purpoſe of a­mendement of lyfe. And if ye ſhall perceiue youre offences to be ſuch, as be not onely againſte God, but alſo agaynſte youre neighbours: then ye ſhall reconcile your ſelues vnto them, ready to make reſtitucion and ſatiſfaccion according to the vttermoſt of your powers, for al iniuries & wronges done by you to any other: and like wiſe being ready to for­geue other that haue offended you, as you would haue for­geuenes of your offences at gods hande: for otherwyſe the receiuing of the holy Cōmunion, doeth noting els but en­creaſe your damnacion. And becauſe it is requiſite that no man ſhould come to the holy Communion, but with a full truſt in Gods mercy, & with a quiet conſcience: therefore yf there be any of you whiche by the meanes aforeſaid, cannot quiet his own conſcyence, but requireth further comfort or counſel: then let him come to me, or ſome other diſcrete and learned miniſter of gods word, and open his griefe, that he maye receiue ſuche goſtly counſayl, aduiſe, and comfort, as his conſcience may be relieued: and that by the miniſtery of Gods word he may receiue comfort and the benefite of ab­ſolucion to the quieting of his conſcience, and auoiding of al Scruple and doubtfulnes.

Then ſhal the prieſt ſay thys exhortacion.
DErely beloued in the Lorde: ye that minde to come to the holy Communiō of the body and bloud of our ſauiour Chriſte, muſt conſyder what S. Paul wryteth to the Corinthians: how he exhorteth al perſons diligently to try and examyne thēſelues, before they preſume to eate of that bread, and drynke of that cuppe, for as the benefite is great if with a truly penitente hearte and lyuely fayth, we receiue that holy Sacramente (for then we ſpirituallye eate the fleſhe of Chryſte, and drynke hys bloude, then we dwell in Chryſte, and Chryſte, in vs,  [...]e bee one with Chryſte, and Chryſte, wyth vs:) ſo is the daunger greate, if we receyue the ſame vnworthely. For then we be giltie of the bodye and bloud of Chriſt our Sauiour. We eate and drynke our [Page] own damnacion, not conſidering the lordes body. We kyn­dle Gods wrath agaynſt vs, we prouoke hym to plage vs with diuerſe diſeaſes and ſondrye kindes of death. There­fore, if anye of you be a blaſphemer of God, an hinderer or ſlaunderer of his to word, an adulterer, or be in malice or en­uie, or in any other grieuous cryme, bewayle your ſinnes, and come not to this holye Table, leſt after the takyng of that holy Sacrament, the Deuill entre into you, as he en­tred into Iudas, and fill you ful of al iniquities, and bring you to deſtruccion both of body and ſoule: Iudge therefore your ſelues (brethren) that ye bee not iudged of the Lorde. Repent you truely for your ſinnes paſt, haue a liuelye and ſtedfaſt fayth in Chriſt our Sauiour. Amende your lyues, and be in perfect charitie with all men, ſo ſhall ye bee mete partakers of thoſe holy miſteries. And aboue all thinges, ye muſt geue moſt humble and heartie thankes to God the father, the ſonne, and the holy ghoſt, for the redempcion of the world, by the death and paſſion of our Sauiour Chriſt bothe God and man: who did humble himſelfe, euen to the death vpon the Croſſe for vs miſerable ſinners, which lay in darkenes and ſhadowe of death, that he myght make vs the children of God, and exalte vs to euerlaſtyng lyfe. And to thende that we ſhoulde alwaye remembre the exceding great loue of our Maſter and onely Sauiour Ieſu Chriſt, thus dying for vs, and the innumerable benefites (whiche by his precious bloudſhedding) he hath obtayned to vs, he hath inſtituted and ordeyned holy miſteries as pledges of his loue, and continual remembraunce of his death, ſo our great and endleſſe comfort. To hym therefore with the fa­ther and the holy ghoſt, let vs geue (as we are moſt boun­den) continuall thankes: ſubmittyng our ſlues wholye to his holye will and pleaſure, and ſtudying to ſetue hym in true holineſſe and ryghteouſnes all the dayes of our lyfe. Amen.

¶ Then ſhall the prieſt ſaye to them that come to receiue the ho­ly Communion.

YOu that doe truely & earneſtly repente you of your ſinnes, & be in loue & charitie with your neighbours, & entend to leade a newe lyfe, fo­lowyng the commaundementes of God, and walking from hencefurh in hys holy mayes: Draw nere, & take this holy Sacramente to your comfort, make your hūble coufeſſion to almighty God beefore thys congregacion here gathered together in hys holy name, mekely kneling vpon your knees.

Then ſhall this generall confeſſion be made, in the name of all thoſe that are minded to receiue the holye Communion, eyther by one of them, or els by one of the Minisſters, or by the Prieſte hym ſelfe, all kneling humbly vpon their knees.
ALmightie god, father of our lord Ieſus Chriſt, maker of al thinges, iudge of al men, we know­ledge & bewayle our manifold ſinnes and wic­kedneſſe, whiche we from tyme to tyme moſte greuouſly haue committed, by thought, worde, and dede, agaynſte thy deuyne Maieſtie: prouokyng moſte iuſtly thy wrath and indignacion agaynſt vs: we doe ear­neſtly repent, & be heartelry ſory for theſe our miſdoynges: the remembraunce of them is grieuous vnto vs the burthe of them is intollerable: haue mercye vpon vs, haue mercye vpon vs moſte mercifull father, for thy ſonne oure Lorde Ieſus Chrieſtes ſake: forgeue vs all that is paſt, & graunt that we may euer hereafter, ſerue and pleaſe thee, in new­neſſe of lyfe, to the honor and glorye of thy name: Through Ieſus Chriſt our Lord. Amen.

¶ Then ſhal the Prieſt or the Biſhop being preſent, ſtand vp, and turning himſelfe to the people, ſays thus.
ALmightie God our heauenly father, who of hys great mercy, hath promiſed forgeuenes of ſinnes to al them, whiche with hartie repentaunce and true fayth turne vnto him: haue mercye vpon you, pardon & deliuer you frō all your ſinnnes, confirme and ſtrength you in all goodnes, and bryng you to euerlaſtyng lyfe: through Ieſus Chriſte our Lorde. Amen.

¶ Then ſhall the prieſt alſo ſaye.
Heare what comfortable wordes our ſauiour Chriſt ſaith, to all that truely turne to hym.
 Come vnto me all that trauayle and be heauy laden, and I ſhal refreſhe you. So God loued the world, that he gaue his onely begotten ſonne, to thend that al that beleue in him, ſhould not peryſhe, but haue lyfe euerlaſtyng.
 ¶ Heare alſo what Sainct Paul ſayeth.
 This is a true ſaying, a worthy of al men to be receyued, that Ieſus Chriſt came into the world to ſaue ſynners.
 ¶ Heare alſo what Sainct Iohn ſayeth.
 Yf anye man ſynne, we haue an aduocate with the father, Ieſus Chriſt righteous, and he the propiciacyon for our ſynnes.

After the which, the prieſt ſhall procede, ſaying.
Lyft vp your heartes.
 Aunſwere. We lyfte them vp vnto the Lorde.
 Prieſte. Let vs geue thankes vnto our Lorde God.
 Aunſwere. It is mete and right ſo to doe.
 Prieſte. It is very mete, righte, and oure bounden duetie, that we ſhould at al times, and in al places, geue thankes vnto thee, O Lorde holy father, almightie euerlaſting god.

¶ Here ſhall folowe the proper Preface accordyng to the tyme, if there be any ſpecially appointed: or els immediatly ſhall folowe. Therefore with Aungels &c.
¶ Propre Prefaces.
Vpon Chriſtmas daye, and ſeuen dayes after.
BEcauſe thou diddeſt geue Ieſus Chriſte, thine onely ſonne, to bee borne, as thys daye for vs, who by the operacion of the holy ghoſte, was made very man, of the ſubſtaunce of the, Vyr­gyn Marye his mother, and that without ſpot [Page] of ſinne, to make vs cleane from all ſinne. Therfore. &c.

¶ Vpon Eaſter day, and ſeuen dayes after.
BVt chieflye are we bounde to prayſe thee, for the glorious reſurreccion of thy ſonne Ieſus Chriſte our Lord: for he is the very Paſchal lābe, which was offered for vs, & hath taken awaye the ſinne of the worlde, who by hys death hath deſtroyed death, and by hys riſyng to lyfe agayne, hathe reſtored to vs euerla­ſtyng lyfe. Therfore. &c.

¶ Vpon the Aſcencion daye, and ſeuen dayes after.
THroughe thy moſte deare beloued ſonne, Ieſus Chriſt our Lord: who after his moſt glorious re­ſurrecciō, manifeſtly appeared to al his apoſtles, and in their ſight aſcended vp into heauen, to pre­pare a place for vs, that where he is, thether might we al­ſo aſcend, and reigne with him in glory. ¶ Vpon whitſonday and ſixe dayes after.
THrough Ieſus Chriſte our Lorde, accordyng to whoſe moſt true promiſe, the holye ghoſte came downe this daye frō heauen, with a ſodain great ſound, as it had been a mightie wind, in the like­nes of fiery tonges, lightyng vpon the Apoſtles, to teache them, and to leade them to all trueth, geuyng them bothe the gyft of diuerſe languages, and alſo boldenes with fer­uent zeale, conſtantly to preache the Goſpell vnto all naci­ons, whereby we are brought out of darkenes and errour, into the cleare light and true knowledge of thee, and of thy ſonne Ieſus Chriſt. IT is verye mete, righte, and our bounden duetie, that me ſhould at all tunes, and in all places geue thankes to thee, O Lorde, almightie and euerla­ſting God, which art one God, one lord, not one onely perſon, but three perſones in one ſubſtaunce: for that which we beleue of the glory of the father, the ſame we be­leue of the ſonne, and of the holy ghoſt, without anye diffe­rence or inequalitie. Therfore with. &c.

¶ Therfore with Angelles and Archangelles, and with all the company of heauen, we laude and magnifie thy glo­rious name, euermore prayſing thee, and ſaying: Holy, ho­ly, holy, Lorde God of hoſtes: heauen and earth are full of thy glory, glory be to thee, O Lord moſt high.

Then ſhall the Prieſt kneeling downe at Gods borde, ſaye in the name of all them that ſhall receiue the Communion, thys prayer folowing.
WE doe not preſume to come to this thy Table (O mercifull Lord) truſting in our owne righteouſ­nes, but in thy manifolde & great mercies: we be not worthy ſo much as to gather vp the crūmes vnder thy table, but thou arte the ſame Lorde, whoſe pro­pertie is alwayes to haue mercy: graunt vs therfore (gra­cious Lorde) ſo to eate the fleſhe of thy dere ſonne Ieſus Chriſt, and to drinke his bloud, that our ſinfull bodies may be made cleane by his body, & our ſoules waſſhed through his moſt precious bloud: and that we may euermore dwel in him and he in vs. Amen.

¶ Then the Prieſt ſtanding vp, ſhal ſay as foloweth.
ALmightie God our heauenly father, which of thy tender mercy diddeſt geue thyne onely ſonne Ie­ſus Chriſt, to ſuffre death vpon the croſſe for our redempcion, who made there by his one oblacion of himſelfe once offered, a full, perfecte, and ſufficient ſacri­fice, oblacion, and ſatiſfaccyon for the ſynnes of the whole world: and did inſtitute, and in his holy Goſpel commaund vs, to continue a perpetuall memorye of that hys precious death, vntyll hys comyng agayne. Heare vs O mercifull father we beſeche thee: & graunte that we receiuing theſe thy creatures of bread & wine, according to thy ſonne our Sauiour Ieſu Chriſtes holy inſtitucion, in remembraūce of his death and paſſion, may be partakers of his moſt bleſ­ſed body and bloud: who in the ſame nyght that he was be­trayed, tooke bread, and when he hadde geuen thankes, he brake it, and gaue it to hys Diſciples, ſaying: Take, eate, [Page] this is my body which is geuen for you. Doe this in remē ­braunce of me. Lykewyſe after ſupper he tooke the cup, and when he had geuen thankes, he gaue it to thē, ſaying: Drink ye all of thys, for this is my bloud of the newe Teſtamente, which is ſhed for you and for many, for remiſſyon of ſinnes: doe thys as oft as ye ſhall drinke it in remembraunce of me.

Then ſhall the Miniſter firſt receyue the Communion in bothe kyndes himſelfe, and nexte delyuer it to other Miniſters, yf anye be there preſēt (that they may helpe the chiefe Miniſter, and after to the people in theyr handes kneelyng. And when he delyuereth the bread, he ſhall ſaye.
Take and eate thys in remembraunce that Chriſte dyed for thee, and fede on him in thy heart by fayth, with thankes geuyng.

And the miniſter that deliuereth the cup, ſhall ſaye.
Drinke this in remembraunce that Chriſtes bloud was ſhed for thee, and be thankefull.

Then ſhal the Prieſt ſaye the Lordes prayer, the people repea­ting after hym euery peticyon.
After ſhalbe ſayde as foloweth.
O Lorde and heauenlye father, we thy humble ſer­uauntes, entierly deſyre thy fatherly goodneſſe, mercyfullye to accepte thys oure Sacrifyce of prayſe and thankes geuyng: moſte be­ſechyng thee to graunte that by the merites and death of thy ſonne Ieſus Chriſte, and throughe faith in hys bloud, we and all thy whole churche, may obtayne remiſſiō of our ſinnes, and al other benefites of his Passiō. And here we offer and prſēt vnto thee, O lord, our ſelues, our ſoules and bodies, to bee a reaſonable, holye, and lyuely Sacrifice vnto thee, humblye beſechyng thee, that all we whyche bee partakers of thys holye Communion, maye bee fulfylled with thy grace and heauenlye benediccion. And althoughe we bee vnworthy, throughe oure manyfolde ſynnes, to offre vnto thee any ſacrifyce: yet we beſeche thee to accepte thys [Page] our bounden duetie and ſeruice, not weyghing our merites, but pardonyng oure offences, throughe Ieſus Chriſte oure Lord: by whom and with whom, in the vnitie of the holye ghoſt, all honour and glory bee vnto thee O father almygh­tie, worlde without ende. Amen.

ALmightie and euerliuing god, we moſt hartely thanke thee, for that thou doeſt voucheſafe to fede vs, whyche haue duely receyued theſe holy miſteries, with the ſpirituall foode of the moſte precyous body and bloud of thy ſonne our Sauyour Ieſus Chriſte, and doeſt aſſure vs thereby of thy fauoure and goodneſſe towarde vs, and that we bee verye membres incorporate in thy miſtycall bodye, whyche is the bleſſed companye of all faythfull people, and bee alſo heyres through hope, of thy euerlaſtyng kyngdome, by the merites of the moſt precyous deathe and Paſſyon of thy deare ſonne: we nowe moſte humblye beſeche thee, heauenlye father, ſo to aſſiſte vs with thy grace, that we may continue in that holy felowſhip, and doe all ſuche good workes as thou haſt prepared for vs to walke in, throughe Ieſus Christe oure Lorde: to whom with thee and the holy ghoſt, be all honour and glory, worlde without ende. Amen.

Then ſhalbe ſayd or ſong.
GLorye bee to GOD on hyghe. And in earthe peace, good wyll towardes menne. We prayſe thee, we bleſſe thee, we woorſhyp thee, we glo­ryfy thee, we geue thankes to thee, for thy great glorye. O Lorde GOD heauenly kyng, God the father almyghtye. O Lorde, the only begotten ſonne Iuſu Chryſſe: O Lorde God, Lame of God, ſonne of the father, that takeſte awaye the ſynnes of the worlde, haue mercye vpon vs: Thou that takeſt awaye the ſynnes of the worlde, haue mercye vpon vs. Thou that takeſte awaye [Page] the ſinnes of the worlde: receyue our prayer. Thou that fit­teſt at the righte hand of God the father, haue mercye vpon vs: For thou onely arte holy: Thou onely are the Lorde: Thou onely (O Chriſte) with the holy ghoſt, art moſt highe, in the glory of God the father Amen.

Then the Prieſt or the Biſhop, yf he be preſent, ſhal let them de­parte with this bleſſing.
THe peace of God whiche paſſeth all vnderſtānding, kepe your heartes and myndes in the knowledge and loue of God, and of his ſonne Ieſu Chriſt our Lorde: and the bleſſing of God almightie, the fa­ther, the ſonne, and the holy ghoſt, bee amongeſt you, and re­mayne with you alwayes. Amen.

Collectes to be ſayd after the Offertorie, when there is no Cō ­munion, euery ſuch daye one. And the ſame maye be ſayde alſo, as often as occaſion ſhall ſerue, after the Collectes, eyther of Mor­ning and Euening prayer, Communion, or Letany, by the diſ­crecion of the Miniſter.
ASſiſt vs mercifully, O Lorde, in theſe our ſuppli­cacions and prayers, and diſpoſe the waye of thy ſeruauntes, towarde the attaynemente of euerlaſ­tyng ſaluacyon: that among all the chaunges and chaunces of this mortall lyfe, they maye euer be defended by thy moſte gracyous and ready helpe: throughe Chriſte oure Lorde. Amen.

O Almightie Lorde and euerliuyng God, vouchſafe we beeſeche thee, to directe, ſanctifye and gouerne bothe oure heartes and bodies, in the wayes of thy lawes, and in the workes of thy commaundemētes: that through thy moſt mightie proteccyon, both here and euer, we maye be preſer­ued in body and ſoule: through our Lorde and Sauiour Ie­ſus Chriſte. Amen.

GRaunt we beſeche thee almightie god, that the wordes whiche we haue hearde this daye with oure outwarde eares, may throughe thy grace bee ſo grafted inwardlye in oure heartes, that they may bryng for the in vs, the fruite of good lyuing, to the honour and prayſe of thy name: throughe Ieſus Chriſte oure Lorde. Amen.

PReuent vs O Lorde in all our doinges, with thy moſte gracyous fauoure, and further vs with thy contynuall helpe, that in all oure workes begon, continued, and ended in thee: we maye glorifye thy holy name, and fynally by thy mercye obtayne euerlaſtyng lyfe: throughe Ieſus Chryſte oure Lorde, Amen.

ALmightye God, the fountayne of all wyſdome, whyche knoweſt our neceſſities before we aſke, and oure igno­raunce in aſking: we beſeche thee to haue compaſſyon vpon our infirmities, and thoſe thinges whiche for our vnworthi­neſſe we dare not, and for oure blindnes we cannot aſke, voucheſafe to geue vs for the worthyneſſe of thy ſonne Ie­ſus Chriſte oure Lourde. Amen.

ALmightie God, whiche haſte promiſed to heare the pe­ticyons of them that aſke in thy ſonnes name: we bee­ſeche thee mercifully to enclyne thyne eares to vs that haue made nowe oure prayers and ſupplycacyons vnto thee: and graunte that thoſe thynges whiche we faithfully aſked ac­cordyng to the wyll, may effectually bee obteyned, to the re­liefe of oure neceſſitie, and to the ſettyng foorth of thy glorye: through Ieſus Chriſte our Lorde. Amen.

Vpon the holy dayes, yf there be no Communion, ſhalbe ſayde al that is appoynted at the Communiō, vntill the ende of the Homelye, concludyng with the generall prayer, for the whole ſtate of Chriſtes church militant here in earth, & one or moe of theſe Collectes beefore rehearſed, as occaſion ſhall ſerue.
And there ſhalbe no celebracion of the Lordes ſupper, except there bee a good noumbre to commnunicate with the prieſt, according to his diſcrecyon.
And yf there bee not aboue twentye perſons in the Pariſhe of diſ­crecion to receiue Communion: yet there ſhalbe no Communiō, except foure, or three at the leaſt, communicate with the prieſt. And in Cathedrall and Collegiate churches, where bee many prieſtes and Deacons, they ſhall all receyue the Communion with the Miniſter euery Sundaie at the leaſt, except they haue a reaſonable cauſe to the contrary.
And to take away the ſuperſticiō, which any perſon hath, or might haue in the bread and wyne, it ſhall ſuffyſe that the bread be ſuche, as is vſual to be eaten at the Table with other meates, but the beſt and pureſt wheate bread, that conuenienly may be gotten. And yf anye of [Page] the bread or wine remayne, the Curate ſhall haue it to his owne vſe.
Although no ordre can be ſo perfectly deuiſed, but it may be of ſonne, either for theyr ignoraunce and infirmitie, or els of malice and obſti­nacie, miſconcoſtrued, depraued, and interpreted in a wrong part: And yet becauſe brotherly charitie willeth, that ſomuche as conuenientlie maye be, offences ſhould be taken awaye: therefore we willyng to doe the ſame. Wheras it is ordeined in the boke of common prayer, in the adminiſtracion of the lordes Supper, that the communicantes kne­lyng ſhould receyue the holy Communion: which thyng beeing well mente, for a ſignificacion of the humble & gratefull acknowledgeing of the benefices of Chriſt geuen vnto the worthye receyuer, and to a­uoyde the prophanacion and diſordre which about the holy Commu­nion might elſ enſue. Leſte yet the ſame kneling might be thought or taken otherwiſe, we doe declare that it is not meant therby, that any adoracion is done, or ought to be done, eyther vnto the Sacramentall bread or wyne there bodely receyued, or vnto any reall and eſſenciall preſence there beeyng of Chriſtes naturall fleſhe and bloud. For as concerning the Sacramentall bread and wyne, they remayne ſtill in theyr very natural ſubſtaunces, and therfore may not bee adored, for that were Idolatrie to be abhorred of all faithful Chriſtians. And as concerning the naturall body and bloud of oure fauiour Chriſt, they are in heauen and not here: for it is agaynſte the trueth of Chryeſtes true naturall body, to be moe in places then in one at one tyme.
The bread and wyne for the Communion, ſhall be prouyded by the Curate and the church wardens, at the charges of the Pariſhe, & the Pariſhe ſhalbe diſcharged of ſuche ſummes of moneye, or other dueties, which hetherto they haue payd for the ſame, by ordre of their houſes euery Sundaye.
And note, that euery Pariſhioner ſhall communicate, at the leaſte three tymes in the yeare: of which, Eaſter to bee one: and ſhal alſo re­ceyue the Sacramētes, and other rites, according to the order in this Boke appoynted. And yerely at Eaſter, euery Pariſhioner ſhal rekē with his Perſon, Vicar, or Curate, or hys, or theyr deputie, or depu­ties, and pay to them or him, all Eccleſiaſticall dueties, accuſtomably due, then and at that tyme to bee payde.

¶ The Miniſtracion of Baptiſine to be vſed in the Churche.
[Page]
IT appeareth by auncyente wryters, that the Sacrament of Baptiſme in the olde time, was not commonlye miniſted, but at two tymes in the yeare: at Eaſter, and Whitſontide. At whych times it was openlye miniſtred, in the preſence of all the congregacion: which cuſtome (now beyng growen oute of vſe) although it cannot for many conſidera­cyons bee well reſtored agayne, yet it is thoughte good to folowe the ſame as nere as conuenientlye may bee: wherfore the people are to bee admaniſſhed, that it is moſte conuenient that baptiſme ſhoulde not bee miniſtred but vpon Sundayes, and other holye dayes, when the moſt noumbre of people may come together, aſwel for that the congregacion there preſente maye teſtifie the receiuing of them that be newely Baptiſed into the noumbre of Chriſtes Churche, as also becauſe in the Baptiſme of infantes, euery man preſente maye be put in re­membraunce of his owne profeſſion made to God in his Bap­tiſme. For whiche cauſe; also, it is expediente that Baptiſme bee miniſtred in the Englishe tongue. Neuertheleſſe, (yf neceſſitie ſo require) children maye at all tymes be Baptiſed at home.
¶ Publique Baptiſme.
[Page]
When there are children to be Baptiſed vpon the Sundaye, or holy daye, the Parentes ſhal geue knowledge ouernight, or in the Morning, afore the beginning of Mornyng prayer, to the Curate. And then the godfathers, godmothers, & people with the childrē, muſt be ready at ye Fonie, either immediate­ly after the laſt Leſſon at Morning praier, or els immediate­ly after the laſt Leſſon at Euening prayer, as the Curate by his diſcrecion ſhal appoint. And the ſtanding there, the Prieſt ſhall aſke whether the children be Baptiſed or no. If they an­ſwere, no: Then ſhall the Prieſt ſaye thus.
DEarely beloued, foraſmuch as al mē be conceiued and borne in ſynne, and that our Sauiour Chriſt ſayeth, none can entre into the kyngdome of God (except he be regenerate, and borne a new of wa­ter and the holy goſte:) I beſeche you to call vpon God the father, through our lord Ieſus Chriſte, ye of his bounteous mercy, he wil graunte to theſe children, that thing which by nature they cannot haue, that they maye be Baptiſed with water and the holy goſte, and receiued into Chriſtes holye churche, and be made liuely membres of the ſame.

¶ Then the Prieſt ſhall ſaye.
¶ Let vs praye.
 ALmightie and euerlaſting god, which of thy great mercy didſt ſaue Noe and his familie in ye Arke, from periſhing by water: and alſo diddeſt; ſafelye leade the children Iſrael thy people through ye redde Sea, figuring therby thy holy Baptiſme, and by the Baptiſme of thy welbeloued ſonne Ieſus Chryſte, diddeſt ſanctifie the floud Iordā and al other waters, to ye miſticall waſſhyng awaye of ſynne: We beſeche thee for thy infinite mercyes, that thou myit mercifully loke vpon theſe childrē, ſanctifie them and waſhe them with thy holy goſt, that they being deliuered from thy wrath, maye be receiued into the Arke of Chriſtes churche: and beeing ſtedfaſt in faith, ioye­full through hope, and rooted in charitie, maye ſo paſſe the [Page] waues of this troubleſome worlde, that finally they maye come to the lande of euerlaſtyng lyfe, there to reigne with thee, world without ende, through Ieſus Chriſt our Lord. Amen.

ALmightie and immortall god, the ayde of al that nede, the helper of all that flee to thee for ſuccoure, the lyfe of them that beleue, and the reſurreccion of the dead: We call vpon thee for theſe infantes, that they comming to thy holy Baptiſme, may receiue remiſſtō of their ſines by ſpirituall regeneracion. Receiue them (O Lord) as thou haſt promiſed by thy welbeloued ſonne, ſaying: Aſke & you ſhall haue, ſeke and you ſhall finde, knocke and it ſhalbe o­pened vnto you. So geue now vnto vs ye aſke. Let vs that ſeke find. Open ye gate vnto vs that knocke, ye theſe infantes may enioye the euerlaſting benedicciō of thy heauenly waſ­ſhing, and maye come to the eternall kingdom, which thou haſt promyſed by Chriſt our Lorde. Amen.

Then ſhal the Prieſt ſay: heare the wordes of the Goſpel written by Sainct Marke in the tenth Chapter.
Mark. x. AT a certayne tyme they broughte children vnto Chriſt that he ſhoulde touche them, and his diſci­ples rebuked thoſe that brought them. But whē Ieſus ſawe it, he was diſpleaſed, and ſayde vnto them: ſuffre litle children to come vnto me, and forbid them not, for to ſuche belongeth the kingdome of god. Verelye I ſaye vnto you, whoſoeuer doeth not receyue the kingdome of God as a litle childe, he ſhall not entre therein. And when he had taken them vp in his armes, he putte hys handes vpon them and bleſſed them.

After the Goſpell is readde, the Miniſter ſhall make thys briefe exhortacion vpon the wordes of the Goſpell.
FRendes, you heare in this Goſpel the wordes of oure Sauioure Chriſte, that he commaun­ded the children to bee brought vnto him: Now he blamed thoſe that woulde haue kepte them from hym: Nowe he exhorted all men to folowe theyr innocencie. You perceiue how by his out­warde [Page] geſture and dede, he declared hys good wyll toward them. For he embraced thē in his armes, he layd his handes vpon them, and bleſſed them: doubt not ye therfore, but ear­neſtlye belieue, that he wyll likewyſe fauourablye receyue theſe preſente infantes, that he wyll embrace them with the armes of hys mercye, that he wyll geue vnto them the bleſ­ſyng of eternal lyfe, and make thē partakers of his euerlaſ­tyng kyngdome. Wherefore we being thus perſwaded of the good wil of our heauenly father towarde theſe infantes de­clared by his ſonne Ieſus Chriſte, & nothing doubting but that he fauourably alloweth this charitable worke of ours in bringing theſe childrē to his holy Baptiſme: let vs faith­fully and deuoutlye geue thankes vnto him, and ſay.

ALmightie & euerlaſting god, heauenly father, we geue thee humble thankes, that thou haſte vouchſafed to call vs to the knowledge of thy grace and fayth in thee: encreaſe thys know­ledge, and confirme this fayth in vs euermore: Geue thy holy ſpirite to thſe infantes, that they may be borne again, and be made heyres of euerlaſting ſaluacion, through our Lord Ieſus Chriſt: who liueth and reigneth with thee and ye holy ſpirite, now & for euer. Amen.

¶ Then the Prieſt ſhall ſpeake vnto the Godfathers and Godmo­thers, on thys wyſe.
WElbeloued frendes, ye haue brought theſe chil­drē here to be Baptiſed: ye haue praied that our Lord Ieſus Chriſt would vouchſafe to receiue them, to laye his handes vpon thē, to bleſſe thē, to releaſe them of their ſinnes, to geue them the kyngdome of heauen, and euerlaſtyng lyfe. Ye haue heard alſo that our lord Ieſus Chriſt hath promiſed in his goſpel to graūt al theſe thinges that ye haue praied for: which pro­myſe he for his parte wyl moſte ſurely kepe and perfourme: Wherefore after thys promyſe made by Chryſte, theſe [Page] infantes muſt alſo faythfully for their part promyſe by you that be their ſuerties, that they wil forſake the deuil and al his workes, and conſtantly beleue gods holy word, and o­bediently kepe his commaundementes.

Then ſhall the Prieſt demaunde of the Godfathers and God­mothers theſe queſtions folowyng.
Doeſt thou forſake the deuil and al his workes, the vaine pompe, and glory of the world, with al couetouſe deſyres of the ſame, the carnall deſyres of the fleſhe, ſo that thou wylte not folowe, nor be led by them?
 Aunſwere. I forſake them all.
 Miniſter. Doeſt thou beleue in god the father almightie, maker of heauen and earth? And in Ieſus Chriſt his onely begotten ſonne our lord, and that he was conceiued by the holy goſt, borne of the virgin Mary: that he ſuffered vnder Poncyus Pilate, was crucified, dead and buried: that he went down into hell, and alſo did riſe agayne the thyrd daye: that he aſ­cended into heauen, and litteth at the right hande of god the father almightie, and from thence ſhal come again at ye end of the world, to iudge the quicke and the dead?
 And doeſt thou beleue in ye holy goſt, the holy Catholique Churche, the cōmunion of ſainctes, the remiſs;ion of ſynnes, the reſurrecciō of the fleſhe, and euerlaſting life after death?
 Aunſwere. All this I ſtedfaſtly beleue.
 Miniſter. Wylt thou be Baptyſed in thys fayth?
 Aunſwere. That is my deſyre.

Then ſhall the Prieſt ſaye.
O Merciful god, graunt that the olde Adam in theſe children may be ſo buried, that the new man may be rayſed vp in them. Amen.
 Graunte that all carnall affecions may dye in them, and that all thynges belongyng to the ſpyryte, [Page] maye lyue and growe in them. Amen.
 Graunt that they may haue power and ſtrength to haue victory, and to triumphe againſt the deuill, the world and the fleſhe. Amen.
 Graunt that whoſoeuer is here dedicated to thee by oure office and miniſtery, may alſo be endued with heauenly ver­tues, & euerlaſtynglye rewarded through thy mercy, O bleſ­ſed lord God, who doeſt liue and gouerne all thinges world without ende. Amen.

ALmightie euerliuing God, whoſe moſte dearelye belo­ued ſōne Ieſus Chriſt, for the forgeuenes of our ſinnes, did ſhead out of his moſt precious ſide bothe water & bloud, and gaue commaundement to hys diſciples that they ſhould goe teache all nacyons, and baptiſe them in the name of the father, the ſonne, and of the holy ghoſt: Regarde we beſeche thee, the ſupplicacions of thy congregacion, and graunt that all thy ſeruauntes whyche ſhall bee baptiſed in thys water, may receyue the fulnes of thy grace, and euer remaine in the noumbre of thy faithfull and elect children, throughe Ieſus Chryſt our Lorde.

Then the Prieſt ſhal take the childe in his handes, and aſke the name: and naming the childe, ſhall dippe it in the water, ſo it be diſcretely and warely done, ſaying.
N I Baptiſe thee in the name of the father, and of the ſonne, and of the holy goſte. Amen.

And yf the child bee weake, it ſhall ſuffiſe to powre water vpon it, ſaying the foreſayd wordes.
N I Baptiſe thee in the name of the father, and of the ſonne, and of the holy goſt. Amen.

Then the Prieſt ſhall make a croſſe vpon the childes forehead, ſaying.
WE receyue thys childe into the congregacion of Chriſtes ſtocke, and doe ſygne hym with the ſygne of ye croſſe, in tokē that hereafter he ſhall not bee aſhamed to confeſſe the fayth of Chryſte crucified, and manfully to fight vnder his ban­ner agaynſt ſinne, the worlde, and the deuill: and to continue [Page] Chriſtes faythfull ſouldioure and ſeruaunt, vnto hys lyues ende. Amen.

Then ſhall the Prieſt ſaye.
SEyng now derely beloued brethren, that theſe children be regenerate and grafted into the body of Chriſtes congre­gacyon: let vs geue thankes vnto God for theſe benefites, & with one accorde make oure prayers vnto almyghtye God, that they maye leade the reſt of theyr lyfe, accordyng to this begynnyng.

Then ſhalbe ſayde.
Our father whiche arte in heauen. &c.

Then ſhall the Prieſt ſaye.
WE yelde thee hearty thankes moſt merciful father, that it hath pleaſed thee to regenerate thys infant with thy holy ſprite, to receyue hym for thy owne child by adopcion, and to incorporate hym into thy holy congregacion. And humblye we beſeche thee to graunte that he being dead vnto ſinne, and liuing vnto rightouſnes, and beyng buried with Chriſt in hys death, may crucifie the olde man, and vtterly aboliſhe the whole body of ſynne: that as he is made partaker of the death of thy ſonne, ſo he maie be partaker of his reſurreccion. So that finally with the re­ſidue of thy holy congregacion he may be inheritour of thine euerlaſtyng kyngdome: throughe Chriſte our Lord. Amen.

At the laſte ende, the Prieſt callyng the Godfathers and Godmo­thers together, ſhall ſaye thys ſhorte exhortacyon folowyng.
FOraſmuche as theſe chyldren haue promyſed by you to forſake the Deuil and all his workes, to beleue in God, and to ſerue him: you muſt remembre that it is youre partes and duetyes to ſee that theſe infantes bee taughte ſo ſoone as they ſhalbe hable to learne what a ſolemne vow, promiſe and profeſſion they haue made by you. And that they maye knowe theſe thynges the better, ye ſhall call vpon them to heare ſermons. And chyeftye ye ſhall prouyde that they may learne the Crede, the Lordes prayer, and the ten Com­maundementes [Page] in the Engliſh tongue, and al other thinges whiche a Chriſtian man oughte to knowe and beleue, to his ſoules health: and that theſe children, may bee vertuouſtlye brought vp, to leade a godly and Chriſten lyfe, remembring alwaie that Baptiſme doeth repreſente vnto vs oure profeſ­ſyon, whiche is to folow the example of our ſauiour Chriſt, and to bee made lyke vnto hym: that as he dyed and roſe a­gayne for vs, ſo ſhoulde we whyche are Baptiſed, dye from ſynne, and ryſe agayne vnto ryghteouſneſſe, contynuallye mortifying all oure euyll and corrupte affeccions, and daily procedyng in all vertue, and godlynes of lyuyng.

The Miniſter ſhall commaunde that the children be broughte to the Biſhop to be confirmed of hym, ſo ſone as they can ſaye in their vulgare tong, the articles of ye faith, the lordes prayer, and the .x. commaundementes: and be further inſtructed in the Cathechiſme ſette forthe for that purpoſe, accordingly as it is there expreſſed.

¶ Of them that be Baptiſed in priuate houſes, in tyme of neceſſitie.
The Paſtours and Curates ſhall ofte admonyſhe the people, that they deferre not the Baptiſme of infantes any longer thē the Sundaye, or other holy daye nexte after the child be borne, vnleſſe vpon a great and reaſonable cauſe declared to the Cu­rate, and by hym approued.
And alſo they ſhal warne them, that without great cauſe and neceſſitie, they Baptiſe not children at home in theyr houſes.
And when greate nede ſhall compell them ſo to doe, that then they miniſter it on this faſhyon.
Firſte let them that be preſent call vpon God for hys grace, and ſay the Lordes prayer, if the tyme will ſuffre, And then one of them ſhall name the childe, and dippe hym in the water, or powre water vpon hym, ſaying theſe wordes.
N I Baptiſe thee in the name of the father, and of the ſonne, and of the holy goſt. Amen.

And lette them not doubt, but that the childe ſo Baptiſed, is lawfully and ſufficiently Baptiſed, & ought not to be Baptiſed agayne in the Churche. But yet neuertheleſſe, yf the chylde whyche is after thys ſorte Baptiſed, doe afterwarde lyue: it is expedyente that he bee broughte into the Churche, to [Page] the entente the Prieſt may examine and trie, whether the child be lawfully baptiſed or no. And yf thoſe that bryng any chylde to the churche doe aunſwere that he is already Baptiſed, then ſhall the Prieſt examine them further.
By whom the childe was Baptyſed.
 Who was preſent when the childe was Baptyſed?
 Whether they called vpon God for grace and ſuccoure in that neceſſitie?
 With what thyng, or what matter they did Baptyſe the chylde?
 With what wordes the childe was Baptiſed.
 Whether they thinke the child to be lawefully and perfect­ly Baptyſed?

And if the miniſter ſhall proue by the aunſweres of ſuche as brought the childe, that all thynges were done as they oughte to bee: Then ſhall not be Chriſten the childe agayne, but ſhall receyue hym as one of the flocke of the true Chriſtian people, ſaying thus.
I Certifye you, that in thys caſe ye haue done wel, & according vnto due order concerning the baptiſing of this childe, which being borne in original ſinne, and in the wrath of god, is now by the lauer of re­generacion in Baptiſme, receyued into the noumber of the children of God, and heyres of euerlaſtyng life: for our Lord Ieſus Chriſt doeth not deny hys grace and mercy vnto ſuch infantes, but moſt louingly doeth call them vnto him, as the holy Goſpel doeth witneſſe to our comfort, on thys wyſe.

Mark. x. AT a certayne tyme they broughte children vnto Chriſt that he shoulde touche them, and his diſci­ples rebuked thoſe that brought them. But whē Ieſus ſawe it, he was diſpleaſed, and ſayde vnto them: ſuffre litle children to come vnto me, and forbid them not, for to ſuche belongeth the kingdome of god. Verelye I ſaye vnto you, whoſoeuer doeth not receyue the kingdome of God as a litle childe, he ſhall not entre therein. And when he had taken them vp in his armes, he putte hys handes vpon them and bleſſed them.

After the Goſpell is readde, the Miniſter ſhall make thys exhortacion vpon the wordes of the Goſpell.
FRendes, you heare in this Goſpel the wordes of oure Sauioure Chriſte, that he commaun­ded the children to bee brought vnto him: Now he blamed thoſe that woulde haue kepte them from hym: Nowe he exhorted all men to folowe theyr innocencye. Ye perceiue howe by hys out­warde geſture and dede, he declared hys good wyll toward them. For he embraced thē in his armes, he layd his handes vpon them, and bleſſed them: doubt ye not therfore, but ear­neſtlye belieue, that he hath likewyſe fauourablye receyued thys preſente infante, that he hathe embraced him with the armes of hys mercye, that he hath geuen vnto hym the bleſ­ſyng of eternall lyfe, and made hym partaker of his euerlaſ­tyng kyngdome. Wherefore we being thus perſwaded of the good will of our heauenlye father declared by his ſonne Ie­ſus Chryſte towardes this infant: Let vs faithfully and de­uoutly geue thankes vnto him, and ſay the prayer whyche the Lord himſelfe taughte, and in declaracion of our faith, lette vs recyte the articles contayned in our Crede.

Here the Miniſter with the Godfathers and Godmothers ſhall ſaye.
Our father whiche arte in heauen. &c.

Then ſhall the prieſt demaunde the name of the chyld, whiche beeyng by the Godfathers and Godmothers pro­nounced, the Miniſter ſhall ſaye.
Dooeſt thou in the name of thys chylde forſake the De­uill and all hys woorkes, the vayne pompe and glory of the worlde, with all the couetous deſires of the ſame, the carnall deſyres of the fleſhe, and not to folow and be lead by them?
 ¶ Aunſwere. I forſake them all.
 ¶ Miniſter. Doeſt thou in the name of thys childe profeſſe thys fayth, to beleue in God the father almightye, maker of heauen and earth. And in Ieſus Chryſte hys onelye beegotten ſonne [Page] our Lorde: and that he was conceyued by the holye ghoſte, borne of the vyrgyn Marye: that he ſuffered vnder: Poncy­us Pylate, was crucifyed, dead and buryed: that he wente downe into hell, and alſo did ryſe agayn the thyrd daye: that he aſcended into heauen, and ſitteth at the right hand of god the father almightie: and from thence he ſhall come agayne at the ende of the worlde, to iudge the quicke and the dead?
 And doe you in hys name belieue in the holy ghoſt. The holy Catholyque Church. The Communion of Sainctes. The remyſſyon of ſynnes. Reſurreccyon, and euerlaſtyng lyfe after deathe?
 ¶ Aunſwere. All thys I ſtedfaſtly belieue.

¶ Let vs praye.
 ALmightie and euerlaſtyng God heauenly father, we geue thee humble thankes, for that thou haſte vouchſaued to cal vs to ye knowledge of thy grace and faith in thee: encreaſe this knowledge, and cō ­fyrme thys faythe in vs euermore: Geue thy holye ſpyrite to thys infante, that he beyng borne agayne, and beeyng made heyre of euerlaſtyng ſaluacyon, throughe oure Lorde Ieſus Chriſt, may continue thy ſeruaunt, and attaine thy promiſe, throughe theſame oure Lorde Ieſus Chriſt thy ſonne: who liueth and reigneth with thee, in the vnytie of the ſame holye ſpirite euerlaſtyngly. Amen.

Then ſhall the Miniſter make this exhortacion to the Godfathers and Godmothers.
FOraſmuche as thys chylde hathe promiſed by you to forſake the deuyll and all hys workes, to belieue in God, and to ſerue hym: you muſte remembre that it is youre parte and duetye to ſee that thys infant bee taughte ſo ſoone as he ſhalbe hable to learne what a ſolemne vowe, promyſe, and profeſſion he hathe made by you: and that he maye knowe theſe thinges the better, ye ſhall call vpon him to heare ſermons: And chiefly ye ſhall prouide that he maye learne the Crede, the Lordes prayer, and the ten Com­maundementes in the englyſhe tong, and all other thynges [Page] whiche a chriſtian man ought to knowe and belieue, to his ſoules health: and that this child may be vertuouſly brought vp to leade a godly and a chriſten lyfe: Remembring alwaye that Baptiſme doth repreſent vnto vs our profeſſion, whiche is to folowe the exaumple of oure ſauioure Chriſte, and bee made lyke vnto hym: that as he died and roſe agayn for vs: ſo ſhould we whyche are baptiſed, dye from ſynne, and riſe agayne vnto righteouſnes, continually mortifying all oure euill and corrupte affeccyons, and daylye procedyng in all vertue and Godlynes of liuyng.

And ſo furth as in Publyque Baptiſme.
But yf they which bryng the infantes to the Church, doe make an vncertayn aunſwere to the prieſtes queſtions, and ſaye that they cānot tell what they thought, did or ſayd in that great feare and trouble of mynde, (as oftentimes it chaunceth) then let the prieſt baptiſe hym in fourme aboue written, concernyng Pub­lique baptiſme, ſauyng that at the dyppyng of the childe in the Fonte, he ſhall vſe thys fourme of woordes.
If thou be not Baptiſed already .N. I Baptiſe thee in the name of the father, and of the Sonne, and of the holy Goſte. Amen.



¶ Confirmacion, wherin is conteyned a Cathechiſme. for children.
[Page]
TO the end that Confirmacion may be miniſtred to the more edifying of ſuch as ſhall receiue it (ac­cordyng vnto .S. Paules doctrine, who teacheth that all thynges ſhoulde bee done in the Churche to the edificacyon of the ſame) it is thought good, that none herafter ſhalbe confirmed, but ſuche as can ſaye in theyr mother tong, the Articles of the faythe, the Lordes prayer, and the .x. Commaun­dementes: And can alſo aunſwere to ſuch queſty­ons of thys ſhorte Cathechiſme, as the Biſſhoppe (or ſuch as he ſhall appoynt) ſhall by hys diſcreti­on appoſe them in. And thys ordre is moſt conuenient to bee obſerued for diuerſe conſideracions.
Fyrſt, becauſe that when children come to the yeres of diſcretion, and haue learned what theyr Godfathers and Godmothers promiſed for thē in Baptyſme, they may then themſelues with theyr owne mouth, & with theyr owne conſent, openly before the Churche ratifye and confirme the­ſame: and alſo promiſe, that by the grace of God, they wyll euermore en­deuoure themſelues faythfully to obſerue and kepe ſuch thynges, as they by theyr owne mouthe and confeſſion haue aſſented vnto.
Secondly foraſmuch as Confirmacion is miniſtred to them that bee Baptiſed, that by impoſicion of handes and prayer, they maye receyue ſtrength and defence againſt all temptacyons to ſinne, and the aſſaultes of the world and the Deuil: it is moſt mete to be minyſtred when childrē come to that age, that partly by the fraylty of theyr owne fleſhe partly by the aſſaultes of the world and the Deuill, they begyn to be in daunger to fall into ſondrye kyndes of ſynne.
Thirdly, for that it is agreable with the vſage of the Church in times paſt, wherby it was ordeyned that Confirmacion ſhoulde be miniſtred to them that were of perfect age, that they being inſtructed in Chryſtes re­ligion, ſhoulde openlye profeſſe theyr owne fayth and promiſe, to be obe­dient vnto the will of God.
And that no man ſhall thynke that anye detriment ſhall come to chyl­dren by deferryng of theyr Confyrmacion, he ſhal knowe for trueth, that it is certayne by Goddes woorde, that chyldren beeyng baptiſed, haue all thynges neceſſarie for theyr ſaluacyon, and be vndoubtedly ſaued.
A Cathechiſme, that is to ſay, an inſtruccion to be learned of euery childe before he be brought to be Confirmed of the Byſſhop.

Queſtion. What is your name?
 Aunſwere. N. or .M.
 Queſtion. Who gaue you thyſ name?
 Aunſwere. My godfathers and godmothers in my Baptiſme, wher­in I was made a member of Chryſt, the childe of God, and an inheritour of the kingdome of heauen.
 Queſtion. What did your godfathers and godmothers then for you?
 Aunſwere. They dyd promyſe and vowe three thynges in my name. Firſt, that I ſhoulde forſake the deuill and all hyſ workes and pompes; the vanities of the wicked worlde, and all the ſynful luſtes of the fleſſhe. Secondly, that I ſhoulde beleue al the articles of the chriſten faith. And thirdly, yt I ſhould kepe Goddes holy wil and commaundementes, and walke in theſame all the dayes of my lyfe.
 Queſtion. Doeſt thou not thinke that thou art bounde to beleue and to doe as they haue promiſed for thee?
 Aunſwere. Yes verely. And by Gods helpe ſo I wil. And I hertelye thanke oure heauenly father, that he hath called me to thys ſtate of ſaluaciō, through Ieſus Chriſt our ſauiour. And I pray god to geue me his grace, that I maye continue in the ſame vnto my lyues ende.
 Queſtion. Rehearſe the articles of thy beliefe.
 Aunſwere. I Beleue in god the father almightie, maker of heauen & of earth. And in Ieſus Chriſt his only ſonne our lorde. Whiche was conceyued of the holye ghoſte, borne of the of [Page] virgin Mary. Suffred vnder Pōce Pilate, was crucified; dead and buried, he deſcended into hell. The thyrde daye he roſe agayne from the dead. He aſcended into heauen, and ſitteth at the right hande of god the father almightie. From thence he ſhall come to iudge the quicke and the dead. I be­leue in the holy goſt. The holy Catholyke Churche. The cō ­munion of Sainctes. The forgeuenes of ſinnes. The reſur­reccion of the body. And the lyfe euerlaſtyng. Amen.
 Queſtion. What doeſt yu chiefllye learne in theſe articles of thy beliefe?
 Aunſwere. Fyrſt, I learne to beleue in god the father, who hath made me and al the worlde.
 Secondly, in God the ſonne, who hath redemed me and al mankynde.
 Thirdly, in god the holy goſt, who ſanctifieth me and al the elect people of god.
 Queſtion. You ſayd that your godfathers and godmothers dyd pro­miſe for you that you ſhould kepe gods commaundementes. Tell me howe many there be.
 Aunſwere. Tenne.
 Queſtion. Which be they?
 Aunſwere. THeſame which God ſpake in the .xx. Chapiter of Exodus, ſaying: I am the Lorde thy god whyche haue broughte thee out of the lande of Egipte, out of the houſe of bondage. 
	i. Thou ſhalt haue none other Goddes but me.
	ii. Thou ſhalte not make to thy ſelfe any grauen ymage, nor the likenes of any thyng that is in heauen aboue, or in the earth beneath, nor in the water vnder the earth. Thou ſhalte not bowe downe to them, nor worſhippe them: for I the Lord thy god am a gelous god, and viſite the ſynnes of the fathers vpon the childrē, vnto the thyrd and fourth ge­neracion [Page] of them that hate me, and ſhew mercy vnto thou­ſandes in thē that loue me & kepe my commaundementes.
	iii. Thou ſhalt not take the name of the Lord thy god in vayne: for the lord wil not hold him giltleſſe that taketh his name in vayne.
	iiii. Remember thou kepe holy the Sabboth day. Sixe dayes ſhalt thou laboure & doe al that thou haſt to doe: but the ſeuenth daye is the Sabboth of the Lorde thy God. In it thou ſhalte doe no maner of woorke, thou, and thy ſonne and thy daughter, thy man ſeruaunte, and thy mayde ſer­uaunte, thy Cattell, and the ſtraunger that is wythin thy gates: for in ſixe dayes the Lorde made heauen and earth, the Sea, and all that in them is, and reſted the ſeuenth day. Wherefore the Lorde bleſſed the ſeuenth daye, and hallo­wed it.
	v. Honour thy father and thy mother, that thy daies may be long in the lande whiche the Lorde thy god geueth thee.
	vi. Thou ſhalt doe no murther.
	vii. Thou ſhalt not commit adultery.
	viii. Thou ſhalt not ſteale.
	ix. Thou ſhalt not beare falſe witnes agaiſt thi neighbour.
	x. Thou ſhalte not coueite thy neyghbours houſe, thou ſhalte not coueite thy neighbours wyfe, nor hys ſeruaunte, nor his maid, nor his oxe, nor his aſſe, nor any thing yt is his.

 Queſtion. What dooeſte thou chieflye learne by theſe commaun­dementes?
 Aunſwere. I learne two thinges. My duetie towardes god, and my duetye towardes my neighboure.
 Queſtion. What is thy duetie towardes God?
 Aunſwere. My duetie towardes God is to beleue in hym, to feare hym, and to loue hym with all my hearte, wyth all my mynde, with all my ſoule, and with all my ſtrength. To worſhyppe hym. To geue him thankes. To put my whole [Page] truſt in hym. To call vpon hym. To honoure his holy name and his word, and to ſerue hym truly al the dayes of my life.
 Queſtion. What is thy duetie towardes thy neighbour?
 Aunſwere. My duetie towardes my neighbour is, to loue him as my ſelfe. And to doe to al men as I would they ſhould doe vnto me. To loue, honoure and ſuccoure my father and mother. To honoure and obey the kyng and hys miniſters. To ſub­mitte my ſelfe to al my gouernours, teachers, ſpiritual Pa­ſtours and Maiſters. To ordre my ſelf lowly and reuerēt­ly to all my betters. To hurte no body by worde nor dede. To be true and iuſt in al my dealyng. To beare no malyce nor hatred in my heart. To kepe my handes from picking and ſtealing, and my tongue from euill ſpeaking, lying and ſlaundering. To kepe my body in temperaunce, ſoberneſſe, and chaſtitie. Not to couet nor deſyre other mennes goodes. But learne and labour truly to geat mine own liuing, and to do my duetie in that ſtate of life, vnto which it ſhal pleaſe God to call me.
 Queſtion. My good childe knowe thys, that thou art not hable to doe theſe thynges of thy ſelf, nor to walke in ye cōmaundemētes of God, and to ſerue him, without hys ſpecial grace, whiche thou muſte learne at al tymes to call for by diligent prayer. Let me heare therfore if thou canſt ſate the Lordes prayer.
 Aunſwere. OVr father whiche art in heauen, hallowed be thy name. Thy kingdome come. Thy wyll be done wyll be done in earth as it is in heauē. Geue vs this day our day­ly bread. And forgeue vs oure treſpaſſes, as we forgeue them that treſpaſſe againſt vs. And leade vs not in to temptacion. But deliuer vs from euil. Amen.
 Queſtion. What deſireſt thou of God in thys prayer.
 Aunſwere. I deſyre my Lorde God our heauenly father, who is the geuer of all goodnes, to ſende his grace vnto me and to all [Page] people, that we maye worſhip him, ſerue hym, and obey him as we oughte to doe. And I pray vnto God, that he wyll ſende vs all thynges that be nedeful both for our ſoules and bodyes. And that he will be mercifull vnto vs, and forgeue vs oure ſynnes: and that it will pleaſe hym to ſaue and de­fende vs in al daungers goſtly and bodely. And that he wil kepe vs from all ſynne and wickednes, and from our goſtly enemy, and from euerlaſtyng death. And this I truſt he wil doe of his mercye and goodneſſe, throughe our Lorde Ieſu Chriſt. And therfore I ſaye. Amen. So be it.

So ſone as the children can ſaye in their mother tong, the Ar­ticles of the faith, the Lordes praier, the .x. commaundementes: and also can aunſwere to ſuche queſtions of this ſhorte Cathe­chiſme, as the Biſhop (or ſuche as he ſhall appoynte) ſhal by his diſcrecion appoſe them in: then ſhal they be brought to the Biſ­ſhoppe by one that ſhalbe his Godfather, or Godmother, that euery chylde maye haue a witneſſe of his confirmacion. And the Biſſhoppe ſhall confyrme them on thys wyſe.

Our helpe is in the name of the Lorde.
 Aunſwere. Which hath made both heauen and earth.
 Miniſter. Bleſſed is the name of the Lorde.
 Aunſwere. Hencefurth world without ende.
 Miniſter. Lorde heare our prayer.
 Aunſwere. And let our crye come to thee.

¶ Let vs praye.
 ALmightie & euerliuyng God, who haſt vouch­ſafed to regenerate theſe thy ſeruaūtes by wa­ter and the holy goſt, and haſt geuen vnto them forgeuenes of al their ſynnes: ſtrengthen them we beſeche thee (O lord) with the holy goſt the comforter, and dayly encreaſe in them thy manifolde giftes of grace, the ſpirite of wyſedome and vnderſtanding, the ſpirite of counſel and goſtely ſtrength, the ſpirite of know­ledge [Page] and true godlyneſſe: and fulfyll them (O Lorde) with the ſpirite of thy holy feare. Amen.

Then the Biſſhop ſhal lay hys hande vpon euery child ſeuerally, ſaying.
Defende, O Lorde this childe with thy heauenlye grace, that he may continue thyne for euer, and dayly encreaſe in thy holy ſpirite more and more, vntil he come vnto thy euer­laſtyng kyngdome. Amen.

Then ſhall the Biſſhoppe ſaye.
ALmighti euerliuing god, which makeſt vs both to wyl and to doe thoſe thinges that be good and acceptable vnto thy Maieſtie: we make our hū ­ble ſupplicacions vnto thee for theſe children, v­pon whome (after the exaumple of thy holy A­poſtles) we haue layd our handes, to certifie them (by thys ſygne) of thy fauour and gracious goodnes toward them: let thy fatherly hande we beſeche thee, euer be ouer them: let thy holy ſpirite euer be with them, and ſo leade them in the knowledge and obedience of thy word, that in the ende they maye obteyne the euerlaſting lyfe through out Lord Ieſus Chriſt: who with thee and the holy goſt liueth and reigneth one God, world without ende. Amen.

Then the Biſſhoppe ſhall bleſſe the children, thus ſaying.
The bleſſing of god almightie, the father, the ſonne, and the holy goſte, be vpon you and remaine with you for euer. Amen.

¶ The Curate of euery Paryſhe, or ſome other at hys appoynt­ment, ſhal diligently vpon Sundayes and holy daies, halfe an houre before Euenſong, openly in the churche inſtruct and examine ſo ma­ny chyldren of his paryſhe ſent vnto hym, as the tyme wyll ſerue, and as he ſhall thynke conuenient in ſome parte of thys Cathechiſme.
And al fathers, mothers, Maiſters and Dames, ſhall cauſe their chyldren, ſeruauntes, and prentiſes (whiche haue not learned theyr Cathechiſme) to come to the Churche at the tyme appointed, and o­bediently to heare, & be ordered by the Curate, vntil ſuch time as they haue learned al that is here appointed for them to learne. And when­ſoeuer the Biſſhoppe ſhal geue knowledge for children to be brought afore hym to any conuenient place, for theyr confirmacion: Thē ſhall the Curate of euery paryſhe either bring or ſend in writting, ye names of al thoſe children of hys paryſhe, which can ſay the Articles of their fayth, the Lordes prayer, and the .x. commaundementes: and alſo [Page] how many of them can aunſwere to thother queſtions conteyned in this Cathechiſme.
And there ſhall none be admitted to the holy Communion, vntil ſuch time as he can ſay the Cathechiſme, and be confirmed.


¶ The fourme of Solemnizacion of Matrimonie.
¶ Fyrſt the bannes muſt be aſked three ſeuerall Sundayes or holy dayes in the tyme of ſeruice, the people being preſent after the accuſ­tomed maner.
And if the perſones that woulde bee maried dwell in dyuerſe Pa­riſhes, the bannes muſt be aſked in both pariſhes: and the Curate of thone Pariſhe ſhall not ſolemnize Matrimonie betwixt them, with­out a certificate of the bannes beyng thryſe aſked from the Curate of the other Pariſhe. At the daye appoynted for Solemnizacion of Ma­trimonie, the perſones to bee maried ſhall come into the bodye of the Churche with their frendes and neighbours. And there the Prieſte ſhall thus ſaye.
DEarely beloued frendes, we are gathered together here in the ſyghte of God, and in the face of his congregaciō, to ioyne toge­ther thys man and thys woman in holye matrimonie, which is an honorable eſtate inſtituted of God in paradiſe, in the tyme of mans innocencie: ſignifying vnto vs ye miſticall vnion, ye is betwixt Chriſt and his churche: which holy eſtate Chriſt adourned & beautified with his preſence and firſt miracle that he wroughte in Cana of Galile, and is commended of Sainct Paule to be honorable among al men, & therfore is not to be enterpriſed, not taken in hande vnaduiſedly, lightly, or wantonly, to ſatiſfye mens carnall luſtes and appetites, lyke bruite beaſtes that haue no vn­derſtanding: but reuerently, diſcretely, aduiſedly, ſobrely, & in the feare of god: Duely conſidering the cauſes for which Matrimonie was ordeyned. One was the procreacion of children, to be broughte vp in the feare and nurtour of the Lord, and prayſe of God. Secondlye, it was ordeyned for a remedy agaynſt ſinne, & to auoyde fornicacion, that ſuch perſons as haue not the gyft of continencie, might marrye, & kepe themſelues vndefyled membres of Chriſtes bodye. Thirdly, for ye mutuall ſocietie, helpe & comfort, that ye one [Page] ought to haue of the other, both in proſperitie and aduerſi­tie: into the which holye eſtate theſe two perſones preſent come to be ioyned. Therfore, if any man can ſhewe any iuſt cauſe, why they may not lawfully be ioyned together: lette him nowe ſpeake, or els hereafter for euer holde his peace.

¶ And alſo ſpeaking to the perſones that ſhalbe maried, he ſhall ſaye.
I require and charge you (as you will aunſwere at the dreadful day of iudgement, when the ſecretes of al heartes ſhalbe diſcloſed) that if eyther of you doe knowe any impe­dimente why ye maye not bee lawfullye ioyned together in Matrimonie, that ye confeſſe it. For bee ye well aſſured, that ſo many as be coupled together otherwiſe then Gods woord doeth allowe, are not ioyned together by God, ney­ther is theyr Matrimonie lawfull.

At whiche daye of mariage, if any man doe allege and declare a­nye impediment why they maye not be coupled together in ma­trimonie, by Goddes law, or the lawes of this Realme: and will be bounde and ſufficient ſureties with hym, to the parties, or ells put in a caucion to the full value of ſuche charges as the perſons to be maried doth ſuſtayne to proue his allegacion: then the So­lemnizacion muſt be deferred vnto ſuche tyme as the trueth bee tryed. If no impediment bee alleged, then ſhall the Curate ſaye vnto the man.
N, Wilt thou haue this woman to thy wedded wyfe, to liue together after Gods ordinance in the holy eſtate of Matrimonie? Wilte thou loue her, coumforte her, honour and kepe her, in ſickenes and in healthe? And forſa­kyng al other, kepe thee onelye to her, ſo long as you bothe ſhalt liue?

¶ The man ſhall aunſwere.
I will.
¶ Then ſhall the prieſt ſaye to the woman.
N, Wilt thou haue this man to thy wedded houſbande, to liue together after Goddes ordinaunce in the holy eſtate of Matrimonie? Wilt thou obey hym and ſerue him, loue, honour and kepe him, in ſickenes and in healthe, and forſaking all other, kepe thee onelye vnto hym, ſo long as you both ſhall liue?

The woman ſhall aunſwere.
I wyll.
¶ Then ſhall the Miniſter ſaye.
Who geueth thys woman to be maried vnto this man?

And the Miniſter receiuing ye womā at her father or frendes handes, ſhal cauſe the man to take the woman by the right hand, and ſo either to geue their trouth to other. The man fyrſt ſaying.
I N. take thee N. to my wedded wife, to haue and to holde from this day forewarde, for better, for worſe, for ri­cher, for poorer, in ſickenes, and in health, to loue and to che­riſh, til death vs depart, according to gods holi ordinaunce: And thereto I plight thee my trouth.

Then ſhal they looſe their handes, & the woman taking agayne the man by the right hande, ſhall ſaye.
I N. take thee N. to my wedded huſband, to haue and to holde from thys day foreward, for better, for worſe, for ry­cher, for poorer, in ſickenes, and in health, to loue, cheriſhe, & to obeye, tyll death vs depart, according to goddes holy or­dinaunce: And thereto I geue thee my trouth.

Then ſhal they agayne looſe their handes, and the man ſhal geue vn­to the woman a ring, laying theſame vpon the boke with the accuſto­med duety to the Prieſt & Clerke. And the Prieſt taking the ring, ſhal delyuer it vnto the man, to putte it vpon the fourth fynger of the wo­mans left hand. And the man taught by the Prieſt, ſhall ſaye.
With this ring I thee wed: wyth my body I thee worſhyp: & with al my worldly goodes I thee endow. In the name of the father, & of the ſonne, and of the holy goſt. Amen.

Then the man leauing the ryng vpon the fourth fynger of the womans left hande, the Miniſter ſhall ſaye.
¶ Let vs praye.
 O Eternall god, creatour and preſeruer of al mankynde, geuer of all ſpirituall grace, the auctour of euerlaſting lyfe: Sende thy bleſſing vpon theſe thy ſeruauntes, this mā and this woman, whō we bleſſe in thy name, that as Iſaac and Rebecca liued faithfully together, ſo theſe perſons may ſurely perfourme and kepe the vow and couenaunt betwixt them made: whereof this ring geuen and receiued, is a tokē and pledge, and may euer remaine in perfect loue and peace together, and lyue accordyng vnto thy lawes: through Ie­ſus Chriſte our Lorde. Amen.

Then ſhall the Prieſt ioyne their right handes together and ſay.
Thoſe whom God hath ioined together, lette no man put a­ſunder.

Then ſhall the Miniſter ſpeake vnto the people.
FOraſmuche as N. and N. haue conſented together in holy wedlocke, and haue witneſſed theſame be­fore god and this company, and therto haue geuen and pledged their trouth eyther to other, and haue declared theſame by geuing and receiuing of a ring, and by ioyning of handes: I pronounce that they be man and wife together. In the name of the father, of the ſonne, and of the holy goſt. Amen.

And the Miniſter ſhal adde thys bleſſing.
God the father, god the ſonne, god the holy goſt, bleſſe, pre­ſerue, and kepe you: the Lord mercifully with his fauoure loke vpon you, and ſo fil you with al ſpiritual benediccyon and grace, that you maye ſo liue together in thys life, that in the world to come, you may haue life euerlaſting. Amen.

Then the Miniſter or Clerkes, going to the Lordes table, ſhall ſaye or ſyng thys pſalme folowyng.
Beati omnes. pſ. cxxviii. BLeſſed are al they that feare the lorde: and walke in thys wayes.
 For thou ſhalt eate the labour of thy handes: O well is thee, and happy ſhalt thou be.
 Thy wife ſhalbe as the fruitefull vine: vpon the walles of thy houſe.
 Thy children like the Oliue braunches: rounde aboute thy table.
 Loe, thus ſhal the man be bleſſed: that feareth the Lord.
 The Lorde from oute of Sion, ſhall bleſſe thee: that thou ſhalt ſee Hieruſalem in proſperitie, all thy lyfe long.
 Yea, that thou ſhalt ſee thy childrens children: and peace vpon Iſrael.

 O God of Abraham, God of Iſaac, God of Iacob, bleſſe theſe thy ſeruauntes, and ſo we the ſede of e­ternall lyfe in their mindes, that whatſoeuer in thy holy worde they ſhall profitably learne, they maye in dede fulfil theſame. Loke O Lord mercifully vpon thē from hea­uen, and bleſſe them. And as thou diddeſt ſende thy bleſſing vpon Abraham and Sara to their great comfort: ſo vouch­ſafe to ſende thy bleſſing vpō theſe thy ſeruauntes, that they obeying thy wil, and alway beeing in ſafetie vnder thy pro­teccion, may abide thy loue vnto their liues ende: through Ieſu Chriſt our Lorde. Amen.

Thys prayer next folowyng ſhalbe omitted, where the women is paſte chylde byrth.
O Merciful lord & heauenly father, by whoſe gra­cious gift mankind is encreaſed: we beſeche thee aſſyſte with thy bleſſyng theſe two perſons, that they may both be fruiteful in procreacion of chil­drē, and alſo liue together ſo long in godly loue and honeſtie that they may ſee their childrens children, vnto the thyrde & fourth generacyon, vnto thy prayſe and honoure: throughe Ieſus Chriſt our Lord. Amen.

O God, whiche by thy mightie power haſt made all thinges of naughte, which alſo after other thinges ſet in ordre, didſt appointe that out of mā (created after thyne owne ymage and ſimilitude) woman ſhould take her beginning: and knitting thē together, dydſt teache that it ſhould neuer be lawful to put a ſunder thoſe, whom thou by matrimonie hadſt made one: O God whych haſt conſecrated the ſtate of matrimonie to ſuch an excellent miſterie, that in it is ſignified and repreſented the ſpiritual mariage & vnitie betwixt Chriſt & his church: Loke mercy­fully vpon theſe thy ſeruauntes, that both this mā may loue his wyfe, accordyng to thy worde (as Chryſte did loue hys ſpouſe the church, who gaue him ſelfe for it, louing & cheryſ­ſhyng [Page] it euen as hiſ own fleſh.) And alſo ye this womā may be louing & amiable to her huſband as Rachel, wife as Re­becca, faithfull & obedient as Sara, and in all quietnes, ſo­brietie & peace, be a folower of holy and godly matrones: O Lord bleſſe them both, & graunt them to inherite thy euer­laſting kingdom: through Ieſus Chriſt our Lord. Amen.

Then ſhall the Prieſt ſaye.
ALmightie God, which at the beginning did create our firſt parentes Adam and Eue, and did ſanctifie & ioine them together in mariage: powre vpō you the riches of hys grace, ſanctifie and bleſſe you, that ye may pleaſe hym both in body and ſoule, and lyue together in holy loue, vnto your lyues ende. Amen.

Then ſhal begin the Communion, and after the Goſpel ſhalbe ſaid a ſermon, wherein ordinarely (ſo oft as there is any mariage) thoffice of a man & wyfe ſhalbe declared, according to holy ſcripture: or yf there be no ſermon, the Miniſter ſhall reade thys that foloweth.
Al ye which be maryed, or which entende to take the holy eſtate of matrimonie vpon you: heare what holy ſcripture doeth ſay, as touching the duetie of huſbandes toward their wiues, and wiues toward their huſbandes. Saincte Paul in his Epiſtle to the Epheſians ye fifth Chapiter) doeth geue thys commaundemente to all maryed men.
 Ye huſbandes loue your wiues, euen as Chriſte loued the church, & hath geuen himſelfe for it, to ſanctifie it, pourging it in the fountayne of water, throughe thy worde, that he might make it vnto himſelfe, a glorious congregacion, not hauing ſpotte or wrinkel, or any ſuche thyng, but that it ſhould be holy & blameleſ. So men are bound to loue their owne wyueſ as theyr own bodyes. He that loueth his own wyfe, loueth himfelſe. For neuer dyd any man hate his own fleſhe, but nouriſheth and cheriſheth it, euen as the lord doth the congregacion: for we are membres of his bodye, of hys fleſhe, and of hys bones.
 For thys cauſe ſhal a man leaue father and mother, and ſhall bee ioyned vnto hys wife, and they two ſhall bee one fleſhe. This miſterie is great, but I ſpeake of Chryſte and [Page] of ye congregaciō. Neuertheles, let euery one of you ſo loue hys own wyfe, euen as hymſelfe.
 Lykewyſe theſame ſainct Paul (writing to the Coloſ­ſians) ſpeaketh thus to al men that be maried. Colo. iiii Ye men loue your wyues, and be not bitter vnto them.
 Heare alſo what Sainct Peter the Apoſtle of Chryſte, which was himſelfe a maried man (ſayeth vnto al mē that are maryed.) i. pete. iii Ye huſbandes, dwel with your wyues accor­ding to knowledge: Geuing honoure vnto the wife as vnto the weaker veſſell, and as heyres together of the grace of lyfe, ſo that your prayers be not hyndered.

Hertherto ye haue heard the duetie of the huſband toward the wife.
Now lykewyſe ye wiues, heare & learne your duetie towardes your huſbandes, euen as it is playnely ſet forth in holy ſcripture.
SAincte Paule (in the forenamed Epiſtle to the Epheſians) teacheth you thus. Epheſi. v Ye women, ſub­mit youre ſelues vnto your owne huſbandes as vnto the lord: for ye huſbande is the wyues head euē as Chriſt is the head of the Church. And he is alſo the ſauioure of the whole bodye. Therefore as the church or congregacion is ſubiect vnto Chriſte: ſo likewiſe let the wiues alſo be in ſubiecciō vnto their own huſbandes in all thinges. And agayne he ſaieth: Let the wife reuerence her huſband. And (in his Epiſtle to ye Colloſſians) Sayncte Paul geueth you this ſhort Leſſon. Coloſ. iii Ye wiues ſubmit youre ſelues vnto your own huſbandes, as it is conuenient in the Lorde.
 SAinct Peter alſo doeth inſtructe you very godly, thus ſaying: i. pete. iii. Let wiues bee ſubiecte to their owne huſbandes, ſo that yf any obey not the worde, they may be wonne without the worde, by the conuer­ſacion of the wiues, while they behold your chaſt conuerſa­cion coupled with feare, wboſe apparell lette it not bee out­ward, with broided heere and trimming about with golde, either in putting on of gorgeous apparel: but let the hid mā whiche is in the heart, be without al corrupcyon, ſo that the ſpirite be milde and quiet which is a precious thing in the [Page] ſight of god. For after this maner (in the olde time) dyd the holy womē which truſted in god apparel themſelues, being ſubiect to their own huſbandes: as Sara obeyed Ibraham calling hym Lorde, whoſe daughters ye are made, doyng well, and being not diſmaide with any feare.

¶ The new maried perſons (theſame day of their mariage) muſt receiue the holy Communion.

¶ The ordre for the viſitacion of the ſicke.
The Prieſt entering into the ſicke perſons houſe, ſhall ſaye.
Peace be in this houſe, and to all that dwell in it.

When he commeth into the ſicke mans preſence, he ſhall ſaye knelyng downe.
REmembre not lord our iniquities, nor the iniquities of our forefathers. Spare vs good Lorde, ſpare thy people, whom thou haſt redemed with thy moſte precious bloud, and be not angry with vs for euer.
 Lorde haue mercy vpon vs.
 Chriſte haue mercy vpon vs.
 Lorde haue mercy vpon vs.

¶ Our father which art in heauen.&c.
 And leade vs not into temptacion.
 Aunſwere. But deliuer vs from euill. Amen.

Miniſter. O Lorde ſaue thy ſeruaunte.
 Aunſwere. Whiche putteth his truſt in thee.
 Miniſter. Sende hym helpe from thy holy place.
 Aunſwere. And euermore mightely defende hym.
 Miniſter. Let the enemy haue none aduauntage of hym.
 Aunſwere. Nor the wicked approche to hurt hym.
 Miniſter. Be vnto hym O Lorde, a ſtrong towre.
 [Page] Aunſwere. From the face of his enemie.
 Miniſter. Lorde heare our prayers.
 Aunſwere. And let our crye come vnto thee.

The Miniſter.
 O Lord loke downe from heauen, behold, viſite and releue this thy ſeruaunt: Loke vpon him with the eyes of thy mercy, geue him comfort and ſure con­fydence in thee: Defende him from the daunger of the enemy, and kepe hym in perpetuall peace and ſafetye: through Ieſus Chriſt our Lorde. Amen.

HEare vs almightie and moſt merciful god and ſa­uioure. Extende thy accuſtomed goodnes to thys thy ſeruaunt which is grieued with ſickenes: Vi­ſite hym, O Lorde, as thou diddeſt viſite Peters wiues mother, and the Captaines ſeruaunt. So viſite and reſtore vnto this ſicke perſon his former health (yf it be thy wyl) or els geue him grace ſo to take thy viſitacion, that af­ter this painful life ended, he may dwel with thee in lyfe e­uerlaſting. Amen.

Then ſhall the Miniſter exhorte the ſicke perſon after thys fourme or other lyke.
DErely beloued, know thys: that almightie God is the Lord of life and death, and ouer all thinges to them perteining, as youth, ſtrength, health, age, weakenes, and ſickeneſſe. Wherefore, whatſoeuer your ſickenes is, know you certainly, that it is gods viſita­cyon. And for what cauſe ſoeuer thys ſyckenes is ſente vnto you, whether it bee to trie youre pacience for the example of other, and that your fayth maye be founde in the daye of the Lorde laudable, glorious, & honourable, to the encreaſe of glorye, & endles felicitie: Or els it be ſente vnto you to cor­recte and amend in you, whatſoeuer doeth offend the eies of our heauenly father: know you certaynly, that yf you true­ly repente you of your ſinnes, and beare your ſickeneſſe pa­ciently, truſtyng in Goddes mercy for his dere ſonne Ieſus [Page] Chriſtes ſake, and rendre vnto him humble thākes for his fatherly viſitaciō, ſubmitting your ſelfe wholy to his will: it ſhall turne to your profite, and helpe you foreward in the right way that leadeth vnto euerlaſting life.

¶ If the perſon viſited be very ſicke, then the Curate may ende his exhortacion in this place.
¶ Take therefore in good woorth the chaſtement of the Lorde: For whom the Lorde loueth, be chaſtiſeth. Yea (as Sainct Paul ſayth) he ſcourgeth euery ſōne whiche he re­ceiueth: if you indure chaſtiſement, he offereth hymſelf vn­to you, as vnto his own children. What ſonne is he that the father chaſtiſeth not? Yf ye be not vnder correccion (wherof al true children are partakers) then are ye baſtardes & not childrē. Therfore, ſeing that when our carnall fathers doe correct vs, we reuerently obey thē: ſhal we not nowe muche rather be obedient to our ſpirituall father, and ſo lyue? And they for a fewe dayes doe chaſtice vs after their own plea­ſure, but he dooeth chaſtice vs for our profite, to the intent he may make vs partakers of his holines. Theſe wordes, good brother, are Gods wordes, & writtē in holy ſcripture for our comfort & inſtruccion that we ſhould paciently and with thankeſgeuing, beare our heauēly fathers correcciō, whanſoeuer by anye maner of aduerſitie it ſhall pleaſe hys gracious goodneſſe to viſite vs. And there ſhoulde bee no greater comfort to Chriſtian perſons, then to be made like vnto Chriſt by ſuffering paciently aduerſities, troubles, & ſickeneſſes. For he himſelfe went not vp to ioye, but firſt he ſuffered payne: he entred not into his glory, beefore he was crucified. So truelye our waye to eternall ioye, is to ſuffre here with Chriſte, & our doore to entre into eternall life, is gladly to dye with Chriſte, that we maye riſe agayne from death, & dwell with him in euerlaſting lyfe. Now therfore taking your ſickenes which is thus profitable for you, pa­ciently: I exhort you in the name of God, to remembre the profeſſion which you made vnto God in youre Baptiſme. And foraſmuche as after this life, there is accoumpt to be geuen vnto the righteous iudge, of whō all muſt be iudged [Page] withoute reſpecte of perſones: I require you to examine your ſelf, & your ſtate, both towarde God and man: ſo that accuſing and condemning your ſelf for your owne faultes, you may find mercy at our heauēly fathers hand for Chri­ſtes ſake, and not be accuſed and condemned in that feare­full iudgement. Therfore I ſhall ſhortly rehearſe the arti­cles of our fayth, that ye may knowe whether you doe be­lieue as a chriſtian man ſhould or no.

¶ Here the Miniſter ſhall rehearſe the Articles of the fayth, ſaying thus.
¶ Doeſt thou belieue in God the father almightie?

And ſo furth as it is in Baptiſme.
¶ Then ſhal the Miniſter examine whether he be in charitie with al the worlde: Exhorting him to forgeue from the bottome of his heart, all perſones that haue offended him: and if he haue offended other, to aſke them forgeueneſſe: And where he hath doone iniurie or wrong to any man, that he make amēdes to the vttermoſt of his power. And if he haue not afore diſpoſed his goodes, let hym than make his will. But men muſt be oft admonyſhed, that they ſet an ordre for their tē ­poral goodes and landes whā they be in health. And alſo declare his debtes what he oweth, and what is owyng vnto hym, for diſcharge­ing of his conſcience, and quietnes of his executours.
Theſe woordes before rehearſed, may be ſayde before the Mini­ſter beginne his prayer, as he ſhall ſee cauſe.
The Miniſter may not forgeat, nor omitte to moue the ſicke per­ſon, (and that moſt earneſtly) to liberalitie toward the poore.
Here ſhal the ſicke perſon make a ſpeciall confeſſion, if he fele his conſcience troubled with any weighty matter. After whiche confeſſi­on, the Prieſt ſhall abſolue him after this ſort.
OVr Lord Ieſus Chriſte, who hath left power to his churche to abſolue all ſinners, which truelye repent and beleue in him, of his great mercye for­geue thee thyne offences: and by hys auctoritie committed to me, I abſolue thee from all thy ſinnes, in the name of the father, and of the ſonne, and of the holy ghoſt. Amen.

¶ And then the Prieſt ſhall ſaye the Collect folowing.
¶ Let vs pray.
 [Page] O Moſte mercyfull God, whyche accordyng to the multitude of thy mercies, doeſt ſo putte awaye the ſinnes of thoſe whiche truely repente, that thou re­membreſt them nomore: open thy eye of mercy vp­on this thy ſeruaunt, who moſt earneſtly deſireth pardon & forgeuenes. Renue in him moſt louyng father, whatſoeuer hath been decayed by the fraude and malyce of the deuyll, or by his owne carnall wyll and frailnes: preſerue and conty­nue thys ſicke membre in the vnitie of thy churche: conſidre his cōtrycion, accept his teares, aſſwage his payne, as ſhal­be ſeen to thee moſt expedient for him. And foraſmuche as he putteth hys full truſte onelye in thy mercye, Impute not vn­to hym hys former ſynnes, but take hym vnto thy fauoure: through the merites of thy moſte dearely beloued ſonne Ie­ſus Chriſte. Amen.

¶ Then the Miniſter ſhall ſaye thys Pſalme.
In te do­mine ſpe­raui. pſal lxxi. IN thee O Lorde haue I put my truſte, let me ne­uer be put to confuſion: but rydde me, and delyuer me into thy ryghteouſnes, inclyne thyne eare vnto me, and ſaue me.
 Be thou my ſtrong holde (whereunto I maye alwaye re­ſort:) thou haſt promiſed to helpe me, for thou arte my houſe of defence and my caſtell.
 Delyuer me (O my God) out of the hand of the vngodly: out of the hand of the vnrighteous and cruell man.
 For thou (O Lorde God) arte the thyng that I long for: thou art my hope euen from my youth.
 Throughe thee haue I been holden vp euer ſence I was borne: thou art he that toke me oute of my mothers wombe, my prayſe ſhall alwaye bee of thee.
 I am become as it were a monſtre vnto manye: but my ſure truſt is in thee.
 Oh let my mouth bee fylled with thy prayſe: (that I may ſyng of thy glorye) and honour all the daye long.
 Caſte me not awaye in the tyme of age: forſake me not when my ſtrength fayleth me.
 For myne enemies ſpeake againſt me, and they that laye [Page] wayte for my ſoule, take theyr counſayll together, ſaying: GOD hathe forſaken hym, perſecute him, and take him, for there is none to delyuer hym.
 Goe not farre frome, O God: my GOD, haſte thee to helpe me.
 Let them be confounded and periſhe, that are agaynſte my ſoule: let them bee couered with ſhame and diſhonoure, that ſeeke to doe me euyll.
 As for me, I will pacienly abyde alway: and will praiſe thee more and more.
 My mouthe ſhall daylye ſpeake of thy righteouſneſ and ſaluacyon: for I know no ende thereof.
 I wyl goe forth in the ſtrength of the Lorde god: and wil make mencyon of thy righteouſneſſe onely.
 Thou (O God) haſt taught me from my youth vp vntill nowe: therfore I wyll tell of thy wonderous workes.
 Forſake me not (O God in myne olde age, when I am graye headed: vntill I haue ſhewed thy ſtrength vnto thys generacyon, & thy power to al them that are yet for to come.
 Thy ryghteouſneſ (O god) is very high, & great thinges are they that thou haſt done: O god who is lyke vnto thee?
 O what great troubles and aduerſities haſt thou ſhew­ed me? and yet diddeſt thou turne and refreſhe me, yea and broughteſt me from the depe of the earth agayne.
 Thou haſte broughte me to great honoure: and comfor­ted me on euery ſyed.
 Therefore wyll I prayſe thee and thy faythfulneſſe (O God) playing vpon an inſtrument of muſike: vnto thee wyll I ſyng vpon the harpe, O thou holy one of Iſrael.
 My lippes will bee fayne, when I ſing vnto thee: and ſo wyll my ſoule whom thou haſt delyuered.
 My tong alſo ſhall talke of thy righteouſneſ all the daye longe: for they are confounded and broughte vnto ſhame, that ſeke to doe me euyll.
 Glory be to the father, and to the ſonne: and to the. &c.
 As it was in the beginning, is nowe, and euer ſhall bee: world without ende. Amen.

THe almightie Lord, which is a moſt ſtrong tower to all them that put theyr truſte in hym, to whom all thynges in heauen, in earth, and vnder earthe, doe bowe and obeye: be now and euermore thy de­fence, and make thee know and fele, that there is no other name vnder heauen geuen to man, in whom, and throughe whom, thou mayſt receyue health and ſaluacyon, but onely the name of our Lorde Ieſus Chriſte. ¶ The Communion of the Sicke.
FOraſmuche as all mortall men be ſubiect to many ſodayne perilles, diſeaſes, and ſickeneſſes, & euer vncertayne what time they ſhall depart out of this lyfe: Therfore, to thintent they may bee al­wayes in a redineſſe to dye whēſoeuer it ſhal pleaſe almightye God to call them, the Curates ſhall diligenly from time to time, but ſpecially in the plague time, exhorte their pa­riſhioners, to the ofte receyuyng in the Church of the holy Cō ­munion of the body and bloud of our ſauioure Chriſt. Whiche (yf they doe) they ſhall haue no cauſe in theyr ſodayne viſitaciō to be vnquieted for lacke of theſame: but yf the ſicke perſon bee not hable to come to the Church, and yet is deſirous to receiue the Communion in his houſe, then he muſte geue knowlegde ouernight, or els early in the mornyng to the Curate, ſignify­ing alſo how many be appoynted to Communicate with him. And hauing a conuenient place in the ſicke mans houſe, where the Curate maye reuerently miniſter, & a good numbre to re­ceyue the Communion with the ſicke perſon, with all thynges neceſſary for ye ſame, he ſhal there miniſter the holy Cōmuniō.
The Collect.
ALmightie euerliuing God, maker of mankynde, which doeſt correct thoſe whom thou doeſt loue, and chaſtiſeſt euery one whom thou doeſt rcceyue: we beſeche to haue [Page] mercy vpon thys thy ſeruaunt viſited with thy hand, and to graunt that he may take his ſickenes paciently, and recouer his bodely health (yf it be thy gracious wil) and whenſoeuer his ſoule ſhall departe from the bodye, it maye bee withoute ſpot preſēted vnto thee: through Ieſus Chriſt our lord Amē.

The Epiſtle.
Hebr. xii. MI ſonne deſpiſe not the correccion of the Lord, nei­ther faint whē thou art rebuked of him: For whō the Lord loueth, hym he correcteth, yea & he ſcour­geth euery ſonne, whom be receyueth.

The Goſpell.
Iohn. v. VErely verely I ſaie vnto you, he that heareth my worde, and beleueth on hym that ſent me, hath e­uerlaſtyng life, and ſhal not come vnto damnaci­on, but he paſſeth from death vnto lyfe.

At the tyme of the diſtribucion of the holy Sacramente, the Prieſt ſhall firſt receyue the Communion hymſelfe, and after miniſter vnto them that be appoynted to Communicate with the ſicke.
But yf any man, ether by reaſon of extremitie of ſyckenes, or for lacke of warnyng in due tyme to the Curate, or for lacke of companye to receyue with hym, or by any other iuſte impedi­mente, doe not receyue the Sacramente of Chriſtes body and bloud: then the Curate ſhall inſtructe him, that yf he doe truly repente hym of hys ſynnes, and ſtedfaſtlye beeleue that Ieſus Chriſt hath ſuffered death vpon the croſſe for him, and ſhed his bloud for hys redempcion, earneſtlye remembryng the bene­fytes he hath therby, and geuyng hym harty thankes therfore, he doth eate and drynke the bodye and bloud of oure Sauioure Chriſte, profitablye to hys ſoules health, although he doe not receyue the Sacramente with his mouth.
When the ſicke perſon is viſited, and receyueth the holye Communion all at one tyme, then the Prieſt for more expedy­cion ſhall cut of the fourme of the viſitacion at the Pſalme. In thee O Lorde haue I put my truſte, and goe ſtreyghte to the Communion.
In the tyme of plague, Swette, or ſuch other lyke contagyous tymes of ſickeneſſes or diſeaſes, when none of the paryſhe or neyghbours can be gotten to Communnicate with the ſycke in theyr houſes, for feare of the infeccion: vpon ſpecyall requeſt of the diſeaſed, the miniſter may alonly Communicate with him.

¶ The order for the Buriall of the dead.

The Prieſt metyng the corps at the Churche ſtile, ſhall ſaye: Or els the Prieſtes and clerkes ſhall ſyng, and ſo go eyther vnto the Churche, or towardes the graue.
Iohn. xi. I Am the reſurreccyon and the life (ſayth the Lord) he ye beleueth in me, yea though he were dead, yet ſhall lyue. And whoſoeuer lyueth and beleueth in me: ſhall not dye for euer.
 Iob. xix. I Knowe that my redemer lyueth, and that I ſhall riſe oute of the earth in the laſt daie, and ſhalbe co­uered agayne with my ſkinne, and ſhall ſee god in my fleſh: yea, and I my ſelfe ſhall beholde him, not with other, but with the ſame eyes.
 i. Tim. vi WE brought nothing into this worlde, neither maye we cary any thyng out of thys world. The Lorde geueth, and the lord taketh away. Iob. i. Euen as it hath pleaſed the lord, ſo commeth thinges to paſſe: bleſ­ſed be the name of the Lorde.

When they come at the graue, whiles the corps is made ready to be laid into the earth, the Prieſt ſhal ſay, or the Prieſt and clerkes ſhall ſyng.
Iob. ix. MAn that is borne of a woman hathe but a ſhorte time to liue, and is ful of miſery: he cometh vp and is cutte downe lyke a floure, he flieth as it were a ſhadow, and neuer continueth in one ſtaye. In the middes of lyfe we be in death: of whom may we ſeke for ſuc­cour but of thee, O Lorde, which for our ſynnes iuſtly arte diſpleaſed: yet O lord god moſte holy, O lord moſt mightye, O holy and moſt mercyfull ſauiour, delyuer vs not into the bytter paynes of eternall death. Thou knoweſt Lord the ſe­cretes of our heartes, ſhutte not vp thy mercifull eyes to our prayers: But ſpare vs lorde moſt holy, O god moſt mightie, O holy and mercifull ſauiour, thou moſt worthy iudge eter­nall, ſuffre vs not at our laſte houre for any paines of death, to fall from thee.

Then while the earth ſhalbe caſt vpon the body by ſome ſtanding by, the Prieſt ſhall ſaye.

FOraſmuch as it hath pleaſed almighty god of his great mercy to take vnto himſelfe the ſoule of our dere brother here departed: we therefore commit hys body to the ground, earth to earth, aſſhes to aſſhes, duſt to duſt, in ſure & certaine hope of reſurreccion to eternal lyfe, through our Lord Ieſus Chriſt: who ſhal chaunge our vile bodi, that it may be like to his glorious body, according to the mightie working wher­by he is hable to ſubdue all thynges to hymſelfe.

Then ſhalbe ſayde or ſong.
I Heard a voyce from heauen, ſaying vnto me: write from hence for the, bleſſed are the dead whiche dye in the Lorde. Euen ſo ſayeth the ſpiryte, that they reſt from theyr laboures.

Then ſhall folow this leſſon, taken out the .xv. Chapter, to the Corinthians, the firſte Epiſtle.
CHriſt is ryſen from the dead, and become the fyrſte fruites of thē that ſlepe. For by a man came death, and by a man came the reſurrecciō of the dead. For as by Adam all dye: euen ſo by Chriſte ſhal all bee made alyue, but euery man in his owne ordre. The firſte is Chriſte, then they that are Chriſtes at hys comyng. Then cometh the end, when he hath deliuered vp the kyngdom to god the father, when he hath put down al rule and al aucto­ritie and power. For he muſte reigne tyll he hath put all hys enemies vnder his fete. The laſt enemie that ſhalbe deſtroied is death. For he hath put al thinges vnder his fete. But whē he ſayeth, all thynges are put vnder hym, it is manifeſt that he is excepted, whyche did putte all thynges vnder hym. When all thynges are ſubdued vnto him, then ſhal the ſonne alſo himſelfe bee ſubiecte vnto hym that putte all thynges vnder him, that god may be al in al: els what doe thei which are Baptiſed ouer the dead, yf the dead ryſe not at al? Why are they then Baptiſed ouer them? yea, and why ſtande we alwaye then in ieopardye? by oure reioyſyng whiche I haue in Chriſt Ieſu our Lord, I die dayly. That I haue foughte [Page] with beaſtes at Epheſus after ye maner of mē, what auan­tageth it me, if ye dead riſe not again? Let vs eate & drinke, for to morowe we ſhal dye. Be not ye deceyued, euil wordes corrupt good maners. Awake truely out of ſlepe, & ſinne not. For ſome haue not the knowledge of god. I ſpeake this to your ſhame. But ſome man wyl ſaye: how ariſe the dead? With what bodi ſhal they come? thou foole, that which thou ſoweſt, is not quickened except it die. And what ſoweſt thou? thou ſoweſt not ye body ye ſhalbe, but bare corne, as of wheate or ſome other: but god geueth it a body at his pleaſure, to e­uery ſede his own body. Al fleſhe is not one maner of fleſhe: but there is one maner of fleſh of mē, & other maner of fleſh of beaſtes, & other of fiſhes, another of birdes. There are alſo celeſtial bodyes, & there are bodyes terreſtrial. But the glory of the celeſtial is one, and the glory of ye terreſtrial is another. There is one maner glory of ye ſunne, and another glory of the moone, & another glory of the ſtarres. For one ſtarre differeth from another in glory: ſo is the reſurreccion of the dead. It is ſowen in corrupcion, it riſeth again in in­corrupcion. It is ſowen in diſhonoure, it riſeth agayn in ho­nour. It is ſowen in weakenes, it riſeth again in power. It is ſowen a naturall body, it riſeth agayne a ſpirituall body. There is a natural body, & there is a ſpiritual body, as it is alſo written: the firſt man Adam was made a liuing ſoule, and ye laſt Adam was made a quickening ſpirte. How be­it, that is not firſt which is ſpiritual, but ye which is natu­ral, & then that which is ſpiritual. The firſte man is of the earth, earthy: The ſecond mā is ye lord from heauen, heaue­ly. As is the earthy, ſuch are they that be earthy. And as is the heauenly, ſuch are they ye are heauenly. And as we haue borne the image of the earthy, ſo ſhall we beare the Image of the heauenly. Thys ſay I brethren, that fleſhe and bloud cannot inherite the kingdome of god, neyther doeth corrup­cion inherite vncorrupcion. Behold, I ſhewe you a miſtery. We ſhall not all ſlepe: but we ſhall al be chaunged, and that in a momente, in the twinkeling of an eie by the laſt trumpe. For ye trumpe ſhal blow, & the dead ſhal riſe incorruptible, [Page] and we ſhalbe chaunged. For this corruptible muſt put on incorrupcion, & this mortal muſt put on immortalitie. When this corruptible hath put on incorrupciō, & this mortal hath put on immortalitie: thē ſhalbe brought to paſſe the ſaying that is written. Death is ſwalowed vp in victorie: Death, where is thy ſting? Hell where is thy victorye. The ſting of Death is ſynne: and the ſtrength of ſynne is the lawe. But thankes be vnto god, which hath geuen vs victory, through our Lorde Ieſus Chriſt. Therfore my deare brethren, be ye ſtedfaſt and vnmoueable, alwayes riche in the worke of the Lord, foraſmuch as ye know, now that your labour is not in vayne in the Lorde.

¶ After Morning prayer, the people beyng called together by the rynging of a bell, and aſſembled in the Churche, the Engliſhe Le­tany ſhalbe ſayde, after the accuſtomed maner: whiche ended, the Prieſt ſhall goe into the pulpitte, and ſaye thus.
BRethren, in the primatiue Churche there was a godly diſcipline, that at the begynning of Lent, ſuche perſones as were notorious ſinners, were put to open penaunce, & puniſhed in thys world, that their ſoules myght bee ſaued in the daye of the Lord. And that others admoniſhed by their exaumple, might be more afrayd to offēd. In the ſtede whereof, vntyll the ſayd diſcipline may be reſtored agayn (whiche thyng is much to be wiſſhed:) it is thought good, that at thys tyme (in your preſence) ſhould be read the generall ſentences of God curſyng againſt impenitent ſinners: gathered out of the .xxvii. Chapter of Deuteronomie, and other places of ſcripture. And that ye ſhoulde aunſwere to euery ſentence. Amen. To thintēt that you, being admoniſhed of the great indignacion of god againſt ſinners, may the rather be cal­led to earneſt and true repentaunce, and may walke more warely in theſe daungerous daies, fleing from ſuch vices, for the which ye affirme with your own mouthes, the curſe of God to be due.

 [Page] NOw, ſeeyng that all they be accurſed (as the Pro­phete Dauid beareth witnes) pſa. cxviii which doe erre & go a ſtray from the commaundementes of god: let vs remembryng the dreadfull iudgement hangyng o­uer oure heades, and beeyng alwayes at hande) returne vnto oure Lorde God, with all contricion and mekeneſſe of heart, bewayling and lamentyng our ſinful lyfe, knowled­geing and confeſſing our offences, and ſeking to bryng furth worthy fruites of penaunce. Math. iii For nowe is the Axe put vnto the roote of the trees, ſo that euery tree which bryngeth not furth good fruite, is hewen downe and caſt into the fyre. Hebre. x. Mala. iii But who may abide ye day of his comyng? who ſhalbe able to endure when he appeareth? Hys fanne is in his hand, and he wyll pourge hys floore, and gather hys wheate into the barne: Math. iii but he wyll burne the chaffe with vnquencheable fyre. The day of the lord cometh as a theſe vpon the night, and when men ſhall ſaye peace, and all thynges are ſafe: i. Teſſ. v. then ſhall ſo­deynlye deſtruccion come vpon them, as ſorowe cometh v­pon a woman trauayling with childe, Roma. ii and they ſhall not e­ſcape: then ſhall appeare the wrath of God in the day of vē ­geaunce, whiche obſtinate ſinners, through the ſtubbernes of theyr heart, haue heaped vnto themſelfe, whiche deſpyſed the goodneſſe, pacience, and long ſufferaunce of God, Prouer. i when he called them continually to repentaunce. Then ſhall they call vpon me, ſayth the lord, but I wyll not heare: they ſhall ſeke me early but they ſhal not fynde me, & that becauſe they hated knowledge, and receyued not the feare of the Lord, but abhorred my counſayle, and deſpyſed my correccyon: then ſhall it bee to late to knocke, when the dore ſhalbe ſhut, and to late to crye for mercye, when it is the tyme of iuſtice. O terrible voyce of moſte iuſte iudgemente, whyche ſhalbe pronounced vpon them, when it ſhalbe ſayde vnto them: [Page] goe ye curſed into the fyre euerlaſtyng, whiche is prepared for the deuill and hys Aungels: Mat. xxv therefore brethren take we hede betime, while the day of ſaluacion laſteth: ii. Cor. vi. for the night cometh when none can woorke: Ioh. ix. but let vs whyle we haue the lyght, beleue in the lyghte, and walke as the chyldren of the lyght, that we bee not caſt into the vtter darknes where is weping and gnaſhyng of teeth. Mat. xxv Let vs not abuſe ye good­nes of God, whyche calleth vs mercyfully to amendmente, and of hys endleſſe pietie promiſeth vs forgeueneſſe of that which is paſt, yf (with a whole minde and true heart) we re­turne vnto hym: for though our ſinnes bee redde as ſcarlet, they ſhalbe as whyte as Snowe: Eſai. i. Ezechiel. xxviii. and thoughe they be lyke purple, yet ſhall they be as whyte as wolle. Turne you clene (ſayth the Lorde) from all your wickedneſſe, and your ſinne ſhall not bee your deſtruccion. Caſt awaye from you al your vngodlines that ye haue done, make you new heartes and a newe ſpirite: wherefore wyll ye dye, O ye houſe of Iſrael? IN thee O lord haue I put my truſt: let me neuer be put to confuſion, deliuer me in thy righteouſnes.
 Bowe down thine eare to me: make haſt to deliuer me.
 And be thou my ſtrong rocke, and houſe of defence: that thou mayeſt ſaue me.
 For thou art my ſtrong rocke and my caſtel: be thou alſo my gyde, and leade me for thy names ſake.
 Drawe me out of the nette, that they haue layd prieuely for me: for thou art my ſtrength.
 Into thy handes I commende my ſpirite: for thou haſt redemed me O Lord, thou God of trueth.
 I haue hated them that holde of ſuperſticious vanities: and my truſt hath been in the Lorde.
 I wil be glad and reioice in thy mercy: for thou haſt con­ſidered my trouble, and haſt knowē my ſoule in aduerſitie.

 Let them be confounded and put to ſhame that ſeke after my ſoule: let them be turned backe, and brought to confuſiō, that ymagine miſchiefe for me.
 Let them be as the duſt before the wynde: and the aungel of the Lorde ſcattering them.

 For they haue prieuely layde theyr nette to deſtroye me without a cauſe: yea, euen without a cauſe haue they made a pytte for my ſoule.

 He ymagineth miſchiefe vpon his bed, and hath ſet hym­ſelfe in no good waye: neyther doeth he abhorre anye thyng that is euill.
 Thy mercy O Lorde, reacheth vnto the heauen: and thy faythfulnes vnto the cloudes.
 Thy righteouſnes ſtandeth lyke the ſtrong mountaines: thy iudgementes are like the great depe.
 Thou lorde ſhalt ſaue bothe man and beaſt, how excellēt is thy mercy O God? and the children of men, ſhal put theyr truſte vnder the ſhadowe of thy wynges.

 Put thou thy truſt in the Lord, and be doyng good: dwel in the land, and verely thou ſhalt be fed.
 Delyghte thou in the Lorde, and he ſhall geue thee thy heartes deſyre.
 Committe thy waie vnto the Lorde, and put thy truſt in him: and he ſhall bryng it to paſſe.
 He ſhall make thy ryghteouſnes as cleare as the lyghte: and thy iuſt dealyng as the noone daye.

 My woūdes ſtinke & are corrupt: through my fooliſhnes.
 I am brought into ſo great trouble and miſerye: that I goe mourning all the day long.
 For my loynes are filled with a fore diſeaſe: and there is no whole part in my body.
 I am feble and ſore ſmitten: I haue roared for the very diſquietnes of my heart.
 Lorde, thou knoweſt all my deſyre: and my groning is not hydde from thee.
 My heart panteth, my ſtrength hath fayled me: and the light of mine eyes is gone from me.
 My louers and my neighbours dyd ſtande loking vpon my trouble: and my kinſmen ſtode afarre of.

 And he hath put a new ſong in my mouth: euē a thankes geuing vnto our God.
 Many ſhall ſee it and feare: and ſhall putte their truſt in the Lorde.
 Bleſſed is the man that hath ſet hys hope in the Lorde: and turned not vnto the proude, and to ſuche as goe about with lyes.
 O Lord my God, great are thy woonderous woorkes, which thou haſt done: lyke as be alſo thy thoughtes which are to vsward, and yet there is no man that ordereth them vnto thee.
 If I would declare them and ſpeake of thē: they ſhould be moe then I am hable to expreſſe.

 Gyrde thee with thy ſweorde vpon thy thyghe (O thou moſte mightie:) accordyng to thy worſhyp and renowne.
 Good lucke haue thou with thyne honoure: ryde on bee­cauſe of the worde of trueth, of mekenes & righteouſnes, and thy ryght hand ſhall teache thee terrible thynges.

 They marueyled to ſee ſuche thynges: they were aſtoni­ed, and ſodeynly caſt downe.
 [Page] Feare came there vpon thē and ſorow: as vpon a woman in her trauaile.
 Thou ſhalt breake the ſhippes of the ſea: through the Eaſt wynde.
 Like as we haue heard, ſo haue we ſene in the citie of the lord of hoſtes, in the citie of our god; god vpholdeth theſame for euer.
 We waite for thy louing kindnes, O god: in the middes of thy temple.
 O god, according vnto thy name, ſo is thy praiſe vnto the worldes ende: thy right hand is ful of righteouſnes.
 Let the mount Sion reioice, and the doughters of Iuda be glad: becauſe of thy iudgementes.

O Heare ye this, al ye people: pōder it with your eares, all ye that dwell in the worlde.
 High and lowe, riche and poore: one with another.
 My mouth ſhall ſpeake of wyſdome: and my heart ſhall muſe of vnderſtanding.
 I wil encline mine eare to the parable: and ſhew my darke ſpeache vpon the harpe.
 Wherfore ſhould I feare in the dayes of wickedneſſe? and when the wyckedneſſe of my heles compaſſeth me rounde aboute.
 There be ſome that putte their truſt in their goodes: and boaſt themſelues in the multitude of their richeſſe.
 But no man may delyuer his brother: nor make agrement vnto god for hym.
 For it coſt more to redeme their ſoules: ſo that he muſt let that alone for euer.
 Yea, though he lyue long: and ſee not the graue.
 [Page] For he ſeeth that wiſemen alſo die, and periſhe together: as wel as the ignoraunt and fooliſhe, and leaue their riches for other.
 And yet they thynke that their houſes ſhall continue for euer: and that their dwelling places ſhal endure from one generacion to another, and call the landes after their owne names.
 Neuertheles, man wil not abide in honor: ſeeyng he may be compared vnto the beaſtes that periſhe, this is the way of them.
 This is their fooliſhnes: and their poſteritie prayſe theyr ſaying.

 Againſt thee onely haue I ſynned, & done this euil in thy ſight: that thou mighteſt be iuſtified in thy ſaying, and cleare when thou art iudged.
 Beholde, I was ſhapen in wickednes: and in ſynne hath my mother conceyued me.
 But loe, thou requireſt trueth in the inward partes: and ſhalt make me to vnderſtande wyſedome ſecretly.

 Fearefulnes and tremblyng are come vpon me: and hor­rible dreade hath ouerwhelmed me.
 And I ſayd, O that I had winges lyke a doue: for then would I ſlie a waye, and be at reſt.
 Lo, then would I geat me a waye farre of: and remayne in the wildernes.
 I would make haſt to eſcape: becauſe of the ſtormy winde and tempeſt.
 Deſtroie theyr tonges (O Lorde) and deuide them: for I haue ſpied vnrighteouſnes and ſtryfe in the citie.
 Day and night goe they aboute within the walles therof: miſchiefe alſo and ſorowe are in the middeſt of it.

 As for me, I am poore and in miſerie: haſte thee vnto me (O god.)
 Thou art my helper and my redemer: O Lorde make no long tarying.

 Lifte vp thy  [...] that thou mayeſt vtterly deſtroye euerye enemy: which hath done euil in thy Sanctuary.
 Thine aduerſaries roare in the middes of thy congrega­cions: and ſet vp their banners for tokens.

 At thy rebuke (O god of Iacob) both the charret and horſe is fallen.
 Thou, euen thou art to be feared: and who may ſtande in thy ſight, when thou art angry?
 Thou didſt cauſe thy iudgement to be heard from heauē: the earth trembled and was ſtyll.
 When god aroſe to indgemente: and to helpe al the meke vpon earth.
 The fearcenes of man ſhal turne to thy prayſe: and the fearcenes of other ſhalt thou reſtrayne.
 Promiſe vnto the lorde your god, and kepe it al ye that be rounde about hun: bring preſentes vnto hun that ought to be feared.
 [Page] He ſhal reſtrayne the ſpirite of Princes: and is wonder­full emong the kinges of the earth.

 I haue conſidered the dayes of olde: and the yeres that are paſt.
 I cal to remembraunce my ſong, and in the night I com­mon with mine own heart, and ſearche out my ſpirites.
 Will the Lorde abſent himſelfe for euer? and wil he be no more entreated?
 Is his mercye cleane gone for euer? and is hys promiſe come vtterlye to an ende for euermore?
 Hath God forgotten to be gracious? and wil he ſhut vp his louing kindnes in diſpleaſure?
 And I ſaid, it is mine own infirmitie: but I wil remem­ber the yeres of the right hand of the moſt hygheſt.
 I wil remember the workes of the Lord: and call to mind thy wonders of olde tyme.

Euenīg prayer. HEare my law, O my people: encline your eares vn­to the woordes of my mouth.
 I will open my mouth in a parable: I will de­clare hard ſentences of olde.
 Which we haue heard and knowen: and ſuche as our fa­thers tolde vs.
 That we ſhould not hide thē from the children of the ge­neracions to come: but to ſhewe the honor of the lorde, his mighty and wonderful workes that he hath done.
 He made a couenant with Iacob, and gaue Iſrael a law: which he cōmaūded our forefathers to teache their childrē.
 That theyr poſteritie myght knowe it: and the children which were yet vnborne.
 To the intent that when they came vp: they might ſhew theyr children theſame.
 That they might put theyr truſt in God: and not to for­geat the workers of god, but to kepe his commaundemētes.
 And not to be as theyr forefathers, a faithles and ſtub­burne generacion: a generacion that ſet not their hearte a­right, and whoſe ſpirite cleaueth not ſtedfaſtly vnto God.
 Like as the children of Ephraim: which being harneſſed and carying bowes, turned themſelues backe in the day of battayle.
 They kepte not the couenante of God: and woulde not walke in his lawe.
 But forgat what he had done: and the wonderful workes that he had ſhewed for them.
 Marueilous thinges did he in the ſight of our fathers in [Page] the lande of Egipt: euen in the fielde of zoan.
 He deuided the ſea, and let them goe through: he made the waters to ſtande on a heape.
 In the daye tyme alſo he led them with a cloude: and all the nyght through with a light of fier.
 He claue the hard rockes in the wildernes: and gaue them drynke therof, as it had been out of the great depth.
 He brought waters out of the ſtony rocke: ſo that it guſhed out lyke the ryuers.
 Yet for all thys, they ſinned more againſt him: and prouo­ked the moſt higheſt in the wildernes.
 They tempted God in theyr heartes: and required meate for theyr luſt.
 They ſpake agaynſt God alſo, ſaying: ſhall god prepare a table in the wildernes?
 He ſmote the ſtony rocke in dede, that the water guſhed out, and the ſtreames flowed withall: but can he geue bread alſo, or prouide fleſhe for hys people?
 When the Lord hearde this, he was wroth: ſo the fier was kindled in Iacob, & there came vp heauy diſpleaſure againſt Iſrael.
 Becauſe they beleued not in God: and put not theyr truſte in hys helpe.
 So he commaunded the cloudes aboue: and opened the dores of heauen.
 He rayned down Manna alſo vpon them for to eate: and gaue them fode from heauen.
 So man did eate Angels fode: for he ſente them meate e­noughe.
 He cauſed the Eaſt wind to blowe vnder the heauen: and through hys power he brought in the Southweſte wynde.
 He rayned fleſh vpon them as thicke as duſt: and fethered foules lyke as the ſande of the ſea.
 He let it fall emong their tentes: euen rounde about their habitacion.
 So they did eate, and were well filled: for he gaue them theyr owne deſire, they were not diſappoynted of theyr luſt.
 [Page] But while the meate was yet in their mouthes, the heauie wrath of god came vpon them: and ſlew the welthieſt of thē, yea, and ſmote downe the choſen men that were in Iſrael.
 But for al thys, they ſinned yet more: and beleued not his wonderous workes.
 Therfore their daies did he conſume in vanitie: and their yeares in trouble.
 When he ſlewe them, they ſought hym: and turned them earely, and enquired after God.
 And they remembred that God was theyr ſtrength: and that the high god was theyr redemer.
 Neuertheles, they did but flatter him with theyr mouthes: and diſſembled with hym in theyr tongues.
 For theyr heart was not whole with hym: neyther conty­nued they ſtedfaſt in his couenaunt.
 But he was ſo mercifull: that he forgaue theyr miſdedes, and deſtroyed them not.
 Yea, many a tyme turned he his wrath away: and would not ſuffer his whole diſpleaſure to aryſe.
 For he conſidered that they were but fleſhe: and that they were euen a wynde that paſſeth awaye, and cometh not a­gayne.
 Many a time did they prouoke hym in the wildernes: and greued hym in the deſert.
 They turned backe, and tempted god: and moued the holy one in Iſrael.
 They thought not of hys hande: and of the daye when he delyuered them from the hand of the enemie.
 Howe he had wrought his miracles in Egipte: and hys wonders in the field of Zoan.
 He turned theyr waters into bloud: ſo that they mighte not drynke of the ryuers.
 He ſent lice emong them and deuoured them vp: & frogges to deſtroye them.
 He gaue theyr fruites vnto the caterpiller: and their labor vnto the graſhopper.
 He deſtroied theyr vines with haile ſtones: and their mul­bery [Page] trees with the froſt.
 He ſmote theyr cattel alſo with haile ſtones: & their flockes with hote thunderboltes.
 He caſt vpon them the furiouſnes of hys wrath: angre, diſ­pleaſure, and trouble, and ſent euil Aungels among them.
 He made a waye to his indignacion, and ſpared not theyr ſoule from death: but gaue theyr lyfe ouer to the Peſtilence.
 And ſmote all the firſt borne in Egipt: the moſt principal and mightieſt in the dwellynges of Ham.
 But as for his owne people, he led thē furth lyke ſhepe: & caryed them in the wildernes lyke a flocke.
 He brought them out ſafely, that they ſhould not feare: & ouerwhelmed theyr enemies with the ſea.
 And brought them in the borders of hys ſanctuarye: euen in his mountayne, which he purchaſed with his right hand.
 He caſt out the heathen alſo before them: cauſed their land to bee deuided emong them for an heritage, and made the tribes of Iſrael to dwell in theyr tentes.
 So they tempted and diſpleaſed the moſt high god: & kept not his teſtimonies.
 But turned theyr backes and fel awaye like their forefa­thers: ſtartyng aſyde like a broken bowe.
 For they greued him with theyr hill altars: and prouoked hym to diſpleaſure with theyr ymages.
 When God heard this, he was wroth: and toke ſore dyſ­pleasure at Iſrael.
 So that he forſoke the tabernacle in Silo: euen the tente that he had pitched emong them.
 He deliuered theyr power into captiuitie: and their beautie into the enemies hand.
 He gaue his people ouer alſo into the ſweord: and was wroth with his inheritaunce.
 The fier confumed the yong men: and theyr maidens wer geuen to mariage.
 Theyr Prieſtes were ſlayne with the ſweord: and there were no widdowes to make lamentacion.
 So the Lord awaked as one out of ſtepe: & like a Giaunt [Page] refreſhed with wyne.
 He ſmote his enemyes in the hindre partes: and put them to a perpetuall ſhame.
 He refuſed the tabernacle of Ioſeph: and choſe not the tribe of Ephraim.
 But choſe the tribe of Iuda: euen the hyll of Sion, which he loued.
 And there he builded his temple on hie: and laid the foun­dacion of it like the ground which he hath made continually.
 He choſe Dauid alſo his ſeruaunte: and toke hym awaye from the ſhepe foldes.
 As he was folowing the ewes greate with yong ones, he toke him: that he might fede Iacob his people, & Iſrael hys enheritaunce.
 So he fed them with a faithfull and true heart: and ruled them prudently with all hys power.

 Theyr bloud haue they ſhed like water on euery ſide of Ie­ruſalem: and there was no man to bury them.
 We are become an open ſhame to oure enemyes: a verye ſcorne and deriſion vnto them that are rounde about vs.
 Lord how long wilt thou be angrie: ſhal thy gelouſy burne like fier for euer?
 Power out thyne indignacion vpon the Heathē that haue not knowen thee: and vpon the kyngdomes that haue not called vpon thy name.
 For they haue deuoured Iacob: & laid waſt his dwelling place.
 O remember not oure olde ſynnes, but haue mercie vpon vs, and that ſoone: for we are come to great miſery.
 Helpe vs, O god of our ſaluaciō, for the glory of thy name: [Page] O deliuer vs, and be merciful vnto our ſinnes for thy name ſake.
 Wherefore doe the Heaten ſay: where is now theyr God?
 O let the vengeaunce of thy ſeruauntes bloud that is ſhed: be openly ſhewed vpon the heathen in our ſight.
 O let the ſorowfull ſyghyng of the priſoners come before thee: according to the greatenes of thy power, preſerue thou thoſe that are appoynted to dye.
 And as for ye blaſphemy (wherwith our neighbours haue blaſphemed thee:) rewarde thou them O Lorde, ſeuen folde into theyr boſome.
 So we that be thy people, and ſhepe of of thy paſture, ſhal geue thee thankes for euer: & will alwaye be ſhewing forth thy prayſe, from generacyon to generacyon.

 Thus they turned their glory into the ſimilitude of a calf: that eateth haye.
 And they forgat god their Sauioure: whiche had done ſo great thynges in Egipt.
 Wonderous woorkes in the lande of Ham: and fearefull thynges by the red ſea.
 So he ſaid, he would haue deſtroied them, had not Moy­ſes his choſē ſtand before him in the gappe: to turne away hys wrathfull indignacion, leſte he ſhoulde deſtroye them.
 Yea, they thought ſcorne of that pleaſaunt land: and gaue no credence vnto hys worde.
 But murmured in their tentes: and harkened not vnto the voyce of the Lorde.
 Then lift he vp his hand againſt them: to ouerthrow them in the wildernes.
 To caſt out their ſede among the nacions: and to ſcatter: them in the landes.
 They ioyned themſelues vnto Baal Peor: and eate the offerynges of the dead.
 Thus they prouoked hym vnto anger with their own in­uencions: and the plague was great among them.
 Then ſtode vp Phinees, & prayed: & ſo the plague ceaſed.
 And that was coumpted vnto him forrighteouſnes: amōg all poſterities for euermore.
 They angred hym alſo at the waters of ſtryfe: ſo that he puniſhed Moſes for theyr ſakes.
 Becauſe they prouoked hys ſpirite ſo: that he ſpake vnad­uiſedly wyth hys lyppes.
 [Page] Neyther deſtroyed they the Heathen: as the Lorde com­maunded them.
 But were mingled among the Heathen: and learned their workes.
 Inſomuch that thei worſhipped their ydols, which turned to their own decay: yea, thei offred their ſonnes, and daugh­ters vnto deuilles.
 And ſhed innocente bloud, euen the bloud of their ſonnes and of their daughters: whom thei offered vnto the ydols of Canaan, and the lande was defiled with bloud.
 Thus were they ſtayned with their owne woorkes: and went a whoring with their own inuencions.
 Therfore was the wrath of the Lord kindled againſt his people: inſomuch that he abhorred hys owne enheritaunce.
 And he gaue them ouer into the hand of the Heathen: and they that hated them, were Lordes ouer them.
 Their enemyes oppreſſed them: & had them in ſubieccyon.
 Many a tyme did he deliuer thē: but they rebelled againſt him with their owne inuencions, and were brought downe in their wyckedneſſe.
 Neuertheleſſe, when he ſaw their aduerſtie: he heard their complaynte.
 He thoughte vpon his couenaunt, and pitied them, accor­ding vnto ye multitude of his mercies: yea, he made all thoſe that had led them awaye captiue to pitie them.
 Deliuer vs O lord oure god, and gather vs frō among the Heathen: that we may geue thankes to thy holy name, and make our boaſt of thy prayſe.

Now moſt mercifull ſauiour, lette all theſe thinges profite me, whyche thou freely haſte geuen me, that haſt geuen thy ſelfe for me. Let thy bloud clēſe and waſh away the ſpottes & fouleneſſe of my ſinnes. Let thy righteouſnes hyde and couer my vn­righteouſnes. Let the merites of thy paſſion & bloud, be the ſatiſfaccion for my ſinnes. Geue me lorde thy grace, that my fayth & ſaluacion in thy bloud wauer not in me, but euer bee firme and conſtant, that the hope of thy mercy & life euerlaſ­ting, neuer decaie in me, that charitie waxe not colde in me: finallye, that the weakeneſſe of my fleſhe bee not ouercome with the feare of death. Graunt me mercyfull ſauiour, that when death hathe ſhut vp the eyes of my bodye, yet that the eyes of my ſoule may ſtill behold & loke vpon thee: that whē deathe hath taken away the vſe of my tongue & ſpeache, yet that my heart may cry and ſay vnto thee, (In manus tuas do­mine, commendo ſpiritum meum,) that is to ſaie: O lorde, into thy handes I geue and committte my ſoule. (Dommine Ieſu accipe ſpiritum meum.) Lorde Ieſu receyue my ſoule vnto thee. Amen.
